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School Announces 
Policy on Free and 
Cut Price Meals 

Again during the coming 
scholastic year Muenster Pub- 
tic School will provide free 
or reduced price meals and 
milk to children from families 
whose income is at or below 
levels shown on an eligibility 
list which has been sent this 
week to the homes of all 
school children. 

A letter with the income 
scale and application sheet 
points out that the regular' 
charges for meals is 45 cents 
K through 6, 50 cents 7 
through 12, 25 cents for break-
fast, and 16 cents for extra 
milk. 

However, those prices do 
not apply if family income 
level is below that shown on 
the scale, or if the income is 
greater but offset by excep-
tionally high bills for medi-
cine, special education costs 
due to mental or physical con-
dition of a child, or disaster 
or casualty loss. In such cases 
children are eligible for free 
or reduced price meals, the 
latter being 20 cents for lunch 
and 10 cents for breakfast. 

Parents who think their low 
income or unusual hardship 
makes their children eligible 
for free or reduced price 
meals are urged to complete 
and return the application 
forms they have received. In-
formation given will be con-
fidential and used only for the 
purpose indicated. Each appli-
cation will be reviewed by the 
school board and the appli-
cant will be notified within 
ten days if the child is eligi-
ble. In case the applicant does 
not agree with the board's de-
cision, a hearing can be ar-
ranged by calling or writing 
Superintendent Bruns. 

Another provision of the 
school's policy is that all 
children are treated the same 
regardless of ability to pay, 
and none are discriminated 
against 'because of race, sex, 
color or national origin.

$4000 Now Allowed 
By SS Without 
Loss of Benefits 

"Social security beneficiar-
ies are now allowed to earn 
more than ever before with-
out affecting their eligibility 
to 'benefits," according to Gus 
Jones, Social Security Mana-
ger in Sherman. 

Beneficiaries who are 65 or 
older this year may earn 
$4000 and still be considered 
retired, Jones said. Those un-
der 65 may earn $3240 before 
their benefits are affected. 

Total yearly benefits are re-
duced by one dollar for each 
two dollars earned over the 
retirement limit, he explained. 
These earnings limits do not 
apply to disability beneficiar-
ies, however, as they are paid 
because of an inability to 
work. 

Although when a person of 
any age begins receiving bene-
fits he is considered retired in 
each month in which he nei-
ther earns more than one-
twelth of his yearly limit 
($334 for those 65 and older 
and $270 for those under 65) 
nor works substantially in his 
Owls business, this monthly 
retirement test now applies 
only to the first year of re-
tirement. Following that yeah' 
all beneficiaries will lose one 
dollar in benefits for every 
two dollars earned over the 
yearly limit regardless of 
monthly work and earnings. 

Jones said the implementa-
tion of separate earnings limits 
for different age groups and 
the elimination of the month-
ly retirement test except for 
the initial year of retirement 
are part of the recent amend-
ments to the Social Security 
Act. Those amendments also 
guarantee yearly increases in 
the earnings limits to coincide 
with cost of living increases.

Postal Service 
Recommends Use of 
Sturdy Packages 

Camera buffs are urged to 
prepare film being sent 
through the mail for process-
ing to help preserve those 
precious summer photographic 
memories. 

Each year, according to 
Postmaster Virgil Henscheid, 
thousands of film packages 
end up in dead letter offices 
throughout the country be-
cause of careless wrapping 
and addressing. often result-
ing in a missing pictorial re-
cord of vacation trips. 

The following tips will help 
ensure safer handling of film 
while in the mail stream. 

Place film cartridges in 
sturdy envelopes. When pos-
sible use the envelopes usual-
ly supplied by film process-
ing companies. 

Make sure that the pro-
cessor's mailing address as 
well as a return address are 
written legibly on the outside 
envelope. Use Zip Codes. 

As an extra precaution, tape 
your name and address to the 
film roll or cartridge before 
inserting it in the envelope. 
Your name and address should 
be written also on the back 
of any photographs being 
sent in for re -touching, coping 
or other purposes, Postmaster 
Henscheid said.

Oil-Gas Industry Boosts 
Economy of Cooke County 

The  multi-billion dollar 
boost that oil and gas industry 
operations gave to the Texas 
economy in 1977 was shared 
by the citizens of Cooke Coun-
ty. 

The marketed value of pe-
troleum production in the 
county has been calculated at 
$49.l-.million in an economic 
activity profile of the states 
top producing counties pre-
pared by the Dallas-based 
Texas Mid-Continent Oil & 
Gas Association. 

Cooke was one of 201 coun-
ties last year which produced 
petroleum with a marketed 
value of $100.000 or more. The 
county ranked 81st in the es-
timated total value of petro-
leum produced. The Associa-
tion has computed that some 
$46.7-million came from the 
production of 5.2-million bar-
rels of crude oil, with approx-
imately $1.4-million attributed 
to an output of 1.5-million 
MCF of natural gas. Payments 
last year to owners of royal-
ty in the county were calcu-
lated at $6-million. 

While paying local, county 
and state property taxes, pro-
ducers in the county also 
helped support state govern-
ment through production tax 

County Workers 
Receive Pay Hike 

An across-the-board p a y 
raise of 7.5 per cent for coun-
ty employees, except elected 
and appointed officials, was 
approved last week by the 
Cooke County Commissioners 
Court. 

The increase, adopted as a 
part of the county's $1.8 mil-
lion budget, adds $45,000 to 
the county payroll. Approval 
was by a 4-1 vote with Com-
missioner Jerry Lewis oppos-
ing, and it followed discussions 
of proposals of 5, 7 and 10 
per cent increases. 

The 10 per cent raise was 
suggested especially for coun-
ty road workers because of 
the more difficult nature of 
their work, after which the 
some increase was proposed 
for other employees. There-
after a motion for the 7.5 
per cent raise was promptly 
approved. 

Another decision by the 
court divided road and bridge 
tax money equally among the 
county's four precincts and 
gave an additional $10,000 to 
each from the special lateral 
road fund. 

An item in the budget of 
two cardiac monitor defibril-
lators for Cooke County'Emer-
gency Medical Service was cut 
in half by the commissioners. 
The mechanism which is used 
both to monitor and to regu-
late heart rhythm, was cut at 
least temporarily from two to 
one until further studies are 
made. 

Another budget item trim-
med was highband radios for 
communication of ambulances 
with hospital personnel, es-
pecially doctors, to assist in 
performing services at the 
scene or en route at a doctor's 
directions. Ambulances a r e 
currently equipped with low 
band radios for contact with 
the Sheriff's office, and would 
remain if the high band units 
were installed.
