Program of Kan^re 
Conservation Is 

Broadened for ’38
The Departm ent of Agriculture  

broadened its 1938 ran g e  conse rva­
tion program  last week to Increase 
payments to western  cat t lemen.

The program , applicable to  range 
land of 17 western  s ta tes  at an  e s ­
timated cost of $11 ,000,000, was 
approved by Sec re ta ry  of Agricul­
tu re  Henry A. Wallace.

Under the new plan  ran ch e rs  
may earn  payments  (or improving 
o r  conserving range  land, especi­
ally where severe d rou ths  have In­
creased  soil depletion.

The program  provides a  combin­
ed a llo tment for acreage  and car- 
ryin". capacity  of the ranee,  with 
benefits  to South Dakota. N ebras­
ka. Texas and Oklahoma, which 
received no appropria t ions  under  
the 1937 plan that  extended only 
to s ta tes  of the AAA western  re ­
gion.

The payments  for deferred  graz- 
Ing— withholding the  land from 
grazing during  reseeding o p e ra ­
tions— will be increased su b s ta n ­
t ia l ly  In m any  areas.  60 per cent 
of the range  building allowance 
being used for this purpose.

F a rm ers  want  prices of their  
products  stabil ized at fair par ity  
levels in re la tion to industr ia l  p r ic ­
es and  wages. This is absolutely 
necessa ry  if we are  to re ta in  any 
m easure  of business prosperi ty  and 
employment.

“The House Committee on A gri­
cu ltu re .  w ithout open hear ings and 
going directly  coun te r  to the over­
whelming sentim ent of fa rm ers  as 
expressed  a t  recent Senate h e a r ­
ings all over the country ,  Is consid­
e r ing  a farm bill which falls com- I 
pletely  to provide for any effective 
maintenance  or s tabili ty  of farm 
prices.

"While this bill provides for ac- j 
cum ula ting  addit ional surpluses.  It 
falls complete ly to safeguard  p ro­
ducers against  the price-wrecking 
effect of these surp luses  Like the 1 
recently  announced corn loan, 
which is offered at a ra te  far  be­
low parity, th is  proposed House 
bill discloses an aston ish ing  lack 
of confidence In the fu ture  of farm 
prices.

“This lack of confidence and the 
abandonm ent of efforts to secure 
par ity  prices plainly Indicates to 
fa rm ers  tha t  if their  confidence is 
no grea ter  than  th a t  shown at 
W ashington they had better curta il  
their  expenditure* to the lowest 
possible point. The business man 
also. If farm prices a re  not to he 
brought to parity  level, ahould ex ­
pect no substan tia l  improvement In 
his si tuation.

"The  Fa rm  Bureau will fight to 
the last ditch for reasonable  and 
stable  farm prices and will oppose 
nil weak and makeshift  m easures 
th a t  can accomplish nothing hut 
delude the fa rm er  with false hopes

The hope in the presen t  s i tu a ­
tion res ts  in the Senate, where a 
sub-committee  is perfecting a  bill 
for ear ly  submission to the full 
committee on agr icu ltu re  which 
provides for an adequate  ever-nor- 
mal g ranary ,  with complete  ad e ­
quate  safeguards  against price de ­
pressing  effect*, with price-stabil­
izing featu res  definitely keyed to 
parity  and with democratic  fa rm er-  
m anaged control of production and 
m ark e tin g  sufficient to make the 
whole plan workable.

Present holders of tfriver* licenses will not lit requir­
ed to make now applications at this time, and thus will not 
be reejuired to stand an examination. Present licenses, 
however, expire April. IH3H, and b\ that time all lisa s  
motorists will be required, in theoiv ai least, to piovc their 
ability to dnve an automobile before they aie giaiued the 
privilege.

The new law. while wholly inadequate, is mutli het- 
tei than an\ tonne i l isa s  laws on ilii' subject. Dial es 
animations will be given bv representatives ol the Dejiart- 
ment ol Public Saleiv. tesimg the applicant* knowledge 
of Slate and lota! tiaflic regulations, rules nt ihe mad abil­
ity to read and inteipret highway signs and making other 
similar tests. Following this, the applicant will be given 
a driving test, in which the opeiatur musi demonstrate 
the use of his foot and hand brakes, stop lor signals and 
perform other acts necessary in oidinaiv ttallii situations.

Not onlv will the  prospective automobile opeiatoi I k- 
examined, but a c o m p r e h e n s iv e  test will  Ik - g iv e n  ihe ve ­
hicle. and each a|)jihcani is tequired to tiirmsli Ins own ve­
hicle or the one he p r o p o s e s  t o  opeiate. Defects in t h e  au­
tomobile disclosed during t h e  examination must lx collect­
ed before the cat i' c o n t i n u e d  in use.

I l ic  examination presumable will not lie veis thor­
ough. and the new law is not as inclusive as saleiv expert* 
would prefer. But it is a step in die tight direction, and 
one which should icsult m a more garetul and accident- 
free npeiation ol automobiles on leva* highways in die 
future.

Mr Jus t ice  Hugo Black as young­
est m em ber of the Court,  was by 
custom Ihe read e r  of Ihe day’s fi rs t  
decision. The ruse  involved the 
r ight of the Federal  T rade  Commis­
sion to p revent  S tandard  E duca­
tion Society front advertis ing, as 
a  free gift for subscr ibe rs  to its  
$69.50 loose-leaf supplement se rv ­
ice. an encyclopedia which the F. 
T  C had found norm ally  sold a t  
$8'.* .’>0 with no charge  for the su p ­
plement In his opinion, in which 
all  of hi* e ight  colleagues concur-  
red. Jus t ice  Black ruled for the  
Commission, gave an outline  of his 
re a so n in g :

“ Laws a re  made to protect the  
t rus t ing  as well as the suspicious. 
The best element of business has 
long decided th a t  honesty should 
govern competit ive en te rp r ises  and 
ihe ru le  of  'caveat em pto r '  should  
nol be relied upon to rew ard  fraud  
an d  deception."

This opinion, the firs t  of the  
Court 's  1937-38 term , was also the 
first  one w ri t ten  by Ihe C o u r t’s 
newest memhe” and an exception 
to the procedure  whereby new 
Jus t ices  serve on Inital period be­
fore being called  upon lo speak 
for the ir  colleagues W hen Jus t ice  
Black had finished. Ihe Court p ro ­
ceeded to the r e s t  of the  d ay ’s
business. By a 5-to-4 m ajor i ty ------
Jus t ices  Braudels,  Slone, Cardozo, 
and  Blark  s trenuously  d issen t ing— 
It held that  a  IIO.I'OO gift made 
to  an employee for valuable  and 
loyal service" in 1931 was not ta x ­
able as income Among eleven o ther  
decisions handed  down, most Im­
portan t  was a  p re lim inary  v ictory  
for the  National Labor Relation* 
Board In it* d ispu te  with I’ennsy- 
Iv&nia Greyhound Lines Inc., a  case 
which may have a profound effect 
on the  legal s tand ing  of company 
union*.

Year before last the Court 's  nine 
old men were bathed in historic  
limelight when  they waded into
the New Deal’s first crop  of eco­
nomic measures,  invalidating  NBA
and AAA and upholding the Gover­
n m en t’s r igh t  to  cancel the gold 
c lauses In all  contract*  la is t  year  
they were the cen ter  of a political 
death s trugg le  b rought  about by 
F rank in  Roosevelt 's desire to In­
su re  ihe const itu t iona lity  of hi* 
fu tu re  legislative program  by a d d ­

ing sympathetic  Jus tices  to Ihs 
bench. The exettement of  Ihe c u r ­
rent  court  term will be different
from that of  Ihe two previous ones 
but no less noteworthy. Although 
Mr. Roosevelt’s packing p lan  fail­
ed. th is  term find* the Court ph i l ­
osophically and politichlly real igned 
and slanted  in a new direction. Its 
im portan t  cases likely to Involve 
the  right* of newly-resurgeiit  Labor 
and  the right of the Governm ent to 
en te r  the public  util i ties field.
