In regard to subsidies, farm-
ers are giving more than they
are receiving. That statement
sounds like a sure way to stir

up an argument, especially
from average city people who
for years have considered ag-
riculture a subsidized indus-
try. And their opinion seems
valid, considering the well
known fact that government
has poured billions of tax dol-
lars into government-made
farm programs.

The more correct view, ac-
cording to a farm industry re-
presentative, is that other
people are being subsidized
by farmers. In the first place
they subsidize the cities with
brainpower by sending their
sons and daughters through
high school and college at
great expense and then see
those children apply their
talents and skills for the bene-

fit of city employers.

Still another subsidy from
farmers to other people is the
tremendous volume of food |
and fiber provided by farmers
at less cost in proportion to |
wages than in any other area
of the world.

If city slickers get the no-
tion that they are kicking in
tax dollars to help give Amer-l
ican farmers a better life, they |
ought to realize also that the |
efficiency and hard work of
rural folks is adding much to|
the urban standard of living.!
That point of view makes one
wonder who is doing more for
whom.

Furthermore, one might add
that many farmers are unwill-
ing beneficiaries of the sub-
sidy. They would rather be
rid of the programs, with the'
red tape and restrictions, and
go back to the free market
system of a few decades ago.
Understanably, farmers with |
this attitude don’t like being !
looked upon as receivers ofl
taxpayer handouts. |

An opinion survey just re- |
ported by Congressman Gra-|
ham Purcell reveals some in- |
teresting and gratifying facts|

about the thinking of peOplel

in this congressional district.
In spite of the relentless
thought shaping campaign

carried on by the country’s
liberal TV, radio and press,
the opinions of District 13 in-
dicate a lot of good solid
Americanism.

Regarding the war 43 per-|
cent prefer to fight for a mili- |
tary victory and 15 per cent |
want to bomb North Vietnam |
until it quits attacking South |
Vietnam, and 9 per cent want‘
to continue as we are. On
the other hand 13 per cent
want to get out now and 13
per cent more want to hurry
out. Combining figures this
means that 67 per cent favor
the government’'s plan or a
stronger one to help South
Vietnam but only 26 per cent
want to abandon the country.

This report stands out in
sharp contrast to the views
and news presented by the
country’s dominant media. It
goes to show that the minority
indeed makes the greater
noise and that the majority
opinion simply isn't getting a
fair presentation. It points up
the deplorable fact that our
government’s effort is being
handicapped by an alleged
attitude which does not re-
flect the wish of the country
as a whole.

The thought is all the more
depressing when we consider
what the American spirit
could be if the media were on
the country’s side. If people
who have been swayed by the
thought control crowd had
been won to our side . . . if
the radical dissidents had
been exposed as traitors in-
stead of glorified as crusaders

. if loyalty and patriotism
had been honored as it used to
be . . . if the public had been
urged to sacrifice and work
harder in support of the fight-
ing men . . . if these things
had been done from the start
the war would have been
over long ago. If by a sudden
change this spirit were to take
hold tomorrow we could still
win in a comparatively short
time. Our trouble from the
start came less from our en-
emies over there than from
our meddlers over here.

Last week’s Senate passage
of the Copper-Church bill was
another unfortunate case of
giving aid and comfort to the
enemy. It assured the North
Vietnamese that they are free

8 Year Sentence

The Sixteenth District
Court’s second attempt to try
Jimmie Lee
Sanger, for the robbery of
Muenster State Bank needed
only a few hours. Judge W. C.
Boyd sentenced him to eight
years in prison after he had
pleaded guilty and waived a
jury trial.

charge of robbery.

Purcell Poll Favors
Victory in Vietnam

A majority of 13th Con-
gressional District
ents of Congressman Graham
Purcell (D-Tex.) continue to
favor pushing for a military
victory in Vietnam, according
to results of a recent poll of
his constituents made by Pur-
cell and released today.

They also favor wage and
price. controls to combat in-
flation, a new postal system,
and stricter enforcement of
laws already on the books to
fight crime.

According to Purcell, they
see disorders here in the
United States as the most

pressing national problem, but
a substantial portion also list
the war in Vietnam, as well
as crime, inflation, and the
threat of pollution.

In releasing the results of
the poll today, Purcell said,
“This is one of the most in-
teresting polls I have ever
conducted, since it was so
strongly affected by the Pres-
ident’s announcement that he
was sending American troops
into Cambodia and the stu-
dents protest that followed.

“The sympathy, and then a
backlash that occurred as a
result of the Kent State
shootings and all that fol-
lowed, showed up most
strongly in the question so-
liciting views on giving 18
year olds the right to vote,”
Purcell continued. “Originally,
65 per cent of all responses
favored some lowering in the
voting age; however, as the
poll concluded, the figure re-
versed so that a second tabu-
lation showed that 62.5% of
my constituents did not want
to change the voting age.

“At about this same time,

"70 Grain Harvest

Nears Completion

The community’s grain har-
vest is almost finished. Local
grain dealers reported Wed-
nesday that almost all of their
regular customers have fin-
ished the job and the others
will probably finish in a few
days.

This season is believed to
be about the shortest ever for
the community. First reason
is that acreage was reduced
in the government’'s wheat
subsidy program. In addition
the acreage was cut on wheat
which did not qualify for sub-
sidy. Farmers had decided
that they could not make
money depending on only the
market price. So, the com-
munity had considerably less
to harvest than usual.

Next factor was favorable
weather. Rains stopped about
the time the grain was ready
and cutting continued without
interruption until last Thurs-
day night’s rain. In some areas
the rain was light allowing
combining to resume Friday.
Good dry weather has pre-
vailed since.

The rain measure on Steve
Moster’s gauge was .97 inch,
bringing the month’s total to
1.09. The year’s total to date
is 16.73.

Grain yields have been
slightly above those of recent
years. Wheat average was 30
to 35 bushels per acre, oats
average was 60 to 65. Money
values came out about even
as wheat gold for $1.15 to $1.20
‘per bushel and oats sold at
about 60 cents a bushel.

All water skiers should
know it takes a team effort,
with at least three people in-
volved — one person to ride
behind the boat, one to steer
with eyes front, and another
to watch the skier and his
hand signals. Although skim-
ming 75 feet behind a power-
boat doing 30 miles per hour
may look dangerous, it need
not be if you use the right
sign language and follow a
few safety rules. Even quali-
fied swimmers should wear a
flotation device while skiing,
preferably a life jacket. Have
a good communication system
between the driver, the ob-
server, and the skier. Learn
the hand signal system de-
veloped by the American Wa-
ter Ski Association. The skier
can use these signals for
everything from making turns
to adjusting speed.

boating accident, do not panic.!

The one most important fac-
tor in avoiding panic is train-
ing and preparation. Boats
will float, and you will too,
if you don’t lose your head.
Never overload the boat, and
always insist that all passeng-
ers wear life preservers. If
the boat overturns, stay with
the boat — it will float. Keep
a level head, and practice the
most important rule of them
all — use common sense.

Farmers Cautioned
To Observe Law on

Hormone Herbicide
By NEIL TIBBETS
County Agent
Cooke County farmers and
ranchers have been using the
hormone type herbicides for
weed and brush control very
successfully for many years.

This is a very good way to

control weeds and brush
when wused properly. Laws
have been on the books to

cover the use of the chemical
since the herbicide was devel-
oped and recommended as a
weed control.

Due to the many reports
of damage to other crops the
State Department of Agricul-
ture has started checking and

enforcing the rules and reg-
ulations that apply to indi-
viduals wusing the hormone

type herbicides.

No person shall apply her-
bicide as a custom applier to
a total of more than 10 acres

in any 1 year without first
obtaining a permit for such
application.

All equipment used for cus-
tom application must be in-
spected by a representative
of the State Department of

Agriculture and receive a lic-
ense.

A person spraying his own
land or crops must make ap-
plication for a permit and pay
10c per acre for a permit fee
if spraying more than 10 acres
annually.

If a person is spraying his
own land or crops, and spray-
ing less than 10 acres, he must
give notice of each operation
to the Commissioner of Ag-
riculture prior to such opera-
