It seems as though civiliza-
tion is falling apart. The hi-
jacking of three jet airliners

Sunday and the attempted
hijacking of another by Arab
guerrillas is history’s worst
incident of piracy and a chal-
lenge to all respectable na-
tions to get together in seek-
ing a solution.

And that's only a part of
the story. The outrage is in-
tensified by kidnapping and
ransom demands in which two
planes and their passengers are
held as hostages for the re-
lease of criminals. Still an-
other outrage is the senseless,
hateful destruction of one of
the planes, a 747 jet costing
over $22 million.

The people who did these
things are enemies of all civi- |
lization. They are internation-
al outlaws whose capture and
prosecution should become the
goal of every country that ex-
pects to continue enjoying a

civilized relationship with
other countries.
A London newspaper has

a solution to the airplane hi-
jacking crime wave. It wants
an international agreement a-
mong all the countries to re-
turn any plane and passengers
which are brought in by hi-
jackers and also turn over the
hijackers for prosecution. Fail-
ure to live up to that agree-
ment would result in suspen-
sion of air service to that
country by the cooperating
countries. Inconvenience and
hardship resulting from such
ostracism is calculated to
bring most nations to their
senses in a short time.

It's possible to have such
a system, and with sufficient
teeth to make it workable, es-
pecially if there’s another pro-
vision requiring similar ostra-
cism for a country which
cheats on the deal. For in-
stance, we can imagine Cuba
being placed on the black
list but still enjoying regular
trade with Russia. Well Rus-
sia would think twice before

After all, that precaution is |
only one of the many forced
on decent people by the ene-|
mies of society. They say the
burglar alarm business is|
booming nowadays, reflecting |
the money people pay to a-
void thievery. Also, we pay
out more fortunes to insure
against theft and arson and
billions for big police forces.
And along with all that some
people forego their right to
go out for an evening walk.
A special precaution to assure
an unmolested flight is just
another little tribute that so-
ciety has to pay to crime.

The multiple hijacking by
Arab guerrillas brings us face
to face with one of the grim
realities of war. Involvement
is no longer confined to the
fighting men. People minding
their own business can be-
come hostages for the release
of criminals. And we learned
recently in South America
that the hostages do not al-
ways survive the ordeal. At
this time we wonder about the
newest ransom demand. We
also wonder whether Arab
governments will live up to
their responsibilities and take
the planes and passengers out
of criminal hands, or whether
innocent people will actually
be the pawns for release of
criminals.

A big question is whether
the idea mentioned in London
will be adopted and applied

City Goes Modern
On Pavement Job

The city of Muenster is go-
ing modern on the paving pro-
ject which is getting under
way this week. It is “Slurry
Pavement”, which is described
as different in method of in-
stallation and different in
both the quality of surface and
durability.

City Superintendent Steve
Moster said the name probab-
ly came from the consistency
of material as it is being ap-
plied. It is much thinner than
other pre-mix pavement, al-
most like concrete, and it is
levelled in about the same
manner as concrete.

This paving method has
been in use for only five years,
Moster said, and is doing fine
to date in quality and dura-
bility. It is the only kind of
asphalt paving now, being ap-
plied on airports. That’s be-
cause of its smooth, tough, pli-
able surface without any loose
grave for jet exhausts to blast
about the airport.

The pavement 1is mixed
somewhat like concrete, and
one of its materials is Port-
land cement. Principal other
materials are asphalt and
gravel. The mixture is applied
and levelled like concrete and
is also allowed to set for sev-
eral hours before using.

Former paving here consis-
ted mostly of spraying on a
layer of asphalt and following
with a layer of loose gravel or
crushed rock to be worked in-
to the asphalt by traffic. New
pavement consisted of two
such courses. Another method
used here consisted of pre mix-
ing asphalt and rock, spread-
ing it with a grader and pack-
ing with a roller. Neither of

| the methods produces a sur-

face that is equal to slurry in
smoothness, traction or tough-
ness.

The new material and
method of application is also
expected to eliminate a com-
mon pavement problem. The
surface laps over the base of
the curb instead of butting
against it. It does not shrink
away alowing a crack for wa-
ter to get into and cause
trouble to curb or pavement
or both.

WASHINGTON — Impor-
tant new microfilming pro-
cedures in the processing of
the 1970 Census will make
possible the most compre-
hensive and useful storehouse
of information ever as-
sembled by the Census Bur-
eau, reports Karl Adams Jr.,
president of the National
Microfilm Assn.

And, considering the
volume of information and
the cost involved, Americans
will get more for their money
—$210 million — than ever
before.

Adams, microfilm con-
sultant from Weston, Mass.,
explained that by using
microfilm to provide input to
computers and to record their
output, the Census Bureau
will save of millions in
personnel costs over the cost
to process the same amount
of data by previously used
methods. Taxpayers benefit
from having more
sophisticated equipment able
to do a better job of proces-
sing census data.

‘‘A significant break-
through in the handling of
tremendous masses of
information was the marriage
of microfilm to the com-
puter. Next year every
American will benefit by the
development of devices that
read data from microfilm:
directly to computers, and
advances in computer-
output-microfilming (COM)
technology,” Adams said.

The microfilm is fed to
FOSDIC (Film Optical
Sensing Device for Input to
Computers) which scans each
microfilm frame with a beam
of light and converts the dots
into magnetic code on
computer tape. Six FOSDICs
will operate around the clock
for four months to transfer
50,000 rolls of microfilm
onto 6500 reels of computer

tape at the rate of 70,000
items of information per
minute. In 1790 only about

six items could be handled

each minute.)

The computers, capable of
processing 700,000 items of
information each minute,
output directly to microfilm
(COM) at speeds up to
90,000 characters per second
~— about 30 times faster than
data can be recorded by
impact printers, the usual
output recording devices
which resemble high-speed
typewriters.

To illustrate the data
processing speedup since
1790, the Census Bureau
compared clerks with pencils
tabulating census data with
the modern computer, and
found that in terms of units
of work, the modern com-
puter performs the work of
14,000 clerks.

‘‘Computer-output-
microfilming is one of the
latest developments in
electronic data processing,
and its use is growing at a
fantastic rate,” says Adams,
He reports that a recent
survey of its members by the
National Microfilm Assn.

What do you know about echoes?
An echo is a sound that
bounces back—a sound that is
reflected back. Probably you
have heard your voice echo
down a corridor or across a
valley. The echo occurred
when the sound waves of your
voice struck a hard surface
and bounced back off it.

To make an echo, sound

waves must hit a hard, fairly
smooth surface at the correct
angle. (If they hit a rough
surface, the sound waves
break up. Either there is no
echo at all or the sound is com-
pletely changed.) Timing and
distance must also be right. Tf
the sound returns too quickly,
it becomes mixed with sound

Do you know why the right and
left sides of a ship are called port
and starboard?

Ancient ships had their
rudders, or steering boards,
on the right side of the stern
of the ship. This gave rise to
the Anglo-Saxon word steor-
+bord, or “steer side.” When
ships came into port to load
and unload, they were tied up
with their left sides closest to
the dock to prevent damage to
the rudder. Thus the left side
became known as the port

side. (Port used to be called
larboard, from Middle Eng-
lish ladeborde, which referred
to the loading side of a ship.)

Why is it hotter in summer than
n winter?

The loans
provide better housing for an
estimated 800 people in the

| area.

“The record for fiscal 1970
means that our housing ser-
vice was fifty percent greater
the past year,” Mr. Cunning-
ham said. ‘“This uptrend was
directly opposite to the gen-
eral national downtrend in
housing activity.”

Mr. Cunningham added that
the year begun July 1 appears
certain to topple the record
set in fiscal year 1970. The
agency is geared to virtually
double its housing services a-
gain this year, with $1.4 bil-
lion in authority nationally to
insure home loans for families
of low and moderate income.

“Key to the program’s rapid
growth is a new position of
equality for rural America in
the nation’s housing goal,” Mr.
Cunningham said. “Rural areas
have half of the nation’s bad
housing, and they now have
half of the nation’s housing
goal for the 1970’s.

“We expect the sharp up-
trend in rural housing to con-
tinue. In the Farmers Home
Administration, we fully ex-
pect to do our part in bring-
ing rural housing up to mod-
ern standards for every fam-
ily.”

Mr. Cunningham said pro-
gress in rural housing has
been speeded up through new
authorities put into effect by
Farmers Home earlier this
year. “We now make loans
to rural homesite development
organizagions, and we work
with rural builders to assure
that homes they build on a
multiple basis will meet quali-
ty standards for Farmers
Home loan insurance.”

The County Supervisor as-
serted that the rural housing
porgram is “one of the main
channels pouring private capi-
tal into rural community pro-
gress.” Farmers Home Admin-
istration insured loans serve
families or organizations un-
able to secure home financing
through other sources.

Eligibility covers people of
low and moderate income, in-
cluding senior citizens, in
rural towns of not more than
5,500 people, plus farm and
nonfarm residents of the coun-
tryside. If a loan cannot be
covered by a local lending in-
stitution, Farmers Home ad-
vances the loan from a revolv-
ing fund, then finds an in-
vestor elsewhere to take over
the government-insured loan
note.

Ear Wax

Accumulated wax in the ex-
ternal ear canal is a normal
secretion intended to protect

Avoid
using sharp instruments which
can damage the ear drum.

Nosebleeds |

Nosebleeds can occur at any
age but are quite common in
children. Often caused by an
ordinary blow to the nose or
a fall, nosebleeds can usually
be stopped by having the vic-
tim sit up, and tilt his head
back while applying cold, wet
towels over the face, nose and
back of the head and neck.

Seventy-five years ago, a rel-
atively somber America was
awakened to a new and some-
what startling creation: Edi-
son’s incandescent light bulb.

How much hay can you buy
this winter for $3.00? Three
bales of good hay or four bales
of poor hay. On the other hand
if you took that same $3.00,
bought 100 pounds of amonia
nitrate, (33-0-0) and put this
on one acre of Bermudagrass
right after a good rain it
could produce a ton or more
of top quality forage before
frost. Besides this, grass has
been scarce this year and
many pastures have nothing
left for winter grazing. You
can buy it or raise it. Can
you think of any better rea-
sons for fertilizing your pas-
ture this fall?

Fall fertilization is also a
good practice to carry out on
those home lawns. If you
have any questions about a
fertilization program on your

Yet
this very thing happens on
unprotected cropland every
time we have a heavy rain.

The Soil Conservation Ser-
vice can help you solve your
erosion and pollution prob-
lems.

Land owners who are plan-
ning to plant grass in 1971
should begin seedbed prep-
aration as soon as possible.

If your soil has good mois-
ture you can start planting
winter legumes. Good mois-

ture is especially needed if
legumes are overseeded on
Bermudagrass. The Bermuda

will also grow well until frost
and use much of the mois-
ture.
