Advocates of the proposed
constitutional amendment on
civil rights for women obvi-
ously have a point when they
claim that women are discrim-
inated against in a number of
ways. There are lots of cases
of women being denied com-
parable jobs or pay simply be-
cause they are the other sex.
But there are also other cases
in which women enjoy cer-
tain privileges because of sex.
For instance, men generally
still pick up the tab for shows
and meals. They still practice
certain courtesies in both so-
cial and business association.

As the amendment reads,
“Equality of rights under the
law shall not be denied or
abridged by the US or by any
state because of sex.” And
now people are beginning to
point out that sex applies also
to men, hence it’s not right to
discriminate against them be-
cause they are men. Before
continuing the current drive
for approval of the proposed
amendment by 38 states, it
might be a good idea to con-
sider how much women are
now favored by both law and
custom.

An interesting case has been
noted in California, where the
Bank of America had a long
standing custom of paying taxi
fares of women employees
who had to go home in the
dark. Recently, in the name
of the new equality, men said
they were victims of il-
legal sex discrimination and
were also entitled to the free
rides.

The net result is that, be-
ginning March 1, the bank will
discontinue paying the taxi
fares. Women will either pay
their own way or they’ll have
an equal right with men of
braving perils of the dark in
the big cities.

Frankly, wouldn’t it be bet-
ter if the women’s lib gals
did some retreating on their
equal rights demands and re-
turned to the customs of yes-
ter year? Will they really be
ahead if and when this thing
completely levels off? Or will
they discover that their gains
were matched by the loss of
lots of courtesies and customs
that we used to take for
granted?

A UPI news report tells us
that a textbook proposed for
fifth grade children has a
sentence here and there about
George Washington, but used
six and a half pages plus a
revealing picture to tell about
the movie sex symbol Marilyn
Monroe. As everyone knows,
the student reading this kind
of history will come away with
mighty feeble ideas of the
deeds and ideals which built
this country but will have
vastly distorted ideas on the
importance of sex in our his-
tory.

Other complaints about the
book are that it exaggerates
the issue of wealth and pover-
ty, and blames US bombs for
all civilian deaths in South
Vietnam but makes no men-
tion of Communist rockets,
bombs and mines.

There can be only one pur-
pose in this kind of textbooks,
and that is to sabotage young
American minds. The fiendish
work is achieved in several
ways. First by diverting minds
away from people and events
that really were important,
secondly by filling young
minds with sexual trash and
crowding out interest in other
subjects that are really neces-
sary to proper development,
and finally by destroying
youth’s image of former gen-
erations — by implying that
former thinking also empha-
sized the depraved stuff.

It all reminds us of the
acknowledged methods fol-
lowed by Communists for un-
dermining a country. Belittle
the most cherished people and
events in its history and turn
young minds as much as pos-
sible to sex. In that way it
doesn’t take long to develop
minds that are either ready
for other ideals or are prime
material for a corrupt society
headed for a fall.

Even though it may seem
old fashioned, wouldn’t it be
a good idea for schools to re-
stock as much as possible on
textbooks that were used a
half century ago and put them
on the required reading list?
Let the students see things
that will inspire appreciation
pride and patriotism rather
than destroy respect for the
country as present textbooks
are doing.

Dear Sir:

In the past couple of weeks,
the Catholics of the United
States have been accosted with
two very serious statements
from Washington. One of them
was the statement by Presi-
dent Nixon concerning am-
nesty for draft dodgers and
the other was the Supreme
Court’'s decision on Abortion.
Some of the very fundamental
ideals of Catholicism are being
tested by these decisions.

Firstly, the amnesty issue.

Why is it then that a nation
that is supposably based on
Christian principles would tol-
erate the statement by Pres-
ident Nixon that there will be
no amnesty for draft dodgers?
This attitude closely parallels
the statements 'of Friedrich
Nietzche, long ago a staunch
anti-christian, that the bellicose
are the people to emulate.

When Nixon makes all of
his gestures of good will
among nations, even with the
communists, would it be too
much to ask of him to begin
at home? Is it nobler to fight
and kill rather than forgive
and pardon? Truly those who
died should be commended
for giving their lives. But to
treat those, who could no
longer tolerate hostilities be-
tween mankind, as tyrants, is
beyond any concept of Chris-
tianity.

Let us look at the Bible:
Luke 6, 27-42, Luke 15, 11-32,
Matthew 14,6, and James 2,13.
Probably most of us will have
to answer for enough without
being accused as merciless on
Judgment Day.

Concerning Abortion. From
the beginning of Christianity,
it was taught to respect hu-
man life. Now it is becoming
possible to have an abortion
on demand. The Second Vati-
can council has decreed:

“For Ged, the Lora of Life,
has conferred on men the sur-
passing ministry of safeguard-
ing life — a ministry which
must be fulfilled in a manner
which is worthy of man.”

Then too “The council
exhorts all to beware against
solutions contradicting moral
law, solutions which have been
both publicly and privately
promoted. The question of how
many children should belong
to the judgment of parents.
The question can in no way
be committed to the decision
of government!”

(The preceding quotes were
from The Documents of Vati-
can IIL)

When one reads about such
a decision in the papers, one
can easily think of Huxley’s
Bruce New World. A couple
in that Novel were punished
for having chilldren! Do you
think that in a few years it
will be against the law to have
children? Is that something to
think about? It is my opinion
that these two decisions be re-
viewed by all Christians and
then see if we still need Nixon
“More than ever.”
