Gradually more people are
becoming aware of proposed
changes in the Texas Public
Schools as recommended by
the Governor’'s committee on
education, especially the pro-
vision calling for a minimum
enrollment of 2600 students in
twelve grades.

Hopefully their concern will
develop into powerful state-
‘wide protest by the time this
matter comes before the legis-
lature. Of all the ideas ad-
vanced in recent years to im-
prove the state school system
this one is undoubtedly the
most controversial and pos-
sibly also the least meritorious.

First of all it is a death
warrant to hundreds of small
towns in which the schools
are a vital part of community
life. One shudders to think
of the social and economic
impact as many small com-
munities wither away. It
would completely disrupt a
way of life for the average
rural family. It would cause
many of those families to move
away seeking locations near-
er to their children’s schools,
thereby causing a sharp, often
disastrous, decline in small
town Dbusiness activity
which could become a second-
ary cause of additional exodus
from rural communities to
big cities.

In these days, when the
nation is already so much con-
cerned with big city problems,
that movement hardly seems
a desirable one to encourage.
A person would think we
should try instead for the
opposite effect ... to encourage
a way of transferring
lation from big cities to the
rural areas.

Even more important is the
effect on school children. First
of all there's the depressing
thought of long bus rides twice
a day, and then being thrown
in with children who are not
their home friends and com-
panions.

Another major problem is
their decreased participation in
school activity. A far smaller
percentage would be on ath-
letic teams.

When the legislature convenes in Austin in January
one of the more important items of business with which
they will be confronted is “The Report of the Governor's
Committee on Public School Education.”

Many people do not know just what the “Governor’s
Committee on Public School Education” is. In 1965 the
Governor appointed a committee of 15 members to study
the status of public school education and to report the
results of the study and make recommendations to the
Governor and to each member of the Legislature not later
than August 31, 1968. The Committee was appropriated
$100,000.00 in. 1966 and $150,000.00 in 1967 and has made
its report to the Governor and to the members of the

Several recommendations were made, but one of
them deserves your attention NOW. The Committee rec-
ommended that all small schools be consolidated to the
extent that the minimum average daily attendance in each
school be 2,600 students. This forced consolidation is to
be complete by the 1971-72 school year. In other words,
the school here at Muenster and other similar schools over
the state will no longer be. The deterioration of the small
towns will soon follow the closing of their schools, thus
the entire economic and social structure of the state

We believe that the small school (those with less
than 2,600 in attendance) has some very definite ad-
vantages over the large school:

1. Keeps the human element in, teaching with a closer

teacher-pupil relationship.

2. Provides for closer supervision and offers oppor-

tunity for better character training.
3. Offers many more students opportunities to exercise

leadership and to participate

for students.

tion.

All those things are worthy
of thought, and they seem
like compelling reasons for the
legislature to reject the pro-
posal. However, there's still
another factor which seems
more important than all the
others. That's the simple mat-
ter of human rights. Is it the
American way, or the Texas
way, to cram a system down
the throats of people who do
not want it? The important
fact is that rural people are
satisfied with what they have.
They like the personal inter-
est in their children, the parti-
i)ation of their children and
hemselves in school activity.
Above all, they like the re-
sult they are getting. — when
their children graduate to
adult life and compete suc-
cessfully with city trained
students. Regardless of what
some professional educationists
claim in support of the big
brain factories, these people
claim fewer drop-outs and
fewer delinquents.

Why, then should they be
forced to change? Why this
social and economic upheav-
al disrupting lives of their
children and themselves? Es-
pecially when the end result
is questionable?

As long as we claim to have
a free country the proposed
changes are out of line. The
