Not many years ago eleciric
companies had their promotion
departments going constantly
in suggesting ideas that might
induce the customer to use
more current. Now it's differ-

“ent. The promotion people are
reminding customers how they
can reduce their light bills.
The motive here, of course, is
to have us reduce the unneces-
sary use so that our limited
supply of current can serve
more people. We've reached
the stage of straining our re-
sources, so it’s comforting to
think that we are seeking ways
to use them more efficiently.

Some of the recommenda-
tions are to turn off lights that
are not in use; avoid frequent
opening of refrigerator doors;
turn off appliances when not
in use; set the air conditioner
thermostat just a few degrees
higher; conserve on the use
of any kind of heating appli-
ance. The idea has lots of ap-
peal on both sides. Lower elec-
tric bills will be welcome to
the consumer, and help toward
solving the energy crisis will
be equally welcome to the
power companies.

Appearances are that we are
heading for a similar adjust-
ment in our fuel supply.
Small, economy cars are gain-
ing in popularity as we hear
about possible rationing and
likely price increases in gaso-
line. Next they’ll be urging
us to reduce speed, avoid the
unnecessary acceleration and
braking, and stop the long idl-
ing periods so as to get more
mileage out of gasoline.

We hope the ecology people
will also join in the economy
spirit by concentrating on en-
gine improvement for more
-complete fuel combustion in-
stead of adding gadgets for
treating the pollution from in-
efficient engines.

Now that we've turned in
our income tax reports, and
remittances, we can appreciate
lots of merit in a deduction
recommended by Representa-
tive Ed Koch of New York.
Mindful of occasional emer-
- gencies when blood for trans-
fusions is in short supply, he
has introduced legislation to
allow a $25 income tax deduc-
tion for every pint of blood
donated.

Our guess is that this bill

ought to be popular with
everybody concerned. Those
who have beeen giving

deserve the tax reduction as
a sort of reward, and many
. others can be induced by it
to become donors. And of
course the medical profession
would like to be assured that
plenty of blood is always avail-
able.

The tremendous progress
made by Japan since the sec-
ond world war is grounds for
some people’s fear that in a
few more years that nation
will be the dominant one of
the economic world. It’s be-
mng said that ambitions Jap-
anese are openly aiming for
the position

As we think about trends in
this country we feel that, by
default, we are actually help-
ing the Japanese to achieve
their goal. We're slipping,
simply because Americans on
the average are doing a lot
less than they are able to do.
We're no longer eager to turn
out quality service or products
but rather to get the most
possible pay for the least pos-
sible work.

A consequence is that con-
sumers are not getting their
money’s worth, so they turn
to foreign imports produced
by people like the Japanese,
who already have a tremend-
ous volume of their things in
our market and are trying for
more.

All that is alarming until
we remember that the Jap-
anese are human beings in
danger of weakening like the
rest of us do. When the good
life was attained we Ameri-
cans changed our attitudes.
We thought more of living it
up and less of achieving, more
of the pay and the leisure and
less of the quality of our work.

It's said that Japan already
is starting to incline that way.
Too much prosperity is having
its effect and people are
slacking up their work pace.
They’re living it up more and
more while showing less con-
cern for the material success
which brought them the higher
standards.

A large number of member-
owners and guests gathered at
the Muenster Public School
Auditorium April 16, 1973 for
the annual meeting of the
Cooke County Electric Cooper-
ative.

They heard Manager Mike
Sloan report that sales in-
creased 16.1% in 1972 to a
total of 180,374,100 Kkilowatt
hours. This was an increase of
25,059,685 KWH, the largest
ever for one year.

Gross operating revenue for
1972 was $2,355,328, an increase
of 12% over the previous year.
Revenue from the sale of elec-
tric energy increased $253,941
while miscellaneous operating
revenue decreased by $1,041.
Revenue per KWH sold con-
tinued to decline to an all time
low of 12.9 mills per KWH.

Net operating revenue for
1972 was $326,989, a decrease of
$48,980 from the previous year.
The reduction is due primar-
ily to a higher rate of increase
in operating expenses as com-
pared to the rate of increase
in operating revenue. While
operating revenue ipcreased

rate rather than at. the 2%
rate, .

517 plus funds provided by
depreciation totaling $203,054
plus $43,456 of reserve funds
was used to make plant addi-
tions and replacements total-
ing $507,335 and invest an ad-
ditional $89,000 to help capita-
lize C.F.C., which is a cooper-
ative banking institution or-
ganized and capitalized by the
rural electric systems nation-
wide to provide a vehicle
whereby private capital can
be made available to electric
cooperatives as loans to fin-
ance at least a part of their
future additions to plant.

Since the 2% direct loan
program was terminated ef-
fective December 31, 1972 by
the Administration, C.F.C. at
this time lS the only established
source of' loan funds the na-
tion’s rural electric systems
have. However, C.F.C. cannot
with its present capital struc-
ture be more than a supple-
mentary source. Efforts are
being made at this time in the
National Congress to restore
the REA direct lending pro-
gram at a basic 5% interest

for 3 year terms. Vincent Zim-
merer and Al Wiesman were
returned to the board by a
unanimous vote.

The large crowd then heard
Walter Richburg, vice presi-
dent of Continental National
Bank, Fort Worth, explain that
the American public is being
misled by the outery that food
i1s too high, when actually the
increase in prices has been
only approximately 8% while
wages and other types of in-
come increase at a much higher
rate, even some as high as
100% in the past two decades.
He further explained that
through advanced technology,
conservation practices and the
utilization of electricity, we
are the best fed Nation in the
world with only 16% of spend-
able income being allocated to
the purchase of food, the low-
est in the world.

He stated that many people
fuss about their grocery bill
when in reality it represents
many items other than gro-
ceries. He said that over 70%
of panty hose sales are made
through groeery stores,

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Garbage Disposal
Favored at Hearing

A proposal of a garbage col-
lection service in Muenster
was favorably received Mon-
day night by the city council
and twelve visitors at a spec-
ial hearing in the city hall

The group was impressed by
two considerations. It was in
favor of the service because of
the convenience as well as
eliminating the smoke and
odor from burning trash. And
it was concerned by a possible
shut-down of the present sys-
tem by the state, which is
getting more demanding about
the quality of air and water.

It was pointed out that rain-
water flowing through the
ravine now used for a city
dump carries pollution to the
streams, and that trash burned
inside the city limits is pollut-
ing the air. Solution will re-
quire a sanitary landfill system
in which trash is collected reg-
ularly and buried.

The meeting was headed by
Mike Willbanks of Irving, re-
presentative of a firm which
contracts with cities for collect-

$3.00 a month and business
firms pay more. However that
amount would not cover the
city’s cost, either for the con-
tract or.its own operation. The
balance would probably be
paid out of the sales tax or
revenue sharing fund.

Items included in the collec~
tion are all the things a fam-
ily needs to dispose of — such
as cans, bottles, paper, table
seraps, rubbish, tree and grass
trimmings.

First step toward establish-
ing the service is to study or-
dinances from several cities to
determine what should be of-
fered here and what rate
should be charged. After that
the city will draw up its or-
dinance and determine whether
to set up its own collection
service or advertise for con-
tract bids.

$3.8 Million Fund
For State School
Tentatively OK'd

The House Appropriations
Committee has tentatively
approved a 1974-75 appropria-
tion for the Gainesville School
for Girls totalling $3,858,957,
Representative Bill ' Sullivant
has announced. Federal Grant
financed programs for the
school for the same period
amount to $217,399 for an ag-
gregate total of $4,076,356 for
the biennium. The State fund-
ing for the next biennium re-
presents a substantial increase
over past appropriations for
the school. In 1972 and 73 the
total state funding was $1,326,-
913 and $1,534,981 respectively.
For 1974 and 75 the figures are
$1,894,603 and $1,964,354 respec-
tively.

Salaries for Teachers, Ad-
ministration and other person-
nel comprise, by far, the larg-
est part of the appropriation.
These amount to $1,584,377
for 1974 and $1,666,913 for 1975.

The total recommended bud-
get for 1974-75 comes to al-
most one million dollars over
the amount spent or budgeted
for 1972-73. “Most of this
money will be spent here in
Cooke County and represents
an important percentage of
our total economy”, Sullivant
noted. “I have gone over the
figures carefully and believe
this budget is justified by the
services this institution pro-
vides for our State. We have
every reason to believe that it
will pass the legislature and
be approved by the Governor.”
