
A recent report sent out by
Representative Bill Sullivant 
says that interim  orders for 
protection of the rights of 
wayward juveniles have caused 
the resignation of officials at 
Gatesville and Mountain View, 
and has also brought on a pro­
blem at the Gainesville State 
School for Girls. As Sullivant 
understands, it is required to 
have five RNs and four LVNs 
on its staff. Since normal oc­
cupancy of the institution’s 
health center is one or two 
girls, this figures to about 4.5 
nurses per patient. Compare 
that with the average hospital 
ratio of one nurse for five 
patients . . . that is for patients 
who actually need care. It just 
goes to show how some offici­
als can go off on a tangent 
when they get over concerned 
w ith the rights and welfare of 
the state’s trouble makers. Sul­
livant wonders w hether the 
officials have considered com­
parable care for kids like yours 
and his, who have not been 
declared to be delinquents.

Congressman Omar Burleson 
tells us that the Federal Re­
serve reportedly is giving ser­
ious thought to bringing the $2 
bill back into circulation and 
the Bureau of P rinting and 
Engraving likes the idea as a 
way of reducing the need of so 
many $1 bills. Considering the 
many millions of Ones in cir­
culation, i t’s conceivable that 
the saving would be worth 
while. And it might also be 
acceptable to the public be­
cause at current higher prices, 
people might find more use 
for it than before.

However, it’s also possible 
tha t the public will care for 
it as little as before. Will the 
average person prefer to use 
the $2 bill when it’s so simple 
to use two Ones? Or will folks 
continue a former reluctance 
based on association and sup­
erstition? They say tha t the 
$2 bill’s unpopularity with 
some is based on its popular­
ity at the race track. Also that 
Alexander Hamilton, pictured 
on the bill, was killed in a 
duel, so the bill has been 
tagged as unlucky.

Probably the best reason for 
the former phase out is the 
bother of another separation in 
wallets and cash registers. To 
mix with the Ones roight lead 
to giving a Two instead of the 
One. And if so they will be 
unpopular again, if brought 
back. About the only* thing 
tha t can be said for them  is 
the savings in printing, but the 
treasury might decide th a t it 
doesn’t really save by making 
a currency that people prefer 
not to use.

Whoever wonders why the
crime rate is so high in this 
country can get at least a part 
of his answer from last w eek’s 
decision by the Texas Crim­
inal Court of Appeals declar­
ing a mistrial in the case of 
two* men who were convicted 
of killing a police officer, 
along with two others for 
whose m urder they have been 
charged but not tried.

District Attorney H e n r  y 
Wade, w ith adm irab le ' re­
straint, said the appeals court 
was “nit-picking” w hen it 
threw  out the conviction on a 
m inor technicality. The fault 
was referred to as an improper 
argum ent in which Wade 
stated “I’m concerned about 
the open season tha t is com­
ing on police oficers. I believe 
the same week these officers 
were killed, there were eleven 
killed in America.”

The court said that reference 
to other officers was not based 
on evidence introduced at the 
tria l and would have been in- 
admissable if it had been in­
troduced.

However the court also stated 
it was not unm indful that 
the evidence reveals the sense­
less killing of three police of­
ficers. It referred to eyew it­
ness testimony given by two 
surviving officers in the crime 
and to fingerprints taken at 
the scene indicating that suf­
ficiency of evidence was not 
in question.

This is the baffling part of
the court’s decision. It stated 
that the evidence and testi­
mony left no doubt about the 
guilt of the accused. Never­
theless it reversed the convic­
tion and ordered a new trial 
because of an irrelevant re ­
m ark by the prosecution. To 
which one has to ask how the 
rem ark could have any possible 
bearing on the pair’s guilt, and 
therefore how can it be a 
cause for reversing the con­
viction?

This is the great fault with 
court procedure nowadays. Too 
often justice is cheated when 
a m istrial is declared because 
of some technicality when the

Voters Turn Down 
Increase of Pay 
For Legislators

M uenster voters em phatical­
ly turned down the proposed 
pay hike to state legislators in 
Tuesday’s statew ide election 
on nine proposed amendm ents 
to the Texas constitution. Con­
sistent with their attitude of 
the past eight years they re ­
jected the am endm ent by a 
count of 85 to 26.

The proposal, first on the 
ballot, was for an increase of 
legislators’ pay from $4,800 to 
$15,000 a year plus increase in 
per diem allowance from $12 
to $18, and increase of the time 
for the legislature to be in 
session.

O ther voters of the county 
and the state also turned 
down the pay increase by big 
margins. Statew ide voting al- 
agreed w ith M uenster on pro­
position 8, bu t it differed on 
three other proposals. Num­
bers 4 and 6, rejected here, 
were approved by the state, 
and num ber 9, approved here, 
was turned down by the state.

Only 115 voters out of the 
city’s estim ated strength of 500 
braved -the misty, chilly w ea­
ther to have their say. And 
they also rejected three o ther 
propositions, though by small­
er margins.

Num ber 4, regarding com­
pliance w ith general district 
laws in creation of conserva­
tion and reclam ation districts 
received 47 for and 57 against.

Num ber 6, for granting pro­
bate jurisdiction t o district 
courts, and concerning ad­
justm ents and appeals in pro­
bate m atters received 44 for 
and 62 against.

Num ber 8, on authorizing 
levy of ad valorem tax  by 
cities, towns and villages to 
pay general obligations re ­
ceived 35 for and 74 against.

The other five on the ballot 
were approved locally as fol­
lows.

Num ber 2, extending home­
stead protection t o single 
adults: 94 for and 18 against.

Num ber 3, extending the 
$3,000 ad valorem exemption 
to homesteads of unm arried 
adults: 85 for and 29 against.

Num ber 5, allowing Gulf 
coast counties to levy tax  for 
construction of a sea wall: 69 
for and 37 against.

Num ber 7, authorizing $100 
million for the V eterans Land 
Fund: 62 for and 46 against.

Num ber 9, exem pting w ater 
supply organizations from pay­
m ent of ad valorem tax: 63 for 
and 44 against.

Reasons for 
Oil Shortage

The suggestion that oil com­
panies have somehow con­
spired to create a gas and oil 
shortage deserves the bluntest 
kind of response from energy 
authorities familiar w ith the 
facts. One such authority Mr. 
Frank N. Ikard, president of 
the American Petroleum In ­
stitute, has challenged a con­
gressional committee to con­
sider whether factors contri­
buting . . greatly to the en­
ergy supply problems” were 
brought about “by decisions or 
actions of the oil industry or 
by decisions or actions beyond 
the control of the pil industry.”

He listed these decisions or 
actions categorically. “1. The 
prevention of the start of con­
struction of the trans-Alaska 
pipeline. 2. The moratorium on 
drilling in the Santa Barbara 
Channel. 3. The infrequency 
and small size of petroleum 
lease sales in the Gulf of Mex­
ico in recent years. 4. The de­
lays of lease sales in the Gulf 
of Mexico and elsewhere. 5. 
The deterrents to construction 
of refineries in several East 
Coast states. 6. The institution 
and retention of regulations 
artificially controlling field 
prices of natural gos. 7. The 
delay in construction and op­
erating perm its for nuclear 
power plants, thereby placing 
an added burden on petroleum. 
8. The adoption of restrictive 
sulfur emission regulations, 
which has had the effect of 
banning the use of coal in 
many areas and of heavy resid­
ual fuel o ils 'in  some areas. 9. 
The emission control standards 
on new model automobiles, 
which have increased gasoline 
consumption. 10. The sale of 
record-breaking numbers o f 
new cars equipped w ith gaso­
line-consum ing options. 11. 
The application of informal 
and, later, formal price con- 
controls on crude oil; and the 
administration of price con­
trols on oil products in a way 
that discouraged product im­
ports.”

Any fair-minded person, on 
the strength of the fregoing, 
should be able to discern for 
himself the principal reasons 
for the oil and gas shortage — 
reasons that most assuredly lie 
far outside the province of oil 
company management.

Medical, Hospital 
Medicare Benefits 
Explained by HEW

“Based on recent telephone 
calls and visits to the office, 
we have found that there is a 
lot of confusion about the de­
ductibles under the  two parts 
of Medicane,” Gus Jones, social 
security Sherman, stated to­
day. “The two parts of Medi­
care are entirely separate. It 
is almost like having two sep­
arate insurance policies. Each 
part has a deductible which 
must be met before benefits 
from th a t part may be made.

“Under P art A, the hospital 
insurance portion of Medicare, 
there is a deductible of $72 for 
each benefit period. A per­
son m ay have more than  one 
benefit period during a calen­
dar year, which means he 
may be required to pay the $72 
deductible more than once 
during the year. A new bene­
fit period usually begins when 
more than sixty days expire 
between stays in a hospital.

“Under Part B, the medical 
insurance portion of Medicare, 
there is now a deductible of 
$60 for each calendar year. 
Therefore, as soon as a Medi­
care beneficiary’s medical ex­
penses go over $60 for a calen­
dar year this part of Medicare 
will pay 80 per cent of the al­
lowed charges for doctors’ and 
other covered services for the 
rem ainder of the year. Any 
part of this deductible that is 
met in the last three months 
of a year may be carried for­
ward to the next year,” Jones 
concluded.

Sales Tax Bonds 
To Be Required ol 
Some Texas Firms

Businessmen delinquent in 
paym ent of sales taxes they 
collect from customers must 
post bonds ranging from $100 
to $50,000 after January  1.

Failure to put up the re ­
quired bond (based on volume 
of business) and pay delin­
quent taxes may result in court 
action to close a business.

Fred Russ, director of the 
S tate Comptroller’s Tax Divi­
sion, estimated $35 million in 
state and $7 million in local 
sales taxes are delinquent for 
the period which began in 1961. 
Much of this total is due to 
business failure.

Russ predicted $3 million to 
$4 million will be produced by 
the new bonding law from 
businessmen who are now de­
linquent.

Under the new law, a bond 
will be required of all new 
businesses for a two-year per­
iod. If theer are no delinquen­
cies, the requirem ent will be 
dropped. Discounts will be al­
lowed for tim ely paym ents to 
the state of taxes collected and 
pre-payments.

Local SCS Leader 
Urges Caution in 
Expanding Acres

Farm ers in the M uenster 
area who bring additional land 
into crop production in 1974 
are being urged to use sound 
conservation practices.

Arlin Naegeli, acting district 
conservationist for the U. S. 
Soil Conservation Service at 
Muenster, said conservation 
measures not only protect the 
soil from erosion but also in­
crease production.

“Some people are predicting 
farm ers will bring several 
thousand acres of former ‘set- 
aside’ acreage back into crop 
production in Texas in the 
next year,”’ Naegeli said. “This 
is considered to be the best 
and quickest way to check 
food price increases.

“But it’s also the quickest 
way to increase dust storms, 
sediment pollution, and other 
erosion problems unless sound 
conservation measures are in­
stalled,” Naegeli pointed out.

“There is a lot of land in 
our Upper Elm-Red Soil and 
W a t e r  Conservation District 
which can be used for crop­
land safety if managed prop­
erly,” Naegeli said. “Yet there 
are other soils which are so 
susceptible to blowing o r 
washing that they should never 
be used for crop production.”

Naegeli said he hopes farm ­
ers will use soil survey infor­
mation available from his of­
fice before putting new land 
in cutivation.

“Soil surveys have been 
made on all the land in Cooke 
and Montague counties” Naeg­
eli said. “These surveys show 
which soils are best suited for 
crop production and which 
soils are most susceptible to 
erosion. They also show which 
soils are most productive.”

SCS is giving top priority to 
helping farm ers plan conser­
vation measures on new land 
brought into cultivation. For 
information, contact the local 
SCS office at Muenster, tele­
phone 759-2515.

Warning Issued on 
State's Shortage 
Of Natural Gas

The chairm an of the State 
Railroad Commission has is­
sued a grim new w arning that 
natural gas shortages will hit 
Texans hard this winter.

In a speech to Texas Mid- 
Continent Oil and Gas Asso­
ciation at Dallas, Chairman 
Jim  Langdon said:

* Propane already is in short 
supply due to stockpiling to 
offset the natural gas short­
age.

* As much as 500,000 barrels 
daily of distillate fuel oil will 
be needed from November to 
March.

* If distillate use is as high 
as predicted in the state, three 
to five times above normal, 
shipments to out-of-state con­
sumers may have to be cut 50

per cent.
*Out-of-state commitments, 

m andatory federal allocations 
and other factors may require 
that Texans share proportion­
ally in shortages.

“This means that Texas 
might not only be denied access 
to its total distillate needs, but 
that access to its norm al re ­
quirem ents could be cut,” said 
Langdon. “The gasoline sup­
ply-demand situation, as well 
as every other petroleum  pro­
duct, will experience short­
ages this winter. As in the case 
of natural gas, a shortage in 
any type of fuel which results 
in an unsatisfied demand will 
exert pressure on available 
supplies of other fuels, setting 
up a domino-like effect.”

Langdon recommended ear­
ly construction of offshore 
deep-w ater ports to accommo­
date super-tankers from fore­
ign countries and stepped-up 
development of domestic re­
serves of oil and gas (including 
shale oil) and increased use of 
coal.

S H O W S  M I N I A T U R E  C I R C U S
Arlington, Texas — Spangled performers and 
laughing clowns parade into the big top where 
thousands of spectators anxiously await the 
start of the show. Opposite the big top, a side 
show intrigues on-lookers with its freaks of 
nature.

The glittering hustle and bustle of the circus 
comes to life in the mind of the viewer as he 
visits the new, miniature Dragon Bros. Circus 
at SIX FLAGS Over Texas.

The circus was created by the late Paul K. 
Schmitter of Irving, Texas. Schmitter, a tech­
nical illustrator who passed away in July, 
1972, built the elaborate model as a hobby.

More than 10,000 hours of work over a 
period of eleven years produced the circus as it 
now stands. Schmitter’s work on the circus, 
however, was a form of relaxation for him.

The circus is composed of thousands of indi­
vidual figures. The largest is an elephant four 
inches tall. There are more than 4,000 tiny 
performers and spectators and nearly 2,000 
miniature animals included in the layout. The 
model is enclosed by glass and covers nearly 
400 square feet.

Schmitter’s imagination turned everyday 
articles into intricate decorations and orna­
ments. A viewer with a keen eye can detect 
such items as hat pins for horses’ plumes, 
large ̂  beads as balloons and bottle caps for 
feeding cans.

He collected items from friends’ toy boxes, 
shopped at toy and modeling stores and col­
lected miscellaneous items around the house. 
His sons, while in the service overseas, sent

various pieces back to their father. He had a 
special room set aside in which to work, and 
the model circus became a part of this daily 
routine.

The model includes not only the tents hous­
ing the side show, menagerie and the big show, 
but also the circus back lot. Schmitter pro­
vided such accommodations for the performers 
as mobile homes, equipment trucks and food 
tents, including tiny cook stoves. He concen­
trated on making his circus complete to the 
most minute detail. +

Mrs. Schm itter said her husband had 
planned to construct a building in which to 
display his circus after he retired. He died 
before retirement and never saw his work 
completely assembled. Construction was con­
tinual and the circus was never displayed in 
any organized fashion.

After her husband’s fatal heart attack in 
1972, Mrs. Schmitter wrote a letter to SIX 
FLAGS asking for a small area in which to 
exhibit the circus in her husband’s memory. 
Seeing how extensive the model was, SIX 
FLAGS officials were eager to display it as a 
new attraction. Arrangements were made, and 
the Dragon Bros. Circus is on public view for 
the first time.

Mrs. Schmitter once asked her husband why 
there was no empty seats in the grandstands. 
Schmitter replied that when his circus opened, 
it would open to a full house. In the coming 
years his dreams will come true as millions of 
guests view the circus at SIX FLAGS Over 
Texas.

Confetti - - -
evidence of g u i l t  is con­
clusive. Why? Is the person 
any less guilty just because 
someone at the trial made a 
mistake? Does it make sense 
to give the accused another 
chance of escaping justice 
when the fact of his guilt is 
established?

Obviously the legal code
does not incline th a t way, but 
plain horse sense tells us that 
a crim inal should not be re ­
warded for the mistake of a 
prosecutor. R ather the person 
who made the boner should be 
reprim anded or fined or pun­
ished in some way. But surely 
we of society should not have a 
crim inal dropped back into 
our laps because of it.

The principle applies in 
other ways as well. We hear 
of m istrials because of evi­
dence that was obtained im­
properly. Again it’s apparent 
that the accused is no less 
guilty but justice is cheated 
because of another’s mistake. 
Again it’s absurd to rew ard a 
crim inal instead of punishing 
the one who was at fault.

As this column sees it, we 
have the wrong approach. We 
go to an extrem e in being 
fair to the accused, to the ex­
tent of excusing his crime be­
cause of a m istake in apply­
ing the law. Why not do it the 
other way? Let’s hold the ac­
cused accountable for the last 
bit of evidence but also hold 
society’s representatives ac­
countable for their mistakes or 
misdeeds. W hat we’re doing 
now is based on the fallacy 
that two wrongs make a right.
