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A few days ago Commenta-
tor Paul Harvey was talking
about the increasing sales of
small cars, indicating an ap-
parent trend that the Ameri-
can public is losing much of
its yen for bigness and lux-

ury and becoming more in-
terested in those other fea-
tures that the little cars have
to offer — such as economy of
both initial cost and opera-
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tion, greater maneuverability |

in limited space and the feel
of a sports car.

He recalls that Europe and
Japan got the jump on us in
this trend mostly because in-
comes were lower and the
mini cars simply were easier
to get around in. He might
have added that the high cost
of gasoline in those countries

made the big gas guzzling
models a lot less desirable.
Regardless of the history

behind big and little cars, it's
interesting to note that we
seem to be headed for a more
practical era. A greater num-
ber are less concerned with
luxury and more concerned
with the basic function of a
car, which is to transport a
person from one place to an-
other, and with the problem
of parking, which definitely
favors small cars, and the op-
erating cost, which again fav-
ors the little cars. According
to Harvey, the big cars will
be the conspicuous ones in the
future.

About the time of his com-
ment the news was telling
about that big air show in
Paris, dominated of course by
the display of Russia’s SST,
the TU-144. Between the lines
of the report we all read a
bitter anmd humiliating mes-

sage. Our country, which
pioneered air travel and has
led in its development all

these years, was conspicuous-
ly absent this time. Further-
more we could not even say
that ours was in the making.
All the world knew that our
Congress had scratched the
program only a short time be-
fore.

Cancellation of the SST
came as a severe blow to
many of us. We thought of the
thousands of people who might
have had jobs building it. We
thought of billions of dollars
worth of business selling the
planes here and abroad. We
regretted our plunge of pres-
tige. Imagine being beat by
the Russians and French and
British at our own game!

But on second thought one
wonders whether the story of
our trend to small cars may
suggest a possible trend in
air transport. Some of the
senators who laid the SST
project to rest said they were
influenced by such factors as
the much higher cost per pas-
senger mile of operation, the
need of larger airfields, and
the fact that not enough ord-
ers were assured.

There is a possibility that
our country’s loss of the SST
was a blessing in disguise.
Who knows but what we were
headed for an aerodynamic
Tower of Babel? and that
Russia may already have one
on its hands? While we are
awe-struck by the thought
that this giant of the sky can
carry five times as many pas-

Community Nears
Completion of
Half-Crop Harvest

The 1971 harvest season in
Muenster will be history in
just a few days. Reports from
local dealers Wednesday were
that many farmers have fin-
ished the job and most of them
will be finished by the end of
the week. Only a few scattered
fields on the larger farms will
be left.

The season has been a very
unusual one in at least two re-
spects. First of all, yields have

been pleasantly surprising.
The expected crop failure fol-
lowing a seven months

drought turned out to be half
to two-thirds of a normal crop.
And quality, due to a scarcity
of weeds and grass, was bet-
ter than average. Tests were
high in oats, barley and
wheat.

Also this ceason was prob-
ably thc shortest ever for this
community. One reason is that
there was far less rainfall than
usual, even though the har-
vest was interrupted by the
heaviest rain in seven months.
Except for that the drought
continued through the harvest.
And apparently the acreage
was lower than ever, possibly
because the poor prospects
several weeks ago induced
some to turn their

Industrial waste from the
milk plant was identified as
the offender. The bacteria of
a normal sewer plant cannot
digest the milk waste, so sew-
age treatment is incomplete.
The research people of Dallas
claim to have a product that
will digest the milk waste just
like normal bacteria digests
the domestic waste. The city
will give that product a try.

Vernon Sparkman, manager
of the milk plant was present
and assured the council that
AMPI will gladly go along
with the proposal and also co-
operate in whatever kind of
special treatment is necessary
to stop the trouble.

Joe Moster, sanitation super-
intendent, said that residents
are not the only people un-
happy about the local sewage
trouble. A report from the
Texas Water Quality Board
states that the sewer plant’s
discharge into Elm Creek does
not meet the state’s require-
ment. Pressured by law as
well as public opinion, the
city is working hard on the
problem, Moster said.

In other business the coun-
cil amended a recently passed
ordinance relative to speed
limits on Highway 82 in the
city and approaches from both
sides. Speeds specified for the
zones still applies but errors
were discovered in the dis-
tance specified in one zone.
The ordinance become effec-
tive when the Highway De-
partment erects its signs.

Residents of the Muenster
Hospital District were re-
minded this week that
Wednesday, June 23, is Blood
Bank Day. The event, which
provides free blood for pa-
tients of the Muenster hospital
and residents of the hospital
district is sponsored by the
Muenster Knights of Colum-
bus . . . and Grand Knight
Dan Luke urges all who can
to come and give.

The blood donor facilities
will be set up in the K of C
Hall and the hours, formerly
ending at 5, will extend to
7 '‘p.m. for the convenience of
people who want to come af-
ter work.

The council is trying for a
minimum of about 150 volun-
teers, of which, according to
normal procedure, about 80
per cent will be accepted as
donors. That will give the
bank 120 pints, just three more
than were used by the district
and hospital during the past
year. At the same time the
sponsor has hopes of topping
the minimum by a stout fig-
ure. It is eager to have a
surplus, in case it’s needed.

As a member of the Red
Cross blood bank system, this
community has an efficient
and economical arrangement
for blood transfusions to pa-
tients of the local hospital
and residents of the hospital
district who receive transfus-
ions elsewhere.

There is no charge for the
blood, because it is given by
local people for the use of
local people. The only charge
covers costs of collecting,
packaging, storing, transport-
ing, infusing and other serv-
ices,

As
columnist James Kilpatrick
pointed out: “The heart and
soul of this racket is not the
grown-up sucker. It is the
curious child . . .”

Psychiatrists and police of-
ficials point to the results: re-
bellion against authority; ven-
ereal disease; illegitimate chil-
dren; the shattered lives of
unwed parents; an expanding
population of sick perverts; a
philosophy of self-indulgence
that condones adultery, de-
stroys the home, and threatens
our whole society.

For the damaging results of
salacious literature you need
only look to the judges man-
ning the juvenile courts of
our nation. They pointed out
at their national conference
how pornography has had such
a profound effect on our so-
ciety that it is changing the
very nature of juvenile de-
linquency. Said the chief
psychiatrist of the County
Court in Philadelphia: “The
greatest single cause of sexual
immorality in adolescents is
pornography.” Inspector Herb-
ert Case of the Detroit Police
Department said he has never

vet seen a sex murder where
obscene literature was not in-
volved. So testify the other
experts, right down the line.

Tillman Durdin, New York

Times correspondent now in
Red China, writes that the
people are poor, “their ill-fit-
ting clothing patched and
worn, their cities drab and
gray. . .” He also reports that
there is “a conspicuous new

factor in the picture compared
with former times the
presence of military men in
every organization . . . Many
oldsters may still be unhappy
at the regimentation, drabness,
leveling and conformity of
life, the lack of intellectual
freedom and the constant pro-
pagandizing, but members of
the new generation have
known nothing else. . .”

Durdin also points out how
dirty, drab and run-down the
cities are on the Mainland,
with their “dirt-encrusted
windows, sagging doors and
trash under staircases.” De-
bris, he writes “clogs many
side streets.” Even Shanghai,
he said, looks “grimy and run
down.” Yet the places shown
to newsmen, he said, are most-
ly showplaces.

He refers to the pollution
from thousands of smoke-
stacks. “Factory chimneys,” he
reported “belch uncontrolled
~oal smoke,” a reminder that
such problems are not always
to be blamed on private en-
terprise. Even in the United
States, the worst polluters are
the city governments, careless-
'y dumping their sewage into
lakes and rivers. The idea that
pollution is not done by gov-
'rnments, or that pollution
will disappear if the govern-
ment takes over, is clearly
false.

Legislation

In case you missed it I re-
peat a mews story that an-
nounced a move last week by
the Texas Legislature that
may be far reaching in stamp-
ing out many communicable
childhood diseases. The article
says:

Gov. Preston Smith has
signed into law legislation re-
quiring school children to be
inoculated against six dis-
eases and preschool children
immunized against eight dis-
eases.

“This is a landmark legisla-
tion in the field of health,”
Smith said Monday. “For the
first time in the history of the
state of Texas we will be able
to make some headway in
eliminating these diseases.”

The governor predicted the
laws will “sharply reduce the
disease rate in our state.”

The health bills require pre-
school children to be immun-

ized against diphtheria,
whooping cough, tetanus,
polio, rubella, rubeola and

smallpox before they can en-
ter child care facilities and
school children be inoculated
for diphtheria, rubeola, rubel-
la, tetanus, polio and small-
pox as a prerequisite for ad-
mittance into any Texas ele-
mentary, secondary or uni-
versity facility. —Cecil Wag-
goner in Claude News.

Crowd Estimates

Now
see what happened on May 8,
when the Rev. Carl Mclntire
led the Patriot’s March for
Victory.

The first estimate given over
the radio was that only 2,000
or 3,000 paraders had turned
out in the national capital.
Later in the afternoon the
number was put at 5,000
practically double the first
figure. Then at about 6 p.m.
it was said that 14,000 had
gathered.

It is hard to figure out how
this kind of thing happens so
often. Not that anybody is try-
ing to favor the radical side
over the conservative side.
Perish the thought! But it
does happen that way. —U.S.
Press Assn.

Heal Better
Electrically

“You'll heal better electri-
cally. . ., says the Oklahoma
Gas and Electric Company in
their publication, “The Meter.”
It went on to explain how an
article in the “ . . Tinker Air
Force Base newspaper, The
Take Off, describes in detail
how a group of doctors at the
University of Pennsylvania
Medical School have helped
fractured bones in animals
heal faster . . . with electricity.
The doctors have implanted
small ‘power packs’ beneath
the skin of animals which have
resulted in complete healing
of fractured leg bones in just
18 days, much shorter than
the normal healing period.
The battery powered unit de-
livers a whopping one hund-
redth of an ampere and one
of the two electrodes is se-
cured directly across the frac-
ture. The study, sponsored by
the U. S. Navy, has not yet
included human patients but
probably will in the future.”

Lawmakers Submit

More Amendments
For Constitution

By Vern Sanford

AUSTIN, TEX. — Legisla-
ture in regular session agreed
to submit 14 more proposed
constitutional amendments to
voters in November, 1972.
Among major ones is HJR 61,
which would authorize the
1973 Legislature to serve as a
constitutional revision conven-
tion.

Two others (HJR 58 and
HJR 95) would provide for
raise in salaries of legislators
(to $8,400) and lieutenant gov-
ernor and House speaker (to
$22 500).

Other amendments on the
general election ballot in 1972
will be:

SJR 1 — Providing four-
year terms for governor and
other statewide officials now
limited to two- year terms.

SJR 16 — Guaranteeing that
no rights will be abridged be-
cause of sex, race, color, creed
or national origin.

SJR 7 — Permitting local
governments on popular vote
to exempt $3,000 of assessed
value of resident homesteads
of persons 65 or older from all
ad valorem taxes.

HJR 68 — Providing for ad-
vertising (twice) of proposed
constitutional amendments in
clear, concise language in all
legal newspapers in Texas.

HJR 35 Authorizing a
tax exemption for disabled
veterans and a partial exemp-
tion for partially-disabled vet-
erans.

HJR 57 — Permitting coun-
ty commissioners to reduce the
county permanent school fund
and ‘- provide for payment of
money to independent and
common school districts on a
per-scholastic basis.

SJR 29 Providing that
state employees can serve on
non-paying school boards and
city governing bodies without
forfeiting state pay.

SJR 20 — Exempting soil
and water conservation dis-
trict directors from dual of-
fice-holding prohibitions.

HJR 61 — Relating to rates

of interest to be borne by
bhonds.
HJR 41 — Requiring that

justices of the peace be com-

pensated on salary basis.
HJR 31 — Abolishing Lamar

County hospital district.

Confusion
of Terms

There are those who espouse
higher education as a right.
However, some things cannot
be achieved as a right simply
on demand. Education is one.
All across the country, insti-
tutions of higher learning are
feeling the economic pinch. A
publication of the California
Taxpayers’ Association lists a
few of the universities that
have been hit the hardest by
falling revenues. It reports
that Princeton University has
announced a budget of $1 mil-
lion less in 1971-72 than in
1970. Michigan State Univers-
ity has announced a 1.5 per-
cent reduction in budgets.
Dartmouth College is reducing
the size of its faculty. Stan-
ford University is trimming
$6 million from its budget ov-
er the next five years. In ad-
dition to budget cuts, tuition
is rising. In the state of Ore-
gon, the higher education sys-
tem has announced plans to
charge 75 percent of actual in-
struction cost for state resi-
dents with the state paying
the other 25 percent. Out of
state students will- be charged
100 percent of education costs.

We can easily imagine for
instance, the daily quota of
passengers to Europe would
justify an SST flight.

So we encounter an un-
avoidable question. Which is

better, direct flights by smal-
ler planes to a number of
cities or the SST flight over-
seas followed by other flights?
It’s doubtful that such passen-
gers would save time or money

by using SST. The same ap-
plies to trips to the Orient.
Could the giant save the pas-
sengers time and money?
