
After seeing two TV com­
mercials on saving gasoline a 
person is inclined to wonder. 
Many of us recall the one of 
Bud Wilkinson with a car on 
one of those treadm ill affairs 
with the rear wheels running. 
He explains tha t the motor 
and wheels are going 70 miles 
per hour even though the car 
is standing still. Beside him 
is a transparent 20 gallon con­
tainer which was emptied 
while the car traveled 253 
miles. Then he runs the car 
the same distance at 50 miles 
an hour and shows that 4 gal­
lons of gas are left. The point 
is that you can save 20 per 
cent on your gasoline ball by 
reducing speed from 70 to 50.

Another company’s commer­
cial skips the demonstration 
and simply states that you 
save 20 per cent by dropping 
speed from 70 to 50. The rea­
son, it explains, is th a t air re­
sistance is so much greater at 
the higher speed. For instance, 
resistance becomes four times 
as great when one doubles the 
speed.

Now, getting back to Wil­
kinson’s commercial. His car 
wasn’t going anywhere, just 
spinning its wheels. There was 
no air resistance at either 
speed, bu t still the measure 
indicated that the car used 
less gasoline when wheels 
were spinning at 50 m.p.h. 
Why?

This brings up an interest­
ing problem. Does mere reduc­
tion of RPMs reduce gasoline 
consumption? And does it drop 
by 20 per cent from 70 to 50 
m.p.h.? If so, does a person 
get any additional economy 
from reduced a i r resistance 
when speed is reduced?

From what we’ve seen on 
the two commercials there 
ought to be a benefit from 
both reduced speed and re­
duced air resistance when 
slowing from 70 to 50. And the 
saving should be considerably 
more than 20 per cent. Well, 
can this be verified by any­
one’s experience?

So, we have a question. Did
W ilkinson’s d e m o n s t r a t i o n  
show an actual saving; or was 
it ra ther an illustration of 
w hat happens in actual driv­
ing? Or was the machine rig­
ged somehow to require more 
power as speed increases, to 
sim ulate the increasing air 
resistance?

Just now it seems this ques­
tion w ill have to go unan­
swered. But regardless of the 
answer, regardless of w hether 
anybody goofed on a com­
mercial, it’s evident that we 
can help both the budget and 
the energy crisis by reducing 
speed.

Senator John Tower's latest
weekly report discusses the 
issue of food prices, adm itting 
that a decree to order reduc­
tions would seem very wel­
come now but would become 
quite a headache later. He 
thinks the country is on the 
right course. Ju st avoid the of­
ficial m eddling and let the 
old economic law of supply 
and demand take care of 
things.

Tower explains that when an 
item ’s price goes up farmers 
have more inducem ent to pro­
duce it. As supply catches up 
with demand the price levels 
off. But if reductions were or­
dered in food prices farm ers 
would have no incentive to 
produce t h o s e  commodities 
and supply would shrink ra ­
ther than increase, and the 
price would have to go up.

Considering the enormous
production on American farms, 
one would think that a surge 
in production is just right. Be­
fore long supply would ex­
ceed demand and prices should 
come down. But then we come 
to another factor. O ther coun­
tries too are buying our pro­
ducts, which tends to keep 
supply, and prices, leveled off.

The nation could adopt ex­
port policies to keep more of 
that food at home, thereby 
tending to lower local food 
prices. But that would discour­
age production, decrease the 
supply, and eventually force 
food prices higher.

So the best way, says Tower, 
is to let American agriculture 
produce What it can and sell 
to the world market. Get rid 
of the restrictive barriers 
which required reduced crop 
acreage and paid subsidies just 
to keep farm ers in business.

The first benefit of the 
world m arket is to save the 
'billions formerly spent on sub­
sidies. The next benefit is to 
assure American farmers a 
m arket for their crops. Mean­
while we American consumers 
will have a more adequate 
supply for our purchases.

Still another factor lately is

The M uenster Hornets had 
hard times at Whitesboro.

All of their im ­
provem ent to date apparently 
was made during the past 
week.

Hornet troubles w ith the 
option was another big pro­
blem. Four of the attem pts 
ended as fumbles recovered 
by the Cats. Also one pass was 
intercepted. Bearcats, on the 
other hand did not lose a sin­
gle time on an exchange.

And there was also a m atter 
of how the ball bounces. One 
Bearcat kick was perm itted to 
go by when it seemed to be 
going into the end zone. It 
took a W hitesboro bounce and 
the Hornets had to start from 
the 6 instead of the 20. A n­
other was even more so. MHS 
had to put it in play less than 
a foot from the goal.

As if that was not enough, 
how about a couple of blocked 
kicks? One was near the goal 
and resulted in the safety.

Two of the Hornet fumbles 
came early and combined to 
give them  miserable field pos­
ition. The first put the Cats 
on M uenster’s 35 and a kick 
ending the first series had 
M uenster on the 13. Then an­
other fumble gave Whitesboro 
possession on the 17.

Hornet defense allowed a 
first down and stopped the 
next series cold. The Hornets 
kicked out, W hitesboro kicked 
back. And the H ornets’ next 
try  to kick out of trouble was 
blocked. The Cats led 2-0.

Early in the second quarter 
Whitesboro put together a 46 
yard scoring drive. Ten plays 
were used and Achimon went 
over from the 8. A kick upped 
the count to 9-0. For the rest 
of the half both defenses kept 
the game under control. M uen­
ster was stopped after two first 
downs, also W hitesboro after 
two first downs.

The second half started with 
a great defensive effort by the 
Hornets. The Cats on first ser­
ies were smeared three times 
for a loss of 18. And after that 
both defenses allowed very 
little. Whitesboro got two suc­
cessive and two scattered first 
downs, M uenster only two 
scattered first downs. M uenster 
gained only 3 yards in net 
rushing plus 30 in passing 
whereas the Cats gained 72.

Though battered and over­
powered, the undersize Hor­

Talk by CGJC Head 
Features Meeting 
Of Advisory Group

A talk by Dr. Alton Laird, 
president of Cooke County 
Junior College, featured a 
meeting of the Cooke County 
Community Advisory Commit­
tee last week. Dr. Laird dis­
cussed the nation-wide growth 
of junior colleges and traced 
the developm ent of Cooke 
County Junior College since 
its origin in 1924 as Gaines­
ville Junior College. At that 
time it was a part of the city 
school system.

Later it was enlarged to ac­
commodate all of Cooke Coun­
ty and its name was changed 
to Cooke County Junior Col­
lege under jurisdiction of the 
T e x a s  Education Agency 
which provides a large portion 
of the school’s annual budget 
of almost $3.3 million. Another 
substantial source of revenue 
is a local tax of 30 cents per 
$100 of valuation on the coun­
ty valuation of about $55 m il­
lion. That figure is set at about 
25 per cent of actual value. 
Twenty cents of the 30 cent 
rate  is used for operation and 
m aintenance and the other 10 
cents is used for debt service. 
Other revenue comes from tu i­
tion, grants and state and fed­
eral agencies.

Dr. Laird reviewed the col­
lege curriculum  stating that 
CCJC will continue to offer 
an outstanding, fully accred­
ited two year college program. 
Also that it w ill continue to 
expand and improve vocational 
technical training which is 
vital to the com m unity’s needs. 
The speaker stated that CCJC 
is committed to  the proposi­
tion of creating the best class­
room atm osphere possible and 
rendering individual attention 
and service to the student.

The committee heard a re ­
port on Operation Identifica­
tion and each member received 
a specific assignment regard­
ing the ru ral security program  
which is designed to cooperate 
with law enforcem ent agen­
cies. The group also reviewed 
a 42 page leadership m anual 
which is to be an aid to de­
velopment and organizational 
work.

The m eeting ended w ith re ­
ports on comm unity activities 
and appreciation for the op­
portunity to meet and discuss 
problems and goals.

End All Controls 
FB Prexy Urges

Commenting on the admin­
istration’s action in lifting the 
price freeze on beef, Texas 
Farm Bureau President J. T. 
‘‘Red” Woodson said in Waco 
that, ‘‘We have just had an­
other very expensive lesson 
dem onstrating again th a t price 
controls are not an effective 
tool for controlling inflation. 
The root cause of inflation is 
excessive government spend­
ing.”

‘‘It is high time for the ad­
m inistration to learn f r o m  
this and other expensive les­
sons in price control that the 
only answer to the situation 
is the term ination of all price 
controls on all segments of the 
economy, with the assurance 
that price controls will not be 
reimposed,” Woodson s a i d .  
‘‘We may not see the increased 
production o f  agricultural 
commodities government i s 
asking for because farm ers 
and ranchers do not know 
from one day to the next when 
price controls may be reim ­
posed at the insistance of con­
sumers who do not seem to 
understand the basic economic 
laws of supply and demand,” 
he added. For example, pro­
ducers are still fearful that the 
adm inistration m a y  impose 
various types of export con­
trols such as embargoes on 
cotton and feed grains.

‘T he net result of price con­
trols is decreased supplies, in­
creased demand and higher 
prices. The immediate term i­
nation of all wage and price 
controls are in the best inter­
est of the consumer, producer, 
and handlers. Texas F a r m  
Bureau insists that Congress 
and the adm inistration dis­
charge their responsibility by 
following a sound m onetary 
policy,” Woodson concluded.

A Study of Muenster’s 
Proposed Water Reservoir

This is the second article in a series of three to in­
form the citizens of Muenster what their city council 
is doing to insure an adequate supply of water for the 
next fifty years.

ARTICLE TWO
ALTERNATE WATER SUPPLY

The City of Muenster, because of its growth situation 
and its dependency on a diminishing ground w ater situ­
ation m ust have an alternate source of water. The Soil 
Conservation Service has proposed to construct a reser­
voir on the Brushy Creek Fork of the Elm Fork of the 
T rinity  River above Muenster. It appears the construc­
tion of this reservoir would be catam ount to the con­
tinued growth and prosperity of the City of Muenster. 
The reservoir proposed by the Soil Conservation Service 
would have a total storage capacity for w ater supply of 
approxim ately 490,000,000 gallons with an additional 154,- 
000,000 gallons set aside for recreational use. The water 
set aside for recreation use could be used in periods of 
extrem e emergency or for w ater supply. The total 
capacity of the reservoir would be approxim ately 644,- 
000,000 gallons.

Engineering studies indicate that a w ater supply 
capability could be developed in the reservoir. Long 
range studies indicate that the w ater supply reservoir 
would have an annual yield of approxim ately 326,000,- 
000 gallons or approxim ately 900,000 gallons per day.

A Study of the w ater use projection indicated by 
the year 2020 the City of M uenster would grow to a 
population of approxim ately 3,800 and would require 
approxim ately 893,000 gallons per day on an average 
annual basis. On peak w ater usage during the hot sum ­
m er months it was also projected tha t the City would 
acquire a maximum daily use of approxim ately two and 
one quarter million gallons per day.

To supply the City with this am ount of w ater would 
require a  total of approximately sixteen (16) w ater wells. 
The estimate of sixteen w ater wells is based on the 
present production capability of one hundred (100) gal­
lons per m inute from each well. I t is anticipated by the 
year 2020 that w ater production, if available from the 
Trinity form ation would be reduced substantially and 
it would be an impossibility to construct a sufficient 
num ber of w ater wells to serve the City.

The results of the engineering study indicated that 
if the City of Muenster was to continue to survive and 
prosper, that it would be necessary for the City to pro­
ceed with the construction of a water supply reservoir.

Money institutions say they 
hate inflation but it means a 
strong demand for money on 
which they collect higher in­
terest rates. There are some 
people who don’t gain during 
inflation — people on fixed 
retirem ent incomes and people 
whose wages don’t increase.
