Congressm an C harles  L. South 
advocated a  farm  program  in which 
paym ents  would he graduated  so as 
to encourage  l an d o w u rrs  to keep 
more farm families on their  land, 
when he spoke to a  meeting id the 
Coleman cour.tv Agricultural  Asso­
ciation S a tu rday  afternoon.

He alao said that  the present 
range  program will probably he 
continued along much the sam e 
lines as it is now operating.

South, himself  u landow ner  in 
Coleman County, spoke on the farm  
legislation th a t  will he before the 
called session of Congress to open 
Nov. 15.
V i le  enum era ted  some th ings the 
last  session of Congress did for 
the fa rm ers  in the way of legis la­
tion. and re fe r red  to a  hill that  
was in troduced and sponsored hv 
at least one fa rm  group, hut did 
no t  pass. An objectionable feature  
of this  blit was. he sa id  tha t  ft 
would have provided th a t  if a  man 
produced m ore  cotton than  he 
should  he could be b rought  Into 
cour t  and an  amount up to f l u  a 
bale  recovered front him.

Enough Hifflculties \ n »
“The fa rm er  has enough difficul­

ties, with drouth,  g rasshoppers ,  hull 
weevils, and low prices, without 
pu t ting  the  sheriff  and district  a t ­
torney a f te r  him,"’ continued the 
representat ive .

“ Vet it seems that  some kind of 
production contro l will have to he 
adopted. But r a th e r  than  assess ing  
iw-naltles a g a in s t  a m an  for not 
doing It. I would ra th e r  t ry  for a 
while longer a t  least,  continuing to 
offer  inducem ents  for  a  man to 
p lan t  less—some kind of voluntary  
control.
^ " I t  is e s t im ated  that  the new 
program  will coat 1704,000.000 per 
year,  and is not unlikely that  a 
good par t  of th is  will be financed 
by a processing tax.

“ In shaping any program , we 
i remember,  of  course, tha t  thi 

government of the  United State- 
does not have an  inexhaust ib le  
supply  of funds on which It r a n  
d raw  for the various p rogram s, and 
each group should be fa ir  and r e a ­
sonable in Its demands.

for gonorrhea  and septic  sore  
th roa ts ,  a n d  a good remedy for 
scarle t  fever, erysipelas ,  and cere ­
brospinal m ening i tis—Is su l fan ila ­
mide. Noting a g reat  demand for 
sulfanilamide. 61-year-old Dr. Sam ­
uel Evans Massengill. who com ­
pounds ve te r ina ry  medicines in a 
good-sized fac tory  at Bristol.  Tenn.,  
Ibis su m m er  decided to add that  
d rug  to his line.

Knowing that  his Sou thern  c u s­
tom ers p refer  their  medicine in bot­
tles (N>w Englanders  prefer  pills! 
Dr. Massengill sought som eth ing  
In which to dissolve sulfanilamide, 
which had h i ther to  been taken In 
tab le ts  and In travenous injections 
only. He decided to use diethylene 
glycol,  a d o s e  re la tive  of the a l ­
cohol used to keep m oto rcar  rad ia ­
to rs  from freezing, hut never be­
fore  put to  th is  purpose.  The S. 
K. Massengill Co. made up several 
so-gal ba tches of su lfanilamide so­
lution, labeled it an  elixir la  t ech ­
n ical pharmacological  te rm  for a 
d ru g  sweetened and dissolved In 
a lcohol),  shipped it to 875 re ta ile rs  
—one as far  away  as Puer to  Rico.

Massenglll's Elixir Sulfanilamide 
had by last week caused the  deaths 
of  a t  least  41 persons, the  d isabil­
i ty  of countless  more, a nationwide 
scare .  F irs t  w arn ings  of trouble 
sounded when people who took this 
medicine for sore  th ro a t s  developed 
nausea,  c ram p s  and inability  to u r i ­
nate. Autopsies revealed destroyed 
kidneys and livers.  Agents of the 
Fede ra l  F’ood and Drug Adminis­
t ra t io n .  posted th roughou t  the 
c o u n try  to watch for ju s t  such 
pharm aceu t ica l  accidents,  p ro m p t­

ly confiscated every last  flask of 
the Massengill "e lix ir” they . ould 
find. Meanwhile Dr Massengill co­
operated with the Food ti Drug men 
by sending warning te leg ram s to 
ail his su lfanilamide customers.  
The Pure Food h  Drug bill up be- | 
fore Congress last session w'ould 
have made Dr. Massengill liable 
to Federal prosecution. Hut the bill 
failed and there  Is no law which 1 
m akes a pharm acist  responsible to 
the Federal  Government for selling 
untes ted  drugs. Dr. Massengill is 
nevertheless liable to civil damage 
suits  trom relatives of  the 41 dead.
