A publication of the furni-
ture industry warns wholesal-
ers and retailers not to ignore
the possibility of Federal reg-
ulations controlling the flam-
mability of upholstered furni-

ture. This is in line with
existing regulations barring
flammable aterials in bed-

ding, with the obvious pur-
pose of avoiding fires by peo-
ple who smoke in bed.

Of course, no one complains
about the effort to prevent
such fires, but the furniture
people think it isn’t fair to
hold them responsible for
guarding the public against
other people’s mistakes. With
good reason they insist that
cigarette smokers are starting
the fires, so the cigarette in-
dustry should take on the job
of preventing them.

Needless to say, the sug-
gested legislation would be a
low blow to the furniture in-
dustry. Not only will it raise
the cost of upholstering fab-
rics, but an estimated 65 per
cent of those in existence could
not be used. The regulation
could force many small man-
ufacturers out of business.

Another victim is the buy-
ing public, which will event-
ually have to absorb the in-
creased cost in the final sell-
ing price. In that respect the
article points out that about
35 per cent of adult America
smokes and only a small per-
centage of those can be re-
garded as careless smokers.
Nevertheless, all of the up-
holstered furniture buyers of
the country are asked to pay
extra for protection against
those relatively few careless
people.

The logic of the furniture
people’s position seems clear
when we consider the ratio of
homes that never have a fire
to those that are burned by
cigarettes. When such a fire
occurs it is wusually in the
news, but we know just the
same that the odds are many
thousands to one. Now doesn’t
it seem unfair that the very
many should be required to
pay extra for protection when
so few are involved.

And that’s not all. As a mat-
ter of principle one would
think that the people who
cause the trouble ought to be
held responsible for eliminat-
ing it, that smokers, not fur-
niture makers, should make
the changes needed to stop
cigarette fires in furniture.
They could do it either by
quitting the habit or using
self extinguishing cigarettes,
which go out when not puffed
on.

The idea of this kind of
cigarette is brand new to this
column, but it sounds great.
It makes sense in that it pre-
vents fire at the source in-
stead of treating everything
for resistance against fire.
This refers to draperies, blank-
ets, carpets, clothing, tents,
sleeping bags and whole for-
ests. If we have to have pro-
tective regulations this sure-
ly seems the most reasonable
to adopt.

Actually a small number of
furniture people have been
pushing that idea but the Con-
sumer Product Safety Com-
mission will not listen. Appar-
ently they think there are lots
more smokers than furniture
makers, so they will get less
beefing this way.

But somehow we get around
to realizing that this is really
everybody’s problem. The ex-
tra cost of fire protection ulti-
mately comes to us, and we
pay it because of -careless
smokers. Common sense de-
mands that the federal busy
bodies treat the source of this
problem rather than the many
things that are vulnerable to
it.

We get a clearer idea of the
existing predicment when we
think of the forest fires caused
by careless smokers. In this
case, what solution would the
federal protectors prefer: self
extinguishing cigarettes or
fire protective treatment for
the forests?

The whole situation points
up bureaucracy’s bungling way
of doing things. It’s like all
this agitation for gun control
laws and gun confiscation be-
cause of the crimes committed
with guns. The mistake is in
blaming the weapons instead
of the criminal, and the only
way to get at the crime pro-
blem is to crack down on the
criminal instead of the wea-
pon. .

Loans Increase

At Muenster Bank

For the second consecutive
quarter, deposits in the Muen-
ster State Bank have de-
clined, possibly reflecting a
slight slow-down in the local
economy. However the de-
posits now are higher than a
year ago, and loans have con-
tinued upward.

Responding to a call from

the state banking commission
for a statement of condition
as of December 31, the bank
reported total deposits of $7,-
672,847.21, reflecting a gain of
$153,751.79 for the past year,
and a decline of $33,119.84 for
the past quarter.

Total loans were reported
at $3,387,331.37, for a gain of
$416,073.98 in the past year
and a gain of $112,722.74 in
the past quarter.

Total deposits and loans of
the county’s four banks show
gains for both the year and
the quarter. Deposits are $59,-
608,522 an increase of $1,596,-
365 during the past year and
a gain of $769,947 in the quar-
ter. ;

Combined loans of the four
banks are $33,008,571, for a
gain of $3,532,067 during the
year and a gain of $376,813
during the quarter.

Next Blood Bank
Collection Date
Is January 22

Sponsoring organizations of
the Muenster blood bank, with
an eye on the increased quota
for their next collection date,
have started recruiting donors
for their collection on Wed-
nesday, January 22, when the
Bloodmobile from the Red
Cross Blood Center of Wichita
Falls makes its semi annual
visit here. As usual, it will be
set up in the KC hall.

The quota hike is a result
of increasing demand on the
blood bank. David Bright, hos-
pital administrator, said that
use of blood in the local hos-
pital plus that used in other
hospitals by residents of the
Muenster Hospital District has
been going up steadily, and
the local bank is now in debt
to the Wichita Falls center.
Accordingly the quota is raised
from 80 to 100 pints.

To meet the goal, and hope-
fully to top it, the sponsors
are contacting their regular
donors and also urging pros-
pective new donors including
students from both high
schools. Sixteen year olds may
be accepted if they have par-
ental permission, Those 17 and
over do not need special per-
mission.

The local blood bank pro-
gram is strongly recommended
because of substantial savings
to the blood users and the
hospital. Since blood is given
by the donors, patients do not
have to buy it, as from a
commercial blood bank. The
only charge is for collecting,
packaging, storing, transport-
ing, transfusing, etc.,, which
amounts to about half the cost
of a transfusion using blood
from a commercial bank. At
the same time the hospital
eliminates storage fees.

This arrangement is avail-
able to all patients in the
Muenster Hospital as well as
to residents of the hospital
distriet receiving transfusions
in other hospitals.

Sponsors of the blood bank
are the KC Council, the VFW
Post and the Hospital Auxili-
ary. All of them will welcome
volunteer donors and will
make appointments for their
convenience. The appointments
are recommended because they
tend to level off rush and
slack periods.

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‘74 Farm Census
Forms Mailed to

Nation’s Farmers

The 1974 Census of Agricul-
ture got underway the week
of December 29th with the
mailing of approximately four
million report forms to farms
and ranches in the 50 states
according to Vincent P. Bar-
abba, Director of the Bureau
of the Census. The Bureau is
part of the Department of
Commerce’s Social and Eco-
nomic Statistics Administra-
tion.

Farmers and ranchers are
being asked to report on their
agricultural operations during
1974. This 1974 census, the
Nation’s 20th farm census in a
series that started in 1840, will
update data most recently ob-
tained in 1970 for 1969 opera-
tions. Primary emphasis will
on obtaining information
about farms and ranches with
sales of $2,500 or more annual-
ly. Such operations accounted
for 98 percent of the total
value of all agricultural pro-
ducts sold in 1969.

To avoid undue burden on
small farmers and to reduce
processing costs, a short ver-
sion of the census report form
is being mailed to the over
one million addressees esti-
mated to have had both farm
receipts and expenses of less

Forms are being mailed to
a list of the following: persons
who filled out Schedule F of
the 1973 individual income tax
return, persons listed with
other Federal agencies as as-
sociated with agricultural op-
erations, and those reporting
large or unusual farm opera-
tions in the 1969 census
(such as institutional farms,
farms on Indian reservations,
etc.). This combined list of
addressees forms a pool of po-
tential respondents in the cen-
sus. The final total of farms
counted is expected to be well
under three million, as it was
in 1969.

Completed forms are to be
mailed back as soon as pos-
sible. Census by mail allows
operators to fill out their re-
ports at their convenience and
use their farm business re-
cords. Estimates are accep-
table and should be reported
in the absence of records.

Recipients of census report
forms are cautioned not to dis-
card them. TFollow-up mail-
ings costing additional postage
will be required until all
forms are received. Even if
the recipient is not farming,
the form should be returned
wth that fact noted.

The five-year censuses are
the only source of statistics on
agriculture that are compar-
able county by county for the

each State and for the U. S. as
a whole for farms classified
by size, tenure, type of organ-
ization, market value of pro-
ducts sold, and type of farm
organization,

Response to the census is
required by law (Total 13,
United States Code). By . the
same law, information fur-
nished on report forms is kept
confidential. It may be seen
only by sworn Census em-
ployees and may be used only
for statistical purposes. Even
other government agencies
cannot obtain or use the re-
port made by any operator.
The law also provides that
copies retained by the opera-
tor are immune from legal
process.
