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Camp Young, Dec. 27.—If I live 

to be a hundred, I don’t expect to 
forget Christmas of 1942. What 
a day! it  brought weather, nos­
talgia, entertainment, solemnity 
and a superb Christmas dinner. 
Everything considered, the occas- 
sion was as memorable as a gang 
of isolated soldiers could hope for. 
At the same time it was as mis­
erable—if it is possible to bring 
both those conditions together in 
the same memory.
First I ’ll give my attention to the 

grief and then turn to the bright 
side so that I can end this disser­
tation in a more cheerful frame of 
mind. That will be better for 
both me and you.

My worst peeve goes to the 
weather man. He has really been 
on a rampage for the past 48 
hours. And to think he would 
have to wait until Christmas to 
uncork all his fury! Yes indeed, 
we’ve had more discomfort around 
here during the past two days 
than during the past two months.

We got our first taste of it, a 
mere sample, about 10:30 Christ­
mas Eve when one of those infre­
quent desert rains began patter­
ing down. Quite a number of us 
who had planned to attend mid­
night mass were beginning to feel 
low. But luck was with us. The 
sky cleared within an hour and 
remained that way until a half 
hour or so after our return. Then 
the clouds came back. The patter 
started again just as I was falling 
asleep. It must have been two 
hours later when I was awakened 
by an honest to goodness down­
pour. The patter had become a 
barrage. Old Jupiter Pluvius was 
doing his worst.

I pulled my head under the cov­
ers. Funny how comforting they 
can be when the elements get 
rough. So I didn’t really know 
what was happening to the other 
fellows until I reluctantly crawl­
ed out the next morning. The 
tent I ’m in is one of the few in 
the company with long flaps or 
skirts or whatever you call those 
extensions hanging down at the 
side. They come all the way 
down to the base board, actually 
lapping over a few inches. Other 
tents have short flaps, leaving 
about 6 or 8 inch gaps for the 
weather to pour into. Men on the 
windward side of those shacks 
who did not get up and move 
across the room awoke later in a 
puddle of water. And that’s not 
all. Barracks bags and clothing 
were soaked. With all clothes 
and blankets hanging out, Christ­
mas, in this company area seemed 
more like an ordinary wash day. 
The rain brought wind and cold. 
Christmas was not one of our 
usual balmy days. Heavy coats 
were in order all the time.

As if that were not enough. 
Christmas night proved to be even 
more exaperating. That chilly 
wind began picking u p momen­
tum until, shortly after midnight, 
it had becme a storm. Our tent 
frame was creaking—at times, I 
thought, swaying a little too—the 
tent itself was whipping, the gale 
was howling. I ducked under the 
canvas again.

Then came the order to pile out 
and do what we could to hold our 
tents together. The company 
commander hatched up the idea 
when he awoke to find his tent 
floating down-hill over the loose 
sand. I got out just in time to 
see the tent next door crash. 
Luckily all the boys were already 
in the open.

Outside we ran into a sand 
blast. But in spite of it we man­
aged to take up slack in the ropes 
and secure the loose, flapping 
ends. Also to clean up the debris 
at the wrecked tent. By 2:30 it 
was calm enough for us to hit the 
bunks again.

Naturally, today was clean-up 
day. We spent all morning shak­
ing out dust, sweeping, scrubbing, 
and taking inventory. Some of 
the missing items were found in 
other tents, but in general they 
had gone with the wind. One of 
the boys forgot to take in the 
clothing he had hung out to dry 
after the previous night’s shower. 
He needs half a wardrobe now.

As I’m writing this—about 9 
o’ c 1 o c k Saturday night—I’m 
haunted by the thought of an­
other such experience. The wind 
is getting lusty again. It doesn't 
have to get much worse to bring 
serious trouble. Considering the 
strain those tent frames went 
through last night, it is easily 
possible for us to have a much 
more upleasant night.

In general our company fared 
very well. We had the other 
three companies serving as a wind 
break. The tents at the other end 
of the battalion area are the ones 
that took the beating. About a 
dozen are either torn down or 
shifted 12 to 20 feet down the hill. 
Quite a number of the other out­
fits in the camp were hit harder. 
Complete rows of tents wiped out. 
and several mess halls knocked 
over. But not one serious injury 
in the whole camp. How’s that 
for luck?
