THEIR WAR, NOT OURS

There is something alarming about the
growing conviction that our nation will
soon be involved in another European war.
Casual remarks reveal the fears of individ-
uals, while current news releases and edi-
torial comment too definitely aim at build-
ing antagonism against certain factions in
the conflict which they regard as inevit-
able. Subtle forces of propaganda are in ef-
fect to create a hatred of Italy and Ger-
rany so that our people will be in the pro-
per frame of mind to rush to the aid of
their distressed friends.

A few years ago, all of us recall, there
was a quite popular sentiment favoring a
refusal to serve in war except in case of in-
vasion. Although futile in that drafted men
are not given a choice, the movement nev-
ertheless showed a very sensible attitude.
More of that same feeling would be in or-
der now.

We have everything to lose and nothing
to gain by meddling in the European mess.
We discovered that after our futile victory
in the war to preserve democracy. Present
European conditions show that we did not
bring about any improvements. Our sacri-
fice in life, money, and savings certainly
were not benefits for us.

Why must we have agitators to keep
prodding us on, to continue playing on sen-
timents until peaceful men are aroused to
the point of demanding part in a conflict
that is no concern of theirs! Those agitat-
ors, not any of the foreign powers, are our
greatest enemies.

Europe has had its wars and survived for
centuries before this nation was founded. It
can continue making its hectic history for
centuries more without our interference.

Some try to delude us into thinking this
country will be doomed if the totalitarian
nations are permitted too much power. But
a little thought of our own will convince us
that the combined forces of all Europe
would have little chance to defeat us on
American soil. Military experts claim that,
defensively, we are a match for a force of

-

Developments of the past week seem to
indicate that the Spanish war will not last
much longer. At last, we believe, we see an
end to the horrible price that a Christian
people must pay to purge its native land of
the Red Menace.

In 2 way the whole affair is no concern
of ours except that we, as human beings,
should be sympathetic to the millions who
had to suffer. Aside from that we may re-
gard it as a most unhappy result of a na-
tion’s failure to be on guard when the first
seeds of ruthless despotism were sown.

Spain was too careless of her govern-
ment, her traditions, culture, religion and
liberty. When the Red agents began their
destructive work they were ignored with a
casual remark that efforts would be wast-
ed in a Christian country. “It can’t happen
here.” At the same time some abuses in
Spain prompted the doubtful ones to em-
brace the false promises of Moscow. Red
strength grew until it was in a position to
exert election day violence and win the
small majority needed to assume control.

Once the Leftists were in the saddle they
lost little time instituting their system of
tyranny. Religion and freedom were cur-
tailed. Former Rightists were ‘assassinated.
Property was confiscated. Against such ty-
ranny did the Rebels revolt.

Unfortunately there are many in this na-
tion of ours, dedicated to the protection of
right and liberty, who favor the Red Loyal-
i1sts, sworn enemies of liberty and religion.
Red propaganda misleads them even
though they know of Moscow’s aid, ruth-
less murder of religious, and wholesale de-
struction of property. They refuse to be im-
pressed with the cheers welcoming Fran-
co's forces on the entry of a new city, or the
Nationalists’ promptness in bringing provis-
ions to a starved populace, or the peace and
prosperity enjoyed by those in Nationalist
territory.

Some day history books will tell the cor-
rect story of Spain’s présent struggle. But
we cannot profit now by what will be said
in future years. Our people’s duty is to un-
derstand the Red aggression in Spain and
its consequences, and profit by them.

The Red Menace is working for a foot-
hold in this country. There are a sufficient-
ly large number of abuses to encourage ac-
ceptance of Red promises by some of our
less thoughtful Americans. Unless Ameri-
va is on guard it stands a chance of facing
the same struggle Spain faces. She needs
to sweep before her own doors, removing
some of the faults that are not a product of
democracy but plain human weaknesses
developed, in spit of a sound constitution,
through a disregard for the basic principles
of Christianity and humanity.
