Active steps to have every child 
enrolled In the Brownwood rublic 
schools vaccinated will be taken ( 
by the school hoard, it was an­
nounced this week when a -report 
of the health survey, being taken 
by Brownwood physicians and 
dentists revealed that approxim­
ately 30 per cent vf the children 
enrolled In three of the larger el­
ementary schools do not have sat­
isfactory vaccination scars or rec­
ords of vaccination.

Health surveys have been com­
pleted for ctjfUJretj enrolled nt 
Ford, I.ooney nnd Coggin elemen-1 
tury schools. These reports dis­
closed a general high average o f , 
health among the pupils. It was 
stated, but the fact that about | 
one-third of the children appar- j 
enflv have not been vaccinated Is j 
alarming to physicians and school
officials. The school hoard Is em- i1
powered, under the Texas state law 
to require vaccination, and It is j 
planned to enforce this regulation ) 
In all schools.

Health surveys will be made of j 
the children in South Ward and | 
Brownwood Heights elementary j 
schools during the coming weeks, j 
after v hich students at the Junior 
and Senior High Schools will be j 
given physical examinations.^

Parents of children In need of 
medical or dental work will be no­
tified of their children's deficien­
cies but no effort will be made to 
have the work done unless the 
child is In serious condition.

In addition to the lack of vacci­
nations. a number of children 
have been found with communica­
ble diseases. In these cases, the 
children are sen* home for treat­
ment before feeing allowed to return 
to their classes.

For families not on direct re­
lief who need It. a supply of cod 
liver oil is on hand at the Com­
munity Council, 510 West An­
derson street, and will be given 
to any family needing it and not 
able to buy it, whether on di­
rect relief or not.

Born in 1742. the sort of Colonel

Creamless Cakes

A Hill. To Be Entitled

An Act prohibiting fishing in Lake 
Brownwood in Brown County un- I 
til May 15th. 1935; prohibiting 
fishing al any time except dur- . 
ing the open season provided in < 
this Act; fixing the open season1 
after May 15th, 1935, from May 
15th to February lat; prohibit­
ing the possession of any fish­
ing tackle or fishing deviqj| on 
the waters of Lake Brownwood 
at any time except during the 
open season; fixing a penalty 
for violation of this Act; repeal­
ing all laws or parts of laws in 
conflict with this Act, and de­
claring an emergency.

BE IT  ENACTED BY THE LEG­

TEXAS.
Section 1. It shall be unlawful j 

to fish, catch or attempt to catch 
or to have in possession any fish- j 
ing tackle or device for catching 
fish on Lake Brownwood or » 4th- 
in fifty (50) feet of such waters at 
any time except during the open 
season for taking fish. There shall I 
he no open season for taking fish I 
in !-ake Brownwood In Brown 
county until May 15, 1935. and 
thereafter the open season shall 
be during the period May 15th to 
February 1st.

Section 2. Any person violating 
any provision of this Act shall be 
guilty ot a misdemeanor and upon 
conviction shall be fined In a »um 
not less than Ten ($10.00) Dollars

nor more than Twenty-five ($25.00)
