J. M. Weinzapfel is Muenster's
mayor as the result of the city
election Tuesday. He replaces Ben
Seyler, who did not seek re-elect-
ion, and polled a heavy vote over
his opponent, receiving 102 against
P. J. Rollman’s 13. Rollman was
a write-in candidate.

Two aldermen, Andy Hofbauer
and J. A. Fisher were returned to
office for another term and Henry
Stelzer was chosen to replace L.
A. Bernauer; incumbent, for po-
sition No. 3.

In spite of all the earlier cam-
paign fever the election was not
as hot as it might have been had
F. J. Hess remained on the ticket.
He withdrew from the mayor’s
race a week before the election
and it \Yas then that Rollman an-
nounced' as a write-in candidate.

Two of the aldermaniac races
were close. Stelzer defeated Ber-
nauer by only two votes, and
Fisher was returned to office by a
four-vote margin over H. M. Sch-
mitz. Hofbauer polled 69 votes a-
gainst Al Walterscheid's 46.

While the eleetion was not one
of the biggest the city has had, it
drew considerable more votes than
those in the past. 116 ballots out
of a possible 175 were cast.

Do not allow the baby
pigs to get on soil to which other
hogs have had access.

Within ten days after farrowing,
haul, do not drive, the sow and
pigs directly to a field previously
sown to a forage crop, and which
has not been occupied by hogs
since planting. Allow no other
hogs in this pasture except sows
and litters similarly treated. Pro-
vide plenty of shelter and shade,
and a safe supply of fresh water.
Leave the pigs on the pasture for
at least four months. After that,

Your Health

BY GEO. W. COX, M. D.
Texas State Health Officer

Austin, Texas: — Commenting

on the unusually high incidence of
dysentery in Texas at the present
time, Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, described dysent-
ery as being an infectious disease
characterized by diarrhea, pain in
the abdomen, and toxemia. It is
caused by a specific bacteria or
germ. These germs cause inflam-
mation of the lining of the intes-
tinal tract which produces pain
throughout the abdomen and the
discharge of many loose stools
that frequently.contain blood and
mucous. Toxemia results from ab-
sorption of the poisonous substan-
ces produced by the germs.
“The gérms gain entrance to the
body through the mouth,” Dr. Cox
said, “‘and then make their way to
the intestines in the same manner
in which food does. When they
reach the intestines they find con-
ditions favorabe to their growth,
and there they establish them-
selves at the expense of the person
infected and produce their harm-
ful effects.” E

Dr. Cox warned that dysentery
affects young children more often
and more seriously than adults,
frequently resulting fatally; how-
ever, he said, it may occur at any
age. It is usually more prevalent
during the summer season, and
the great number of cases now be-
ing reported are unusual for
spring.

“The germ is always expelled
with the excreta of persons sick
with dysntery and may continue
to be expelled for some time after
the patient recovers from the
disease. These rsons who still
discharge the germs after they re-
cover are called carriers, and they
occur more frequently in this dis-
ease than in the majority of other
infectious diseases.
