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Well, so far, so good. Maybe. At 
the close of the second week of 
G unnery Con’s name still appears 
on the class roll. But w ill it stay 
there? T hat’s the haunting question. 
As the headlong rush through sta­
tistical and technical data contin­
ues, confusion also continues. If 
the nex t th ree  weeks do not throw  
a lo t of additional light on yours 
tru ly , he’s certainly going to be too 
m uch in  the dark  to ra te  a final 
“S.”

Nevertheless,the subject is fas­
cinating. The farther a fellow 
goes along the m ore he realizes that 
a rtille ry  is an exact application of 
lots of science. So completely d if­
fe ren t from  the principles of small 
arm s w hich require only a good 
aim  and a trigger squeeze. The 
rifle bu lle t is directed a t a target 
only a few hundred yards away 
and  reaches its m ark at near m ax­
im um  speed, w hereas artillery 
range runs into the thousands of 
yards and the projectile reaches its 
m ark  after traveling through a 
long arc. In deciding just how much 
of an arc tha t w ill be, the a rtil­
lerym an has to consider distance, 
com parative elevation of gun and 
target, wind, pow der charges, d rift 
and various o ther factors. T hat’s 
to  get the projectile to the right 
place. In addition he has to see 
th a t the projectile explodes at the 
righ t time.

F u rth e r complication arises from 
the  necessity of directing fire from 
a  point away from the guns, of 
com puting correct angles, and es­
pecially from  round-about su r­
veys to determ ine the correct d ir­
ection and elevation of an unseen 
target.

To date w e’ve had only the 
elem entary stuff as far as theory 
is concerned, and the simplest 
m ethods of actual firing. Seated 
a couple of hundred yards behind 
the  guns we directed fire a t ta r ­
gets from 3 to 4 thousand yards 
away.

Instructors told us it would be 
simple. Nothing to it w hatever. It 
seemed simple too—until we ro t tc 
the actual shooting. Then it wasn’t 
easy anym oie.

In  our system a target was pcinl- 
ed out—one tha t could be spotted 
through field glasses. When the 
target was found someone was 
called upon to “come up shooting.” 
M eaning to bark  out the sequence 
of commands to get the projectile 
on its way. The first command is 
supposed to be a good guess, a f­
te r  tha t come commands to get the 
shells in  closer and finally, to 
blaze away a t the im m ediate ta i-  
get area. Actually, it is simple, but 
considering shifts and changes in 
elevation, plus the exact procedure 
of giving commands, it can easily 
get a fellow excited. A reaction 
th a t is a lot like “buck fever.”

So fa r w e’ve had three sessions 
of that. And, according to reports, | 
w e’re  due to have m any more, each 
one getting a little  tougher than 
the  one before.Eventually, we may 
learn  to get those shells off quick­
ly and accurately. T hat’s w hat it 
takes w hen we get to the hot 
zone. '

Since the firing started, the class 
Horseshoe Club has enjoyed a 
swell increase of membership. By 
w ay of explanation, the name 
Horseshoe was chosen because of 
its resem blance to the le tte r U.

There fs no connection with the 
lucky emblem. Con is a charter 
m em ber, having received his U on 
the very first writ. However, a 
predom inance of S’s since offers 
some hope tha t the average to 
date is slightly above the mark.

Along w ith the class work we've 
had a few lectures by persons who 
retu rned  from  the w ar zone. Of 
special in terest was th a t of a M a­
rin e  officer from  Guadalcanal. He 
left no doubt tha t the Pacific fight­
ing is a re tu rn  to the most p rim ­
itive and savage stages of warfare. 
The Japs are  setting the standard 
and w e have to beat them at the ir ] 
own game. So it’s  a sneaking, dirty  
brand  of w ar in w hich no quarter 
is asked or given. When a Jap  and 
a Yank m eet one dies. Or both. 
P risoners are seldom taken.

O ur speaker did his b it toward 
exploding the m yth of Jap  invin­
cibility. Says he, the average Jap  is 
a  stupid yellow runt. The American 
is a b e ttr  m an than he in every 
respect. A b e tte r m arksm an, a b e t­
te r  close in fighter,a m ore resource

THE RED CROSS DRIVE
Let’s talk a little  while about the Red Cross war fund

drive.
Back in 1941 as customary, Cooke county had its annual 

Red Cross roll call. The quota was $2,400 and the solicitors 
centered on $1 annual memberships, although there were
some larger pledges.

' Almost on the heels of this annual roll call came Pearl 
Harbor and Red Cross began immediately the task of rais­
ing a w ar fund. This was subscribed late in December, 1941, 

.^nd Cooke county’s quota was $4,000.
Cooke county, like most other counties the country over, 

Contributed considerably more than her quota, and as a 
['result the fund was oversubscribed to the tune of $20,000,- 
-000-
* This surplus made unnecessary any kind of financial
[[campaign in 1942.

When there are disasters, the Red Cross usually solicits 
money to help finance aid in the territory where such dis­
asters occur. But last year, in spite of handling aid to the 
victims of 172 disasters, no money was asked of the public.

Now comes the 1943 w ar fund drive. Since the first such 
drive, the war has spread over the globe and the United 
S tates is involved on every front and in every corner of the 
earth. '

Likewise, the arm ed forces have grown tremendously, 
increasing the responsibility of the Red Cross in a like 
measure.

And so, as we come to the 1943 Red Cross war fund drive, 
we have a quota of $10,000 to meet.

That is some $3,600 more than the roll call and war fund
drives, combined in 1941.

To raise this fund, as we must do, means citizens must 
contribute more than a dollar, as they have been accustom­
ed to doing when the Red Cross solicitor comes around. 
And the person who gave $5 to the war fund drive in 1941, 
must double tha t amount this year to assure the amount 
required being raised.

Therefore, it behooves us all to make plans now to set 
aside our contributions so we will be prepared to give our 
part when the drive starts.

Austin, Texas—According to an 
announcem ent issued this week 
by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, some type of treatm ent 
for venereal- diseases is now avail­
able to every citizerf of Texas.

In view of the startling num ber 
of selective service draftees who 
w ere found unfit for m ilitary ser­
vice because of venereal diseas­
es, increased effort is being ex ­
erted by health authorities all 
over the nation to control the 
spread of these diseases.

“War time conditions favor the 
increase of prostitution, which 
leads im m ediately to ; an alarm ing 
increase in the incidence of syphi­
lis and gonorrhea,” Dr. Cox stated.

According to figures compiled 
by the State Health D epartm ent in 
a six m onth’s com parative re ­
port, public clinics in Texas be­
tween Jufy 1 and December 31, 
1942, treated a total of 15,870 new 
cases of syphilis In addition to 
a patient load of 156,924. New 
cases of gonorrhea treated num ­
bered 6,996. A t the present ra te  of 
new cases adm itted, plus the reg­
u lar patient load, approxim ately 

,465,621 treatm ents are  being ad­
m inistered in a six m onth’s period. 
During the last year, over one- 
half million tests for syphilis w ere 
made by the S tate D epartm ent of 
Health.
