At the turn of the present ren- 
tnry only 10 r k tm ln i l  elements 
w -jj b  considered necessary f o r  
plant growth, lint new agricultural 
chemists know that at least 01 e le ­
ment* are  present In soils, and of 
these ~iH have Keen found in plants 
° v  kind or another.

“ Many of onr p*s*r yields and 
diseases of plants ran  lie explained 
by what are called deficiency d is­
eases ,” explains M K Thornton, 
agricultural chemist of the Texas 
A *  M Toilette Bxtenslou Service 
"P ecan  rosette, c itrus mottle leaf, 
and while top of corn. Sudan and 
the sorghums are  due to l in e  de­
ficiencies, while luck of adequate 
amounts of boron Is responsible 
for cracked ateut of celery hear* 
dry rot of beets and turnips, and 
the pathological condition of cau li­
flower and alfalfa "

lu Home parts of Texas, the use 
of minor elements such as  zinc 
boron, copper and troh has bean 
found profitable, the chemist said 
However. In most of the stale, the 
soils contain adequate quantities of 
I hose.

The use of farm manures,  com ­
post, wood ashes, tankage and the 
like tends to  conserve the minor 
elements In the soil, hence farm 
manures and wastes should be 
utilized lo as a r e s ’ an extent as 
possible. In many areas, this farm 
manure should he treated with 
about 7T, pounds of superphosphate 
and 2a pounds of muriate of potash

per ton of manure tn order lo bal­
ance the plant nutrients better.

Most of the soils of T exas are  
deficient in hurntia and if this Is 
supplied, good crop yields will be 
bad.

Thornton recommends that some 
winter legume be planted this fall 
itnd turned under in the spring 
This will not only add humus but 
also nitrogen to the soil, and will 
prevent leaching of valuable plant 
food and prevent washing of the 
soil.

carbon disulfide, or high life, and 
used for cut anl control during the 
early part of l t , : i  resulted In the 
eradication of 12.029 cut ant towns 
aud saved crop damage estimated 
al 36B.912, according to R R Rep- 
pert. entomologist of the Texas  A 
& M. ICxtension Service

Tut ants ^re pretty well sca t ter ­
ed aver the entire  state with the 
exception of the Panhandle and the 
High Plains.  Reppert  says, and 
take an annual toll In excess of a 
million dollars. A single rut ant 
town has been known tn clean up 
the crop on several acres.

Control Is effected by pouring 2B 
gallons of water Into the main en- 
t ranee to the town and adding a 
quart of high life, washed down 
with water. When the entrances 
are  closed, the ants are  suffocated 
with the (times Best control Is ob­
tained during the winter and early 
spring months when egg laying Is 
at a standstill .

In many countlea. county agri­
cultural agents have helped farm ­
ers to buy high life on a coopera­
tive basis and to atage community- 
wide eradication drives.

HITTHE IDENTITY OF 
ANCIENT RUINS SEEN

As the earliest  decipherable pal- 
leographlc remains have been Iden­
tified with the poat-paleoethnologle 
Hlttites,  who occupied cltlca In
Asia Minor and Syria centuries be­
fore the Kassltes. Assyrians, Baby­
lonians. Persians and Phoenicians 
entered history, any new discover­
ies on the sites of these cities are 
bound tn be interesting, if not of 
supreme importance to ethuologlsta 
and archaeologists S ir  Leonard 
Woolley, elaborating his excava­
tions made on the site of a palace 
In Atchana last June, now unhes­
itatingly pronounres it to be Hlt- 
tlte. in a second article  In The 
Times of London. He says:

“The best preserved of the newly 
discovered rooms was a store 
wherein huge clay ja rs  destined for 
wine or oil al il l  stood in ordered 
rows, recall ing to the mind the 
pithoi in the cellars of Minos' pal­
ace at Knossus. Next to it was wbat 
seemed to have been a decanting 
room. Its smoothly cementpd floor 
sloping down to the renter,  where 
there was let into It. flush with the 
surface, a big vessel that would 
catch  the spilth.

"From  these rooms a long pas­
sage led to a small chamber al the 
northeast corner, which, judging 
from the Immeuse solidity of Its 
walla, was the ground floor of a 
watch tower rising above the level 
of the palace roofs and looking out 
weroas the city wall to the Amk 
plain and the mountains of the 
Amanus.

I oartyard on Higher Ground
"Although with laying hare of 

these rooms we had the palace 
structure complete, we were fnr 
from having exhausted the palace 
area. To the west of the building, 
on somewhat higher ground, there 
stretrhed a courtyard enclosed on 
three sides (the fourth was the pal­
ace walli  by ranges of rooms whose 
walls were of mud brick and their 
door-Jamhs of basalt slabs. That 
these formed part of the palace of­
fices was proved by our finding in 
one of them quantities of clay tab­
lets. many of which bore the same 
seal Impressions and royal names 
as occurred freely in the palace 
archives Although the new range 
was In use while the palace stood 
and was destroyed together with It 
hy the same fire. It was of much 
older foundation.

“ It was orientated differently to 
the palace, whose wall cut across 
the courtyard diagonally, but tn the 
same way as the domestic buildings 
which lay In front of the palace amj 
In the same way as another very 
interesting fragment which a cc i ­
dent brought to light.

"Digging against the outer fare 
of the north wall of the palace an ­
nex In the hope of fludlng the out­
let of a drain running front one of 
the lavatories, we discovered, at a 
depth of six feet below the palace 
floors, the walls of an older palace 
whose lower courses were of pol­
ished basalt slabs and their upper 
parts of mud brick and timber 
faced with white cement. This was 
the original palace belonging to our 
western and southern ranges, pull­
ed down to make room for the new 
building iset. for some reason or 
another, at a different angle) which 
la the surviving palace of Niqmepa 
and lllma-ili .

“ How long the original palace 
stood we cannot say. but changes 
In the fashions of domestic pottery 
show that between Its foundation 
and the fire which destroyed Il lma- 
lll's house the Interval of time was 
considerable If the latter event o c ­
curred about 147B R C.. as Sidney 
Smith has deduced from the tablets, 
the former should go back to about 
1600.

"Standing high, this part of the 
palace complex had suffered more 
than the rest,  and its conservation 
was unnecessary, while Its height 
again gave promise of good r e ­
mains below It. Accordingly the 
walls were razed and we started to 
excavate the lower levels Under­
neath its foundations we discov­
ered the ruins of two successive 
city walls, one of them possibly 
but not certainly, to be dated by q 
tablet  of Hammurabi found in the 
mud brickwork. Underneath these 
again we came on the well pre­
served remains of yet another sy s ­
tem of fort ification, the acropolis 
gateway of the eighteenth or per­
haps of the nineteenth century B C.

The Gale Building

"T h e  gate building, set at a slight 
angle with the wall. Is roughly sev­
enty-five feet square,  consisting of 
twin towera joined by a bridge 
which roofed the entrance passage 
The Incomer had to pass through 
three doorways, whose Jambs are  
massive piers pro jecting from the 
tower walls on either side. The 
piers are  faced with limestone slabs 
measuring as much as five feet by 
three feet, the rest of the building 
being In mud brick reinforced hy 
•tout timbers. The  passage floor 
waa of beaten clay. In the back

Bull Racing Called 
A Thrilling Sport

One of the least-known sports In 
the world and one of the most ex ­
citing is the hull racing, which 
takes place at Madura In the Neth­
erlands East Indies.

Madura Is severed from Ja v a  hy 
a shallow waterway of less than a 
mile and a half, and it lies a little 
more than 100 miles to the north 
and west of the more famous Hall 
Territory  stretching more Ihan 100 
miles long aud almost  a quarter aa 
wide. It supports around 2.000.000 
people Madura occupies Itself with 
the usual practices of the Javanese 
raising maize and coconuts,  coffee 
and kapok, mining sa lt  and rutting 
teak wood Moreover. It raises ca t ­
tle and has hull races, says a New 
York Times letter from Sidney. 
Aust rails.

Few travelers who marvel over 
the little world of Bali  ever slop 
over at Madura to witness this 
spectacular event In the life of the 
E ast  Indian community. The fact 
that stock breeding la one of the 
principal methods by which the 
Madurese earn their living adds to 
the Importance of the bull races 
Only the very richest  of the people 
can afford to keep stud bulls,  so 
the Netherlands East Indies Gov­
ernment has spent part  of the in ­
come of the native vi llages on the 
purchase of stud bulls and in build­
ing and maintaining stud farms 

Feeding and Tending Bulls
The village rulers keep the stables 

in repair and arrange for the feed­
ing and tending of the animals 
throughout the year. The  result is 
that many Madurese have the most 
intimate daily contact with the 
bulls, grow to know them as well 
as they know their brothers,  and 
are  their ardent supporters in the 
racea

As the day of a meeting ap­
proaches the whole community en ­
ters Into the spirit of the thing 
with enthusiasm On the a ll- im ­
portant day the teams, decorated 
In dazzling fashion, come f%*m vil­
lages round about, each followed by 
virtually the whole population of 
that village and preceded by a 
band. As they enter the aloon- 
aloon (race course)  the villagers 
wager on the result. Hours before 
the meeting begins the course will 
be packed with a gaudily dressed 
crowd, excited and happy.

As the teams arrive they come up 
for inspection, each preceded by its 
gamelan ibandt. Tra iner* ,  leaders 
and driver# will be with their ani­
mals.  and at the head of the whole 
process ion is a dancer who tries to 
st imulate the animals by his sing­
ing and feats of agility.

The  manner In which the bulls 
accept the position Is remarkable 
Perfectly trained, they go through 
this gamut of homage and applause 
in a dignified manner.

The  usual practice Is to race 
teams lu pairs with a sled, suspend­
ed between the bulls as a sort of 
primitive chariot. The  driver Is 
perched on a cross-piece of the 
sled, from which he leaps. In mo­
ments of emotion, to urge his team 
to greater efforts. He must watch 
his footing or he will be tossed 
wide and his team will be beaten. 
He is also frequently tossed off by 
u piece of rough ground, or by any 
unskillful driving which results In 
the bulls swervlug off the course 

I.uck Flays Big Part

With evenly matched teams the 
race Is a gamble of the kind that 
appeals immensely to the happy 
Madurese. Luck plays a most Im­
portant part In the outcome.

And when the hulls begin their 
dash It Is amtd the waving of 
brightly colored garments and the 
roar of the crowd. As the winning 
team thunders to victory with the 
driver leaping up and down and 
the home-town villagers delirious 
with joy. it Is a sight which even

A FARM MEMORIAL

The Rev. E. E  Robinson, vicar 
of 8t. Anne's Church, Finsbury 
Park. London, has invited from the 
pulpit husbands who beat tbeir 
wives If they want to go to church 
to call  on him for a heart-to-heart  
talk.

The parish of St. Anne's, with its 
13,000 people crammed in twenty 
streets,  contains some of the 
“toughest" spots In London.

Texas ttitkev growers, according to this buyer, have 
developed the habit of feeding thur birds heavily the clay 
of the sale, which makes it necessary for the dressing plant 
to draw grain fiom ihe craws, lose this weight, and at the 
same nine self libels which do not match those fiom the 
Northwestern turkey (tillers. Ihe situation mav not be as 
gloomy a ' i« pajntcd. licit tfreie can be no question that 
lack of Id ding is causing an inferior bird to be shipped 
from Texas, which isn't helping the market for our tur­
keys in the least, since it is gtowmg near turkey selling 
time, this information is passed on for what it is worth— 
and if feed at this time can be turned imo meat within 
the next few weeks, it would seem to he wise economy to 
start feeding.
