"from each according to his 
ability and to each according to 
his need." The idea was all right 
until some failed to do their past 
in providing for the community 
supply and some took more than

According to Ben Bindel, 
chairman for the event sponsored 
by the Muenster Chamber of 
Commerce, plans for the mini-
parade at 11:00 a.m., the main 
parade at 1 p.m. highlighted by 
Santa's visit, and followed by en-
tertainment and drawings, are 
shaping up fine. 

The mini-parade, in a one block 
area on Main Street, is for 
children under 8, with decorated 
bikes, trikes, wagons, doll 
buggies, etc. All entries will 
receive Christmas gifts and the fir-
st place winner will receive a 
trophy. 

Forming near Wilde Chevrolet 
Co. on Mesquite St., the parade 
will include floats, clowns, horse 
drawn wagons, covered wagons,  

classic cars, marching units, army 
trucks and jeeps, the NTSU Eagle 
mascot, the Coors Beer Wolf, Cub 
Scouts, etc. Sound will be donated 
by Mike Otts.

Department of Public Safety 
enforcement of the new Texas 
safety belt law begins on Sunday, 
December 1, 1985. The law, ex-
pected to save hundreds of lives a 
year in Texas by encouraging 
more motorists to buckle up, took 
effect September I. Drivers and 
front-seat passengers of cars and 
trucks up to three-quarter ton 
capacity will be subject to fines of 
S25 to S50 for violations commit-
ted on or after December I. 

"Informal observations by DPS 
troopers indicate that two-thirds 
of Texas motorists are already 
complying with this law," said 
Colonel Jim Adams, DPS direc-
tor. "Those motorists who are not 
observing this statute are risking 
losing their lives or being seriously 
injured in a vehicle accident, and 
soon they'll also be facing the pro-
spect of paying a fine for their 
oversight." 

Adams said that in most in-
stances, troopers will be checking 
for compliance with the safety belt 
law during routine traffic violator 
contacts. However, he pointed out 
that troopers will have the option 
of stopping motorists if the of-
ficers have probable cause to 
believe the law is being violated.

"The possibility of paying a 
fine for failing to use a safety belt 
should increase the incentive for 
observing this law, but much 
greater consequences could be in-
volved for motorists who don't 
use this proven, lifesaving 
device," Adams said. "What 
value can be placed on the loss of 
a human life or a long-term, 
serious injury resulting from a 
crash in which a safety belt could 
have made the difference?" 

The new law did not change the 
child safety seat statute, which 
provides that children under two 
years of age must be secured in a 
federally-approved child safety 
seat system when they are riding in 
a passenger car or light truck eh 
ton capacity and less). Children 
from two to four years of age 
must be secured by a safety belt or 
safety seat system when riding in a 
car or light truck. 

The only persons exempted 
from the safety belt law are U.S. 
Postal Service employees while 
performing their carrier duties and 
motorists who possess a written 
statement from a licensed doctor 
stating that the person cannot 
wear a safety belt for medical 
reasons.

AUSTIN—State government 
has its own rhythm: a time to 
govern and a time to campaign, 
even though some would say a 
good politician campaigns all 
the time. 

There was a lot of political 
jockeying going on last week 
and no matter the origin, the 
man in the middle of it all was 
Gov. Mark White. 

Unfortunately for the gov-
ernor, he seemed to be catch-
ing heat from all directions: 
the Republican party, the 
courtroom, the schools, the 
coaches, the consumers, even 
the Democratic Party. 

One thing going his way was 
a planned trip to San Francisco 
for a fund-raiser reception. 
His second out-of-state trip for 
campaign funds has folks mur-
muring once again of his ambi-
tions to be the Democrats' vice 
presidential nominee in 1988. 

After all, the Democrats may 
need a Texas homeboy on the 
ticket to carry the Lone Star 
State, and White has already 
been to New York to raise 
campaign funds. 

Political Elbowing 
The way political elbows 

were jostling last week, you 
might wonder if he left just to 
get out of the line of fire.

— With that possibility obvi-
ously in mind, Texas Attorney 
General Jim Mattox told re-
porters he will run for re-elec-
tion, but wouldn't rule out the 
possibility he might challenge 
White for the Governor's Man-
sion. White's response to the 
challenge: "Come ahead." 

— A Texas Consumers Union 
director criticized White for 
failing to reappoint a member 
of the State Board of Morti-
cians. Grady Baskin, Jr. said 
he wasn't renamed because 
he refused to promise the gov-
ernor's appointments secre-
tary he would support White's 
re-election. 	The secretary, 
Dwane Holman, said that's not 
what happened at all. but con-
sumer advocate Carol Barger, 
also present, sided with Baskin. 
Baskin won the Consumer 
Union's support last year when 
he made an undercover probe 
of funeral homes and found 23 
of 24 breaking state price dis-
closure laws. Baskin was un-
successful in trying to get the 
board to take action. 

Mattox, Brown 
Mattox, for hig part, last 

week indicated he would forego 
making a legal ruling on wheth-
er an announced candidate, 
state Sen. Buster Brown, R-
Lake Jackson, could legally run 
against him. The courts could 
best decide that issue, he said. 

Brown's eligibility is ques-
tioned because the Texas Con-
stitution prevents a legislator

Two Party Chairmen 
Last week the head of the 

Texas Republican Party sur-
prised his folks by saying he 
was out, and his counterpart 
with Texas Democrats did the 
same by saying he was in. 

George Strake, the chairman 
credited with rebuilding a Tex-
as Republican Party shattered 
in '82, said "it's my time to go 
and let somebody else do it." 
He will not run for re-election 
next year, and gave no clue 
hinting he will run for a state 
office. 

Two days later, Texas Demo-
cratic Party chairman Bob 
Slagle told his state committee 
he will run for a fourth term, 
probably a record. Widespread 
speculation was that Slagle 
would step down or run for 
Congress instead. Slagle, solid-
ly aligned with the Mark White 
faction, said he wants to finish 
the job he started.

My very dear friends, 

It is on a magnificent autumn 
day, more than a month before 
Christmas, that 1 am writing this 
message. From all sides one has 
been hearing, already for quite a 
while, to shop early, send mail 
early, do this and that early. So, 
wy not write early to very dear 
friends? 

To each and every one of you, I 
send the special gifts of Christ-
mas: Peace, Good Will and 
Abiding Happiness, and may the 
Beauty of Christmas abide with 
you throughout the year 1986. 

Now, since I have put first 
things first, I will proceed 
carefully to narrate an event about 
which I never wrote to you, 
because it took place on Novem-
ber first and second. On my daily 
walk on the cemetery road, I saw 
something sneaking around, not 
too far away from the graves. It 
was not disturbed by my presence, 
but kept on eating something, very 
lustily. I thought it was eating 
grass, but since it was a small 
skunk, it was probably eating 
grasshoppers. I left the scene, but 
it stayed on. 

The following afternoon about 
the same time the little new friend 
was there again. I called "Hi." 
Then I proceeded to say the 
prayer, which I daily say before 
the carrara marble statue, which 
was the last work of art, sculp-
tured by the artist in Italy. It 
represents the risen Christ. 

After the minute or two 
devotion, I continued my walk, 
but there was no skunk to be seen. 
On the opposite side of the 
cemetery road, I heard our dog 
Prince, whom I had seen coming 
out of the woods, barking up a 
storm. There he was, face to face 
with the skunk. The area of the 
encounter was by now perfumed. I 
watched the scene with delight for 
quite a while. While the very large 
dog barked and moved, the skunk 
moved bravely, always facing the 
enemy face to face. I was certain 
that the dog would be the loser. 
And so it was. 

I was so excited to have been 
witness to this event, and so 

With 	the 	campaign 	to 
destabilize South Africa brought 
before us by the media quite 
frequently, perhaps it would be 
well for us to pause to considder 
the fate of Rhodesia. 

It may be recalled that at one 
time Rhodesia was a part of the 
Free World, firmly on the side of 
the West. Unfortunately, we 
foolishly joined with the racial 
fanatics of the United Nations and 
the Soviet bloc to destabilize that 
sad land. 

What is the situation in 
Rhodesia, now called Zimbabwe, 
and what are the lessons to be 
learned with regard to the current 
anti-South Africa hysteria? 

A member of our staff recently 
interviewed Rev. Robert Slimp, a 
retired U.S. Army Chaplain, now 
a writer for the Manchester Union 
Leader and other papters. Rev. 
Slimp visits Zimbabwe and other 
southern Africa nations on 
assignment quite regularly. His 
comments on former Rhodesia are 
important for they provide an in-
sight into what is planned for 
South Africa, should its enemies 
be successful in overthrowing the  

anxious to report it at the Con-
vent, that I forgot to look how 
and whereto the victorious skunk 
strolled.

When I narrated the event at 
supper time with great delight and 
enthusiam, I happened perchance 
to meet Sister Helen's eyes, they 
were positively withering.

Politics in Africa is based upon 

the tribe, which takes precedence 
over other consideraions. In 
Rhodesia there are two major 
Black tribes which were vying to 
take power from the White 
minority which had built the 
nation. Both had been carrying on 
terroristic guerrilla warfare for 
years. 

Finally, when everyone was per-
suaded to end the fighting and 
submit to the ballot to determine 
who should govern Rhodesia, 
naturaily the largest tribe won, 
aided materially by widespread 
terroism and intimidation. 

That largest tribe is the Shona, 8 
million strong, representing 70 
percent of the population. It is led 
by Robert Mugabe, the present 
Prime Minister. He won out over 
Joshua Nkomo who leads the 2 
million-member Ndebele tribe. 

Of the 270,000 whites in 
Rhodesia at the time the Com-
munists took over, only about 
140,000 remain. Fifty thousand 
have been welcomed into South 
Africa.

Mugabe is now in the process of 
liquidating his Black opposition.

Villagers are then told they 
"would first have to eat their 
chickens, then their goats, then 
their cattle, then their children." 

Keep in mind this "policy of 
starvation" is being carried on by 
Blacks against Blacks. This is 
what our American liberals helped 
bring on Rhodesia — and is what 
they are now attempting to bring 
on South Africa.

Saint Jo Starts 
cemetary 
perpetual care 

The City of Saint Jo city council 
recently anacted Article 969c of 
Vernon's Texas Civil Statutes em-
powering the governing body of 
the city to act as a permanent 
trustee for the perpetual care and 
upkeep of individually owned lots 
in Mt. Park Cemetery, the city 
owned cemetery. 

Heretofore, lot owners had to 
assume the responsibility for the 
care and upkeep of their privately 
owned lots. Under this law, lot 
owners still have the right to care 
for their lots without making a 
donation to the perpetual care 
program. 

Donations are now being accep-
ted from those who have loved 
ones interred in Mountain Park 
Cemetery and who find it dif-
ficult, if not impossible, to main-
tain their lots in the manner which 
they would like. Donations to this 
fund are being invested in interest 
bearing securities, and obligates 
the city to maintain and care, in 
a first class condition, the par-
ticular lot, graves, or burial places 
for which the donation was 
originally made. The original gift 
amount will remain in perpetual 
care fund and only interest will be 
used to care for the cemetery. 

If an excess of interest revenue 
is accrued, as the city anticipates, 
such excess may be used to 
beautify the entire cemetery. 

Certificates are issued by the 
City Secretary upon receipt of a 
donation and said certificate states 
the purpose, the amount advanced 
and by whom, and the location, as 
nearly as possible of the lot, grave 
or burial place which the city 
pledges to maintain. 

Anyone desiring to make a 
donation to this fund may bring it 
to City Hall, 220 E. Howell St. in 
Saint Jo, or mail it to City 
Secretary Roberta Price, Box 186, 
Saint Jo, Texas 76265, with in-
struction as to which lot or lots the 
donaion is being made, and cer-
tificates will be mailed.

The Texas Department of 
Health, in its recently released 
analysis of major causes of death 
in the state during 1984, found 
that most fatalities result from 
heart disease, an illness that is 
largely preventable. 

Dr. Clift Price, Associate 
Commissioner for Personal 
Health Services, said, "A huge 
majority of the deaths we record 
every year, particularly car-
diovascular disease deaths, are en-
tirely preventable, if only the 
public will follow the simple, well 
publicized advice the medical 
community has recommended for 
years." 

Dr. Price said that among the 
variety of cardiovascular diseases, 
high blood pressure, also called 
hypertension, is one of the leading 
killers. Anyone who smokes, is 
overweight, gets little or no exer-
cise, eats too much salt, suffers 
alot of stress daily, or uses birth 
control pills is at risk of having 
abnormally high blood pressure.

Dr. Price pointed out that the 
only real means of determining 
whether someone has developed 
high blood pressure is regular 
health checkups, during which 
blood pressure is routinely 
measured. 

"Meanwhile," Dr. Price said, 
"to decrease the risk of 
developing hypertension all most 
people have to do is stop smoking, 
lose weight, use less salt, get

At what outside temperature is the 
heating system of a heat pump trans. 
ferred to the resistance heating ele-
ments exclusively? What is an ideal 

interval between the defrosting of the 
outdoor coils? D. S., Austin. 

Heat pump operation is based on 

the fact that all air (even cold air) 

contains some heat. In the winter, 

the heat pump extracts heat from the 
outside air and brings it inside. At 

certain times, the heat pump must 
switch to an auxiliary electric resis-

tance heating element to meet the 
demand placed on the system. 

The balance point at which the 
heat pump switches to electric resis-
tance heating varies according to 

heat load and output capacity of the 
system. There is no set temperature 
at which the resistance heating sys-
tem uniformly switches on on all 

systems. Generally the efficiency of 
the heat pump is greatly reduced at 
temperatures below 40 degrees 
when frost may collect on the out-

side evaporator coils, but a heat 
pump can function at temperatures 
as low as 0 degrees F. 

There is no set desirable interval 

between the defrosting of the out-
door coils. The defrost function is 
part of the equipment design and 
engineering and should not be tam-

pered with. Information on the de-
