“At the outset,” Mr. Glasser con-
tinued, “we went to Miss Atkinson
and told her to inform us correctly
as to whether poison had beesn ad-
ministered to Miss Balley. We told
“er that her very life might depend
apon her answer. fhe protested
that she had not administered poi-
son either to Miss Balley or her
wdther, who died, physicians said
with symptoms similar to those of
her daughter’'s fatal illness.

“We proposed then,” Glasser sald
‘that Mrs. Bailey's body be exhum-
d and an analysis made. She
greed to this. That was ten days
ago, and the state has not yet had
Mrs. Balley's body exhumed. We
are confident that no poison would
be found in Mrs. Bailey's body.”

John Bailey, 15-year-old son of
Mr. Balley, was the first witness on
the stand today.

Traces History

He traced the history of his fath-
er's meeting with Miss Atkinson at
CGainesville, Texas, through the
death of his mother, and several
weeks later, his sister, Mary Jane.
He told of Miss Atkinson’s return to
the Balley home after he said his
father had asked her to leave. Miss
Atkinson, he said, appeared at the
Bailley home on Monday morning
preceding the Thursday of Miss
Balley’s death and heiped to prepare
the breakfast. During the day, John
testified, he, his brother, Stuart, and
two sisters, Mary Jane and Helen
became ill.

All had apparently recovered, he
said, when Mary Jane became fa-
