Just to sweeten that rating 
n bit, at least in our own 
minds, we can take comfort 
from the thought that the 
achievement really m e a n s 
more than it seems at tirst. 
Muenster. with only a few 
more than the minimum re· 
quired for Class A. has the 
smallest enrollment in 13-A, 
and must also be among the 
smallest of the state•s Class A 
schoo1s. A good guess is lbat 
it probably was the smaUest 
school of an Class A district 
champions. There is an added 
distinction in doing well when 
it's done in spite of numeri­
cal handicaps. 

Anothez pleasing experience 
was a great boost in commun­
ity pride.

Will Be Given December 14 

The seoond swine flu clinic 
Ln Muenster will be held oext 
Tuesday, December 14. in the 
Community Center between 
the hours of 3:30 and 7 p.m. 
Mrs. Joan Walterscheid an­
nounced 1t this week after re­
ceiving M>rd from Mrs. Lucy 
WiWa.msan of the Health De­
partment, who will supervise 
the clinic. 

Again the program will be 
free, and it wilt be similar to 
that held here on November 
13, except that children in 
good heallh ages 3 oo 17 may 
a·ece.ive the vaccination along 
with all ages of adults and 
3 to 17 children with ohtonic 
tllness. Well children are to 
receive he monovalent split 
this time and a second shot 
about a month later 

Otherwise procedure will be 
the same as a month ago. Per­
sons 18 t.o 64 will receive mon­
ovalent vaccine, New Jersey 
Swine Flu virus. F'ersons 65 
and over will receive bivalent 
whole virus vaccine combin· 
ing New· Jersey and Victoria 
varieties.
