Camp Howze remembered

By Aug. 17, 1942, the United 

States was deeply involved in a 
war which was devastating the 
world. Cooke County men were 
joined with other American 
soldiers in battles in far-off lands. 
But the realities of the combat 
came closer to home for the 
residents of this area with the ac-
tivation of Camp Howze on this 
August day. 

Camp Howze was a military 
facility established on more than 
59,000 acres of Cooke County's 
best farmland, Stretching north of 
Highway 82 in the area between 
Marysville and Interstate 35, the 
gigantic camp trained ground 
forces for combat during World 
War II and had a resulting incredi-
ble impact upon all phases of life 
in the county. 

The beginnings of Camp Howze 
stemmed from a letter written to 
the War Department in 1940 by 
Clifford McHahon of the 
Gainesville Chamber of Com-
merce proposing Cooke County as 
a possible location for a military 
establishment. On Dec. 18, 1941, 
only 11 days after the bombing of 
Pearl Harbor, the War Depart-
ment chose Cooke County as the 
site of a camp. However, the an-
nouncement of the selection 
wasn't made until March 20, 1942 
when Congressman Ed Gossett in-
formed the Gainesville Daily 
Register. 

Camp Howze was named after 
Major General Robert E. Lee 
Howze, a native Texan and the  

recipient of two Congressional 
Medal of Honor awards for 
distinguished service. One sugges-
tion for the camp's name was after 
Ensign Robert Weinzapf el of 
Muenster, the county's first 
World War 11 casualty. 

Over 300 farming families were 
displaced when the government 
began purchasing land. Alvin 
Fuhrman, a youth at this time, 
recalled that his family was given

two weeks to move off their pro-
perty near where the airfield was 
built. "We had to move our 
house, our fences, even our 
underground pipes," he said. 
"They wouldn't let us get our 
planted crops.

Janicki worked for the Corps of 
Engineers which procured the land 
beginning in the spring of 1942.

She explained that "if there were 
holdout owners who refused to 
sell, they were taken to Condem-
nation Court. In some of these 
court procurement cases, lan-
downers were granted as little as 
SI per acre - much less than the 
original offer." 

Under the direction of camp 
commander Colonel John P. 
Wheeler, over 35,000 soldiers at 
one time were accomodated on the 
grounds for drilling in military 
technique. The two major groups 
of men there were the 84th Infan-
try Division (Railsplitters) and the 
86th Infantry Division 
(Blackhawks). To many of the 
troops who arrived at Camp 
Howze, Texas itself was like a 
foreign land, for many of these 
trainees were from Northern 
states. 

The rolling hills, wooded spaces 
and grassy pastures of this area 
combined to make the camp an ex-
cellent setting for practicing 
maneuvers. Large open spaces for 
firing ranges were allowed bet-
ween clusters of offices and 
buildings. 

	

Among the vast 	facilities 
located at Camp Howze were an 
1,200-bed hospital, a bank, 11 
chapels and six theaters. Since 
most of the soldiers were sent to 
France after their 6-8 week stay at 
the camp, a mock town complete 
with stone buildings was set up so 
that the men could practice in the 
environment they would en-

Dearest Muenster, 
Howdy! I hope this letter finds 

each of you in good spirits. I just 
thought I would let the people of 
Muenster know how I'm doing 
and what is going on. 

First of all, West Point is very 
tough. I have two more weeks of 
Cadet Basic Training. Those of 
you who have been in the Services 
know all about basic training. For 
those of you who haven't been, let 
me tell you it's rough. We usually 
run four to five miles in the morn-
ing, do exercises, relays, and hun-
dreds of push-ups and sit-ups. My 
body is like a rock! I only thought 
football practice was hard. We 
also have numerous road marches. 
We had one eight-mile march, 
several four miles, and next week 
we have to march 14 miles through 
the creeks, over the mountains 
and through the woods to a com-
bat training area. They tell us it is 
14 miles uphill going there. Then 
we take a new route back home. It 
is 14 miles uphill too! 

West Point is very beautiful. 
This place has a majestic beauty 
that fills one's soul with awe and 
wonder. Many of the buildings are 
original. Some were built in the 
1820s and before. West Point is 
nestled along the Hudson River in 
a valley surrounded by heroic 
looking mountains. I highly en-
courage any of you who could, to 
see this place. It is a piece of living 
history! There is a sign here that 
reads, "Much of the history we 
teach is about those we taught." 

Businessman's 
trip to 
Fredericksburg

counter in battle. Also, the 
Gainesville Army Airfield, which 
later became the Gainesville 
Municipal Airport, was built at 
this time. Camp Howze cost the 
government $20.3 million. 

In addition to all of the soldiers 
housed at the camp were German 
prisoners. At its height, Camp 
Howze held 2,976 German 
soldiers, most having served under 
the Third Reich in the North 
African campaign. Many of these 
prisoners were conscripted by 
local farmers to do the work 
vacated by young Cooke County 
men who were serving in the war. 

All of the activity created by 
Camp Howze caused massive 
growth for area towns. Businesses 
boomed, and with many soldiers' 
wives and children moving in, the 
tremendous population explosion 
led to a scarcity in housing. 
Another sign of the growth was in 
the railroad - in 1944 Gainesville 
ranked ahead of cities such as 
Denver, Fort Worth and Houston 
in passenger ticket sales on the 
Santa Fe Railroad Lines. 

Along with growth came a de-
mand for workers at the camp. By 
1945, the various services of over 
1,450 civilians had been 
employed. As one of the first 
employees - the only female 
employee for a while - Marcella 
Pagel was a secretary in the 

Quartermaster Corp. Marcella 
worked in that department until 
June 1943 when she married Jack 
Janicki whom she met and worked 
with at the camp. 

Mary Moster, who kept records 
of timesheets for civilian 
employees at Camp Howze said 
that Ida Fisher recommended the 
job to her. "We always worked on 
Saturdays, and sometimes on Sun-
days too, but the pay was good so 
we didn't complain," Mary said. 
Also, Mary and her husband Steve 
lived in Howzeville (a housing 
project constructed on the camp 
grounds) after their marriage in 
January 1946. "We lived there," 
she explained, "because the rent 
wasn't high and it was close to my 
work " However, they moved  

ing, barely anything but memories 
remain of Camp Howze. After 
deactivation on Feb. 19, 1946, the 
land was resold, with original 
owners getting the first option to 
buy. The government sold the 
land cheaper than the price for 
which it was purchased. Willie N. 
Fuhrmann was the first landowner 
to buy back his property. 

Most of the barracks and 
buildings were torn down or have 
since fallen down. The Surplus 
War Property Administration was 
founded and sold such things as 
lumber and vehicles to anyone 
who wanted them. Many 
Muenster homes, including Steve 
Moster's, were built with this 
lumber. Herman Eberhart men-
tioned that some of the camp's 
surplus equipment was simply 
buried out there. He also told that 
years later, when he was working 
in fields in the Camp Howze area, 
he found "bazookas and duds." 

Although its days of military 
grandeur are over, Camp Howze's 
few crumbling structures have 
weathered the years holding a 
dignified history. Those who see 
these remains or learn of the camp 
can only hope that wartime 
facilities like Camp Howze will 
never again be needed.

The deadline for news and 
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several months later when Mary's 
job ended and Howzeville was 
shut down. 

Many types of recreation were 
provided for soldiers at Camp 
Howze. Bus loads of local girls 
often came for dances and social 
events on the camp grounds, and 
heavyweight boxing champion Joe 
Louis even visited once. In addi-
tion to the entertainment at the 
camp, several USO's were built ill 
Gainesville, one of which later 
became Gainesville's Community 
Center. The GIs reportedly 
favored coming to area towns for 
entertainment over the recreation 
facilities on the military grounds, 
however. 

"The soldiers were hungry for 
home," Mrs. Janicki 
remembered. "They were scared, 
and had every right to be. They 
had no money, no transportation, 
and were unsure of what was go-
ing to happen next. They weren't 
like the independent soldiers of 
today." 

She explained Muenster's reac-
tion to the arrival of Camp Howze 
and the soldiers when she remark- . 
ed that "Muenster had mixed feel-
ings at first. But Muenster and 
Lindsay were very good to the 
soldiers, receiving them with open 
arms."

Get garden pesticides out of clothing 
When you're dusting the roses 

or spraying the trees, it's easy to 
get pesticides on your body as well 
as the plants. Taking a shower 
removes the pesticides from you - 
but what about your clothes? 

"Spills and spray from common 
garden pesticides contaminate 
clothing, so it must be specially 
treated to avoid potential health 
hazards," says clothing specialist 
Dr. Ann Beard. 

"It's best to change clothes in 
the garage, if possible, and put 
contaminated clothes aside before 
going inside to shower," advises 
the Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service 
home economist. 

"Don't put the clothes in the 
hamper with the family laundry," 
she cautions. "Research shows 
that pesticide residues are 
transferred from contaminated 
clothing to other clothing, 
especially when laundered 
together."  

Pre-washing will help remove 
pesticide particles from the fabric, 
advises the specialist. You can pre-
wash clothes outdoors by hosing 
them down or soaking them in a 
bucket, or bring them inside to 
machine wash on the pre-wash 
cycle. 

She emphasizes that pre-
washing is highly recommended 
when a wettable powder-type 
pesticide concentrate spills on 
clothing, because it clings to 
clothing fibers. 

"Pesticide residues from less 
toxic or dilute pesticides can 
usually be washed out in one 
machine washing," says Beard. 
"However, use both pre-washing 
and several machine washings on 
spills from wettable powder or 
concentrated liquid pesticides." 

According to the specialist, how 
you machine wash the clothes is 
important, too. Washing them in 
hot water will remove more 
pesticide than washing in warm or 
cold temperatures. Cold 
temperature, in particular, are

relatively ineffective in removing 
pesticides from fibers. 

Use either a liquid or powder 
heavy-duty detergent containing 
phosphate carbonate to wash 

clothes. Laundry additives such as 
bleach can be added, but they 
don't help remove the pesticide 
residues. 

Beard also advises using a full 
water level on your machine, even

"Exposure to garden pesticides 
can cause skin rashes, headaches, 
nausea and a number of other pro-
blems," says Beard. "It just 
makes good sense to adequately 
wash gardening clothes so these 
hazards are minimized." 

moisture and nutrients, seeds 
should be planted somewhat later 
than small grain seed on prepared 
seedbed. Abundant forage growth 
occurs later in the season, but sod 
seeded pastures can be an 
economical way to provide high 
quality forage. 

Be sure to test the soil from the 
area to be planted to winter 
pastures.

Texas A&M 
scientists produce 
lean beef through 
genetic research 

COLLEGE STATION — Just when 
you've come to grips with the idea that 
eating red meat might not be too good 
ay you, science has found a way to 
produce cattle that have less fat. 

No longer does a healthful meat 
choice boil down to chicken or fish, since 

the new lean beef even falls within 
American Heart Association guidelines 
for limiting total fat and cholesterol. 

The new beef product has been in 
development the past few years through 
genetic research, said Dr. H. Russell 
Cross, a Texas Agricultural Experiment 

Station (TAESI animal scientist spe-

cializing in lean beef studies at Texan 
A6tM University. 

Cross, Dr Jeff W. Savell, Dr. Cars 

Smith and other TAES researchers re-
cently conducted a National Consumer 

Retail Beef Study with the assistance of 
the Beef Industry Council and The 

hone' Cattlemen's Associations. 
Results of the study were presented ui 

a paper released at an American Heart 
Association symposium for science wri-
ters. The presentation, entitled 

"Where's the Beef? A Light Approach: 
included a special meal featuring lean-
beef steaks provided by Houston-based 

Granada Corporation, a leader in pro-
ducing the genetically improved meat. 

Monetary damaged caused by 

flooding in the upstream areas will 
double in the next 50 years. In the 
year 2030, USDA projects that 
upstream flood damage will be 
nearly $10 billion (in 1980 
dollars). In 1985, flood damage 
amounted to $5 billion. 

The estimates of flood damge 
and monetary costs are contained 
in the second RCA appraisal com-
piled by USDA. The Resources 
Conservation Act of 1977 (RCA), 
as amended, requires that USDA 
appraise soil, water and related 
resources on the nonfederal lands 
of the United States. 

Sixty million acres, or 14 per-
cent, of America's cropland is on 
flood-prone land. Because of the 
high agricultural productivity of 
this land, it is expected to remain 
devoted to crop production. Addi-
tionally, some crop production 
can be expected to shift to flood-
prone land from areas of high ero-
sion and short water supply. 
Because of this shift to flood-
prone lands, flood damages are 
expected to increase. Damage to 
urban and other land in upstream 
areas will increase even faster than 
damages to cropland. 

Ray Svacina, SCS District Con- 

sersanorust in Gainesville, says 
SCS is involved in flood preven-
tion programs authorized by the 
Flood Control Act of 1944 and the 
Watershed Protection and Flood 
Prevention Act of 1954 
(PL-83-566). The programs are 
unique in that SCS provides 
federal assistance to local com-
munities to solve flooding pro-
blems. A recent study of the 
Watershed Protection Program 
estimates that economic benefits 
accruing to local communities are 
about $76 million per year.
