BIG BAD BUSINESS By Edwin Feulner 

Ronald Reagan's two landslide electoral victories don't mean America's 
large caboodle of business hashers have quit snorting and frothing. On they 
go, fevered, as William F. Buckley put it. by the fear that someone, some-

where is making a profit. 
To be sure, more people today than 10 years ago respect what George Gilder 

calls "the spirit of enterprise." Indeed. more today recognize that entrepreneur-

ship has all the elements of high romance: adventure, individualism, rags-to-
riches (and riches-to-rags) possibilities. 

But the business bashers are unmoved. What drives them (if we're to be-
lieve their constant refrain) is Compassion; they simply can't abide capital-
ism's dog-eat-dog cruelties. Many have made mints belaboring this theme in 

print and on podiums. 
Even assuming the worst—that the only motive of the entrepreneur is 

greed—the key fact remains: Entrepreneurship has made it possible for even 

the poorest class to enjoy a standard of living so high its unheard of for the 
vast majority of citizens of most countries, where the tyrants alone live well. 

Of course, despite the tyrants best efforts to suppress information about 
the outside world, none of this is news to most of the world's people, which 

is why they emigrate here in unmanageable numbers. Yet it never seems to 

occur to business bashers to wonder why so many millions would risk their 
lives to get to a heartless. greed-crazed hell. 

Instead, what flummoxes 24-year-old Norman Atkins, writing in The 

Village Voice, is how so many people around his age, who seemed so proper-
ly liberal in college. could end up on Bb(/ Street. of all places. "Why would 

someone like Converse (a 24-year-old investment banker Atkins inter-
viewed)—intelligent, well-rounded, politically respectable—why would he be-

come an investment banker in the first place?" Atkins marvels. (Note, by the 
way, the unstated assumption that one must be liberal to be "politically 
respectable.") 

Converse himself marvels to Atkins, "Who could possibly be proud of 
belonging to a profession that claims as its chief virtue that it maintains 'effi-
ciency of the market'?" Another young investment banker, whom Atkins calls 

Gadfly, assures him that "there was nothing about my character which sug-
gested that course [leading to Wall Street], because in college I was known 
as—and I remain—extremely liberal." 

"Gadfly keeps emphasizing his politics, trying to show that not all invest-

ment bankers are right-wing." Atkins says. These types "pretend they're so 
sly in their good intentions, that they're going to pick up the buttoned-up bus-
iness school jock talk only to advance the cause of justice and the Demo-

cratic Party." 
But Atkins believes the light at last is dawning for his generation, which, 

he says. "didn't need Boeskygate to see what's wrong with our corporate cul-
ture." Another young Wall Streeter says that when he was luxuriating in New 
York's Essex House awaiting his job interview, he said to himself, "What 

am I doing here? And why do I want this job when I basically abhor business-
men and consider them nothing but parasites on society?" 

To stay with the biological metaphor, who's the host organism these 

businessmen/parasites are living off? 
The truth, of course, is quite the opposite: Businessmen create the wealth 

that pays for the world's biggest social-welfare bureaucracy, headquarters: 

Washington, D.C. 
Leftists still can't grasp the most obvious cif facts: Wealth must be created 

before it's available for their favorite activity: using government to redis-

tribute it. 
Hostility to "corporate culture" is always fashionable among intellectu-

als, who try to elevate their status by denigrating business. Too often they 

succeed, because businessmen are too busy trying to run their businesses while 
filling out reams of tax and regulatory forms to be able to fight wars of words 

and ideas. 
As for the hollow-headed hypocrites Atkins interviewed, I hope they flee 

the horrors of corporate culture to find spiritual peace in Albania.

One of the major foundations 

of our democratic system of 
government is the people's right to 
know what their government is 
doing. Since there is no perfect 
government, an open government 
allows defects to be pointed out 
and corrected. 

Government is the servant of 
the people. Although the people 
have delegated certain authority to 
the government, the people have 
not given public officials the right 
to decide what is good for the peo-
ple to know and what is not good 
for them to know. 

The Texas Open Meetings Act 
protects the people's right to know 
by requiring public bodies to meet 
in public. However, there are ex-
ceptions to the Act which allow 
closed sessions for discussions of 
lawsuits against a governmental 
body, personal matters, and 
potential sales or purchases of real 
estate by a governmental body. 

The Act was improved 
significantly recently by an 
amendment passed by the regular 
session of the Texas Legislature. 

The amendment requires a 
governing body to tape-record its 
closed meetings, or to keep an 
agenda of the proceedings cer-
ified by its presiding officer. 

The recordings are sealed and

kept from public disclosure unless 
the governmental body decides 
there no longer is a reason to keep 
the tapes sealed or a district judge 
determines that the discussions in 
closed session were illegal and the 
tapes should be made public. 

There are legitimate reasons for 
a closed meeting: the privacy of 
personnel matters; the importance 
of keeping legal strategy secret; 
and the protection taxpayers 
dollars from the negatiye effects 
of private real estate speculation 
when news of a government pur-
chase or sale spreads. Such closed 
meetings benefit the citizenry. 

However, without some record 
of the discussions I in closed 
meetings, the public is completely 
unprotected from possible illegal, 
secret, self-dealings by public of-
ficals who would illegitimately 
claim an exception to the open 
meetings law. 

The fact that a record exists and 
someone can be held accountable 
for illegal discussions is a good in-
centive for public officials to keep 
public matters public unless they 
fall within the specific exceptions.

Blood, a most precious natural 
resource, is a gift that helps 
thousands of people every day to 
recover their health.

If you are hospitalized in a 
facility which is not regularly sup-
plied through Red Cross, your 
local Red Cross Blood Services 
will arrange to have Red Cross 
replace the blood you used, if the 
hospital will accept Red Cross 
shipments. You are not responsi-
ble for making personal recruit-
ment efforts to replace blood. The 
community responsibility shown 
by concerned citizens has 
eliminated the need for you to 
worry about replacement while 
you are in your hospital bed.

About 9,000 persons have pur-
chased Type II Wildlife Manage-
ment Area hunting permits from 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department, officials said. 

The Type II system, which went 
into effect Sept. 1, allows holders 
of $35 annual permits to use some 
400,000 acres of land Tor hunting 
in season, fishing and other 
recreation. 

"I'm pleased with the response 
so far," said Charles Allen, direc-
tor of the department's Wildlife 
Division. "I think the Type II 
system addresses a real need for 
affordable hunting recreation in 
Texas." 

Allen said there have been a few 
problems associated with starting 
the Type II concept, but most 
have been solved. "As with any 
new program, it's difficult to get 
the word out to everyone," he 
said, "but if the hunters will bear 
with us I think the Type II pro-
gram will succeed in providing a 
lot of low-cost hunting 
opportunity." 

The department entered into 
lease agreements with forest pro-
ducts companies and the State 
General Land Office to conduct 
public hunting on their lands. 
Revenue from sales of permits will 
be used to reimburse the depart-
ment for expenses incurred by the 
program, and any funds remain-
ing will be disbursed to the lan-
downers based on visitation by 
permit holders. 

Allen said the department may 
sell 23,000 permits, which is the

Moczygemba said reports from 
the lake indicate walleyes up to 
five or six pounds have been 
caught. Walleyes were stocked in 
1977, 1978 and 1979. Smallmouth 
bass in the four-pound-plus range 
were caught last spring, resulting 
from stockings in 1985-87. 

Bass fishing has been good, and 
the lake appears to have large 
numbers of 10-to- I4-inch bass.

The median count in South 
Texas was 39 birds per route, the 
highest on record and con-
siderably better than last year's 29 
median count. 

In the Cross Timbers, the 
survey found 34 birds, also an all-
time high. The previous record 
was 22 birds in 1983. Last year the 
median count was only 13 quail 
per route. 

The Rolling Plains, which pro-
duces fairly consistent quail 
numbers from year to year, show-
ed a count of 28.5, or about the 
same as last year. A median of 23 
or over is considered good. To put 
this year's Rolling Plains median 
in perspective, it was about seven 
times better than the 1984 count of 
four birds per route.

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The USDA Soil Conservation 
Service, in cooperation with the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment and the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station, has announc-
ed the release of 'Plateau' awnless 
bushsunflower. 

Plateau is primarily intended 
for inclusion in warm-season grass 
mixtures for use on droughty sites. 
It is adapted throughout the Ed-
ward's Plateau, Rio Grande Plain, 
East and West Cross Timbers, and 
Grand Prairie major land resource 
areas with adaptation to the Trans 
Pecos MLRA limited to certain  

sites. It adds diversity to the plant 
community in revegetation pro-
jects and is a high quality 
forage/browse for sheep, goats 
and deer. 

Foundation seed of Plateau is 
produced at the James E. "Bud" 
Smith Plant Materials Center, 
Knox City, Texas, under supervi-
sion of the Texas Department of 
Agriculture and is available for 
distribution to certified seed 
growers. Seed yields at Knox City 
have averaged 119 pounds per 
acre, with pure live seed ranging 
from 30-40 percent. 

Quite a few acres of small grain 
have been planted in the county so 
far this year. With this planting, 
producers should be aware of 
several possible insect problems.

cool, damp weather. These worms 
are the larvae stage of a dull col-
ored moth that is most active at 
night. The worms are generally 
pale green in color but may range 
to brown or even black. Scout 
fields and look for the young, 
small green worms on the growth. 
If you have four to five worms per 
square foot and you see some 
seedling stand loss or foliage loss 
on older plants, then control 
measures are recommended. 

We always get the question of 
how long worms will be active. 
Army worms lake approximately 
two to three weeks to reach full 
growth before they burrow into 
the soil to pupate. Hopefully, the 
weather conditions will prevent 
any outbreak this fall. 

If you are planting wheat or 
other small grains into stubble of 
grain sorghum, sudan, or some 
other warm season forage, you 
should check for chinch bug 
damage. Chinch bugs were a big

problem this summer in grain 
sorghum fields. According to 
some of our entomologists, this 
has been the worst year for chinch 
bugs in the North Texas area. Last 
year's mild dry winter and a dry 
April when the young hatch caus-
ed a tremendous buildup in these 
summer pastures. There is a 
fungus that kills a lot of young in 
April. However, it was too dry 
this year and we saw large chinch 
bug buildups. As few as one to 
two chinch bugs can kill a young 
tender seedling of wheat. When 
temperatures are 60 degrees, 
chinch bugs slow down their 
feeding process. When 
temperatures go below 50 degrees, 
all feeding on susceptible plants 
should stop. Once we get a good 
cold snap or a freeze, then this in-
sect problem will migrate out of 
the fields. One way to avoid 
chinch bug damage on stubble 
fields is to delay plantings until 
after the first freeze of the fall.
