In the park at Germanfest 1986, 
the gross was $247,390.85. This amount does not include the bicycle 
rally or the German Fun Run since that money, $40,883 was raised 
outside the park.

These figures do not include the money that changes hands in 
town in preparation for Germanfest and for clean up afterward.

This is something we need to be aware of and work 
at doing year 'round. Make our s isitors feel welcome and let them 
know "we are glad you are here."

The fate of Gibeon is not my 
vision of America's future. But our 
nation's power and prosperity are 
threatened by serious problems. 

• We have a national budget 
deficit of some $210 billion. 

• In 1986, we imported roughly 
$160 billion more than other coun-
tries than they bought from us, 
while countries like Japan and 
Germany had trade surpluses ex-
ceeding $100 billion. 

• In six years, we have lost two 
million jobs to trade problems. 
Half of those were skilled, full

time, high-paying jobs in manufac-
turing. Ninety percent of the new 
jobs created since 1980 were in 
retail, trade or services - low-
paying and often unskilled or part-
time jobs. 

• Three times in 1986 we were net 
importers of food. We have the 
most productive, efficient farmers 
in the world, yet they have trouble 
exporting because of the barriers 
and subsidies established by our 
trading partners.

If those trends continue much 
longer, American workers may 
well end up like the people of that 
Biblical village.

Trade is at the top of my 
agenda as chairman of the Senate 
Finance Committee. 

Whenever anyone suggests the 
present world trade system is unfair 
or ineffective, dark mutterings 
begin about protectionism and the 
Smoot-Hawley tariff. 

I am not a protectionist. I am a 
pragmatist who believes in 
changing the international trading  

system to create an environment 
where world trade can grow: 
benefiting all nations. 

America still has the leverage - as 
the world's most attractive 
marketplace - to press for tough, 
long-overdue changes in the way 
world trade is conducted. We can 
make our trading partners see that 
the benefits of world trade carry 
with them responsibilities. 

If the Europeans and Japanese, 
for example, would buy goods 
from the Less Developed Countries 
at the same per capita rate we do, 
world trade would expand by $250 
billion a year. 

Our own trade laws must be 
modified to reflect the unequal 
assistance given to foreign expor-
ters by their governments. It's sim-
ply not fair to ask even the most ef-
fective, efficient, enlightened 
American farmer or corporation to 
compete against the treasuries of 
foreign governments. 

We have the right to demand that 
nations who export to America 
grant us equal access to their 
markets; to insist that each nation 
do its fair share to increase trade; 
and to demand a rollback in protec-
tionist, non-tariff barriers. 

But we must also look in the 
mirror for answers. It's time to 
make some fundamental policy 
changes. We must reduce our $210 
billion budget deficit. We must in- 

crease productivity, provide incen-
tives for investments, and match 
our education system and 
management talent to the 
challenges of the future. 

I believe we can work together -
Democrats and Republicans - to 
map out an economic revival policy 
for America, for we do not want 
our children's children serve other 
nations as hewers of wood and 
drawers of water.

The assignment begins with 
designing the vehicle within 
specifications of a racing car. The 
first step is to make a sketch of the 
creation and after approval make 
two more drawings resulting in a 
full scale three-view sketch of the

The drawing is transferred to a 

styrofoam blank which is then cut 
along the lines to make the car's 
body and further trimming produc-
es the desired shape. This object 
becomes a pattern, its measured 
specifications to be followed in cut-
ting out a piece of white pine. Next, 
the car is trimmed to the desired 
shape and holes are drilled for two 
axles and the carbon dioxide 
motor. The car must weigh 75 to 
100 grams before painting. Then 
plastic wheels are mounted and the 
painting is finished.

Backed by a vocal standing-

room-only crowd the host Muen-
ster Hornets and Hornettes earned 
victories over district foe Forest-
burg and finished the first round of 
district play unbeaten, 5-0.

TYLER - A Grand Prairie 
veterinarian caught a I3-pound 
bass from Lake Fork Jan. 6 and 
loaned it to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department, less than two 
months after the state record 17-
pound, 11-ounce bass was caught 
from the same lake. 

Both fish are being kept alive at 
the department's Tyler Fish Hat-
chery, and they comprise the first 
two entries in the new "Share A 
Lone Star Lunker" program star-
ted in December. 

Hatchery superintendent David 
Campbell said Dr. Mikel Athon 
caught the new entry on almost 
exactly the same type of lure that 
tricked the state record bass caught 
by Mark Stevenson during 
November. The lure was a weedless 
jig with live rubber legs, fished with 
a crawfish-imitation plastic trailer. 

Athon hauled the fish back to his 
Grand Prairie home in an ice chest 
equipped with an aerator. He con-
tacted Stevenson who helped him 
contact Parks and Wildlife person-
nel at Tyler. 

The lunker program offers Texas 
anglers who catch 13-pound-plus 
bass to donate their fish for hat-
chery use. The department thereby 
has a source of brood fish with 
genetic potential for growth. 

Anglers can benefit from 
publicity through being in the 
"Lone Star Lunker Hall of Fame" 
and by participating in the 
"Lunker of the Year" com-
petition. 

Stevenson's record fish already 

has created a stir in Tyler, with 
about 1,200 persons visiting the 
hatchery to see the fish which was 
named "Ethyl" by her captor. The 
facility also has received more than 
300 telephone calls inquiring about 
the fish. 

Stevenson indicated he will have 
Ethyl released back into her Lake

targeted enforcement, TDA inspectors 
concentrated their efforts on checking 
the accuracy of meats, one of several 

prepackaged commodities that TDA 
has jurisdiction to inspect in grocery 

stores statewide." 
Reports show that of the 137,524 

packages of meat, mostly turkeys, hams 

and chickens, that TDA inspectors 
checked. they wrote 510 "stop-sale" 
orders against 30,515 packages of meat. 

"When you consider that each 

package that failed to meet state 
tolerance standards could have been off 
as much as 35 cents, it's easy to figure 
that TDA inspectors directly saved 
consumers about $10,000." Ruiz said. 
"More importantly, however, when you 
consider the money consumers will save 

because of the extra precautions

"We place special emphasis on 
inspecting these products during 

holiday periods such as Thanksgiving 
and Christmas because these traditional-
ly are times when consumers increase 
the amount of cooking they do at 
home." Ruiz said. "It has been our 
experience that if a merchant is going to 

try and short-change consumers, 
holidays are a prime time todo it. A few 
extra cents here and there on items can 
quickly add up into hundreds of dollars 
during peak sales periods over the 
holidays. 

"We realize that many of the 
problems that we find with underweight 
packages are the result of honest 
mistakes. That's why we allow meat 
counter personnel to reweigh and 
relabel inaccurate packages under our 
inspector's supervision," Ruiz said. 

"Whenever our inspector has reason to 
believe that the packages were 

deliberately short weighed, that 
becomes an entirely different matter. 
Those cases are turned over to our legal 
staff for prosecution. 

"Just a few months ago, we won a 
court case against an East Texas 
grocery store that attempted to sell 
consumers meat that had been weighed 

on an adjusted scale. Our legal staff 
provided the necessary information 
that resulted in a 51,000 fine kin" 
levied against the grocer," Ruiz said.

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According to the Texas Beef 
Industry Council, over $1.2 million 
was remitted for October and 
SI .017 million in November for the 
Beef Promotion and Research 
assessments. 

"We are very excited about the 
compliance with the law these 
dollars indicate," said Roy 
Wheeler, Treasurer of the Texas 
Beef Industry Council. "This 
compliance rate, coupled with the 
small number of refund requests 
we've received, indicates to us there 
is broad support for this program 
in Texas. In addition, we've visited 
a number of collection sites and 
received many phone calls, and 
almost always we are hearing very 
positive comments." 

Today's farming requires sharp 
marketing skills to earn consistent 
profits. As the marketplace for 
agricultural commodities con-
tinues to become more 
sophisticated, a farmer's success 
depends, to a much greater extent, 
on his marketing ability. Only 
those farmers with limitless resour-
ces can afford to gamble on the 
cash price of a commodity. 
Without those resources, a farmer 
can't afford to bear the risk 
associated with fluctuating prices. 

A 5 to 10 percent decline in the 
price of a commodity during the 
course of the growing season may, 
in many instances, make the dif-
ference between making a profit 
and taking a loss. In order to 

The checkoff program, part of 
the 1985 Farm Bill, mandates that 
each time a producer sells cattle a 
$1/head be collected and funneled 
to state and national agencies for 
the promotion and research of 
beef. Anyone who has had cattle 
for more than 10 days, such as 
feedyards and cattlemen in the 
country, are considered producers. 
Their assessments are collected by 
the buyers - packers, order buyers, 
feedyards and other cattlemen who 
bought through private treaty - and 
then remitted to their state beef 
councils. 

Although producers are required 
to pay the SI assessment at the time 
of sale, they have 60days to request 
a refund. October refund requests 
totaled five percent of the revenue. 
Figures for November are still

Over the decades, the emphasis 
in farming has been on production. 
The ability to produce greater and 
greater quantities on the same 
amount of land has been the 
primary defense against changing 
prices.

These inspectors also are responsible 
for ensuring that consumers get what 
they pay for when purchasing other 
commodities that are sold by weight or 
volume. Statewide, TDA inspectors 
check 110,000 gasoline pumps and 

58,000 small scales, and perform 
114.000 other weights and measures-
related inspections. In addition to 
annual inspections of these devices . 

TDA inspectors also investigate 
complaints against specific devices. 

TDA inspectors also inspect 
nursery and floral stock, investigate 
pesticide complaints and take samples 
of seed to send to its laboratories for 
analysis.
