Brian Hess named to 
Academic All-State 

Thirty of the nation's top 
volunteer weather observers were 
honored on Tuesday, April 26, by 
the Commerce Departments' Na-
tional Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration for their unusual 
and outstanding accomplishments 
in the field of meteorological 
observations. 

Steve Moster of Muenster was 
one of the 30 so honored on Tues-
day. In fact, the 30 were selected 
from the 12,000 observers who 
collect daily measurements of 
rainfall, temperature, and other 
meteorological data. In addition 
to making up the national climatic 
record, this information is 
valuable to various public and 
private users, including utility and 
construction companies, farmers, 
ranchers and urban planners. 

Steve Moster was also one of 
five selected from the 30 national 
winners on Tuesday to be honored 
with the "Jefferson Award," 
named for Thomas Jefferson, a 

• keen weather observer who is 
credited with making the first 
known meteorological observa-
tions, with instruments, in this 

▪ country from 1776 to 1816. The 
other 25 observers received the 
"Holm Award," named for John 
Campanius Holm, who recorded 
the first weather observations in 
colonial America, near Wilm-
ington, Delaware in 1644 and 
1645. 

Moster received the "Holm 
Award" in 1976.

Once a day, the volunteer 
observer records the weather at his 
home or place of work. At the end 
of every month, these 
measurements are mailed to the 
National Climatic Data Center, in 
Asheville, North Carolina, where 
they become part of the perma-
nent record of the world's 
weather. 

Many of the observers assist the 
weather service during times of 
severe weather by taking special 
rainfall, river level and other 
observations in remote areas. This 
information is vital to the Na-
tional Weather Service's flood, 
and flash flood, warnings 
program. 

The volunteers use permanent 
instruments and are visited 
regularly by National Weather 
Service personnel who check the 
instruments for accuracy.

Festival enters its 13 year! 

History of 
'Fest recalled 

Muenster's first attempt at a homecoming festival was a tour -

day event in April 1976. It was this community's salute to the 
country's Bicentennial. 

It  was also the first multi-day party since the young Muenster 
community's "Schiitzenfest,'• a three-day celebration that began 
in May 1899. 

The big event faded with the advent of Prohibition, and  as  in-
terests changed. 

Not until the Bicentennial did another community-sponsored 
party attract a concerted effort. Known as German Week,  it  was 

held  on  the parking lot in front of the Community Center. I' he 
1976 version included two pageants, a flag presented alter it Bev, 
over the national capitol, a Miss Muenster contest, won by Barbie 
Hess, and the first Fun Run that drew 251 runners. In irs four-day 
stand,  it  drew about 5,000 visitors. 

Favorite topic of conversation the next week was the expert 
handling of the crowds and the amounts of food and drink con 
sumed  —  93 kegs of beer and 3600 lbs. of sausage. Little did spoil 
sot s visualize the enormous growth they would handle in 1987, 
and anticipate in 1988. 

By its second year, its name was changed to Germanfest and in 
its third year, the celebration was  moved to Muenster City Park. 
Crowd guessers estimated the crowds at over 30,000 and 1345 
registered for the Fun Run. 

In 1979, weather worries began  to  haunt the Chamber of Com  • 
merce, with parking a major problem, using the detour on Hwy 
82 while the old overpass was removed. 

Special community attention was directed to striving for  an 

image promoting community interests, fire safety, trall ic 
assistance, first aid, a warm reception and parking facilities 
rather than just reaping profits. 

The Jaycees' new refrigerated trailer-truck was a big attraction 
with beer kegs inside, connected to spigots outside. 

The weather merely turned nippy and food consumption 
burgeoned to 3400 lbs. of sausage; 500 lbs. sauerbrauten; 475 lbs. 
barbecue; 400 fryers; 160 lbs. corned beef; 250 kegs of beer served 
I min the van and 38 more served to Fun Runners after the race. 

A Texas Historical Marker was unveiled during the 1980 Ger-
manfest. The visitor count passed 30,000. Food consumption was 
almost doubled. Entertainment features were high priority.  
Congressman Charles Stenholm was among the guests.

Monday, May 2, is the deadline 

for submitting applications for 
several important property tax ex-
emptions, according to officials 
with the Cooke County Appraisal 
District. 

Homeowners can reduce their 
property tax bills in 1988 by taking 
advantage of partial exemptions 
for residence homesteads. Ap-
plication forms are available at the 
CCAD office on California Street 
in Gainesville. 

Texas law allows homeowners 
to make a single, one-time only 
application for residence 
homesteads. Taxpayers who have 
never received a residence 
homestead exemption on the 
home in which they were living in 
on Jan. I, 1988, and those who 
became 65 or who became disabl-
ed during 1987 must apply this 
year to receive the exemption for 
1988. 

Texas law provides several types 
of homestead exemptions for 
homeowners, including two for

$5,000 general homestead exemp-
tion to all homeowners, and an 
additional $10,000 exemption to 
those 65 or older, or those who are 
disabled. 

Homeowners who reached the 
age of 65 or older on or before 
Jan. I, 1988 may apply for a 
special property tax "ceiling" for 
school district taxes. 

While the market value of an 
elderly person's homestead may 
fluctuate with the market, the 
taxes due to the school district 
cannot increase. The ceiling is 
rescinded, however, if the owner 
adds an improvement other than 
normal maintenance or repair. 

New legislation provides an ad-
ditional tax benefit to certain 
homeowners. If the surviving 
spouse of an over 65 homeowner 
is at least 55 at the time of the 
older spouse's death, and the 
death occurred after Jan. 1, 1988, 
then he or she can retain the tax 
ceiling. 

Farmers and ranchers may also 
be able to lower their tax bills, of-

finials said. If their land qualifies 
for productivity valuation, com-
monly known as an agricultural 
exemption, the land will be taxed 
on its ability to produce rather 
than its market value. Agriculture 
exemption applications must also 
be filed by Monday. New 
agricultural applications must be 
filed if land has been either bought 
or sold during the tax year. 

Veterans with a service -
connected disability can receive 
property tax relief in 1988 by fill-
ing out an exemption application. 

A veteran's application can 
claim the exemption on only one 
piece of property, such as a home, 
car, or any other property the ap-
plicant owned on Jan. I. 1988. 

The applicant must be a Texas 
resident in order to qualify, and 
must file the exemption applica-
tion by Monday. 

Property owners are reminded 
that they may be required to file 
exemption forms in more than one 
county if they own property under 
the jurisdiction of separate ap-
praisal districts. 

For more information about ex-
emptions and other property tax 
information, the booklet, "Tax-
payers' Rights, Remedies, 
Responsibilities," is available 
from the local appraisal offices.

13th YEAR 
Three new flag poles were added in 1981 and one of the flags was 

a gift from the mayor of Mfinster, Westphalia, West Germany. 
The baseball park was made available to campers and local 
automobile dealers furnished vans, making the loop around town 
and to the park gate. 

Germanfest in 1981 was a whopper, gaining almost 50 percent. 
Sanitation, security and supervision were super. The first German 
Bike Rally drew 119 participants. 

By 1983, following months of intensive promotion, extensive 
improvements, new activities, entertainment, crowd ac-
comodations and encouraging response to the German Fun Run, 
the crowd grew to 55,000. 

Each year, entertainment and culinary delights aimed at em-
phasizing the ethnic German heritage and culture. The Fun Run 
became recognized as the second biggest in the state. Growth of 
Germanfest was phenomenal. Food consumption gained and 
quantities became almost repetitious, except that amounts always 
grew. 

With the intention of fostering a more ethnic atmosphere into 
the festival, sponsors looked back into the original German Week 
in the Bicentennial Year of 1976, therefore keeping a better con-
trol on the nature of entertainment presented and kinds of 
souvenirs becoming available. 

Food, whether traditional, ethnic or contemporary, was always 
bountiful. Guests had ample reason to feel well-fed, delightfully 
entertained and royally treated. Germanfest bloomed, reflecting 
its ethnic heritage. 

In 1987, the Bike Rally grew to 2145 riders from the initial 119 
riders in 1982. Entertainment was almost non-stop and hospitality 
was genuine. Total attendance was 46,627, down from 1986 but 
the Fun Run was up. Praise was heaped on Germanfest 1987. The 
city and park were geared for added security. 

Police Chief Helen Tompkins said, "We were eminently 
satisfied with crowd behavior, fantastic weather and the best 
cooperation of guests and hosts. 

The community put its best foot forward, presenting clean 
streets and well-tended lawns and yards.

In 1986, the crowds ate happily on 518 kegs of beer, or 8,228 
gallons or 44,203 glasses.

An arbritration hearing is set 

for 10 a.m. May 26 at the Lindsay 
City Hall in an attempt to resolve 
final payment on the new Lindsay 
elementary school building. 

The contractor, L.1. Taylor Co. 
of Wichita Falls, has requested the 
arbitration hearing after it failed 
to accept the Lindsay school 
board's decision in February to 
assess a late penalty. 

The contractor exceeded by 84 
days the Oct. 12 completion date 
stated in the contract with the 
district, said Lindsay Superinten-
dent Henry Schroeder. 

The board first voted in 
January to assess a late penalty of  

$11,750, representing a penalty of 
$250 per day for 47 days. The 
board granted the company 37 
days of grace even though it 
wasn't required by the contract, 
Schroeder said. 

A representative of L.J. Taylor 
Co. requested the board recon-
sider the decision in February, but 
members decided to uphold its 
original decision. Students in 
grades six through eight began us-
ing the new building, located nor-
thwest of the gymnasium, in 
January. 

The Lindsay school district and 
the contractor has both submitted 
a list of five arbitration judges. 
The two will agree on three judges  

who will hear the case, Schroeder 
said. 

Both the school district and the 
contractor have the option to ap-
peal the decision of the arbitration 
board through the courts, should 
either deem that necessary, 
Schroeder said. "State law has it 
set up so you go through the ar-
bitration process first," he said. 

During its regular April meeting 
this week, the Lindsay School 
Board reviewd a needs assessment 
of the district and its campuses. 
Board members are expected to 
decide at its next meeting about 
priorities for the district and im-
plementation of the plan.

Finnell helps 
to examine 
advertising 

State Rep. Charles Finnell was 
appointed last week to the sub-
committee that will examine 
televised advertising of health and 
life insurance policies targeted at 
Older Texans. 

The subcommittee will study 
charges made at a recent hearing of 
the House Committee on Retire-
ment and Aging that certain televi-
sion advertisements of life in-
surance and Medicare supplement 
insurance are intentionally 
misleading. 

"Our main concern is to protect 
the interests of Older Texans since 
they spend more on health care 
than people under 65. If these ag-
gressive marketing practices are 
deceptive and illegally victimize 
our senior citizens, we will make 
strong recommendations that ap-
propriate protective legislation be 
passed," said Rep. Finnell. 

Rep. 	Finnell 	noted 	that 
"celebrity endorsements," 
misleading information about 
Medicare benefits and other 
possibly unscrupulous practices 
would be examined by the 
subcommittee. 

"I find it unacceptable for in-
surance advertising to play on the 
fears and insecurities of retirees 
and people over 65. Those who 
resort to scare tactics and 
misleading solicitations must be 
held responsible for their ac-
tions," said Rep. Finnell, foun-
ding chairman of the House Com-
mittee on Retirement and Aging.

Saint Bridgid was an excellent 

brewer of ale and a food gourmet. 
Saint Catherine of Sienna was the 
youngest of 25 children. 

They were immigrants, soldiers, 
martyrs and children. An undying 
faith and an enthusiasm for 
spreading the word of God, 
however, provided a common 
thread for the 30 female saints of 
the Catholic Church on parade 
during the Saints Style Show last 
week, sponsored by the St. Mary's 
Altar Society. 

The program was unique not 
only because it was the first style 
show of its kind in this area, but 
also because of the way its spon-
sors tied together the saints, as 
portrayed through the centuries, 
with their continued impact today 
in the lives of many. 

They were featured for more 
than an hour at St. Mary's Parish 
Hall, with St. Ann leading the way 
from the first century. Mother 
Teresa of Calcutta, considered a 

modern-day saint by many, closed 
the program. 

More than 160 audience 
members were treated to dinner 
and desserts representing 11 coun-
tries around the world where 
many of the saints resided in their 
day. Each model even had her 
own "doll saint," a miniature of 
her own costuming. 

"It was just amazing some of 
the problems we ran into putting 
on this show," said Catherine 
Bezner, one of the organizers. The 
group tried to be as authentic as 
possible, and sometimes that pos-
ed problems. 

The group almost fell short of 
featuring one of the most promi-
nent women saints of the church, 
St. Teresa of Avila, declared the 
first woman doctor of the church 
in 1970. Through the generosity of 
the Discalced Carmelite Convent 
in Arlington, however, they were 
able to borrow a habit for that 
evening since it was such a special 
situation, Bezner said. 

St. Joan of Arc's armour, 
modelled by MaQuita Gossett, 
was another challenge. Rita 
Orsborne was able to shape the 
uniform of one of France's most 
famous soldiers with papier - 
mache over a mannekin sprayed 
with silver paint. 

Bunny Khaira, a native of In-
dia, helped create the remarkable 
likeness of the Indian-styled habit 
worn by Mother Teresa of Calcut-
ta and the sisters of her order, the 
Missionaries of Mercy. 

Georgia Wolf wore an authentic 
replica of the habit of St. Frances 
Xavier Cabrini she received from 
the Sacred Heart of Jesus Convent 
in Colorado. When St. Bernadette 
Soubirous of Lourdes, modelled 
by Melinda Dieter, came to the 
forefront, it was noted that the 
Lourdes grotto behind St. Peter's 
in Lindsay is currently being 
restored in honor of the Marian 
Year. 

There were other interesting 
local tidbits of research to offer 
with many of the saints' 
biographies. Such as the fact that 
the women sodalities of St. Peter's 
in Lindsay and Sacred Heart in 
Muenster are both named after St. 
Anne. The middle stained-glass 
window on the north wall of St. 
Mary's is of St. Anne. 

St. Scholastica's outfit, modell-
ed by Bitsy Duffy, was a habit of 
the Benedictine Sisters of Saint 
Scholastica Convent in Fort 
Smith, Ark. Mrs. Duffy carried 
the rosary of Sister Dorothy 
Therese Zimmerer of the Sisters of 
Divine Providence. Johann 
Bezner, St. Gertrude, carried a 
rosary worn for more than 60 
years by Sister Alban Bezner of 
the Divine Providence Order of 
Our Lady of the Lake Convent in 
San Antonio. 

Alma Herr chose to model St. 
Agatha because she was baptized 
on that saint's feastday. Susan 
Shasteen, a regular singer at St. 
Mary's, chose St. Cecilia, the 
patroness of music. Susan Smith, 
a native of the Philippines, chose 
St. Rose of Lima, regarded as the 
originator of social work in Peru 
and the patroness of the 
Philippines. 

The group even featured a real 
member of a religious order, Sister 
Gabriel Burton of St Mars's. 

Sister Gabriel modelled the habit 
worn by her order, the School 
Sisters of Notre Dame, until the 
early 1960s. She was representing 
Blessed Mary Theresa of Jesus 
Gerhardinger, who began the 
SSND Order in Munich, Germany 
in 1833.

- Using point of purchase (POP) 
materials effectively. A recent 
study of 18,000 supermarkets 
showed industry POP materials 
increased fresh beef sales from 3 
to 5 percent in a four-week period. 
In other words, every checkoff 
dollar invested for POP returned 
$62 in projected additional beef 
sales. 

- Distributing beef promotion 
placemats that provide nutritional 
information. More than 500,000 
have been used by Texas 
restaurants and 200,000 by Texas 
hospitals. 

"It's just good business for beef 
producers to join together through 
the checkoff to sell our product,"

With hot, dry weather looming 
ahead, homeowners and others in-
volved in landscape development 
should focus on water conserva-
tion. Water conservation can be 
practiced in all areas of landscape 
development and maintenance, in-
cluding plant selection, irrigation 
practices and equipment, and soil 
preparation. These practices can 
be aesthetic as well as practical. 

Homeowners can lower their 
landscape water usage in several 
ways: 

- Using native and adapted 
plants. Native plants often thrive 
on existing growth conditions and 
reduce the need for extra irriga-
tion. Many plants have been in-
troduced that show adaptability to 
soil, rainfall and temperature 
conditions. 

- Taking advantage of innova-
tions in irrigation practices and 
equipment. The landscape irriga-
tion business is experiencing a 
revolution, with new timing 
devices, low pressure systems, drip 
irrigation and other highly 
specialized water devices focusing 
on more efficient water usage. Ir-
rigation systems and small ponds 
and fountains also can effectively 
use water as an aesthetic addition 
to a landscape. 

- Using mulches for insulation. 
By providing an insulating layer 
between the sun and soil, mulches 
prevent rapid drying and lower 
soil temperature in hot weather, 
which keeps the top soil from 
crusting of hardening. Low-cost 
materials such as hay, grass clipp-
ings, bark and pine needles are ex-
