Some Hansford County residents to cast ballots in two elections

When Hansford County residents
go to the polls on Election Day - Tues-
day, Nov. 5 - some of them will be
voting in two elections. Residents of
Pringle-Morse CISD will be electing
two new school board members as
well as voting to accept or reject 13
proposed state constitutional amend-
ments.

Pringle-Morse CISD is holding a
special election, in conjunction with
the general election, to fill two board
places left vacant by the resignations
of Jon Jarvis and Mark McCloy.

Roy Harris, P-MCISD superinten-
dent, stated that both men resigned
at the beginning of the school year
with one year left on their terms. He
added that the newly elected board
members will serve out the re-
mainder of the unexpired terms
before facing re-election.

Harris said there are five can-
didates for the two spots. They are
Clyde McCloy of Hutchinson County,
Gary Urban of Morse, Clay Reid of
Morse, Kerry Phillips of Morse and
John Tolleson of Hutchinson County.

The 13 proposed state constitu-
tional amendments deal with a wide
range of state issues. To help
Hansford County voters make in-
formed decisions on those issues, the
amendments will be printed in the
Reporter-Statesman in order and as
they will appear on the ballot, along
with a summary of what the amend-
ments will do. Half of the amend-
ments are in this week’s edition, and
half will be printed next week.

The propositions and summaries
were provided by the office of the
Secretary of State, John Hannah Jr.

Proposition 1:

“The constitutional amendment
allowing home-rule cities with a
population of 5,000 or less to amend
their charters by popular vote.”

Summary: A home-rule city is a ci-
ty that is able to govern itself,
generally through the actions of a ci-
ty council or commission. To become
a home-rule city, a city must have a
population of at least 5,000, it must
hold an election to become a home-

rule city, and the measure must pass
by a majority vote. Once a city
becomes a home-rule city, it may
adopt a charter, and this charter
may be amended through an election
every two years. However, under
current law, if the population of a
home-rule city falls below 5,000, the
city is no longer allowed to amend its
charter. If passed, this amendment
would allow home-rule cities whose
populations have fallen below 5,000 to
continue to amend their charters
through elections.

Proposition 2:

“The constitutional amendment
mandating the repayment to the
Department of Transportation of
monies expended to assist the Texas
Turnpike Authority in the construc-
tion, maintenance, and operation of
turnpikes, toll roads, and toll
bridges.”

Summary: If passed, this amend-
ment will allow the legislature to
authorize the Texas Department of
Transportation to spend money on

Commissioners’ court okays
alcohol use in county barn

In a split vote, the Hansford Coun-
ty Commissioners’ Court decided at
its Monday, Oct. 14 meeting to allow
consumption of alcoholic beverages
in the Spearman County Barn.

The vote followed discussion of
rules for use of the county bam. Ac-
cording to minutes of the meeting, a
motion was made by Commissioner
B.J. Renner, and seconded by Com-
missioner Val Winger, to leave the
rules for use as written. But voting on
the motion was split, with Commis-
gioners Dick Gillaspie and Joe T.
Venneman voting against retention
of the rules. Hansford County Judge
Jim Brown cast the deciding vote
“against.”

Minutes say that a motion was

then made by Venneman, and
seconded by Gillaspie, to change the
rule concerning consumption of
alcoholic beverages in the Spearman
County Barn.

The proposed change stated that
alcoholic beverages could be con-
sumed in the county barn during
functions, with the stipulations that
the sponsoring organization or in-
dividual post a $1 million liability
bond and provide a certified peace
officer as a guard.

Voting on that motion was again
split, with Renner and Winger
casting “against” votes. Brown cast
the deciding “for” vote, and com-
mented that “It was a hard decision
to make.”

In other business, the commis-
gioners' court voted to rescind a
budget amendment which decreased

Authorized by SISD board. ..
Schools to implement changes

During its Oct. 14 regular meeting
the Spearman School Board voted to
authorize the school district’s ad-
ministration to begin implementing
some of the changes recommended
by the district’s strategic planning
committees, according to Larry
Butler, Spearman ISD superinten-
dent.

The changes the board authorized
the administration to make are those
that will not cost the district. Butler
indicated that the changes will be in
the organization of school district
departments.

The board okayed a request by the
Spearman Girl Scouts to grant excus-
ed absences to a group of girls who
have been participating in an energy
seminar. The girls will miss school
when they take a trip Albuquerque
and Los Alamos to tour nuclear
facilities at those locations.

Butler said that the board also
okayed the Spearman Chamber of
Commerce’s request to use the varsi-
ty gym for a fundraising professional
wrestling match on Saturday, Nov. 2.

In other action, the board changed
student attendence requirements.
According to Butler, a student will be
required to attend school for & days
out of a 90-day semester to get credit
for the semester. The old figure was
80 days.

In his report to the board, Butler
advised board members of the
Panhandle Area School Board
meeting and informed the board of a
TASB report indicating a raise in the
Worker's Compensation Fund rate.
He also reported on future school
board training opportunities and the
status of the Texas Education Agen-
cy’s monitoring and compliance
visit. The agency visited the schools

Commissioners also assigned
highway right-of-way to the Texas
Highway Department for construc-
tion of the new FM 3214 which will
cross Palo Duro Dam.

Butler reported that Verlan
Winegarner, representing the
Classroom Teacher’s Association, at-
tended the meeting to thank the
board for its part in getting the 1991
school vear off to a good start.

In regular business the board ap-
proved the minutes of its last two
meetings, ratified payment of
September bills and agreed to a
budget amendment.

Spearman city council sets
hours for access to landfill

The Spearman City Council, at its
Tuesday, Oct. 15 meeting, set hours
of public access to the municipal
landfill as required by the Texas
Department of Health.

It was noted that the TDH will not
allow the landfill to be open on Sun-
day, and “strongly suggests” the
number of hours the landfill can be
open on Saturday.

From Nov. 1, 1991 until March 31,
1992, the landfill will be open Tuesday
through Saturday from 8 am. to 5
p.m. From April 1, 1982 until July 31,
1992, the ill will be open Tuesday
through Saturday from 10 am. to 7
p.m. The landfill will be closed on of-
ficial city holidays.

In related business, City Manager
Kelvin Knauf told council members

that a recent report shows that
Spearman has the lowest cost per ton
for solid waste for a Type II landfill
in the Panhandle.

In other business, the council con-
sidered awarding a contract for a
temporary wastewater treatment
plant. Two proposals were received,
one from Davco and one from Smith
& Loveless. It was noted that neither
proposal met specifications, but the
proposal from Davco came closest.

The council decided to meet with
Davco representatives in an attempt
to negotiate a workable proposal that
meets specifications.

The council congratulated the H&S
EMS volunteers on a letter received
from the Texas Department of
Health. The health department per-
formed a spot inspection of the EMS

service on Sept. 6 and found no defi-
ciencies. The letter stated that the
H&S EMS is an excellent example to
other EMS providers for making
high quality pre-hospital care
available.

The council went into executive
session to discuss contemplated
litigation regarding a workman's
compensation claim. No action was
taken.

Regular business included ap-
proval of minutes of the Sept. 17
council meeting, approval of mon-
thly departmental reports for
September, approval of payable
in the amount of $140,965.38, approval
of current cash position, and ap-
proval of revenue and expense report
for August.

Spearman city manager asks
for cooperation at landfill

Kelvin Knauf, Spearman city
manager, is asking Hansford County
residents for understanding and
cooperation with new rules limiting
public access to the city landfill,
which were adopted by the Spear-
man City Council at its Oct. 15
meeting.

The rules affect everyone in
Hansford County because the Spear-
man dump is the only solid waste
landfill now operating in the county,
accepting waste from the com-
munities of Gruver, Morse and
Spearman.

Knauf stressed that the Spearman
City Council was forced to enact the
new rules because of new regulations
handed down by the Texas Depart-
ment of Health. TDH says it is
responding to regulations handed
down by the federal government and
the Texas Legislature.

The new rules for operation of the
landfill state that the landfill can on-
ly be open to the public at certain
times. When the dump is open to the
public, the city must have a person
on duty to randomly inspect the
waste being put into the landfill. This
is to ensure that no illegal waste is
put in the landfill.

The hours the dump will be open to
the public will be 8 a.m. to 5 p.m.,
Tuesday through Saturday, from

Nov. 1 to March 31. On April 1, the

ly 31, or until the landfill pit is full.

To enforce these hours, the council
has authorized city employees to put
a gate across the all-weather road
leading to the current open pit at the
landfill site. According to Knauf, this
gate will be locked during non-public
hours.

Knauf went on to say that people
will be able to dump solid waste into
two sets of dum , located out-
side the gate at the landfill site, dur-
ing times when the pit is closed.

One set, located on the side of the
all-weather road just off the county
road, will be for general solid waste.
A second set of dumpsters, lecated
just past the turnoff to the open pit
area of the landfill, will be for waste
which has been sorted for recycling.
The recycling dumpsters will be
labeled according to the type of
waste accepted. Knauf said that the
dumpsters will be labeled to accept
clear glass, colored glass, aluminum,
tin and other metals and newspaper
and office paper.

Knauf said that the recycling
dumpsters are part of an effort to get
aju;rlnfonthestatemgulatim requir-
ing all public agencies to have a plan
in effect to recycle 40 t of their
solid waste by 1993. He added that if
the lmclhm proves popular, more
sites will be opened. “‘We would hope
the public would start to sort their
solid waste for recycling,” said
Knauf.

Knauf cautioned, however, that
improper use of the dumpsters or il-
legal dumping at the landfill site
could result in higher waste disposal
rates to the citizens of the ty

Before boarding small boats for the
trip to Mactan, the Spanish sailors
hegged Magellan to stay in Cebu.

Because of the lag time between
HIV infection and AIDS, teens as a
group have relatively few cases of
AIDS. Many of those infected
through 1V drug use or sexual activi-
ty during their teen years will not
develop AIDS until their twenties.
YVoung people are however being in-
fected during their teen years and
theretore prevention efforts
targeling leens are necessary.

Teens tend to engage in
behaviors of many types,
exploring their sexuality and ex-
perimenting with drugs. Teens at-
risk for HIV infection tend to fall into
one or more of the following
categories: 1V drug users of their
sexual partners; sexual partners of
infected adults; or sexual partners of
infected {eens.

To protect youth from HIV infec-
tion, adults must understand the
nature and degree of their risk of ex-

posure and their knowledge, at-
titudes and beliefs about the and
AIDS problem.

Educating vouth about AIDS and
HIV requires the involvernent of all
segments of society and a
special burden on families. If
children are to absorb sound values
and be prepared to face the threat of
AIDS, family-based education is
essential.  Unfortunately, national
data suggests that many children
and youth are not getting adequate
AIDS information from home. As dif-
ficult as itis to discuss AIDS and sex-
pality with children, parents must
meet the challenge.

Watch out when buying shotgun
shells for hunting waterfowl. It is il-
legal in Texas to use lead shot for any
kind of hunting on migratory water-
fowl. Some dealers are discounting
prices and while lead can be used on
other birds, the simple possession of
lead shot in the field during a duck
hunting trip could lead to an w\;rt:ﬁlea-
sant and expensive meeting the
game warden. Using steel or coated
shot means fewer birds will die after
ingesting lead while they feed.

For those who do not own a ranch
or are having trouble finding some
good bird hunting, I can recommend
several day-hunts.

FmHA reviews loans

TEMPLE - The U.S. Department
of Agriculture Farmers Home Ad-
ministration continues to review its
portfolio for possible graduation of
borrowers to private credit as man-
dated by Congress, Neal Sox
Johnson, FmHA state director in
Temple, announced.

The FmHA credit programs are
adminstered in a manner that will
assure that they do not supplant or
compete with credit available to
farmers, rural families, rural com-
munities and cities from other
reliable credit sources. The law re-
quires that FmHA borrowers should
graduate to other credit on
reasonable rates and terms when
they are able to do so.

FmHA, as the lending arm of the
U.S. government, has long been a
source of credit for farmers, ran-
chers, rural homeowners, and rural
area residents who have been unable
to obtain credit through commercial

Public Notice

On July 1, 1991, Southwestern Bell Telephone filed an applica-
tion with the Public Utility Commission of Texas that proposes to
delete Paragraph 3.4(G) from Section 3 of Southwestern Bell's
intrastate Access Service Tariff, which concerns credits where
a customer uses Switched Access Service to furnish a service
which has been defined to be an exchange service. The applica-
tion was assigned Docket No. 10463.

Because Southwestern Bell is not aware of any customers
who presently use switched access service to furnish an ex-
change service, Southwestern Bell does not believe its revenues
will be affected. However, certain interexchange carrier customers
of switched access service have made claims under the afore-
mentioned tariff. Such customers, but only to the extent they
provide an exchange service using switched access, would be
affected by this application. Based on claims made for credits
(assuming such credits were allowable), Southwestern Bell's

lenders such as banks, savings and
loans, Production Credit Associa-
tions, and Federal Land Banks.
Farmers Home Administration has
atternpted to aid those borrowers as
a “lender of last resort,” Johnson
said.

Nationwide, on an annual basis,
FmHA revises its loan portfolio to
determine those borrowers who have
progressed to the point that they no
longer need government assistance
to obtain credit. This annual review
is currently being conducted by local
Farmers Home Administration of-
fices. FmHA borrowers in all areas
may be contacted to furnish informa-
tion on their ability to graduate from
their FmHA loans to these lenders.

The mission of the Farmers Home
Administration loan program is that
of “temporary sources of supervised
credit in modest amounts” to those
who are unable to obtain credit
elsewhere.
