The Spearman Police Department and
the Hansford County Sheriff’s office will
be enforcing these laws to their fullest ex-
tent. The penalty for violating the fire-
works ban inside the city limits is a
misdemeanor, and shall be punished by
fine not to exceed two thousand dollars
($2,000.00) and each day can be a sepa-
rate offense.

Please respect the current extreme con-
ditions and the property of those who live
within our City as well as continue to
pray for rain for our community and for
those who have suffered loss during re-
cent neighboring county fires.

Order No. 06-2011 Concerning Burn Ban
June 13, 2011

Executive Order of Hansford County Judge

WHEREAS, by proclamation issued
March 7,2011 the County Judge of Hans-
ford County declared a state of disaster for
Hansford County, resulting from:

WHEREAS, the state of disaster still
exists, and the March 14 Burn Ban, ac-
cording to Statutes expires 90 days after
enactment,

THE POTENTIAL THREAT OF
WILDFIRES DUE TO DROUGHT

AND ADVERSE WEATHER CONDI-
TIONS

WHEREAS, said state of disaster re-
quires that certain emergency measures be

taken putsoant to the Texas Disaster Act

of 1975 relating to Emergency Manage-

ment;
THEREFORE, THE COMMIS-

SIONER’S COURT OF HANSFORD

COUNTY, TEXAS NOW, orders the fol- b

lowing regulations shall take effect imme-
diately upon issuance of this order and
shall remain in effect for ninety (90) days
or until the state of disaster is terminated:

1. THE USE OF COMBUSTIBLE MA-
TERIALS IN AN OUTDOOR ENVI-
RONMENT BY ANY PERSON IS
PROHIBITED.

a. Any individual gainfully employed in
a trade or profession that involves the use
of combustible materials or use of possi-
ble fire sources in the outdoor environ-
ment directly related to the successful
operation of the business’s goals and/or
objectives may continue to conduct busi-
ness as usual utilizing the materials and/or
potential fire sources in the outdoor envi-
ronment as they deem necessary; provided
that the individual shall take all necessary
safety precautions to prevent the ignition
of any fire or fires that are not essential to
the conducting of day to day business ac-
tivities. Any business owner, operator or

individual involved in any business oper-
ation citing this section of this order that
has not taken the necessary safety precau-
tions and as a result, damage occurs from
a fire caused by their business operations,
shall be liable for any and all damages that
may occur and they shall be issued a cita-
tion and fined as allowed by law.

In an effort to combat high diesel prices,
the Hansford County Commissioners
Court will allow control burns with the
following conditions:

a. Control burns permitted only for
planting or harvesting of agriculture crops.

b. Prior to bumn, Central Dispatch must
be notified with precise directions to the
field to be burned.

c. Dispatch will then page all three Fire

Departments about the proposed control
urn.
d. Farmer should call back 30 minutes
after initial call. If no protest by any Fire
Chief or Next-In-Command, then the con-
trol burn may be initiated.

3. THIS ORDER SHALL NOT APPLY
TO AN OFFICIALLY AUTHORIZED
PUBLIC DISPLAY.

In accordance with the Local Govern-
ment Code, a person who knowingly or in-
tentionally violates this order commits a
Class C Misdemeanor, punishable by a
fine of up to $500.00.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORDER IS
THE MITIGATION OF THE PUBLIC
SAFETY HAZARD POSTED BY WILD-
FIRES DURING THE CURRENT
DROUGHT AND SEVERE WEATHER
CONDITIONS BY CURTAILING THE
USE OF ALL COMBUSTIBLE MATE-
RIALS.

Disaster
Declaration

WHEREAS, Hansford County has not
had rainfall for an extended period of
time, creating hot and dry conditions; and

WHEREAS, the hot and dry conditions
pose the threat of large, dangerous and
fast moving wildfires; and

WHEREAS, such fires have the poten-
tial of endangering lives and damaging
property on a large scale; and

WHEREAS, the Texas Government
Code Chapter 418 gives the county judge
the power to declare a local disaster
within the county "if the threat of disaster
is imminent"; and

WHEREAS, the magnitude of the po-
tential damage and the rapidity with
which such a fire could escalate to major
proportions constitute an imminent threat
of disaster; and

WHEREAS, declaration of such disas-
ter authorizes the imposition of controls
on activities which tend to increase the
likelthood of fires; and

WHEREAS, such controls, once im-
plemented, have the potential of protect-
ing lives and property by mitigating the
threat of dangerous fires; and

WHEREAS, a declaration issued under
Section 418.108 of the Texas Govern-
ment Code may include a prohibition or
restriction on the sale or use of all fire-
works within the county, and

WHEREAS, a local disaster declara-
tion expires seven days after its issuance,
unless the Commissioners Court consents
to its renewal or continuance; and

WHEREAS, to the extent that a decla-
ration includes a provision related to fire-
works, any portion of the provision that
exceeds the restrictions authorized by
Local Government Code §352.051 is ef-
fective only for 60 hours, unless the
county judge requests and the governor
authorizes an extension of the broader
fireworks restriction.

BE IT THEREFORE PROCLAIMED
that I, Benny D. Wilson, County Judge of|
Hansford County do hereby declare a
local state of disaster based on the threat
of large wildfires in Hansford, County,
Texas.

BE IT ALSO PROCLAIMED that this
state of disaster will continue until re-
scinded in accordance with the above
cited statute, but in no instance will this
declaration continue for more than seven
days without being authorized by the
Hansford County Commissioners Court,
or in the event the declaration pertains to
fireworks, no more than 60 hours unless
an extension of the restriction on fire-
works has been received from the gover-
nor.

BE IT ALSO PROCLAIMED that the
purpose of this order is the mitigation of]
the hazard posed by wildfires by curtail-
ing the practice of outdoor burning, and
the sale and use of all fireworks, which
purpose is to be taken into account in any
enforcement action based upon this order.

This declaration shall be promptly pub-
licized and filed with the County Clerk.

Most farmers with irri-
gation were pumping continuously on all
crops just trying to keep up with evaporation
losses. Rangeland and pasture conditions
were very poor. Livestock producers contin-
ued supplemental feeding. Some producers
were dispersing herds.

care funding bills
head toward pas-
sage

AUSTIN — Republican
majorities in committees
and in the full House and
Senate pushed toward the
governor’s desk an assort-

P ment of high-stakes legisla-

tion in the first 10 days of
the special session.

To smooth the way,
House leaders used Senate
bills as vehicles to carry the
budget-related, Medicaid,
congressional redistricting
and public education fi-
nance issues Gov. Rick
Perry ordered the 82nd
Texas Legislature to ad-
dress.

Senate Bill 1, the fiscal
matters bill that controls the
ebb and flow of funding in
the 2012-2013 state budget,
now moves back to the
Senate with 96 House

amendments.
One of those amend-
ments, by Rep. Diane

Patrick, R-Arlington, would
put a two-year shelf life on
the funding formula that re-
sulted in $4 billion in cuts
to public schools across
Texas under the new state
budget.

Rep. Donna Howard, D-
Austin, successfully at-
tached an  important
“amendment to an amend-
ment” to SB 2, the supple-

mentary appropriations bill £

for education in the 2012-
13 state budget.

Howard’s amendment
would take any revenue
above the $6.5 billion pro-
jected for the state’s Rainy
Day Fund in 2012-2013
and use it to fund enroll-
ment growth in pre-kinder-
éarten through grade 12.

B 2'mow moves back to
the Senate with 18 House
amendments.

Another education-re-
lated bill, SB 8 by Sen. Flo-
rence Shapiro, R-Dallas,
offers teacher furloughs and
salary cuts as means to help
school districts cope with
losses of funding losses.

Passed by the Senate last
week and now headed to
the House for considera-
tion, the bill would allow
districts to give teachers un-
paid leave on non-instruc-
tional days.

Shapiro said her bill also
removes the current salary
floor for teachers and does
away with the “last-in-first-
out” policy when terminat-
ing teachers. The bill, if
passed in its current form,
also will void the contract
of any teacher who does not
keep up to date with state
certification requirements.

Medicaid, the second-
biggest piece of the state
budget pie behind public
education, was addressed

last week by the House in
the form of the omnibus
health care bill, SB 7 by
Sen. Jane Nelson, R-Flower
Mound, and Rep. John Zer-
was, R-Simonton.

SB 7 would amend cur-
rent laws regulating admin-
istration, quality and
efficiency of health care,
health and human services
and health benefits pro-
grams in Texas.

Among its objectives is
the creation of health care
compacts to function as a
substitute for federally
managed health care. The
bill also removes a provi-
sion of law prohibiting the
state Health and Human
Services Commission from
providing Medicaid using a
health maintenance organi-
zation in Cameron County,
Hidalgo County, or Maver-
ick County.

Redistricting bill moves
ahead

SB 4, legislation redraw-
ing U.S. congressional dis-
tricts, tentatively was
passed by the Senate on
June 6 and by the House on
June 10.

The bill by Sen. Kel
Seliger, R-Amarillo, and
Rep. Burt Solomons, R-
Carrollton, plots lines for
Texas” 36 congressional
districts, including the four
added because of the state’s
20 percent population
rowth as recorded in the
2010 U.S. Census. A major-
ity of the growth between
2000 and 2010 was in the
Hispanic population.

House and Senate De-
mocrats protested the pro-
posed new boundaries for

Complaints were brought
mainly over the division of
communities of interest and
the failure to create more
minority opportunity dis-
tricts in which Hispanics of
voting age or Hispanic-sur-
named  residents, or
African-Americans could
elect candidates of their
choice.

State Sen. Kirk Watson
protested the cracking of
Austin into oddly-shaped
slivers instead of mapping
it as a compact, contiguous
community of interest.

But Seliger and
Solomons defended their
redistricting job, claiming
that it is defensible under
the Voting Rights Act. Law-
makers in opposition pre-
dicted that the matter will
have to be decided by the
federal government through
the U.S. Department of Jus-
tice and courts.

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We celebrate Trinity Sunday as we study Genesis 1:1-
2:4, Psalm 8, 2 Corinthians 13: 5-14, and Matthew 28:
6-20.

The Doctrine of the Trinity confuses many Christians
and causes consternation among those who are Jews and
Muslims. The core of the Jewish faith is that God is One.
The core of the Muslim faith is that God is One. We as
Christians worship One God presented in three persons-
-God the Father, Almighty, Jesus The Christ, and the
Holy Spirit. The Doctrine of the Trinity was not fully de-
veloped by the church until the fourth century. However,
we see the basis of it in today's gospel lesson and in the
gospel of John.

Genesis show us God, The Almighty, The Creator,
The Very God who made us and gave us our place in
creation.

The Psalmist sings of the majesty of God's name and
the wonders of his creation. He asks, "What are human
beings that you are mindful of them, mortals that you
care for them?" Yet, the Psalmist praises God for crown-
ing humans with glory and honor. We may all have felt
the 'smallness' of ourselves when alone in the wilderness
and observing the myriad stars in the sky; yet, this is not
the Psalmists point. For the Psalmist, he is surrounded by
the gracious works of God and knows that God has
given him his place in the creation. The powers that God
has given to humans are God-like and should abuse
nothing. We are given dominion over the earth, but not
the right to destroy it.

Paul calls upon the errant Corinthians to rejoice. Re-
joice despite persecution and enmity within the church.
Paul asks that the Corinthians work at putting their lives
in order to restore their relationship with God. Paul asks
that the Corinthians agree with one another as to the ba-
sics of the Christian faith and the requirements of that
faith. Paul asks the Corinthians to live in peace and put
their things in order (mend their ways). He ends his re-
quests with a blessing, "The grace of the Lord Jesus
Christ, the love of God, and the communion of the Holy
Spirit be with all of you."

Jesus after the crucifixion tells Mary Magdalene to tell
his brothers (disciples) to meet him in Galilee. When the
disciples arrive in Galilee they worship Jesus, but some

me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, bap-
tizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey every-
thing that [ have commanded you.

Jesus gave
them a commission to work and promised them that they
would have his 'presence’ with them to the end of the
age.
