Terje Thogersen of Fredrikstad, Nor-

way recently returned to Spearman for a 
visit with his "other" parents, Anita and 
Dwight Sumner. Terje's children, Linn 
Elisabeth, 14, Siri, 12, and Hans, 10, 
joined him for the three-week extended 
visit. Terje currently works as a Business 
Developer for an Information Technology 
Services company, and has previously 
worked within the oil industry, banking 
sector and Internet business, mostly man-
aging change related activities. 

Terje became part of the Sumner family 
in 1982 when the Norway native was liv-
ing in Spearman as a foreign exchange 
student. 

Terje said he chose to become an ex-
change student in the U.S. because the 
country interested him and was more ex-
otic than for example Germany and not as 
foreign as countries such as Japan. 

Norwegians begin studying English in 
about the 2nd grade, so he had a working 
understanding of the language. "It im-
proved quickly after having to use it every 
day," commented Terje. 

While attending Spearman High 
School, Terje participated in the band. He 
also remembers receiving a couple of 
awards during the end of year awards as-
sembly. 

"I remember the laughs at graduation 
when the only foreigner got the award for 
American History," says Terje. 

Terje especially enjoyed the hospitality, 
friendliness, curiosity and frankness that 
he experienced in Spearman. "It is a 
warm and caring community due to it's 
limited size," continued Terje. 

When asked how this experience 
changed and influenced his life, Terje re-
sponded "Staying in a different country 
for a whole year as a 17-18 year old ma-
tures you rather quickly, as you're com-
pelled to interact with quite a different 
community with other conventions for so-
cial interaction. 

"This maturing process perhaps helped 
me see multiple shades of gray, compared 
to the black and white that one usually 
sees as an 18-year-old," continued Terje. 
"I did not recognize this at the time, but 
noticed this rather clearly as I returned to 
school in Norway, comparing myself with 
my fellow students.

QuickBooks Pro

Texas AgriLife Extension Service will 
offer QuickBooks Pro computer short 
courses on Aug. 18-19 in Amarillo and 
Aug. 24-25 in Lubbock. 

The training will run from 9 a.m. to 4 
p.m. each day at each location, said 
DeDe Jones, AgriLife Extension risk 
management specialist in Amarillo, who 
will coordinate the event in that city. Jay 
Yates, AgriLife Extension economist in 
Lubbock, will coordinate the Lubbock 
course. 

Both events will be held at the Texas 
AgriLife Research and Extension Cen-
ter in their respective cities. They are lo-
cated at 6500 W. Amarillo Blvd. in 
Amarillo and 1102 E. Farm-to-Market 
Road 1294 north of Lubbock. 

QuickBooks Pro is a double-entry 
business accounting program often used 
by agricultural lenders and producers, 
Jones said. In the two-day course, par-
ticipants will learn how to enter transac-
tions into the program and analyze costs 
and profits.

AUSTIN - Gov. Rick 
Perry is proposing an initia-
tive to provide a business 
tax credit while helping 
working Texans earn a 
diploma or GED. 

While in El Paso on July 
13, Perry said the initiative, 
if passed by the Legislature, 
will provide a tax incentive 
to employers who grant 
their employees two hours 
a week of paid time off to 
return to school or study for 
their GED with extra incen-
tives to follow upon com-
pletion. 

Over the next two-year 
budget cycle, the proposal 
would grant an estimated 
$15 million in sales tax 
credits, Perry said, adding, 
"A single dropout is one 
dropout too many, so we 
must continue pursuing 
sensible education options 
that give every Texan a shot 
at a better life." 

On the topic of high 
school dropouts, the Texas 
Education Agency in a July 
12 news release, quoted a 
private study that. says, 
"Texas stands out for its co-
herent and far-reaching 
strategy to put dropouts and 
struggling students at the 
center of high school re-
form." 

The study, Six Pillars of 
Effective Dropout Preven-
tion and Recovery, will be 
released later this summer 
by the Boston, Mass.-based 
non-profit, Jobs for the Fu-
ture. 

In other education news, 
Bill White, Democratic gu-
bernatorial nominee, spoke 
at the-  National Council of 
La Raza's annual confer-
ence on July 12 in San An-
tonio. White said, "Texas is 
the battleground for a great 
fight for our nation's fu-
ture." 

Noting that the majority 
of young children in Texas 
are Hispanic and one in 10 
public school children in 
the nation live in Texas, 
White said the future of 
Texas and of the nation "de-
pends on our ability to 
equip those young people 
with the skills and training 
to compete for good jobs, 
jobs with a future, in an in- 
creasingly 	competitive 
global economy."

The notice gives IBM 30 
days to remedy identified 
deficiencies. 

Gov. supports Arizona 
brief 

Gov. Perry on July 14 is-
sued a statement in support 
of Attorney General Greg 
Abbott's federal court brief 
in which nine states partic-
ipated. 

Abbott and attorneys 
general of those states 
cosigned the brief in favor 
of a new Arizona state law 
allowing law enforcement 
to stop and detain a person 
who fails to present official 

citizenship documents on 
demand. The law is to take 
effect July 29 but the 
Obama administration has 
filed an injunction to inval-
idate it. 

"The federal government 
has failed to secure our bor-
ders as drug-  activity and 
murder rates soar in many 
border communities, Perry 
said. "States are left with no 
choice. Until the federal 
government secures the 
border, I expect more states 
to legislate in an effort to 
protect their citizens." 

Panel scolds high-level 
judge 

The State Commission 
on Judicial Conduct on July 
16 reprimanded Texas 
Court of Criminal Appeals 
Justice Sharon Keller but 
did not say she should be 
removed from her position 
as presiding judge. 

Charges were brought 
against Keller because the 
courthouse closed at 5 p.m. 
on Sept. 25, 2007, as de-
fense attorneys were at-
tempting to file a 
last-minute death row ap-
peal for state prison inmate 
Michael Wayne Richard. 

A few hours after 
Keller's office closed, 
Richard was executed by 
lethal injection in 2007 for 
the 1986 rape and slaying 
of a Houston-area nurse. 

Pursuant to the commis-
sion's ruling, Keller faces 
no further punishment.

In the ninth week of Pentecost, we study Genesis 18: 

20-23, Psalm 138, Colossians 2: 6-19, and Luke 11: 1-
13. In this study we learn of God's character, the power 
of our baptism, and the efficacy of prayer. 

Abraham continues his conversation with God. God 
has promised Abraham land and descendants. But now 
God is looking at Sodom, and he is not pleased. Because 
of God's promises to him, Abraham cannot believe that 
God will destroy Sodom if there be any one righteous 
living in the city. We see Abraham attempt to bargain 
with God. He first reminds God that God is too great to 
slay the righteous with the wicked. He appeals to God to 
spare the city if fifty righteous are found. Note God's re-
sponse, God says, "If I find at Sodom fifty righteous, I 
will forgive the whole place for their sake." Abraham 
continues to bargain, and God finally agrees that if there 
are but ten righteous in the city, God will not destroy it. 
Here in the Old Testament it is early revealed that God 
is willing to forgive the unworthy if there are righteous 
people to be found. A few righteous can turn others from 
their destructive practices. In Sodom's case there were 
not ten righteous. God destroyed the City so that its evil 
practices would not spread. [Note homosexuality was 
not the evil that caused the destruction. Read this care-
fully and see if you can spot the cause]. 

The Psalmist sings a song of thanksgiving and trust. 
The first three verses tell of God's greatness and faith-
fulness. Verses 4-6 tell us what the implications of God's 
faithfulness are and that worldly kings are beneath God. 
Notice that in verses 7-9, trouble can befall those who 
trust in God. God's promise is that He will preserve and 
deliver the believer. Dear Christian do not expect an easy 
life just because of belief, yet be assured that God will 
be with you, will strengthen you, and will deliver you. 

Paul is warning the Colossians against false teachers 
who with the persuasive power of an attorney's argu-
ments seek to lead them from the gospel. The false 
teachers seek to 1) create in Christianity a system of 'phi-
losophy' which can only be understood by the elite; 2) 
respect the ancient reliance on astrology; 3) promote 
physical circumcision as a sign of belonging; 4) bind the 
Colossians with rules and regulations about food, drink, 
and holy days; and 5) promote the worship of Angels. 
Paul argues that the true circumcision is the cutting off 
of everything in life which separates us from the love of 
God. The sign of this 'true' circumcision is our baptism, 
wherein we are sealed as God's children by the power 
of Christ. Paul further notes that Christ has nailed the 
"indictments" brought against us by our sins to His cross. 
From this learn that leading the disciple life has nothing 
to do with what you may or may not eat, or what you 
may or may not drink. It has everything to do with being 
a "little Christ". We must reflect Christ's love for us in 
our love for our 'neighbors'. We must allow Christ to live 
in us. 

Jesus responds to his disciples request, "Teach us to 
pray". We pray, "Our Father" for we through Christ are 
the children of God. We pray hallowed (respected) be 
your name, for God's name represents His entire char-
acter, and if we know God, we gladly put our trust in 
Him. Give us our daily bread, we pray that God will pro-
vide us all that we need to live the disciple life. We pray 
"forgive us our sins" because the best of us are still sin-
ful. We pray, "as we forgive" because we cannot love 
God if we hate others. We pray thy Kingdom Come be-
cause we yearn for that day. 

May the Holy Spirit open these scriptures to you, that 
you may lead the disciple life.

DSHS Encourages 
Early Vaccination of 

School children 
The Texas Department of State Health Services is en-

couraging parents to get their children vaccinated now 
to avoid the back-to-school rush later this summer. Last 
year DSHS implemented new vaccination requirements 
for five vaccines for students in kindergarten and sev-
enth grade. The new requirements are being phased in 
over several years. For the 2010-2011 school year, the 
requirements also will apply to first- and eighth-graders 
who did not receive the required vaccines in kinder-
garten or seventh grade. "We want parents to plan 
ahead;' said Dr. David Lakey, DSHS commissioner. 
"Schoolchildren should get vaccinated as soon as pos-
sible to avoid long wait times at clinics and ensure they 
are protected before the first day of school." With new 
requirements implemented last year. many physicians' 
offices and clinics were overwhelmed last summer by 
last-minute demand for vaccines. Children are required 
to be fully immunized before the first day of school.  
Last year DSHS extended the deadline for parents to get 
their children in compliance with some of the vaccina-
tion requirements for school attendance. Following are 
the new vaccination requirements announced last year.

• Eighth through twelfth grade students need to have 
had a booster dose of Tdap only if has been 10 years 
since their last dose of tetanus-containing vaccine. 

• Seventh- and eighth-graders need to get two doses of 
chickenpox vaccine if they have not had the illness and 
one dose of the meningitis vaccine.
