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Sunray track meet wet and Gruver Junior High School Hounds results
miserable, finally cancelled

The Gruver Greyhounds and the
Lady Hounds high school and jun-
ior high school track teams com-
peted at Sunray this past weekend,
Friday and Saturday, the 11th and
12th of March, but the weather
didn't cooperate on Saturday.
