Faced with lack of grazing, 
hay and water, Texas livestock produc-
ers are culling into the "hearts" of 
herds that they may have spent years 
building up, according Texas AgriLife 
Extension Service reports. (Texas

Livestock Producers 
are Culling into the 

`Hearts of Herds'

Faced with lack of grazing, dwindling 

hay supplies and shrinking surface water 
sources, livestock producers continue to 
cull deeper into herds, according to 
Texas AgriLife Extension Service re-
ports. 

"They're culling a lot deeper than they 
normally would, and they're culling a lot 
harder than they normally would," said 
Rick Hirsch, AgriLife Extension agent 
for Henderson County, west of Tyler. 
"And they're culling into the heart of 
their herds." 

By "heart of their herds," Hirsch 
meant heifers and three- to six-year-old 
cows that should form the core of future 
production. 

Producers are also selling calves early. 
	 In Henderson County, sales have been 
in the range of 2,500 to 3-,0110-ffeld per, 
week at the Athens Commission Co., he 
said. During an average year in July, 
weekly sales counts should be more like 
I ,600 to 2,000 head. 

"Statewide, I've been hearing huge 
numbers from auction markets in Central 
and West Central Texas," Hirsch said. 
"The numbers have been astronomical 
for this time of year." 

According to reports from AgriLife 
Extension personnel in the Rolling 
Plains, area sale barns were turning peo-
ple away because their sales were run-
ning so long. 

On June 25 in Van Zandt County, east 
of Dallas, ranchers sold 825 head and 
1,655 head on July 9, according to 
Tommy Phillips, Agrilife Extension 
agent for Van Zandt County. 

It will take years to rebuild these herds, 
Hirsch noted. 

"Partly-because of the sheer numbers 
being culled, and the other (factor) is the 
higher cost of production," Hirsch said. 
"We have higher cattle prices right now, 
and that is helping the situation. But the 
high cost of replacements, the cost of fer-
tilizer and the cost of fuel — all will 
make it harder to build numbers back up. 

To help producers make better culling 
decisions, Henderson County will host a 
training on Aug. 22 in Athens titled 
"Managing the Effects of Drought for 
Beef Producers." For more information 
contact Hirsch at 903-675-6130.

Texas, July 18- Average retail gasoline 
prices in Texas have risen 6.1 cents per 

$
allon in the past week, averaging 
3.57/g yesterday. This compares with 

the national average that has increased 
3.0 cents per gallon in the last week to

site TexasGasPrices .com.

Texas Crop & Weather 
The following specific livestock, crop and 

weather conditions were reported by Pan-
handle Extension directors: The weather re-
mained hot, dry and windy. A few isolated 
areas reported receiving from 0.6 inch to 2 
inches of rain. Soil-moisture levels were very 
poor. Irrigators continued to heavily water all 
crops. Corn was in poor to very poor condi-
tion, stressed from the drought and an in-
crease in spider mites and western bean 
cutworms. Many producers were diverting ir-
rigation to fewer acres and abandoning some 
crops, such as corn, because of the high water 
demands. Cotton was in poor to very poor 
condition in most counties. Rangeland and 
pasture conditions were in poor to very poor 
condition with most reporting very poor. Pro-
ducers continued to provide supplemental 
feed to livestock.

MUSEUM MUSINGS 
As the Panhandle started 

growing with new settlers 
and multiple land owners, 
the question of who owned 
the grass became an issue. 
Under the common law, 
(which is the law, except 
where the state legislature 
specially does away with it) 
cattle are commoners. In 
other words, they are al-
lowed to run at large upon 
all commons, or unenclosed 
lands. In a few states, and 
especially so in Kansas, the 
state legislature changed 
the common law and made 
a law prohibiting the run-
ning at large of cattle. Oth-
erwise known as a "herd  

law." 
The "herd laws" were 

passed to protect farmers 
from cattle destroying their 
crops. Under these laws, 
owners of cattle had to keep 
their stock from the crops 
of other people, or pay 
damages. Anyone finding 
stock in his land might con-
fiscate it and hold it until 
the damages were paid. 

In the Panhandle Inter-
state in 1887, the editors 
wrote frequent articles 
about watching the settlers 
for fear of an influx of the 
"Herd Law" people from 
Kansas. "You can count on 
us every time when it 
comes to fighting a herd 
law man from Kansas." 

In a later editorial ad-
dressing who owns the 
grass, they point out that 
Texas has "common law" 
with free range. He makes 
the point that a man who 
desires to cultivate land in 
the Panhandle must make 
up his mind to fence against 
cattle running at large. We 
think the man who owns 
cattle and desires them to 
run at large should make 
arrangements to purchase 
his neighbor's grass, paying 
for it what it is worth. This 
would pay for the fence 
protecting his crop. There-
fore, providing peace and 
prosperity. 

This issue was one of the 
major issues that cattlemen 
and farmers had to negoti-
ate in the settling of our 
area.

Governor signs 
'fracking' trans- 

parency bill 

AUSTIN - While his 
fellow governors gathered 
last week in Salt Lake City 
for the National Governors'  
Association convention, 
Gov. Rick Perry was here in 
Texas, and he ceremonially 
signed several bills recently 
passed by the 82nd Texas 
Legislature. 

One of those bills, House 
Bill 3328 primarily au-
thored by Rep. Jim Keifer, 
R-Eastland, addresses the 
use of hydraulic fracturing 
to break up substrata to find 
pockets of oil and gas. 

With increased explo-
ration in Texas' natural gas-
holding Barnett Shale 
formation, public concern 
arose over the possibility of 
toxic substances leaking 
into water supplies. 

On July 15, Gov. Perry 
signed Keffer's bill requir-
ing well operators to share 
with the public the list of 
chemicals used in the 
process. 

"The bill addresses pub-
lic concern by providing a 
more transparent process, 
which will help Texas con-
tinue to protect its resources 
while allowing oil and gas 
companies to continue 
safely using the fracturing 
process in the state, as they 
have for years," Perry said. 

On July 11, Texas Rail-
road Commission Chair-
man Elizabeth Ames Jones 
said it is "geologically im-
possible for fracturing fluid 
or natural gas or oil to mi-
grate upward through thou-
sands of feet of rock, 
sometimes miles, to ad-
versely affect ground 
water.' 

The energy-regulating 
Railroaa 	Commission 
writes administrative rules 
that the oil and gas industry 
must, in addition to state 
law, obey. Jones said in re-
gards to fracking chemicals 
the agency hopes to finalize 
a "common sense disclo-
sure policy" by the end of 
the year. 

Perry blasts federal gun 
rule 

In other business, Perry 
criticized new U.S. Depart-
ment of Justice reporting 
requirements for multiple 
purchases of semiautomatic 
rifles within the four U.S. 
states bordering Mexico. 

On July 13 the governor 
posted a bulletin saying, 
"Instead of arbitrarily im-
plementing this misguided 
and constitutionally ques-
tionable policy, the Obama 
administration should target 
actual criminals rather than 
law-abiding citizens and 
immediately secure our 
southern border against the  

northbound and south-
bound illegal smuggling of 
drugs, humans, cash, guns, 
fugitives and stolen vehi-
cles." 

Official sets ballot 
order 

Secretary of State Esper-
anza "Hope" Andrade, the 
chief elections officer of 
Texas, on July 13 drew at 
random to establish the bal-
lot order for 10 proposed 
amendments (joint resolu-
tions passed by the state 
House and Senate) to the 
Texas Constitution. 

Summarized here, in 
order, are the propositions 
Texans will vote for or 
against on Nov. 8: 

Prop. 1, SJR 14: to ex-
empt from ad valorem taxa-
tion of all or part of the 
market value of the resi-
dence homestead of the sur-
viving spouse of a 100 
percent or totally disabled 
veteran. 

Prop. 2, SJR 4: to sell ad-
ditional general obligation 
bonds by the Texas Water 
Development Board in an 
amount not to exceed $6 
billion at any time out-
standing. 

Prop. 3, SJR 50: to sell 
general obligation bonds of 
the State of Texas to finance 
educational loans to stu-
dents. 

Prop. 4, HJR 63: to sell 
bonds or notes to finance 
the development or rede-
velopment of an unproduc-
tive, underdeveloped or 
blighted area and to pledge 
for repayment of the bonds 
or notes increases in ad val-
orem taxes imposed by the 
county on property in the 
area without increasing ad 
valorem tax rates. 

Prop. 5, SJR 26: to allow 
cities or counties to enter 
into interlocal contracts 
with other cities or counties 
without the imposition of a 
tax or the provision of a 
sinking fund. 

Prop. 6, HJR 109: to clar-
ify references to the perma-
nent school fund, allowing 
the General Land Office to 
distribute revenue from per-
manent school fund land or 
other properties to the 
available school fund to 
provide additional funding 
for public education, and 
providing for an increase in 
the market value of the per-
manent school fund to 
allow increased distribu-
tions from the available 
school fund. 

Prop. 7, SJR 28: to au-
thorize the legislature to 
permit conservation and 
reclamation districts in El 
Paso County to issue bonds 
supported by ad valorem 
taxes to fund the develop-
ment and maintenance of 
parks and recreational facil-
ities. 

Prop. 8, SJR 16: to pro-
vide for the appraisal for ad 
valorem tax purposes of 
open-space land devoted to 
water-stewardship purposes 
on the basis of its produc-
tive capacity. 

Prop. 9, SJR 9: to author-
ize the governor to grant a 
pardon to a person who suc-
cessfully completes a term 
of deferred adjudication. 
community supervision. 

Prop. 10, SJR 37: to 
change the length of the un-
expired term that causes the 
automatic resignation of 
certain elected county or 
district officeholders if they 
become candidates for an-
other office.

Words from 
Tait* & Grace.

In the sixth week of Pentecost, we learn something of 
the relationship between the Word of God and our rela-
tionship with God as we study I Kings 3: 5-12, Psalm 
119: 129-136, Romans 8: 26-39, and Matthew 13: 31-
33,44-52. 

Solomon has become king at David's death. He is at 
Gibeon to worship at a high place with his Egyptian wife 
(a form of worship deplored by the prophets). God 
comes to Solomon in a dream and says "Ask what I 
should give you." Solomon speaks of the good things his 
father, David, has done in his relationship with God--
faithfulness, walking in righteousness and uprightness. 
Solomon acknowledges that he is the servant of God as 
was his father; Solomon compares himself to a 'little 
child' not knowing what to do as king. Solomon did not 
ask for wealth, long life, or victory over his enemies. 
Solomon asked for "an understanding mind to govern 
God's people". This pleased God and it was so. 

The Psalmist sings a song of wisdom. The part we are 
studying has as its theme, the Word of God. The poetic 
theme is the human body, as various parts respond to a 
living relationship with God. The Psalmist pleads, "Turn 
to me and be gracious to me, as is your custom toward 
those who love your name." This reflects the truth that 
we cannot of our own strength or effort believe in God, 
keep God's word, or defeat sin. It is God who has done 
all of this for us; therefore, we should praise God and 
follow his commandments. 

Paul tells the Romans that the Holy Spirit helps us in 
our weakness, for we do not know how to pray. We do 
not know what is to come in the future and we do not 
know those things that are truly good for us.

As sin entered this 
world and our hearts through one man, Adam, so too has 
our righteousness been attained through one man, Jesus 
The Christ. So God works in our past, present and fu-
ture for our good. Paul reaches the conclusion that I have 
recited at many funerals because of its impact on how 
we live, that is: "I am convinced that neither death, nor 
life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things 
to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything 
else in all creation, will be able to separate us form the 
love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord." 

Jesus tells the parable of the mustard seed and of the 
pearl of great price. From the small mustard seed comes 
a great bush which gives shelter to birds. Similarly from 
a band of twelve came the Church which is charged with 
bringing all peoples to Christ, and into the Kingdom of 
Heaven. A man finds a treasure hidden in a field and then 
goes and sells all that he has in order to buy the field. 
This tells us the level of commitment necessary to be a 
disciple. When we discover the treasure of Jesus The 
Christ we must sacrifice all that we have to claim it for 
ourselves and share it with others. (Compare this with 
the reaction of the rich young ruler who approached 
Jesus to be a disciple, but who could not bear to part with 
his earthly wealth.
