Crop Insurance Deadline Nears

Ron Berryhill, Director of the
Oklahoma City Regional Service
Office, Risk Management Agency,
announced today the sales closing
date for 1998 crop insurance is
September 30, 1997 lor wheat.
Last year in Texas, $171.5 million
(liability) was
provided to producers through
more than 20,000 policies

“The freeze of last April is a
vivid reminder that eventually
everybody will have to cope with
crop losses or low price,” said Ron

Berryhill. “Appropriate crop or
revenue insurance protection will
help you survive
hardships.”

Sales
significant because signing up for

these

closing dates are
insurance, changing the crop
insured or level of protection, and
changing insurance providers,
must be done prior to the
announced date. Sales closing
dates vary by crop and location
Beginning with the 1498 crop
year, crop insurance is available
(‘X&‘lu&»i\-’(_‘ly thmugh Crop msurance
agents. USDA will continue to

subsidize all policies, -establish
policy terms and conditions, rates,
and guarantee funds for the
payment of approved claims.
Although a producer’s policy will
be randomly transferred from
USDA to an insurance company,
producers have the right to choose
their own agent prior to the sales
closing date for the insured crop.

To ensure that all producers are
served, insurance companies are
required to insure all eligible
crops, and provide all levels of
coverage in the states in which
they operate.

A waiver of administrative
fees for producers who qualify as
limited resource farmers is
available from all crop insurance
companies. Private agents are
willing and prepared to assist
those qualifying producers with
determining eligibility.

A listing of agents may be found
in all local Farm Service Agency
offices. You may contact the
Hansford County Farm Service
Agency at (806) 659-3036.

"Kemnitz was asked to be more
specific on his running program for
pitchers.

ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 31 proposes a
constitutional amendment which would
authorize home equity lending, in which a
loan could be secured by a lien against the
borrower’s homestead.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The amendment to the Texas Consti-
tution expanding the types of liens for
home equity loans that a lender, with
the homeowners consent, may place
against a homestead."”

PROPOSITION NO. 9
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 96 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would au-
thorize the legislature to authorize a prop-
erty tax of five cents for each $100 valua-
tion in rural fire prevention districts which
are located in Harris County. The consti-
tution currently authorizes a property tax
of three cents for each $100 valuation in
rural fire prevention districts regardless of
what county they are in.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the baliot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment lo au-
thorize the legislature to authorize an
ad valorem tax rate in rural fire pre-
vention districts located in Harris
County of five cents on each $100 of
taxable value of property.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10

ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 33 proposes a
constitutional amendment to permanently
dedicate monies from the Texas Crime
Victims’' Compensation Fund (and its aux-
iliary fund) so that they are used only for
assisting victims of crime and not for any
other purpose. If an episode of mass vio-
lence occurred, however, money from the
funds could be used to assist victims of
the mass violence if all other sources of
authorized emergency assistance were de-
pleted first.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment desig-
nating the purposes for which money
in the compensation to victims of
crime fund and the compensation to
victims of erime auriliary fund may
be used.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11

ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 59 proposes a
constitutional amendment to prohibit the
Legislature from authorizing additional
state debt payable from the general rev-
enue fund if the resuiting annual debt ser-
vice (the amount needed each year to
make payments) would exceed five per-
cent of the annual general revenue avail-

299
able over the last three fiscal years, ex-
cluding revenues constitutionally dedi-
cated for purposes other than payment of
state debt.

The term “additional state debt” does
not include bonds that, although backed
by the full faith and credit of the state, are
reasonably expected to be paid from rev-
enue sources other than the general rev-
enue fund.
