Grief Is Common

Grief is a common part o f living because every person expe­
riences loss and with each loss (here is a degree o f grief. Loss 
may include the loss o f a job, the loss o f a farni, the loss o f a 
lease, the loss o f money, it may happen when a divorce occurs, 
when a child leaves home for college, when a senior citizen's 
independence is lost or for any number o f reasons.

We experience loss in many ways during our lifetime, but the 
ultimate loss is the loss o f a loved one to death. Homes and 
families are devastated by the death o f a family member. 
Deaths within a family affect the family differently because o f 
the relational differences within the family. The death o f older 
family members affects the family in a different way than the 
death o f younger family members

The circumstance o f a death affects the grieving process. 
When grief comes, by whatever circumstance, it is unique 
because no two person's grief is the same. There are no lime 
limits for grief, and it may be present for many years w ith some 
people. For no apparent reason, persons in bereavement may 
experience bursts of grief at unexpected times.

People experiencing grief have a need to talk about the rea­
son for their grief, and they may need to tell the story o f their 
grief many times. Therefore, someone is needed for that person 
to talk with whenever they have that need. The person grieving 
may even think, at times, that they arc losing their mind.

These are just a few o f the many aspects o f grief about which 
many people are concerned

A person or fam ily that is grieving often begins to feel that 
other family members and friends have abandoned them. There 
comes a time when people do not know what to say or do so 
they just stop going around those who are grieving. Therefore 
the isolation deepens for those who arc grieving and the help 
they need to make it through their grief is not there anymore 
Thus making the grieving process seem even more difficult.

Through a series o f articles about grief and how to help those 
who are grieving, we w ill discuss some basic tools that can help 
those who are grieving because o f loss in their lives.

National Merit Scholar

She recently qualified as a 
semifinalist in the National Merit 
Scholarship Program. Now that 
she has been named as a semifi­
nalist, she has the opportunity, 
along with 16.000 other students 
nationwide, to compete for a merit 
scholarship award. More than $28 
m illion in scholarships w ill be 
offered to the winners next spring

In qualifying as a semilinalist,
Duncan is among an elite group of 
students nationwide.
