Babitzke Places 1st In VICA Auto 
Collision Repair Skills Contest

Responding to an order by the 

Sp earm an  C ity  C o u n cil, 
Southw estern Public Service 
Company on Wednesday filed 
Spearman-specific electric rate 
studies, which indicate an overall 
13.4 percent rate increase is 
appropriate in Spearman — but 
the utility will not pursue the 
increase unless the city insists on 
continuing a "Spearman rate 
case."

The higher rates would be 
appropriate if the Spearman City 
Council exercises its authority to 
sp lit the n orthern  Texas 
Panhandle town off, for rate­
making purposes, from the other 
80 cities in SPS’s Texas service 
area, an SPS spokesman said.

"Customers in Spearman would 
lose the benefits of economies of 
scale available to all of our other 
customers," said Lester Baldock, 
SPS m anager of revenue 
requirements. "Also, today, many 
customer classes in Spearman are 
being subsidized by other customer 
classes, both inside and outside 
Spearman. But on a go-it-alone 
basis, Spearman consumers would 
have to pay all of the actual costs 
of providing service to them.

"Instead, we are again urging 
the Spearman City Council to 
allow SPS to keep its base rates in 
Spearman the same as our current 
base rates in the other Texas 
communities we serve, which are 
among the lowest in the state," 
Baldock said. "We are declining 
to seek the higher rates — unless 
the city council decides to move 
forward with its rate case."

Under electric utility law in 
Texas, each com m unity has 
original jurisdiction over rates 
charged for service within the 
com m unity. A cting on the 
authority in December 1996, the 
Spearman City Council required 
SPS to file rate case materials 
with the city by April 16, 1997. 
On March 6, the council set SPS's 
current rates as "interim rates." 
Any future change in rates, up or 
down, would be retroactive to 
March 6.

Baldock said Spearman appears 
to be using the "Spearman rate 
case" as leverage to try to get SPS 
to remove a surcharge there on 
base rates. The surcharge resulted 
when SPS acquired electric 
utility property in Spearman,

On April 4 and 5, 1997, four

P erryton , F o lle tt, Booker, 
Darrouzett and Higgins from 
Texas-New Mexico Power Co. in 
1995 — at a market price above 
book value. All six communities 
supported the purchase and 
contractually agreed to the 
surcharge.

In return, customers in the 
co m m u n ities im m ed ia te ly  
received a 10 percent reduction in 
overall rates, compared to rates 
they had been paying. The 
surcharge diminishes each year 
through 2005, when it 
disappears. By then, rates in the 
six com m unities w ill have 
declined 36 percent as a result of 
the SPS acquisition of the TNP 
fa c ilitie s . Only Sp earm an 
appears to be trying to alter the 
agreement, Baldock said.

Baldock said the "costs-of- 
service" studies SPS filed with 
Spearman Wednesday strongly 
indicate Spearman should not 
proceed with its rate case. 
G enerally, he explained, a 
utility system's industrial and 
commercial customers pay rates 
"slightly higher than their own 
true costs of service. Such 
c u s to m e rs  e f fe c t iv e ly  s u b s id iz e
lower rates for other customer 
classes."

H ow ever, he said , such 
subsidies of smaller customers, 
"simply are not available within 
the C ity of Sp ea rm a n 's  
jurisdiction; thus, the large 
increases. We strongly urge the 
city council to forego this rate 
case."

Baldock said Spearman also 
has joined in a "rates complaint" 
against SPS filed with the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas by 
the office of Public U tility 
Council. "One thing we are doing 
to rebut that filing," he said, "is 
showing that the Public Utility 
Commission's own staff recently 
reported their studies of SPS 
indicate our rates in Texas are just 
and reasonable, and among the 
lowest in the state."

Southwestern Public Service 
Company is a regional electric 
utility providing service to a 
population of about one million in 
eastern and southeastern New 
Mexico, the High Plains and 
panhandle of T exas, the 
O klahom a P anhandle and 
southwestern Kansas.

QUESTION: As much as I love my wife—and I'm 

convinced she loves me~our relationship has become 
stagnant in recent years. It seems like all we do is 
work. We clean the house, take care of the kids, fix 
the leaking roof, have the car repaired, and try to 
keep up with the routine responsibilities of living. 
How can we escape this deadening lifestyle? How can 
we liven up our marriage?

DR. DOBSON: You are describing a situation that I 
call the "straight life," referring to the never-ending 
responsibilities of adult living that become oppressive 
and deadening to a marriage. To let it continue 
unchanged is to sacrifice something precious in your 
relationship.

I suggest you make a conscious effort to put the 
following ingredients back into your live^-beginning 
with pleasure. You and your wife should go on a date 
at least once a week, leaving the children at home. 
Likewise, some form of sports or recreational activity 
should be enjoyed as a family, whether it be tennis, 
golf, swimming, skiing, hiking or biking.

Second, you should seek to keep the romantic fires 
aglow in your relationship. This can be accomplished 
by writing love notes and giving surprise gifts and 
having candlelight dinners and taking off on 
unexpected weekend trips, among other things. Third, 
you must reserve some of your time and energy for 
meaningful sexual activity. Tired bodies make for 
tired sex. The physical aspect of the relationship can 
be approached creatively, and indeed, must be.

Fourth, the most successful marriages are those 
where both husband and wife seek to build the self­
esteem of the other. Ego needs can be met within the 
bonds of marriage, and nothing contributes more to 
closeness and stability than to convey respect for the 
personhood of the spouse.
