Librarian goes to Durango

In the back of her mind, Rita Cur­
tis says she always thought she’d 
like to go back to Colorado, where 
she lived while attending college 
and during her early years of mar- 
r ia g e . The Spearm an head 
librarian is now on her way, as she 
has just accepted a position as 
children’s librarian at the Durango 
Public Library.

Curtis came to Hansford County 
in 1975 from New Mexico, where 
she, her husband Terry and their 
daughter Tonya resided when 
Terry worked at one of his grand­
father’s mining camps. Upon the 
death of Frank Davis, Terry 
returned to this area to take up far­
ming on his grandfather’s property 
eight miles outside of Spearman.

“I walked in the library one day 
because I was tired of watching the 
chickens peck out on the farm. So, I 
just asked if I could do some 
volunteer work,” Curtis recalls. 
(She had previously volunteered at 
libraries in the Denver area.) “To 
my surprise, Frances Kilgore, then 
the acting head librarian, asked if I 
would consider working full-time in 
that position!”

Curtis had grown up loving 
libraries and books-everything 
from the peaceful quiet they pro­
vided to readers, even to the smell 
of a new book-and her B.A. in 
English L iterature  from the 
University of Colorado made her a 
wonderful candidate for the job in 
Spearman.

“I made up my mind I would not 
do it unless I committed to sticking 
with it a year,” says Curtis, “and 
here I am, thirteen and a half years 
later!”

Just this past August, Curtis 
completed a grueling two-year 
36-credit hour program to earn her 
M aster’s of Library Science 
through a special pilot program the 
University of North Texas offered 
on Saturdays at the Texas Tech 
campus. At the program’s incep­
tion, the North Texas professors 
were astonished at the student 
turn-out: 74 individuals began the 
program, many of them com­
m uting  to Tech from  long 
distances, and over 50 completed 
their MLS degrees in August of 
1990. Curtis was among these-with 
a 3.9 grade point average-at com­

mencement exercises in Denton 
last summer.

After working 30 hours per week 
at the library here, Curtis would go 
home at 6 p.m. on Friday, set the 
alarm clock for 3:30 a.m. and 
awaken to drive with her husband 
or daughter to the Tech campus 
each Saturday morning to spend an 
eight-hour day in class. This went 
on for two years.

“After a while, I got used to it,” 
she says matter-of-factly. “But oh, 
was I glad Terry was there to do the 
driving back home after class got 
out!” While she attended lectures 
and took exams, Terry caught up 
on reading. “He was able to do 
reading he’d put off for years,” ex­
plains Curtis, “because at home 
something always came up deman­
ding his time.”

Curtis claims she enjoyed her 
library science courses immense­
ly. “They reinforced what I was do­
ing at my library job, and my 
library job reinforced what I was 
learning in class,”  she says. 
Courses included References, Ad­
vanced References, Cataloging, 
Advanced Cataloging, three com­
puter courses, and the Research 
and Statistics.

The latter course made her feel 
like a zombie, she declares with a 
laugh. She found the material 
covered to be difficult and dry and 
the professor very determined to 
squeeze in every possible minute of 
the class time.

When she started as head 
librarian in Spearman, the library 
was not computerized. All the book 
cataloging, checking out and 
related work was done on paper. 
Then in 1986, Mary K. Wells, the 
systems coordinator of the Texas 
Panhandle Library System, con­
tacted Curtis about the possibility 
of Spearman joining this computer- 
linked library network.

At the time, the consortium was 
interested in smaller area libraries 
getting involved in the network, 
with a terminal being donated to 
those that did. “This required a lot 
of commitment on our part,” com­
ments Curtis today. “Although the 
terminal was being purchased for 
us, we would have the responsibili­
ty of paying an annual port fee for 
using the service.”

Spearman's Library Board did 
decide to join the consortium and

as a result, the library here is now 
connected with all kinds of 
lib ra rie s -u n iv e rs ity , college, 
school and public-and has access 
to their holdings through the inter- 
library loan system. All borrowers 
have to pay for themselves is 
return postage on borrowed items.

At the same time, the local 
library’s own systems for record­
keeping were computerized. Curtis 
says that there are library patrons 
who preferred the old system. For 
one thing, they were able to read on 
the stamped card in the book 
pocket the names of those who had 
previously borrowed the book.

“With the new system, there is 
complete confidentiality,”  she ex­
plains, “because the moment a 

tron returns a book, the fact that 
ever borrowed it is completely 

e ra sed  from  our com puter 
records.” Although some Spear­
man patrons enjoyed knowing who 
had read the books they themselves 
were choosing under the old 
system, and in fact used this 
knowledge as an informal recom­
mendation, other readers might 
simply want to know if they 
themselves had read a book 
previously. With the computeriza­
tion, Curtis said she can’t even tell 
a patron that information as it is 
erased from the records.

As head librarian these past 
many years, Curtis has continued 
and expanded several programs, 
such as the children’s story hour 
and summer reading programs. In 
addition, she began the Collector of 
the Month Project, using the glass 
display case purchased with 
memorial funds donated in her hus­
band’s grandmother’s name. (Mrs. 
Frank Davis was president of the 
Twentieth Century Club in the ear­
ly 1930’s when that organization got 
the library started. In 1968 the club 
also purchased the building where 
the library is currently housed.)

Collector of the Month has given 
residents the opportunity to view 
interesting collections owned by 
other local people-from birds’ 
nests to swizzle sticks!

Over the years, Curtis has hau no 
end of amusing incidents occur in 
the library, but the one she 
remembers best is the time she left 
the building at noon to hurry home

Council adopts new budget
The City of Spearman’s 1990-91 

budget was adopted Tuesday, Sept. 
25 by the Spearman City Council at 
its regular meeting.

The council, in addition to adop­
ting the new fiscal year’s budget, 
voted to amend the budget for 
fiscal year 1989-90.

In a related matter, Spearman 
aldermen adopted an ad valorem 
tax on property, with the rate fixed 
at $0,695. It was noted that this is 
the same rate adopted in the past 
several years.

The council decided to purchase 
a portable defibrillator from 
Physico Control, costing $7,861.50. 
The bid from Physico Control was 
the only bid received for the 
defibrillator. It is described as a 
LifePak 10 portable defibrillator 
with pediatric paddles.

In a related move, the council 
voted to amend the Spearman City 
Code reg ard in g  em ergency  
medical services. The amendment 
increased fees for H & S Emergen­
cy Medical Services, effective 
Sept. 25. In the amendment, the fee 
for basic life support was increased 
from $125 to $150. Advanced life 
support, previously at $175, was in­
creased to $200.

Other increased fees for H & S 
EMS include the charge per loaded 
mile, which went from $3 to $4; and 
the charge for standby/waiting 
time, which was increased from $25 
per hour ($12.50 per half hour) to 
$15 per half hour ($30 per hour).

City staff and the Spearman 
Chamber of Commerce have

received numerous complaints 
from residents concerning inac­
curacies in the city directory, ac­
cording to a memo from City 
M anager Jim  M urray. After 
discussion, the council decided 
Mayor Burl Buchanan should sub­
mit a joint letter with the chamber 
of commerce to R.L. Polk & Co., 
publisher of the city directory. The 
letter’s purpose is to express 
dissatisfaction with the city direc­
tory.

Aldermen voted for “updated 
service credits” for qualifying city 
employees who are members of the 
Texas Municipal R etirem ent 
System. Along with the updated 
service credits, the council voted 
for increased prior and current ser-

The unemployment rate for 
Hansford County during the month 
of August stood at 2.4 percent, ac­
cording to figures from the Texas 
Employment Commission.

TEC preliminary figures for 
August show that Hansford County 
had a total civilian labor force of 
3,979 persons, with 3,884 of those 
person employed and only 95 
jobless.

Statewide, “ We finally got a 
break,” TEC Commissioner Mary 
Scott Nabers said. “The 5.9 percent 
recorded for the month is the 
lowest we have seen since March of

Council members voted to adopt 
a resolution which authorizes the 
city to participate in a Hansford 
County Texas Community Develop­
ment Program (TCDP) applica­
tion.

SVFD needs volunteers
The Spearman Volunteer Fire 

Department needs a few good men. 
This according to Ron Antalek, 
firechief, Joe Raper, police chief, 
and Burl Buchanan, mayor, who 
announced Tuesday, September 2, 
that they and other city officials 
and the present members of the 
Spearman Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment will start a recruiting cam­
paign or. October 8.

Raper was given credit for the 
idea of the campaign by both An­
talek and Buchanan. According to 
Raper, the campaign will be con­
ducted in a similar fashion to the 
Spearman Chamber of Commerce 
membership drive held each year. 
The members of the Spearman City 
Council, other city officials and the 
members of the volunteer fire 
department will split into two 
teams. The teams will select 
names of possible recruits from a 
prospect list. The teams will then 
go and visit the prospects and try to 
recruit them. Raper said the cam­
paign should last two weeks.

“We would like to have a full 
compliment of 30 men by the end of 
the drive,” said Antalek. He went 
on to say that the department has a 
present roster of 15 to 16 members. 
This is not enough according to An­
talek becaiso the State Board of In­
surance requires that 11 fire 
fighters be within the city limits 
when the department is on a county 
fire. In fact, he went on io say that 
this membership drive idea grew 
out of a State Board of Insurance

inspection of Spearman’s emergen­
cy services last August.

According to Raper, the board 
stated that the fire department 
would have to exceed 20 members 
or the residents of the town would 
face a rise in their home owner’s in­
surance. The increase, Raper said, 
would amount to $.02 per $100 of 
premium. Raper gave this exam­
ple: for a $65,000 house the increase 
on the insurance premium would 
be $20 to $40 a year.

Antalek added that in addition to 
the increased cost of home owner’s 
liability insurance there are other 
repercussions if the fire depart­
ment does not reach the minumum 
20 members. One of them is the loss 
of training credits at the Texas A& 
M fire training school. A second he 
mentioned is losses in emergency 
services due to lack of personnel.

Antalek went on to give a brief 
explanation of the training a new 
recruit will face on his way to 
becoming a full fledged member of 
the fire department. He said the

recruit first attends an indoctrina­
tion class. Ill is class runs 5 nights 
and lasts 3 hours a night. “This is 
kind of a pilot program,” Antalek 
stated, “We just finished one class 
and got a very good turn- out and 
results on all evaluations were 
positive.”

He went on to add that after the 
indoctrination class the recruits 
are placed on a 90- day proba­
tionary period. During this period, 
according to Antalek, the recruit 
under- goes more training in­
cluding on-the-job training. At the 
end of the 90 days the recruit can be 
voted in as a full member. Even as 
a full member the training does not 
stop.

"We can spark an interest in 
everybody during the fireman 
training sessions, if they will just 
give it a chance,” said Antalek. He 
went on to say the training includes 
rapelling, “ rip-snort-and tear” 
with the “jaws of life* and fire in­
vestigation.

Many times, transients have 
come into the library' to warm up or 
ask for free meals, Curtis reports. 
She says these individuals do not 
frighten her, but confesses it is an 
odd feeling to be working in th<» 
library knowing the only other ir- 
habitant is there to “take a bath in 
the restroom.”

Sometimes a patron will con e in 
on a particularly quiet day and, ab­
sorbing the relative silence of the 
place, exclaim to Curtis, “ How can 
you stand this?” “But I love those 
times!” Curtis asserts. “I’ll be 
working at my desk and look up and 
see all the books and think, ‘Look at 
all those ideas out there, just 
waiting for anyone who wants to 
take advantage of them!” ’

One misconception that people 
have about librarians, however, is 
that they get to sit around all day 
and read books, Curtis says. While 
she does read catalogues in order to 
decide which books to purchase, 
there is never time to read for 
pleasure.

With the skillful assistance of 
practically all of the staff, the 
documentation was presented to 
the “team” leader on September 
26. After 1% days of presenting ad­
ditional back-up documents and 
after interviewing several staff 
members, we received the “exit” 
interview from the team leader.

Aside from a few minor changes, 
we received a clean bill of health. 
As of this writing we are still 
awaiting the written results.

The next visit from TEA will not 
be until the spring of 1992 and it will 
be from the accreditation division. 
We do not expect the compliance 
team to return until 1994 or 1995.

I personally want to congratulate 
each staff member that was direct­
ly involved with the monitoring 
team. Your assistance was in­
valuable.

Hiere are times words can tell 
more about us than we think. Con­
sider carefully these words from 
Wm. Ernest Henley’s “Invictus.” 
“Out of the black night that covers 
me,
Black as the Pit from pole to pole, 
I thank whatever gods there be 
For my unconquerable soul.

“In the fell clutch of circumstance 
I have not winced or cried aloud. 
Under the bludgeonings of chance 
My head Is bloody, but unbowed.

"Beyond this prize of wrath and 
tears
Looms but the horror of the shade, 
And yet the menace of the years 
Finds and shall find me unafraid.

“It matters not how strait the gate, 
How charged with punishments the 
scroll,
I am the master of my fate 
I am the captain of my soul.”

These words seem charged with 
boldness. At first glance, the poem 
speaks with conviction about self- 
sufficiency. The writer’s pen swag­
gers across the page, stirring 
readers still. -

Look again, and you will see 
another side to this “captain.” How 
very black the darkness about him! 
Loneliness pervades the whole of 
his first sentence. He strikes out at 
God, profaning His omnipotence. 
There is hurt clearly evident.

Life is but a “prize of wrath and 
tears.” The “menace” of time 
courses him to the “horror of the 
shade.” Fear, too, finds its imprint 
herein. The resentment of a 
straight and narrow path shows in 
his “gate” description. The judge­
m en t’s ahead , loaded with 
“punishments,” and NO HOPE.

The poet is more a sad figure than 
bold as you reconsider his turns of 
phrase.

A poem written by Dorothea Day 
is an obvious response to 
“Invictus.” Entitled “ My Cap­
tain,” it holds more certainty and 
courage, sans despair.
“Out of the light that dazzles me, 
Bright as the sun from pole to pole, 
I thank the God I know to be,
For Christ the conqueror of my 
soul.

Since His the sway of c ir­
cumstance,
I would not wince or cry aloud. 
Under that rule that men call 
chance
My head with joy is humbly bowed.

Beyond this place of sin and tears 
That life with Him! And His the aid, 
Despite the menace of the years, 
Keeps, and shall keep me, 
unafraid.

I have no fear, though strait the 
gate,
He cleared from punishment the 
scroll.
Christ is the Master of my fate, 
Christ is the Captain of my soul.”

What a difference this Captain 
makes! Humbly, Ms. Day offers a 
quiet reliance on something she 
cannot see. Her words speak of one 
conquered, held in God’s ’’sway of 
circumstance.” Fear is nowhere 
evident in her verse. Loneliness 
and hurt are swept aside by her 
conviction in Christ’s salvation. 

Convictus
Shake not your fist in empty, 

hollow threats against your End. 
Lay hold of Christ’s hand, and walk 
with him through the “horror of the 
shade” to “that life with Him!”

Spelling bee set
AMARILLO - Students from 

public, private and parochial 
schools in grades eight and lower 
are invited to participate in the Na­
tional Spelling Bee, co-sponsored 
by the Amarillo Globe-News and 
West Texas State University, Ca­
nyon.

This is the 43rd year this educa­
tional program has been made 
available to students in the four 
state area, including counties in 
Texas, Oklahoma, New Mexico and 
Kansas.

The director for Hansford County 
will be Eddie Gage, principal of 
Spearman Elementary School. 
Each director will coordinate 
his/her county program.

National sponsors, the Scripps 
Howard Newspapers, rule that a 
participant must not be older than 
16 or in a grade higher than the 
eighth by the end of the current 
school term.

The AGN-WTSU Bee allows two 
levels of competition: a Junior 
Division for students in the fifth 
and lower grades; and a Senior 
Division for students in the eighth 
and lower grades. Directors are 
free to allow the Junior Bee and the 
Senior Bee to be combined and the 
winner will represent the county in 
regional competition. Each county 
will have only one participant.

Signs litter highways
Political campaign signs may be 

beautiful to candidates and their 
supporters, but they’re litter to the 
highway department.

The highway beautification act 
prohibits most campaign signs 
within sight of the main lanes of 
any federally funded highway in 
Texas. Safety rules ban the signs 
from all highway rights-of-way in 
the state.

Campaign signs, like any adver­
tisement, can be posted on private 
property if they are licensed and 
permitted under current billboard 
guidelines. However, most cam­
paign signs don’t qualify.

Signs are allowed on private pro­

perty along farm-to-market roads 
and other state-funded roadways as 
long as they can’t be seen from 
federally funded roads and don’t 
violate local laws against such 
signs.

"We have two very legitimate 
concerns regarding these cam­
paign signs,” said highway depart­
ment Engineer-Director Arnold 
Oliver. “Safety concerns and litter 
control laws dictate that we keep 
the rights-of-way free of clutter, 
whether it’s for political can­
didates, real estate companies or 
anyone displaying advertising on 
the highways.”

-fight one m ore round­
remembering that the man who 
always fights one more round is 
never whipped.” Corbett practiced 
persistence. He won his first fight 
in the twenty-eighth round.

When business drags you down 
and you feel like quitting, keep on 
trying. Think of the pile-driver, Sir 
Edmund and Gentleman Jim, and 
keep hammering away.

Take a moment and reflect on 
some of America’s great examples 
of persistence. Remember Thomas 
Edison who had hundreds of 
failures before he lit up our lives. 
Remember Abraham Lincoln who 
failed in business and lost several 
elections before becoming Presi­
dent of the United S tates. 
Rem em ber Colonel H arland 
Sanders who was 66 and nearly pen­
niless when he founded Kentucky 
Fried Chicken.

And, of course, don’t forget Tom­
my Puttzer. Who is he, you ask? 
Tommy is the guy who only tried a 
couple of times, then gave up.

PERSISTENCE PAYS

As a small boy, I watched a pile­
driving machine at work. The 
operator pulled a huge weight to 
the top and turned it loose to come 
crashing down on the column. Even 
though the impact shook the ground 
under my bare feet, the steel piling 
hardly moved at all. I soon tired of 
watching the machine make noise 
but seemingly accomplish little 
else.

It was not until some years later 
that I began to understand and ap­
preciate the pile-driving process. 
Its results are cumulative. The 
pile-driver must keep pounding 
away, even if it isn’t making any 
visible progress. Persistence really 
does pay.

For small businesses, per­
sistence is one of the basic ingre­
dients for success. It is stead­
fastness of purpose that drives the 
business to prosperity. Persistence 
is the continual striving toward the 
goal that ultimately guarantees 
success. At times, you may feel 
that you aren’t getting anywhere.

Plan to Work: Work the Plan

One of the ways for a small 
business person to make continual 
progress is to stay focused on 
where you are going. Only when 
you have an achievable goal in 
sight can you measure your suc­
cess.

I believe that business people 
should write their goals into a for­
mal business plan. The planning 
process is a prerequisite to success. 
Plan the work, than work the plan.

Nutrition is for kids too
life may begin at 40, but heart 

disease can begin at 4. Studies have 
shown that it’s especially prudent 
to encourage kids to eat nutritious­
ly and adopt healthful eating 
habits. But this is not always easy.

“Even though the evidence of 
heart disease usually doesn’t ap­
pear until middle age or later, 
hardening of the arteries, or 
atherosclerosis, may begin in youth 
and undergo progression through 
young adulthood,” according to 
June B arkley, p residen t of 
Hansford Heart Association. “By 
using a little creativity, you can 
ma».c heart-healthy eating attrac­
tive and fun, and reduce your 
child’s risk for heart disease later 
in life.”

What you put on your child’s 
plate and in the lunch box is impor­
tant. The American Heart Associa­
tion recommends that a healthy 
child’s diet (age 2 and up) should 
inc lude a variety of foods with 
calorie intake sufficient to main- 
t.-.-'i growth, activity and desirable 
bod\ weight. As with the adult diet, 
it should be low in saturated fats 
and • holesterol, two major risk fac­
tors for heart disease.

Most American children con- 
sun. • • too much fat, eating foods

fried in saturated oils, drinking 
whole milk, snacking on cakes and 
cuokies baked with butter or
saturated oils, and eating fatty 
meats.

“ Many times the convenience of 
the food outweighs its nutritional 
v a lu e ,”  B arkley sa id . “ A 
nutntionally-sound diet can be just 
as c onvenient if you begin to teach 
vour child early about good nutri­
tion and plan good meals and 
snacks through the week.”

Purchase and have on hand 
heart-healthy foods, including 
fresh fruits, lean meats, vegetables 
and whole grain cereals.

Suggest an after-school snack of 
.i healthful cereal, rather than 
chips or cookies. Offer low-fat muf­
fins rather than cupcakes.

Low-fat or skim milk is better 
than whole milk and goes well with 
the cereal or muffin. Air-popped 
popcorn, low-fat cheese and 
yogurts are also nutritious selec­
tions.

The lunch box can be filled with 
lean meat or poultry sandwiches on 
whole grain bread, fruit (fresh or 
pre-packed without sugar), yogurt 
and a variety of vegetables.

Dinner may include vegetables 
and lean meats or a home-prepared

soup which has been previously 
cooled so the fat can be skimmed
from the top.

Food selections are important, 
but so are the conditions under 
which these foods are offered. Ex­
perts give the following “Dos and 
Don’t s ” when working with 
children to “Keep It Low:”

Don’t withold food, or force your 
child to eat. Research has shown 
that children who are allowed to eat 
as little or as much as they want 
a re  less like ly  to become 
overweight or develop eating pro­
blems later.

Offer three meals a day and two 
snacks. Refrain from giving snacks 
before mealtime however, as it will 
spoil your child’s appetite.

If your child gets on a “binge” 
demanding the same food day after 
day, don’t fight it. Offer other foods 
in small portions.

Introduce new foods in small, 
unintimidating portions.

Make the dining table a happy 
time, not a battle zone. A little flair 
and variety make healthful foods 
more interesting.

Serve colorful foods, for exam­
ple red and green vegetables, 
yellow and red apples. Ask younger 
children to identify the colors.

PAMPA - September is a good 
tim e for Social Security  
beneficiaries who work to make 
any necessary changes in their ear­
nings estimates.

Benefit checks for retirees and 
other people who get Social Securi­
ty (except disability) are affected 
by earnings limits which restrict 
the amount a person can work and 
still set all his or her checks.

Different rules apply to people 
who get disability and start to 
work.

Other beneficiaries who work file 
an earnings estimate each year in 
April, but estimates should be up­
dated during the year if there is a 
change such as a raise or more 
hours of work.

When you work, you should save 
your pay stubs or some other 
record of your earnings. Then 
anytime during the year If it looks 
like your earnings will be higher or 
lower than your estimate, you 
should call us to report the change. 
This will help keep the amount of 
your benefit checks right.

We can take all the information 
over the telephone or you may stop 
by the Social Security office 
located at 125 South Gillespie in 
Pampa. The toll-free telephone
