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Hunters Warned: Quail Carry West Nile

News

Researchers have discovered the West
Nile virus in scaled quail in the Texas
Panhandle.

Last month in Potter County, Brad Dab-
bert, a researcher and professor at Texas
Tech University, and his team recovered
the carcass of a scaled - or blue - uail,
whose bloodstream contained antibodies
created during infection by the West Nile
VITUuS.

"This is the first known case of West
Nile in scaled quail," Dabbert said.

So far, Dabbert said, "there is no
known, measurable effect on quail popu-
lations in Texas. However, it is something
we must look at out of prudence."

To do this, Dabbert and his colleagues
in the Quail-Tech Alliance plan to set up
quail ranches in each of the 38 Rolling
Plains counties, including Taylor County.
At these ranches, quail will be trapped,
examined, tagged and released.

With quail season opening Saturday,
what does this mean for hunters?

It's too early to tell, experts said, but
hunters are advised to take precautions to
avoid exposure to the disease. Being a
blood-borne pathogen, it is difficult for
the West Nile virus to pass from an in-
fected bird to a human, health experts
said. However, the process of cleaning the
downed quarry could provide a possible
vehicle for transmission.

The first step, then, is simply to avoid
infected fowl, officials said.

If a bird is "flying normally, the bird is
probably healthy," said Kathy McGinty,
an Abilene-based Texas Parks and
Wildlife biologist.

Qiang Xu, an assistant professor of bi-
ology at Abilene Christian University and
an expert on mosquito-borne illnesses,
agreed, saying that "usually, infected birds

are not as active," '

The second step is to "wash your hands
and wear gloves when cleaning,"
McGinty said.

The third line of defense is in the
kitchen.

McGinty said that "cooking meat prop-
erly will usually kill the virus; mourning
doves contract it as well, and there hasn't
been too much of a problem."

About the virus itself, Xu said, "The
West Nile virus is serious, but it is not as
terrible as many think."

He noted that "95 percent of infected
humans will not show symptoms; 4 per-
cent will show cold-like symptoms:
headache, fever, etc,, and only 1 percent
will show significant symptoms, such as
meningitis or encephalitis."

Furthermore, he said the virus cannot
be transmitted from one human to another
and 1s "much more likely to be transmit-
ted from a mosquito that has fed on an in-
fected bird," than from infected game.

years of bitter war, the Al-
lied powers signed a cease-
fire agreement (an
armistice) with Germany at
Rethiondes, France on No-
vember 11, 1918, bringing
World War I to a close. The
“war to end all wars” was
over.

November 11, 1919 was
set aside as Armistice Day
in the United States, to re-
member the sacrifices that
men and women made dur-
ing World War I in order to
ensure a lasting peace. On
Armistice Day, soldiers
who survived the war
marched in a parade
through their home towns.
Politicians and veteran offi-
cers gave speeches and held
ceremonies of thanks for
peace they had won.

Armistice Day officially
received its name in the
United States in 1926
through a Congressional
resolution. It became a na-
tional holiday 12 years
later. Congress voted
Armistice Day a federal
holiday in 1938, 20 years
after the war ended, but
Americans realized that the
previous war would not be
the last one. World War II
began the following year
and nations great and small

a%ain participated in a
bloody struggle. After the
Second World  War,

Armistice Day continued to
be observed on November
11.

In 1953 townspeople in
Emporia, Kansas called the
holiday Veterans’ Day in
gratitude to the veterans in
their town. Soon after,
Congress passed a bill in-
troduced by a Kansas con-
gressman renaming the
federal holiday to Veterans’
Day. Beginning in 1954, the
United States designated
November 11 as Veterans’
Day to honor veterans of all
U.S. wars. 1971 President
Nixon declared it a federal
holiday on the second Mon-
day in November. Most
groups continued to ob-
serve it on the actual 11th,
so in 1978, congress re-
stored the federal holiday to
November 11th.

Americans still give
thanks for peace on Veter-
ans’ Day. There are cere-
monies and speeches and at
11 a.m., most Americans
observe a moment of si-
lence - remembering those
who fought for peace.

After the United States’
involvement in the Vietnam
War, the emphasis on holi-
day activities has shifted.
There are fewer military pa-
rades and ceremonies. Vet-
erans gather at the Vietnam
Veteran’s Memorial in
Washington, D.C. to place
gifts and stand quiet vigil at
the names of their friends
and relatives who fell in the
Vietnam War. Families who
have lost sons and daugh-
ters in war turn their
thoughts more toward

eace and the avoidance of
uture wars.

At present we think and
pray for the veterans of the
Persian Gulf War and hope
for peace and withdrawal
soon. A salute to all Veter-
ans and Serviceman. God
Bless!

Republicans enjoy
swath of victories
on Election Day

AUSTIN — Republican
candidates in the Nov. 2
election picked up 21 seats
in the Texas House of Rep-
resentatives and voters “re-
hired” incumbent Gov.
Rick Perry for a third con-
secutive four-year term.

Perry outpaced former
Houston Mayor Bill White,
a Democrat, with a 13-point
margin of victory, claiming
55 percent of the nearly 5
million ballots cast to
White’s 42 percent.

Now, the GOP claims 99
seats in the 150-seat Texas
House to the Democrats’
51. No incumbent Republi-
can House member lost
their seat. Here is the list of
incumbent Democrats who
lost theirs to Republican
challengers, as follows:

Stephen Frost of New
Boston, to George Laven-
der; Mark Homer of Paris,
to Erwin Cain; Jim
McReynolds of Lufkin, to
James White; Solomon
Ortiz Jr. of Corpus Christi,
to Raul Torres; Abel Her-
rero of Robstown, to Con-
nie Scott; Yvonne
Gonzalez-Toureilles  of
Alice, to Jose Aliseda;
Patrick Rose of Dripping
Springs, to Jason Isaac;
Valinda Bolton of Austin, to
Paul Workman; Donna
Howard of Austin, to Dan
Neil; Diana Maldonado of
Round Rock, to Larry Gon-
zales; Jim Dunnam of
Waco, to Marva Beck; Joe
Moody of El Paso, to Dee
Margo:; Joe Heflin of Hale
Center, to Jim Landtroop;
Paula Pierson of Arlington,
to Barbara Nash; Chris
Turner of Arlington, to Bill
Zedler; Robert Miklos of
Mesquite, to. Cindy Burkett;
Carol Kent of Dallas, to
Stephani Carter; Kirk Eng-
land of Grand Prairie, to
Rodney E. Anderson; Allen
Vaught of Dallas, to Ken-
neth Sheets; David Mc-
Quade Leibowitz of San
Antonio, to John V. Garza;
Kristi Thibaut of Galveston,
to Jim Murphy; and Ellen
Cohen of Houston, to Sarah
Davis.

In the 31-seat Texas Sen-
ate, the GOP’s edge over
Democrats in the Senate re-
mains at 19-12. No incum-
bent lost to a challenger,
and Democrat Jose R. Ro-
driguez of El Paso won the
Senate District 29 race to
succeed a retiring Democ-
rat, Sen. Eliot Shapleigh.

Lt. Gov. David De-
whurst, Attorney General
Greg Abbott, Comptroller
of Public Accounts Susan
Combs and Land Commis-
sioner Jerry Patterson,
Agriculture Commissioner
Todd Staples — all Republi-

cans — were reelected. Each
outdistanced their Demo-
cratic rivals by comfortable
margins.

In State Board of Educa-
tion races, Dist. 1 incum-
bent Democrat Rene Nunez
lost to Republican Carlos
“Charlie” Garza. Elected to
other SBOE seats were
Dist. 3 Democrat Michael
Soto; Dist. 9 Republican
Thomas Ratliff; Dist. 10
Republican Marsha Famney;
and Dist. 11 Republican
George M. Clayton.

In the U.S. Congressional
District contests, Republi-
can challengers unseated
three Democratic incum-
bents: U.S. Rep. Chet Ed-
wards, D-Waco, lost to
Republican Bill Flores;
U.S. Rep. Ciro Rodriguez,
D-San Antonio, lost to Re-
publican Francisco “Quico”
Canseco; Solomon Ortiz,
D-Corpus Christi, lost to
Republican Blake Faren-
thold.

Republican candidates
also enjoyed a sweep of the
Texas Supreme Court and
Courts of Criminal Appeals
races.

Speaker receives
enough pledges

State Rep. Joe Straus, R-
San Antonio, who was first
elected speaker of the Texas
House in January 2009, has
been collecting pledges in
support of his candidacy to
serve a second term as
speaker. So far, he said, he’s
received pledges from all
but about 20 members.

State Reps. Leo Berman,
R-Tyler, and Warren
Chisum, R-Pampa have
been working to relieve
Straus of the speakership.

They’ve indicated that
Straus, who enjoyed ample
support from Democrats in
the 2009 legislative session,
did not push the Republican
agenda hard enough to suit
them or a number of con-
servative interest groups.

AGs file against health
care law

Texas Attorney General
Greg Abbott and 19 other
state attorneys general and
governors on Nov, 5 filed a
legal brief urging the fed-
eral district court in Pen-
sacola, Fla., to strike down
the Patient Protection and
Affordable Care Act.

The brief alleges the act
violates the U.S. Constitu-
tion on several grounds be-
cause it forces all
Americans to obtain and
maintain federally ap-
proved health insurance
coverage or pay a penalty.

Seguin lawmaker dies
in Austin

Rep. Edmund Kuempel.
R-Seguin, died of a heart
attack in Austin on Nov. 4.
He was 67.

The popular lawmaker
had served in the Texas
House since 1983. He suf-
fered an earlier heart attack
while working at the Capi-
tol during the 2009 legisla-
tive session.

Burial was in the Texas
State Cemetery on Nov. 9.

When
he returned home, he had a
backhaul because he was
taking lumber back for a
new house. He now had ten
children.

He had the help again of
Lee and Dave. EImo would
have been 13 when the
house was finished, so we
can imagine he helped, too.
The house was a ten room
two-story frame house.
This musical family liked to
entertain, so it was a happy
day when two mules were
traded for an organ.

Later, Elmo and Eliza-
beth McClellan raised their
six children in the home.
The parents died, and the
children had other homes or
moved away, and the old
house waited for Tracy and
Steve.

It took the Spearman
Lynx less than two minutes
to score on their initial pos-
session on a busted play
that produced a 45-yard run
by quarterback Blayne
Schroeder.

On Tulia's fifth play from
scrimmage, a fumble re-
sulted in a 56-yard return
for a TD by Spearman's
Cameron Meddock with
just more than three min-
utes elapsed.

Those two big plays
completely swung the
game's momentum in favor
of Spearman, which went
on to claim a 42-7 win
against the Hornets that se-
cured a playoff berth out of
District 1-2A Division II.

Tulia, which overcame a
winless season in 2009 that
resulted in the forfeiture of
the team's final four games,
played this important game
without starting quarter-
back Zack Johnson and re-
ceiver Laith LeMaster.

Johnson, who threw for
2,000 yards this season and
was the team's leader, suf-
fered a concussion a week
earlier against Abernathy,
while LeMaster suffered a
knee injury that will require
surgery.

As a result of the two
being out, the Hornets sim-
ply were never able to sus-
tain anything offensively.
They were held to 197
yards total offense and just
seven first downs. They
didn't score until a minute
remained on a 50-yard pass
from freshman John Mar-
tinez to Jeremy Garcia, who
went over the 1,000-yard
mark in receiving with that
catch.

But by that time, the
Lynx were in front 42-0 and
had the game in their grasp.

"I don't know if the out-
come would have been dif-
ferent," said Spearman head
coach Steve Rodman, "but
[ sure think it would have
been closer.

"We knew coming into
the game those two players
wouldn't be available. Our
kids came out fired up and
ready to play, and we got
off to a good start.

"The fumble recovery for
a TD really was a huge mo-
mentum swing for us. It
gave us a two-touchdown
advantage early, and our
defense kind of took over."

The Lynx wound up with
341 yards total offense,

with 236 of it on the ground
in 52 attempts. Schroeder
completed 6-0f-8 passes for
105 yards and a TD.

Justin Rindlisbacher
scored on runs of 8 and 4
yards in the second quarter
and caught a 40-yard TD
pass with 10 seconds re-
maining before halftime as
the Lynx took a 35-0 lead to
the dressing room.

"It's unfortunate for us
that Zack and Laith weren't
able to play," Tulia first-
year head coach Randy
Scott said. "I think the
would have made a big dif-
ference for us because they
are such a big part of our
offense,

“I can't fault the effort of
our kids. They played as
hard as they could and re-
ally came such a long way
this season.
