Happy Birthday To Us!

Happy 90th birthday to the 
Hansford County Reporter- 
Statesman. The county's grand 
lady of journalism not only marks 
a milestone in publication this 
month but also has the distinction 
of being the oldest continuous 
business in Hansford County.

The Reporter-Statesman traces 
its beginning to the Hansford 
Headlight which was first 
published in old Hansford the 
first Thursday of November in 
1907. The earliest known copies of 
the Headlight date back to 1917 
and are on microfilm in the 
Hansford County Library. In 
these early editions, Hansford is 
a thriving town with at least two 
banks, the 1st. National Bank of

Hansford and the Guaranty State 
Bank. Both have advertisements 
in the publication. Many other 
businesses also have advertising, 
including the Truax Hardware 
Store and the Palo Duro Hotel. 
The Palo Duro Hotel proclaims 
its accessibility just north of the 
Hansford town square. There are 
also advertisem ents from 
Texhoma and Guymon, 
Oklahoma. W rigley's Gum, 
taunting its fame with the quote 
"the flavor lasts," is the only 
currently existing product 
advertised.

Other features of the early 
years of the Headlight are 
weekly installments of a book by 
Robert Ames Bennett called the 
Quarterbreed, A Modern Indian

Lynx Bash Boys Ranch
The Spearman Lynx earned 

their berth at the Bi-District 
playoffs with their defeat over 
Boys Ranch last Friday night. 
The Lynx dominated Boys Ranch 
throughout the game, with the 
final score being 47-9.

The Lynx earned 335 rushing 
yards and 10 passing yards, for a 
total of 345, compared to the 
Roughriders' 156 total yards.

Michael Lusby scored three 
touchdown runs and five extra 
point kicks. Aaron Winegarner 
scored two touchdown runs, Brian 
Black had one touchdown 
reception, and Dusty Barber had 
a touchdown run, for a total of 47 
points.

Offensive players of the week 
were Aaron Winegarner, 165 lb. 
sophomore quarterback, and 
Landon Miller, 185 lb. junior tight
end.

Winegarner rushed for 48 yards 
on seven carries and scored two

touchdowns. He completed one 
pass for 10 yards and one 
touchdown. He scored 97% on the 
film.

Miller scored 94% on the film 
grade.

Defensive players of the week 
were Brian Howell, 185 lb. senior 
linebacker, and Clint Goodman, 
175 lb. senior safety.

Howell had six unassisted 
tackles, eight assisted tackles 
and one pass interception.

Goodman had one unassisted 
tackle, six assisted tackles, and 
forced one fumble.

Michael Lusby added 132 yards 
on 22 carries, giving him a total of 
1837 yards on 248 carries for the 
year.

The Lynx ended their regular 
season with 2922 rushing yards, 
411 passing yards, for a total of 
3333 total yards. They allowed a 
total of 990 rushing yards, 1396

Pringle-Morse Community Building

Pringle-M orse C om m unity B u ild ing

The communities of Pringle and 

Morse are very proud of a big 
accomplishment! On Sunday, 
November 16, 1997 at 12:30 p.m., 
everyone is invited to bring a dish 
and come join us as we celebrate 
the official opening of the long 
awaited, new Community 
Building.

This building project began back 
in 1993. The location of the new 
building is on the south side of 
Main Street in Morse. It has a 
generous 3800 square feet plus a 
modern kitchen and ample 
storage areas.

Morton Buildings erected the 
shell, and Mike Curry was the 
contractor. Curry allowed the 
community to finish up the inside 
work with volunteer labor. Many 
people in the community helped 
by pouring cement, insulating, 
painting, staining woodwork, 
putting cabinets together, 
mopping and waxing, cleaning,

Reservation Story. A later book, 
The Real Adventure, is also 
published in parts in the weekly 
tabloid. Due to the absence of 
television news, much of the body 
of the paper is devoted to 
national news. In the May 11, 
1917, edition, an article under the 
heading "You Believe in God, 
Then Outwardly Manifest It by 
Coming to Church" is featured on 
the front page. In a November 
edition of the same year, a letter 
written by a former Hansford 
resident, Tom Burges, stationed at 
Camp Bowie, Company 6 of the 
142nd Infantry in Fort Worth, 
Texas is prominently displayed on 
the front page. In the letter, 
Burges states "the Hansford 
Headlight is a welcome visitor. It 
is just like getting a letter from 
home."

The Hansford Headlight 
became known as the Hansford 
Reporter when the paper was 
moved to Spearman in 1919. In 
searching the microfilm of the 
Hansford H eadlight's last 
edition on December 12, 1919 and 
the microfilm of the Hansford

Reporter's first edition on 
December 19, 1919; no mention is 
made of the name change. The 
newspaper simply changed 
locations and names with no 
public explanation given.

The newspaper continued under 
the name of the Hansford 
Reporter until April 5, 1990 when 
the Gruver Statesman, which 
had been published as a separate 
entity, merged with the 
Spearman paper to become the 
Hansford County Reporter- 
Statesman.

In the Reporter-Statesman's 90 
years of publication, enormous 
strides have been made in the 
technology and machinery used to 
compile and print the weekly 
publication, but the basic purpose 
of the newspaper remains 
unchanged. The Hansford County 
Reporter-Statesman continues to 
be the chronicle of Hansford 
County and its people, a weekly 
capitulation of news in the time 
capsule of the county, and 
hopefully, as Tom Burges related 
in 1917, "a welcome visitor ...a 
letter from home."

In the first quarter, 
Jim Potts made a surprise 12-yard 
run and scored a touchdown for the 
Greyhounds.

In 
the second quarter, Potts also 
threw a 40-yard scoring pass to 
Buster McLain in the end zone 
giving Gruver a 21 point lead at 
the end of the first half.

The Greyhounds didn't let up in 
the second half either. Jim Potts 
continued to throw well and got in 
a 20 yard pass to Brant Armes to 
give G ruver yet another 
touchdown. Gruver ended their 
scoring triumph in the fourth 
quarter as Bray Armes kicked a 
20-yard field goal to give Gruver 3 
more points.

focus On ffit family
QUESTION: Regarding relationships between the 

sexes, do you favor a 50-50 arrangement in the 
husband-wife interaction?

D R . D O B S O N : Yes, but let me offer two opinions 
about the ideal relationship between husbands and 
wives that may clarify my viewpoint.

First, because of the fragile nature of the male ego 
and a man s enormous need to be respected, combined 
with female vulnerability and a woman’s need to be 
loved, I feel it is a mistake to tamper with the time- 
honored relationship of husband as loving protector 
and wife as recipient of that protection.

Second, because two captains sink the ship and two 
cooks spoil the broth, I feel that a family must have a 
leader whose decisions prevail in times of differing 
opinions. If I understand Judeo-Christian traditions 
correctly, that role has been assigned to the man of the 
house.

However, he must not incite his crew to mutiny by 
heavy-handed disregard for his wife's and children's 
feelings and needs. He should, in fact, put the best 
interests of his family above his own, even to the 
point of death, if necessary.

Other combinations of husband-wife teamwork 
have been successful in individual families, but I've 
seen many complications occurring in marriages where 
the man was passive, weak and lacking in qualities of 
leadership. None of the modern alternatives has 
improved on the traditional masculine role.

from 9:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m. on 
Saturdays. From 3:00 p.m. until 
closing, time may be reserved in 
15 minute increments. No more 
than two consecutive time slots 
may be reserved in advance. If 
you do not call ahead and reserve 
a time, the Internet computer is 
available on a first come, first 
served basis.

Those using the Internet 
terminal will not have a time 
limit assigned, but agree, as a 
condition of use, that if anyone 
else is waiting to use the Internet, 
they will make the terminal 
available within 20 minutes of 
being informed that another 
patron is requesting the computer.

We are asking parents to come 
in with their children when the 
children want or need to use the 
Internet. There is a lot of 
material out there and readily 
available. The library staff 
cannot legally control what your 
child accesses - only you can do 
that!

Another question that comes up 
frequently is about sending or 
receiving E-mail via our Internet 
access at the library.

If there is a book that you are 
interested in reading that we do 
not have in our collection, we will 
be happy to order it for you 
through interlibrary loan. This 
usually takes about five to seven 
working days, and the only charge 
is postage (one-way only).

We order about 500 to 600 books 
each year for our patrons so please 
let us know if we can help you in 
this way. Even though we have 
over 22,500 volumes, we cannot buy 
everything we would like to, and 
this service provides those that 
we do not have in-house.

If you haven't visited your 
public library in a while, come by 
and see how we have changed! I 
often tell people that the library 
is the best bargain in town so come 
by and take advantage of it!
