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Shut ou t C rosbyton, 27  - 0 . . .

Lynx win secon d  p layoff gam e
The “iron men” of the Spearmarf 

Lynx varsity football team moved in­
to the third round of the state 
playoffs with a 27-0 shutout of the 
Crosbyton Chiefs a t Kimbrough 
Stadium Friday night, Nov. 22.

The term “iron man” is used by 
Lynx coach Don Mullins to refer to a 
player who plays both offense and 
defense during a game. Almost the 
whole Lynx team is made up of “iron 
men,” who showed their mettle Fri­
day night by first stopping the Chiefs’ 
running game on defense and then 
scoring 27 points on offense.

The Lynx defense served notice on 
te Chiefs by stopping Crosbyton’s 
opening drive on the Lynx .14 yard 
line. They tried a field goal that miss­
ed.

The Chiefs had moved the ball 52 
yards to the Lynx 12 yard line. They 
had third down and 5 yards for a 
first. On the next play. Lynx tackle

Chad Davis (74) broke through the 
Chiefs’ line and tackled the ball car­
rier for a two yard loss.

The Chiefs got inside the Lynx 30 
yard line only two other times the 
rest of the night, once in the second 
quarter and again in the third 
quarter. In the second quarter the 
Lynx forced the Chiefs to give up the 
ball by stopping them from getting a 
first down in four plays from the 
Lynx 13 yard line.

In the tliird quarter Lynx tackle 
Tim Kizziar sacked the Chiefs’ 
quarterback for a 14 yard loss on a 
fourth down and 7 pass play on the 
Lynx 27 yard line.

On defense Kizziar did a good job. 
His defensive performance rated 
highest of all the Lynx defensive 
players, according to Mullins’ player 
rating system. Tim Dooley rated se­
cond highest on the defensive rating 
system.

Dooley added to his defensive 
rating when he intercepted a 
Crosbyton pass and returned it 63 
yards for a Lynx touchdown. This 
came on the Chiefs’ first possession of 
the second half.

Also intercepting a Chief pass was 
Chris Strawn, in the second quarter. 
He picked the pass off on the Lynx 33 
yard line and returned it to the 
Chiefs’ 49 yard line. This eventually 
led to the Lynx’ second TD.

Brian Beck picked off an errant 
Crosbyton pass late in the fourth 
quarter. The Chiefs had recovered a 
Lynx fumble on the Lynx 43 yard 
line, and moved the ball on the 
ground to the 33 yard line They then 
tried two passes toward the Lynx 
goal line.

Beck got the second one by jump­
ing up in front of the intended 
receiver and stretching out and pull­
ing the ball in. The Crosbyton player 
tried to knock the ball loose by pull­
ing down on Beck’s shoulders, caus­
ing him to land hard on his bade and 
shoulders. He held on to the ball, 
however, and the Lynx had the ball 
on their own 3 yard line.

The Lynx’ first TD resulted from a 
drive that started in the first quarter 
and ended in the second. Dooley end­
ed an 11-play drive covering 80 yards, 
when he ran the ball the last 11 yards 
for the TD. Brandon Rex kicked the 
first of three straight good point-after 
attempts to make the score 7-0.

On the Chiefs’ next possession, 
Strawn picked off the Chief pass and 
returned it to the Cheifs’ 49 yard line. 
From there the Lynx started a drive 
that ended eight plays later, with 
Lynx running back Brian Beck bowl­
ing over the goal line from the 2 yard 
line.

It was only fitting that Beck get the 
TD, as he accounted for most of the 
yardage in the drive. The drive 
started with a pass completion to 
Lynx tight end Cody Pipkin from 
Khris Kelp. Then it was Beck twice 
for a first down plus two yards, and 
Dooley for eight more and another 
first on the Cheifs’ 23 yard line. Then 
it was Beck four times in a row, and
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It was team defense, such as that shown 
here, that shut down the Crosbyton Chiefs’ of­
fense.

During their regular meeting on 

Monday, Nov. 25, the Hansford Coun­
ty Commissioners appointed a new 
member to the Hansford County Ap­
praisal District Board, according to 
County Judge Jim  Brown.

Sun ray. The new plant is located 12 
miles northeast of Dumas in Moore 
County.

Ground breaking ceremonies took 
place when Maxus CEO Charles 
Blackburn, Sunray Mayor Dow 
Brewer and Dumas Mayor Brent 
Futrell turned dirt for the new facili­
ty. A tour of the site was conducted 
following brief remarks by the three 
men.

The new gas plant, which is 
scheduled for completion in January 
199C, will process gas from eight

Texas counties, including Moore, 
Sherman, Hansford, Ochiltree, 
Lipscomb, Hemphill, Roberts and 
Hutchinson. The plant will have a 
processing capacity of 160 million 
cubic feet per day. The new facility 
will use cold-box technology, which 
will allow natural gas liquids 
recovery, nitrogen rejection and 
helium recovery.

Taking part in the ceremony were 
Steve Crowell, senior vice president 
of Maxus’ North American explora­
tion and production, State Rep. 
David Swinford and State Sen. Teel 
Bivins, along with other local 
dignitaries.

O ctober jobless rate rises
The unem ploym ent ra te  in 

Hansford County took a slight up­
ward turn from September’s 3 per­
cent rate to a rate of 3.3 percent in 
October, according to figures from 
the Texas Employment Commission.

TEC figures show that during the 
month of October, Hansford County 
had a civilian labor force of 3,667 per­
sons, compared with September’s 
total of 3,784. In October there were 
3,547 persons with jobs and 120 
without jobs. September figures 
showed that there were 3,671 
employed persons and 113 jobless.

Statewide, the October jobless rate 
for Texas is 7.2 percent, up from 6.4 
percent in September. TEC Commis­
sioner Mary Scott Nabers said that 
compared to years past, the October 
rate is unusual. “We did not expect it 
to be so high. In fact, one has to look 
back four years to find an October

* * * * *
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rate this high,” she said.
TTie current rate Ls also the highest 

monthly rate since August 1989.
The number of job openings listed 

with the Texas Employment Com­
mission mirrors the same trend. Job 
listings grew steadily from 423,610 
openings in the year ending June 
1987, to 477,593 openings in June 1988, 
to 533,542 openings in June 1989, to 
635,435 openings in June 1990. 
However, that trend came to a sharp 
halt this year ending with only 506,261 
openings, an approximate 20 percent 
decline.

‘With more people out of work we 
need more job listings, now fewer,” 
Nabers said. “Both trends are going 
in the wrong direction.

While wages are reportedly rising 
slowly, the numbers are deceiving. 
As of September 1991, the average 
weekly wage in Texas manufactur­
ing was $465.86, up $28.21 from last 
year’s annual weekly average. 
However, the s ta te  is losing 
manufacturing jobs rapidly and the 
weekly wage average continues to be 
less relevant every year.

“Wages in most service sectors are 
not so high and that is where all the 
job growth is occurring,” Nabers 
said.

Only 36,000 nonfarm salaried jobs 
were created in Texas in October. 
Over 80 percent of this increase was 
due to final staffing of public and 
private schools and colleges for the 
fall semester. These gains pushed 
government job growth up substan­
tially over the month. Along with 
continued growth in health services, 
the seasonal increase in private 
education also generated a sizeable 
increase in services.

Em ployers in construction , 
transportation and public utilities 
created moderate growth in October. 
These gains were partially offset by 
continued declines in manufacturing, 
mining, finance, insurance and real 
estate.

Cooking Nutritious and Delicious 
For the Holidays

Nowadays, most people know to 
cook with less fat, but a few 
guidelines are needed. Cooking 
nutritious and delicious meals re­
quires learning small, but significant 
changes in food selection and 
preparation.

Misconceptions are that delicious 
foods cannot be low in fa t, 
cholesterol, sodium, sugar or 
calories. However, tasty, family 
meals that are low in calories and fat 
and high in nutrition can be 
prepared. Plus, good eating habits 
and better health are the results.

Learn to recognize rich and heavy 
foods and to modify and balance the 
meal with lighter ones. Reducing fat 
doesn’t  have to involve abrupt 
changes in eating patterns.

These simple cooking tips can help 
you modify your favorite recipes:
• Whenever possible, cook with little 
or no added fat.

• When roasting or broiling, use a 
rack in the pan to drain off excess 
fat.

• Avoid high fat cream sauces, 
mayonnaise and dressings. Fat can 
be reduced by a third in gravies, 
sauces, puddings and quick breads.

• Cut back on fatty meat products. 
Always choose the leanest cuts of 
meat. Remove skin from poultry.

• Trim off excess fat from fatty 
meat products.

• Use skim milk or low-fat milk in 
soups and gravies. Substitute low-fat 
yogurt when recipes call for cream.

• Use whipped low-fat cottage 
cheese in place of sour cream or 
mayonnaise. Yogurt or cottage 
cheese may be substituted for sour 
cream in some recipes for sauces, 
dips, dressings and main dishes.

• Substitute vinegar, wine or broth 
for oil-based marinades. Try lemon 
juice on salads instead of heavy 
dressings.

• Avoid adding salt or reduce it by 
half. Instead, add more herbs and 
spices to increase flavor.

• Substitute two egg whites for one 
whole egg when recipes call for eggs.

• Avoid deep-fat frying.
• Skim off fat from soups, sauces 

and stews.
• Use generous amounts of fresh

vegetables and fruits. Fruits and ber­
ries can replace desserts and can 
satisfy your need for sweets.

• Omit sugar and other sweet pro­
ducts as much as possible. Sugar can 
be reduced by a third in many holi­
day desserts. If a recipe calls for 1 
cup sugar, for example, use two- 
thirds cup. This works best in fruit- 
based recipes and in making pud­
dings and custards. The sugar in 
cookies and cakes can also be reduc­
ed, but requires some experimenting 
to find an appropriate level.

• To increase fiber intake, 
substitute whole grain flour for one- 
fourth to one-half of the refined flour 
in holiday baking. If a recipe calls for 
3 cups of all-purpose flour, use three- 
fourths whole grain flour and 2 1/4 
cups all-purpose flour.

• Read labels when buying canned 
and packaged food products. I/x)k 
for ingredients that add fat, sodium 
and calories.

Now is a good time to try modify­
ing favorite holiday recipes for 
healthier alternatives to hand down 
as part of your family tradition. 
Parents and Teachers 
Must Be In Touch

All across the country, parents are 
playing a significant role in improv­
ing the quality of schools. Member­
ship in Parent Teachers Associations 
declined from its high in 1963, but has 
now rebounded. The change is due 
partly to increased school enroll­
ment, but the bigger reason, resear­
chers say, is that parents have decid­
ed that their children’s schooling is 
too important to leave solely to pro­
fessionals and politicians.

Parent-teacher relationships need 
to be nurtured. Teachers need train­
ing in parent education, and parents 
need guidance in learning the best 
ways to cooperate with the school.

The key to success is not radically 
shifting power from professionals 
and school boards to parents. Rather, 
it is finding ways to share power.

Building a parent-teacher alliance 
takes mutual respect, good com­
munication and an understanding 
that you’re on the same side. 
Sometimes conflict between parents 
and teachers arises when parents 
carry unconscious baggage about 
their own childhood into their child’s 
classroom.

As in all relationships, communica­
tion is of enormous importance. Both 
parents and teachers need to talk -  to 
attempt to share with each other con­
flicts, problems and vulnerabilities 
that are part of all our lives. If 
parents feel as though they are retur­
ning to a not-always-joyful childhood 
when they walk into a school as an 
adult, they need to face these feel­
ings. If a teacher goes into con­
ference distracted and depressed, 
she may need to share her problem, 
for example, if her mother is dying of 
cancer.

Dealing with differences, having 
respect as a common goal and 
developing creative solutions to pro­
blems together help strengthen 
parent-teacher relationships. There 
are far more examples of excellent 
parent-teacher relationships than 
there are of failures. Positive interac­
tion and empowerment is beneficial 
for parents, teachers and children.

Pumpkin isn’t only for pies. It can 
be prepared by steaming, blanching, 
sauteing, baking and even stir- 
frying. Once cooked, pumpkin can be 
pureed for use in soups and stews. 
You can stuff baked pumpkin halves 
with meat, rice and vegetable mix­
tures. You can add grated pumpkin 
to poultry stuffings for added color 
and taste. In most any recipe calling 
for pumpkin, you can substitute 
winter squash such as acorn, butter­
nut or Hubbard.

Cervical
can cer
declines

HOUSTON - An abnormal Pap 
smear used to mean one terrifying 
diagnosis: cancer. But a gynecologic 
cancer specialist at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston says that is not 
necessarily true any more.

“Thanks to advances in pathology, 
we have improved our ability to 
diagnose and treat pre-can cerous 
conditions in the cervix,” said Dr. 
Alan L. Kaplan, Baylor professor of 
obstetrics and gynecology. “As a 
result, we are seeing cervical cancer 
rates decline.”

Physicians can now detect abnor­
mal cells in the cervical lining before 
cancer has time to develop, Kaplan 
said.

Instead of hearing the dreaded 
diagnosis of “cancer” when a Pap 
smear is judged abnormal, women 
are hearing doctors say “dysplasia,” 
a term describing cell abnormalities 
identified with pre-cancerous condi­
tions in the cervical lining.

Once diagnosed, most pre-cancers 
are easily treated in the doctor’s of­
fice using a laser or a freezing pro­
cedure called cryotherapy.

However, Kaplan said, occasional­
ly it is necessary to perform a minor 
surgical procedure called a cone 
biopsy. Most doctors do this as out­
patient surgery.

“The cure rate for these pre- 
cancers is 100 percent and we see on­
ly a 5 to 10 percent recurrence rate,” 
Kaplan said. ‘The key to keeping 
cervical cancer rates on the decline is 
making sure we get the opportunity 
to detect cell abnormalities early.”

Most gynecologists recommend an­
nual Pap smears for women under 
age 35. Older women and those whose 
medical histories put them at high 
risk for cervical cancer should see 
their doctors every six to 12 months.

“A Pap smear is so simple, ac­
curate and easy to perform,” Kaplan 
said. “With regular Pap smears and 
gynecologic exams, a woman today 
has much less reason to worry about 
developing cancer than her mother 
did.”

Tie Early Childhood Intervention 
program at Region XVI Education 
Service Center in Amarillo is seeking 
area children who are eligible to 
receive its free services.

“Any child with a significant 
developmental delay or who has a 
biological condition that places 
him/her at risk for developmental 
delay is eligible for ECI services,” 
Judith Pepper, Region SVI ECI pro­
gram coordinator, said.

ECI services are for children at 
birth through 2 years of age. The 
Early Childhood program is for 3- to 
5-year-olds.

More than 260,000 families in Texas 
have children under 6 who have a 
developmental delay or a biological 
condition that places them at ride of 
developmental delay, Pepper said. 
“These families often face enormous 
challenges in finding services, 
meeting medical expenses and car­
ing for their children,” she said.

ECI/ECE services, provided at no 
cost, include screening and evalua­
tions, physical, occupational, speech 
and language therapy, activities to 
improve cognitive social skills and 
training in self-help skills for 
children. Families are also provided 
training in how to help their children, 
support through parent groups and 
counseling as needed.

To help determine if a child 
q u a lifies  fo r serv ices , free  
developmental screenings have been 
scheduled at Dalhart, Perryton, 
Pampa, Dumas and Borger. Screen­
ing schedule includes:

Dec. 4,10 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. at Per­
ryton National Bank Community 
Room;

Dec. 18,10 a.m. to 2 p jn . at Pampa 
Lovett Memorial Library, Communi­
ty Room, 111 Houston;

Jan. 29,10 a jn . to 3 p.m. in the Mes­
quite Room of the Fine Arts Building 
at Frank Phillips College, Borger.

Farm ers to report w ages
by Virginia DeWitt 
SSA branch manager

PAMPA - Farmers and anyone 
who works in farm jobs during the 
harvest season should be aware of 
the special rules that affect reporting 
of farm wages.

Farm  workers get Social Security 
credit for their cash wages, 
regardless of how many days they 
work or how much they earn, if their 
employer pays $2,500 or more a year 
for agricultural labor. However, 
there are two instances when the far­
mhand must earn at least $150 in 
order to be covered:

• If the employer spends less than 
$2,500 for agricultural labor, the 
worker is still covered as long as he 
or she was paid at least $150 during 
the reporting year.

• When a farmhand is a seasonal 
worker, commutes to work from 
home, is paid on a piecerate basis, 
and was employed as an agricultural 
worker for less than 13 weeks during 
the preceding calendar year, the 
employer must report his or her 
wages only if the employer pays him 
or her at least $150 during the year, 
regardless of the total amount of 
wages the employer pays.

Reporting wages is essential to the 
worker’s long-range financial plann­
ing. It Ls the only way he or she can 
earn Social Security credits. With 
enough credits, usually 40, the 
worker and his or her family will be 
eligible for Social Security benefits 
when he or she retires, dies or

AUSTIN - Adding a vocabulary 

component to the high school spelling 
contest and placing an amendment 
on a referendum ballot to member 
schools that would eliminate the age 
rule for academic, music, and fine 
arts competition, highlighted the re­
cen t an n u a l U n iversity  In ­
terscholastic league’s Legislative 
Council meeting.

All proposals passed by the 
24-member Legislative Council, must 
have Texas State Board of Education 
approval before going into effect.

“Hie vocabulary component is 
designed to help students learn more 
about words and their correct usage, 
thus enriching a student’s word 
power,” said Janet Wiman, UIL 
academic director. “We are just ad­
ding a new dimension to the event 
and renaming it the Spelling and 
Vocabulary.”

If the referendum ballot on the age 
rule returns to the UIL with a 
favorable recommendation and if ap­
proved by the State Board of Educa­
tion, the amendment would no longer 
prohibit a 19-year old from par­
ticipating in academic, music and 
fine arts competition in league ac­
tivities.

The Texas Education Agency in­
itially asked the UIL to study the 
elimination of the age rule. The UIL 
staff determined that the justifica­
tion for keeping the age limit in 
athletics - safety of participants - 
does not apply to academic, music 
and fine arts competitors.

“The legislative Council, along 
with the Texas Education Agency, 
believes that the benefits to be gain­
ed by these students from participa­
tion in UIL events outweighs the-, 
negative effects, such as displacing 
other students who are following a 
normal four year progression,” said f

Other proposals passed by the 

I-egislative Council were to:
• allow critiques for disqualified 

one-act play entries and remove 
from the contest manager the 
responsibility of determining the 
moral acceptability of a play.

• allow the same range of 
penalities for one-act play contest 
currently in force for most other UIL 
events, if directors solicit or accept 
professional aid.

• place the responsibility for inter­
pretation of one-act play language 
and community standards rule in the 
hands of the administration of the 
producing school.

• eliminate the requirement to use 
a blind draw to determine places 
when unbreakable ties occur in in­
dividual speech contests in state 
meet finals only.

• establish a team competition for 
high school accounting.

• establish a team competition for 
high school literary criticism.

• allow for Sunday participation in 
UIL academ ic competition a t 
regional and state level because of 
bad weather or if facilities are not 
operational.

• allow students on a ninth grade 
campus to be combined with 
students in grades 10-12 for UIL 
music competition.

• specify that a student must earn 
a Division I rating at a current UIL 
region solo and ensemble contest to 
be eligible for the Texas State Solo 
and Ensemble Contest.

Hie Legislative Council also in­
structed the UIL staff to release the 
Conference A basketball realignment 
in late January with all the other con­
ferences rather than delaying the 
release until summer.

In other action dealing with

athletics, the legislative Council 
passed:

• delay Issuing football shoes and 
socks by one day in August, 1992.

• conferences 4A and 5A baseball 
playoff games can not be played 
before Wednesday of that week 
unless by mutual consent.

• require schools to get UIL ap­
proval if they plan to use non-SSOA 
certified soccer referees.

• prohibit coaches from organizing 
or administering non-school baseball, 
basketball, football, soccer or 
volleyball teams during the school 
year.

• limit tennis and golf invitational 
tournaments to a maximum of one 
school day per tournament.

• permit a student to return money 
as well as other valuable considera­
tion to regain eligibility.

• change the beginning date for 
soccer season to Jan. 2.

• allow volleyball coaches to issue, 
or place in lockers, practice uniforms 
for students prior to the first practice 
date.

UIL staff was also instructed by 
the Legislative Council to study and 
survey charging admission for all 
scrimmages, permit (but not re­
quire) schools to charge admission 
for scrimmages and a central site for 
the football championships.

You readers familiar with us may 
skip this paragraph, and start with 
the next one. The PCX’ offers services 
to men or women who are victims of 
domestic violence, whether verbal or 
physical. We give counseling, sup­
port, and information to these vic­
tims, plus a shelter to those who feel 
themselves to be in danger at home. 
These services are free of charge. If 
you want information only, call us at 
the office from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. We 
are available for help at any time, 24 
hours a day. Our number is 435-5008. 
For those of you who must call us 
long distance, we have a toll-free 
number: 1-800-753-5308.

Our Executive-Director has recent­
ly attended a seminar under the 
guidance of the Texas Commission 
on Family Violence and has returned 
with a full armor of information and 
ideas. Among the statistics was the 
statement that 250 women are up for 
clemency in Texas for killing their in­
timate “other” in self defense. This is 
a new and landmark fact. Up to this 
point, no woman who had so killed 
was allowed to state or describe the 
horrors to which she had been sub­
jected as mitigating circumstances. 
Sa we’ve gained that much.

On the other hand, in Texas 4,000 
men are imprisoned for killing 
women. Have we gained much?

Several years ago women were ex­
cluded from the Hate Crimes 
Statistics Act because: 1) If women 
were included, the bill would be 
defeated; 2) Crimes against women 
are too numerous to document; 3) 
The seriousness of hate cilrnes would 
be diluted if women are included; 4) 
Violence against women is so much a

part of our culture that no one pays 
any attention to it.

How about that?
When I first heard of Shelters for 

battered women, I wondered what 
good would thirty days in a Safe 
House do the situation? Did I have a 
lot to leam! It is a monumental ser­
vice. And not only that, the workers 
in such organizations are focusing at­
tention on the need for stringent 
measures. If we stay on our toes we 
will truly improve the situation.

Speaking of Shelters: I am very 
proud of the improvements being 
made on our own shelter, through the 
funding from the Meadows Founda­
tion and financial help from the 
Texas Department of Human Ser­
vices. The main benefit of these im­
provements is that it is truly a place 
where clients can comfortably stay 
until their problems have been 
mitigated, even resolved. Would you 
believe that many of the violent men 
truly do not realize that they are 
violent? Especially verbal abusers. 
This is frequently their first oppor­
tunity to realize that they have a ge­
nuine problem that only they can 
change. And it is heartening to know 
that the PCC does have that effect on 
some abusers.

To return to the Shelter: Some of 
you will be buying new furniture for 
Christmas. How about giving your 
discarded furniture to the Shelter? 
For you. it seems old and in need of 
replacement. For the Shelter, it’ll 
give us a face lift. Please think of us 
when you are experiencing “off with 
the old and on with the new!”

We of the PCC thank all of you for 
your support. Have a splendid holi­
day this Thanksgiving!

Traveling with kids
HOUSTON - Over the river and 

through the woods to Grandma’s 
house for the holidays can seem like 
a trip through the Twilight Zone if 
you are traveling with a child.

However, a nutritionist at the 
USDA’s C h ild ren ’s N utrition 
Research Center in Houston believes 
happy trails are in store for 
resourceful parents who know how to 
occupy antsy passengers.

“Traveling as a family can be a lot 
of fun,” said Dr. Corinne Montandon, 
assistant professor of pediatrics at 
Baylor College of Medicine. “There 
are lots of things to do while travel­
ing, and eating is one of them.”

Mobile munchers can wile away 
the miles while cruncing on fresh 
fruit, nuts, popcorn, dry cereal, 
celery sticks, and carrot sticks. (Nuts 
or popcorn should not be given to tots 
younger than 5.)

String cheese, packaged fruit 
snacks, a variety of breads, spreads, 
small boxes of raisins, oatmeal 
cookies, quick breads, crackers, low- 
salt pretzels, and peanut butter- and 
jelly sandwiches also appease car- 
bound critics.

For heartier fare, serve sand­
wiches made with barbecue or lean 
luncheon meats. (Montandon does 
not recommend mayonnaise-based 
offerings, which are susceptible to 
bacterial growth).

A cooler or a styrofoam container 
and commercial ice pack allows the 
traveler to pack a range of foods.
