One Of “America’s Best

Hansford Manor has earned designa-
tion as one of “America’s Best Nursing
Homes” by U.S. News and World Report,
in its February 2010 Special Issue on

The CMS “Five-Star” rating system is
based on facilities’ staffing levels, inspec-
tion results, and performance on 24
“Quality Indicators,” which compare data
on all nursing home residents to state and
national averages.

Quality Indicators include criteria such
as pain management, occurrence of bed-
sores, prevalence of infections and med-
ication management, among others.

US News and World Report also ranked
the “Ten Best” states, and the “Ten Worst”
states, based on the percentage of nursing
homes designated “Five Star” within each
state. Among the lowest ranking states 1s
Texas, with only 9.7 percent of its 1126
homes earning a five-star rating.

According to Hansford Manor Admin-
istrator Anne Snow, many in the eldercare
industry have linked the quality of care in
nursing homes to the amount each state
pays for Medicaid-covered nursing home
care, which varies widely from state to
state. Texas has frequently been cited as
one of the poorest-paying states, which
may help explain its low ranKing by US
News and World Report.

In the Season of Lent we are asked, "Who am | be-

coming?" as we study forgiveness in Joshua 5: 9-12,
Psalm 32, 2 Corinthians 5:

The people of Israel are camped at Gilgal after having
entered the Promised Land. Two things occur here, the
rite of circumcision is re-introduced as a sign of the peo-
ple recognizing that the land is the gift of God. (The
older generation who first performed circumcision
passed away in the desert) and the people celebrate the
Passover, in remembrance of God who led them to the
Promised Land. We are told that the "disgrace of Egypt"
was rolled back at Gilgal. This "disgrace" was the dis-
obedience of those who came out of Egypt, grumbled at
God in the desert and longed for the pleasures of Egypt.
The occurrences at Gilgal are a sign of God's forgive-
ness. In fact the name given the site, Gilgal, is similar to
galloti which means 'rolled away' in Hebrew. The peo-
ples' sin was 'rolled away' by God.

The Psalmist sings a song of thanksgiving, "Happy are
those whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is cov-
ered". Can we say anymore than, Amen!

The Corinthians are
frustrated with Paul because he does not have the pow-
erful fresence and demeanor that they expected from an

e; they are frustrated with Paul because he keeps
writing that he is coming, but he doesn't show up. Paul
responds by reminding the Corinthians that we no longer
see Christ in a human way; we now see the Christ of the
resurrection who has reconciled us with God! Those
who live 'in Christ' are part of a new creation, a creation
that is on-going. If Christ has forgiven us for our mis-
steps, then we must forgive others their missteps. Paul in
seeking reconciliation, teaches us much about 'forgive-

Jesus is teaching the Pharisees about forgiveness in
three parables--the lost sheep, the lost coin, and this
parable, the prodigal son. The Pharisees attitude was,
"There is rejoicing when one sinner is obliterated before
God." Jesus was teaching,
God, himself, rejoice when one sinner returns. When we
read this parable, the youngest son seems to affront the
father, "Give me my inheritance now!" Which is close
to. "I wish you were dead". (In the system of the day, the
eldest son got 2/3 of the father's estate, the youngest 1/3).
The father appears to us as indulgent; he divides his es-
tate between his sons; the father can even appear to us as
foolish for allowing the request. The older son, who has
received the greatest part of the estate, appears unfor-
giving and resentful. The father appears highly credu-
lous when he runs to meet his wayward son, and when
he forgives him even before the son begs to be a servant.
Consider that both of these sons are "lost", both misun-
derstand the working of grace. The story is unresolved
but we see the Father's love for his sons. God is like that.

Perry to face White
in November
general election

AUSTIN — Gov. Rick
Perry fought off two stron
challengers in the March %
Republican Party Frimary.
positioning himself for an
unprecedented third term
as governor of Texas.

By drawing more than
50 percent of the vote,
Perry avoided an April
runoff with his closest
challenger, U.S. Sen. Kay
Bailey Hutchison, who re-
ceived 30.3 percent. New-
comer Debra Medina of
Wharton followed with
18.6 percent.

Combined voter turnout
for the primaries was the
highest since 1992, accord-
ing to the Secretary of
State’s office, with an esti-
mated 2.1 million ballots
cast.

In the Democratic pri-
mary, Houston Mayor Bill
White took 76 percent of
the vote to Houston busi-
nessman Farouk Shami’s
nearly 13 percent, so it will
be Perry versus White in

the November general
election.
Perry, already the

longest-serving governor
in Texas history, advanced
from lieutenant governor
to governor when George
W. Bush left for the White
House in January 2001. He
was reelected in 2002 and
2006 and now looks for-
ward to a record third full
term, but White stands in
his way.

Incumbent Lt. Gov.
David Dewhurst, running
unopposed in the GOP pri-
mary, will face Democrat
Linda Chavez-Thompson
in November. '

Chavez-Thompson, a
long-time labor activist,
got 53 percent of the vote
to former Travis County
District Attorney Ronnie
Earle’s 34 percent. Coming
in third was Austin deli-
catessen owner Marc Katz
with 12 percent.

Other key matchups in
statewide races will in-
clude:

Attorney General Greg
Abbott versus Dallas De-
mocrat Barbara Ann Rad-
nofsky, a Houston attorney
who challenged Hutchison
for her U.S. Senate seat in
2006.

Incumbent State Comp-
troller Susan Combs ran
unopposed in the GOP pri-
mary and no one ran for
the office of comptroller in
the Democratic primary.

County.

Incumbent Agriculture
Commissioner Todd Sta-
les, a Republican, will

Perry on March 1
granted a posthumous par-
don to Timothy Brian
Cole, a Texan who died in
state prison in 1999 while
serving a 25-year sentence
for a 1985 aggravated sex-
ual assault he did not com-
mit.

Perry said he pardoned
Cole after receiving a
unanimous recommenda-
tion to do so from the
Texas Board of Pardons
and Paroles. Mor¢ than a
year earlier, a court ruled
Cole was innocent after
proof was confirmed
through DNA testing.

Cole, who turned down
an offer of parole in ex-
change for admitting guilt,
maintained his innocence

Gruver Hotel
and Coffee Shop

A
room could be rented for
$8 a week.
