nursing home in New York State
As Dr. Bill and Judy worked with
the residents in the facility, they
began to realize that the

isolation of the inform elderly

brought about damage to the
human spirit. In addition to the
medical problems faced by these
Institutionalized individuals,
ht'lpll'\\ln's\, boredom, and
loneliness punctuated their daily
existence

The Eden Alternative attacks
those three plagues through the
introduction to the nursing home
of resident animals, lots of plants,
and the presence of children on a
daily basis. Dr. Thomas created a
vibrant, diverse, and harmonious
environment within his nursing
homes. He calls this changed
environment a “human habitat”
which is directly connected to
residents’ i for
companionship, spontaneity, and
Opportunities to give care.

An additional ¢ omponent of the
human habitat involves a team
management approach in which
employees are empowered to
make decisions and control their
own work schedules. Employee
turnover was reduced by 26%. The
nursing home residents benefit
from a happier staff, not only in
terms of a more congenial
environment, but also in terms of
simply having the same care
providers day after day.
