"I'm certainly hopeful
that the recent easing in tensions between
Iran and the West continues in coming
months, but there are certainly no guar-
antees and few expectations of such.
Having said that, I expect gasoline prices
to move very little in the next week, and
in some areas of the U.S. gasoline prices

may fall this week," DeHaan said.

HISTORICAL MUSINGS

Did you know that Lip-
scomb County has a Sleepy
Hollow? According to
Perry Landers, and submit-
ted by Joanne Watson for
our Volume II History
Book, it was a popular spot
in the ‘20s and *30s. It is a
spring-fed stream banked
by 50 to 60 foot high bluffs.
The land was owned by a
man named Sibetts who al-
lowed people to go there.
Popular spots there were
the Devil’s Slide (a steep
embankment where kids
would sit on their backsides
and slide down the hill) and
the Devil’s Chimney (a
caliche bluff with a hole all
the way through it). People
would build a fire under-
neath it, and the smoke
would go up the hole like a
chimney.

On a Sunday afternoon in
1935, five boys, including
Russell Landers, Kenneth
McAdoo and Charles West,
walked out to Sleepy Hol-

low, which was a common
thing for kids to do on Sun-
day afternoon. What was
not common was the inten-
sity of the approaching dirt
storm approaching. Once
the storm hit, they realized
they could not get back to
town. They held hands and
managed to get in a hollow
spot in one of the bluffs.

Meanwhile, anxious par-
ents, worried that a blizzard
might be following the
storm, blew the fire whistle
at the steam—operated light
plant. The whistle drew the
townspeople who banded
together to look for the
missing boys. The dirt in
the air was so thick that
Perry and the others would
stop often and rinse their
handkerchiefs they were
using to cover their faces in
the creek. The boys were
found perhaps by J.T. Pat-
ton.

Thanks Perry and Joanne
for sharing this story. [ hope
Sleepy Hollow is still out
there. If it is, let us hear a
new story about it. This
story is just one of many in
Volume II of the Lipscomb
County History Book. It is
available at the museum.

In closing, it is with sad-
ness that we said goodbye
last week to a friend of the
museum, Faye Schoenhals.
She will be missed.

High court says San
Antonio court erred
in redistricting

The U.S. Supreme Court
on Jan. 20 struck down the
interim redistricting plans
for the state of Texas au-
thored by a three-judge
panel of the San Antonio-
based U.S. District Court,
Western District of Texas.

Last year, the panel was
tasked with drawing state
House, Senate and congres-
sional district boundaries
after the 82nd Texas Legis-
lature’s enacted redistrict-
ing plans failed to be
pre-cleared by D.C. Circuit
Court. Texas’ maps must
earn preclearance as re-
quired under Section 5 of
the U.S. Voting Rights Act,
a law meant to cure a list of
states and other jurisdic-
tions from their historical
record of discriminatory
practices in  election
processes. Texas gained
four congressional seats
largely due to a huge in-
crease in the Hispanic pop-
ulation, as tabulated in the
2010 U.S. Census.

On'Jan. 20, 8the ‘.S
Supreme Court directed the
U.S. District Court in San
Antonio to follow the Texas
Legislature’s intent but did
not elaborate on a method-
ology to use moving for-
ward.

Texas Attorney General
Greg Abbott reacted, say-
ing, “The (U.S. Supreme)
Court made clear in a
strongly worded opinion
that the district court must
give deference to elected
leaders of this state, and it's
clear by the Supreme Court
ruling that the district court
abandoned these guiding
pringiples.”

In any case, a new set of

redistricting plans, once

drawn, must be submitted
for preclearance. Mean-
while, the San Antonio Dis-
trict Court, in response to
the U.S. Supreme Court
striking down the court-
drawn interim redistricting
maps, set a scheduling
order calling for a hearing
on Feb. 1.

But Abbott’s office filed
a motion to reconsider be-
cause, Abbott said, the
court's schedule appears to
delay when Texas primary
elections could take place.
The primaries are currently
set for April 3. Abbott’s of-
fice said it wants all legal
matters settled in time for
new maps to be issued by
the end of this month.

Perry ends presidential
bid

Gov. Rick Perry on Jan.
19 publicly announced the
decision he made to end his
presidential campaign.

Perry, who was polling in

single digits in South Car-
olina two days before that
state’s Jan. 21 Republican
primary, immediately en-
dorsed rival Newt Gingrich,
an author, political consult-
ant and former speaker of
the U.S. House of Repre-
sentatives (January 1995-
January 1999).

With Perry’s departure,
the GOP field of presiden-
tial aspirants is reduced to
four: Gingrich, U.S. Rep.
Ron Paul of Texas, former
Massachusetts Gov. Mitt
Romney and former U.S.
Sen. Rick Santorum of
Pennsylvania.

While Perry outper-
formed the field on
fundraising, his perform-
ance 1n live, televised de-
bates proved to be his weak
suit. The Paint Creek native
is in the second year of his
third four-year term as gov-
ernor. So far, he has served
more than 11 years as
Texas’ chief executive.

Jobless rate drops in
December

The Texas Workforce
Commission on Jan. 20 re-
ported Texas® seasonally
adjusted unemployment
rate fell to 7.8 percent in
December, down from 8.1
percent in November and
down from 8.3 percent in
December 2010.

Also in its monthly re-
port, the agency stated the
civilian labor force grew by
more than 17,000 in De-
cember, and now stands at
more than 12.3 million Tex-
ans.

According to statistics
published by the U.S. De-
partment of Labor, the na-
tional unemployment rate is
8.5 percent.

Patterson at front of op-
position

Earlier this month, the
state’s General Land Office
announced Texas Land
Commissioner Jerry Patter-
son is leading an effort to
unite 23 western states to
oppose the federal govern-
ment’s process for adding
“birds, bugs, lizards and
other critters to the list of
protected endangered
species.”

According to a Land Of-
fice news release, the West-
ern States Land
Commissioners Associa-
tion, whose members man-
age about half a billion
acres of public land and
mineral rights for public ed-
ucation, passed a resolution
urging Congress to alter the
Endangered Species Act at
its annual winter confer-
ence in Austin.

Flu vaccinations still
urged

The Texas Department of
State Health Services re-
cently reminded citizens to
get vaccinated against flu
and said the flu season is
near its typical peak. State
Health Commissioner Dr.
David Lakey said, “We
usually see a significant in-
crease in influenza in Texas
in January and February, so
this 1s the time to protect
yourself.”

Words from (#58
Faith & Grace |\ )

by Ceclil R. Biggers, Lutheran Lay Minister

In the fourth week of the Season of Epiphany, we dis-
cover something of God's nature and Jesus' authority as
we study Deuteronomy 18: 15-30, Psalm 111, 1
Corinthians 8: 21-28, and Mark 1: 21-28.

Moses is reaching the end of his leadership of the peo-
ple of Israel. He promises the people that "The Lord your
God will raise up for you a prophet like me from among
your own people; you shall heed such a prophet." Now
the function of the ancient prophet was to declare the
Word of God to the people whereas the priests led the
people in worship. Israel is reassured that God will not
abandon them; the presence of God will not leave them.

The Psalmist sings a song of individual thanksgiving
saying, "Great are the works of the Lord, studied by all
who delight in them. Full of honor and majesty is his
work, and his righteousness endures forever." The study
of the works of the Lord provides a window into the Di-
vine Nature which allows each generation to discern
God's purposes for them. This is why we, as parents,
much teach our children the "great works of the Lord".

Paul seeks to answer the questions of the Church at
Corinth concerning food sacrificed to idols. This may
seem a little unusual to us, but in Greece of Paul's day,
the meat markets were in the temples of the pagan gods.
Paul notes that we all possess the knowledge that idols
are not gods: so it is possible for a Christian to buy meat
at a pagan temple without compromising faith in Christ.
However, there is a difference between knowledge and
love. There are some Christians who are not mature in
their faith and who may not be able to separate the buy-
ing of food from a pagan temple and paying homage to
the deity of that temple. So Paul advises them to do what
is 'best' for their faith community.

Jesus teaches at the synagogue in Capernaum. He
teaches with authority and not as the scribes taught. A
man with an unclean spirit enters the synagogue and
claims to know Jesus as the "Holy One of God". Jesus
casts out the demon and the people are amazed. They
see one who declares the Word of God with authority
and has command of the supernatural. An epiphany in-
deed!

May the Holy Spirit allow you to truly hear the Word
of God and enable you to discern God's purpose for you.

Fracking
Horizontal Wells
Since citizens in Hans-
ford County signed their
first mineral leases with oil
and gas companies several
decades ago, our economy
has been affected. Yearly
rental checks kept several
ranchers going during the
Depression and Dust Bowl
years. Then came produc-
tion. Now we are in another
phase with horizontal wells

that are being finished off

with a process called hy-
draulic fracturing or "frack-
ing." So far the fracking in
Hansford County has not
been near our towns. But
recently a horizontal well
was drilled about 2 miles
north of Gruver, and it is
waiting to be fracked. One
not far east of Spearman
has appeared in the Inten-
tions to Drill in the Rig Re-
ports in the Amarillo
newspaper.

the Barnett Shale around
Fort Worth as well as in
Pennsylvania, New York,
and North Dakota. Many
people are unhappy with
the by-products of this new
technology. The chief com-
plaints are methane and
benzene polluting the air
and drinking water.

In their last newsletter
the North Plains Water
Board had an article, " An-
alyzing the Effects of Hy-

draulic ~ Fracturing on
Groundwater." Their con-

clusion was, "The district
believes that contamination
from the fracturing process
is unlikely because the
wellbore that 1s frac[k]ed is
well below the fresh water
in the Ogallala aquifer.
However, surface spills of
hydraulic fracturing chemi-
cals, as with any oil and gas
operation, pose the greatest
possible threat to the water
supply." A surprise to me
was that as much as three to
four million
water from our aquifer
could be used for a single
frack job.
