Nothing like a birthday celebra-
tion to mark a milestone, and
National 4-H has a big one coming
up next year.

In 2002, 4-H, the youth develop-
ment program that emphasizes
leadership and community service,
will celebrate its 100th anniversary
in the most appropriate way possi-
ble — by letting young voices be
heard.

"The 4-H youth (program) is cel-
cbrating its centennial as one of
our nation's longest-serving youth
development organizations, and it
is doing so, not by building a mon-
ument to its history, but rather by
organizing a National

Conversation on Youth
Development in the 21st Century,”
said Gayle W. Hall, Texas
Cooperative Extension 4-H and
youth development specialist.

"This will be the first time any
organization has developed a
series of recommendations starting
at the ground floor where everyone
lives and is working its way up (o
one national report,” she said
These conversations on Youth
development will be organized in
every county in the country, she
added.

The way it works is this, Hall
explained: Throughout the nation's
3,067 counties, young people and
adults will have the opportunity to
gather and express their views on
what youth development needs to
accomplish. In Texas, two separate
questionnaires for the local level
have been devel - one for
youth, one for adults — that cover
such topics as: the power of youth;
access, equity and opportunity;
exceptional people and innovative
practices; extraordinary places to
live and learn; and effective orga-
nizational systems. :

"When the local conversations
are complete, we will take lessons
learned and recommendations
made from these events to the state
conversations in every state, terri-
tory and the District of Columbia,”

she said.

"Our voices (will help decide)
what youth development program
needs to look like in the 21st
Century,” Hall said.

"The Texas State Conversations
will be held the first weekend of
January 2002 at the Texas 4-H
Center (in Brownwood) and at the
Prairie View A&M University
campus,” she said.

More than 225 Texans, both
youth and adults, are expected to
attend the event at Brownwood,
and 200 more participants will be
at Prairie View, where Beverly
Spears, Prairie View A&M
Cooperative Extension interim
program leader for 4-H, is actively
involved in organizing these con-
versations, Hall said.

When all the reports are gathered
from all the states, as well as terri-
tories and D.C., they will be pre-
sented at the National
Conversation in Washington, D.C.,
tentatively scheduled for Feb. 28-
March 3, 2002, Hall said.

The recommendations from local
and state conversations will be
compiled into one national report,
which will be presented to
President Bush and Congress.
"Then the recommendations will
impact programs and policy in
ways that bring the final results
right back home, where they start-

ed,” she said.

"Texas is scheduled to take a del-
egation of 94 youth and adults,
representing the 30 congressional
districts (in Texas) to this historic
event,” Hall said, to help deliver
the recommendations to the nation.

In addition to the National
Conversation on Youth
Development in the 21st Century,
4-H'ers are demonstrating the
power of youth as a force for com-
munity service by taking the
Power of Youth Pledge, Hall said.
This pledge, which has a three-
month time frame, is a chance for
4-H'ers to show "what kind of
service they are giving back to the
community in the name of 4-H."

Each participating 4-H'er signs a
pledge card to "show they want to
do something meaningful," Hall
said - something above and
beyond the ordinary. For example,
she said, "they don't collect just
cans of food, but they might serve
food at a homeless shelter.

"Youth want to be able to see that
they do make a difference.”

One young Texan has already
made difference. Lindsey King,
11, a 4-H'er from Parker County, is
the winner of the 4-H Centennial
logo contest. Her winning design —
selected from several hu
entries — shows the 4-H clover,
crowned by a fireworks display of

stars and the words "4-H The
Power of YOUth."

And a former 4-H'er is making a
difference too. Jim Davis, former
member of the Lake Galatia 4-H
Club in Fairmount, Ind., and the
creator of the famous cartoon cat,
Garfield, has joined in the celebra-
tion. His "fat cat” has been named
as the mascot for the National 4-H
Centennial celebration next year.
Garfield's feline image will be on
such mementoes as mugs and key
chains, pens and of course, T-
shirts.

Davis has also created 54 limited
edition prints that have been put up
for auction e-Bay as part of the
national 4-H Centennial celebra-
tion, Hall said. Each state will
réceive part of the proceeds from
the sale of a specific print. "Texas
4-H will receive one-half of the
selling price of the print auctioned
(in'ing the week of June 9-15,
2002," she sas';:lé
