Ogallala Aquifer Continues to Decline

Water continues to be at
the forefront of issues facing
Texans, and it is no different
for the residents of the
Panhandle. When the Texas
Legislature authorized the
formation of Groundwater
Conservation Districts in
Texas, they foresaw the
importance of water to the
future of the state, and knew
that a locally elected Board
would be better able to

ascertain local needs and
manage the groundwaler
resources of their area than
would a large state-wide gov-
erning body.

One of the duties carried
out by the stafll of North
Plains Groundwater
Conservation District each
year, at the direction of the
Board of Directors, is the col-
lecting of data about the
water levels in the Ogallala

aquifer and how they have
changed during the past
year. This data is collected
from monitoring wells locat-
ed throughout the eight
counties of the District, and
the water levels are meas-
ured during the winter when
the aquifer has had time to
recover from any local draw-
down due to irrigation wells.

What has been seen how-
ever, over the years, is that
the saturated thickness of
the aquifer has continued to
decline steadily. In some
parts of the country, with
more rainfall and different
aquifer conditions, nature is
able to provide a return of
water to the local aquifer
throu%h rainfall and percola-
tion ol water down from the
land surface, and this is
called recharge. Due to the
semi-arid climate of the
Panhandle, there is not
enough rainfall to replenish
the water being drawn from
the aquifer, and in addition,
there are geologic conditions
found across the Panhandle
that prevent what recharge
there might be from reaching
the aquiler.

Data on water levels in the
aquifer are collected by the
District’'s field technicians
each year and entered into a
computer database for
analysis. Using the data
from 1981 through 2006, the
District hydrologist has been
able to calculate the average
decrease in the saturated
thickness in the District's
monitoring wells, and the
trend shown has reinforced
the need to develop good
management tools to try to
extend the useable life of the
aquifer,

Based on the District's
measurements [rom 1981
through 2006, there was a
fifty (50) foot decline in water
levels on average in Dallam
County. Hartley County has
seen a decline of over sixty
two (62) feet in the same time
period. Data on Sherman
County for the same 25 year
period shows a forty five (45)
foot decrease in saturated
thickness, while Moore
County showed a thirty
seven (37) [foot decline.
Hutchinson County had a
thirty eight (38) foot decline
on average in the measured
wells, and thirty two (32) feet

of drawdown was observed
when averaging the depth of
water in Hansford County.
Wells measured in Ochiltree
and Lipscomb Counties
showed less decrease in sat-
urated thickness on average
during the same time period,
with decreases of seventeen
(17) feet and seven (7) feet
respectively.

The number of new wells
drilled across the Panhandle
has continued to increase as
well in most counties. In the
last ten years, there have
been 312 new wells drilled in
Dallam County and 474 new
water wells drilled in Hartley
County. Sherman County
had 243 new wells drilled,
and there were 183 wells
drilled in Moore County dur-
ing the same time period.
The Eastern side of the
Panhandle has seen slightly
less drilling of new wells,
with 103 new water wells
drilled in Ochiltree County
over the last ten years, and
Lipscomb had 110 new
wells. Hutchinson County
had only 29 new wells con-
structed and Hansford
County had 30.

What these numbers show
is a decrease in our ground-
water supply that should
certainly be addressed as
quickly as possible to try to
address the declines we are
seeing and put into place
manalﬁement strategies to
slow the trend. The Board of
Directors of the District has
been studying this data for
some time, and has spent
many long hours trying to
determine the rules that will
most fairly provide for the
sound management of our
groundwater resources for
not only this generation, but
future generations who will
live here as well. Rules and
reguiations are never goin
to be popular with all lan
owners, but study of the
data that has been collected
shows that it is certainly
time to have in place rules

HURRICANE RELIEF FUNDS

LARGELY UNSPENT

AUSTIN - Now the public

has information about
what's been happening with
federal funding Texas

received to help recover from
hurricanes Katrina and Rita
in 2005.

The State Auditor's Office
on Nov. 1 released a report
showing that most of the
$523.7 million in disaster
funding received by Texas
has not been spent.

Two state agencies, the
Department of Housing and
Community Affairs and the
Office of Rural Community
Affairs, are responsible for
administering the funds.

According to the report,
Housing and Community
Affairs spent only S1.1 mil-
lion or 2.6 percent of the
$42.6 million in Community
Development Block Grant
funds the federal government
initially awarded to it in May
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2006 for hurricane recovery.

As of Sept. 14, 2007, only
13 applicants had benefited
from a delivered product,
and those "delivered prod-
ucts" were manufactured
homes.

Housing and Community
Affairs used $231,066 or 21
percent of the funding for
administrative expenses.

Regarding the other agency
that received funds, the
Office of Rural Community
Affairs, the audit reflects
complexities tied to spending
the money because of the
timing and mechanics of
reimbursements by FEMA,
the federal disaster agency.

Meanwhile, the audit
noted, many disaster aid
applicants are still living in
FEMA trailers.

Wilson, Texas' chief elections
officer, on Nov. 2 projected
an overall turnout of 9.5 per-
cent of registered Texas vot-
ers in the Nov. 6 election.

AG launches safety ini-
tiative

Texas Attorney General
Greg Abbott on Nov. 1 called
for new safety measures
designed to protect students
from school violence.

Abbott urged school dis-
tricts to implement new safe-
ty procedures to help prevent
a Columbine or Virginia
Tech-style shooting in Texas.

The Attorney General's
Office is working on the issue
with the Texas School Safety
Center, an agency created in
1999 after the Columbine,
Colo., tragedy. The organiza-
tion provides schools with
research, training, and tech-
nical assistance to reduce
youth violence and promote
safety in Texas schools.

Abbott made a number of
recommendations for school
districts to be prepared
should trouble arise, such as
develop, implement and
annually practice campus
emerFency plans. Schools
should team up with law
enforcement to practice
school safety drills once a
year, he said.

Texas Clipper to live on
as reef

The decommissioned ship,
Texas Clipper, on Nov. 15
will be sunk in the Gulf of
Mexico 17 miles off South
Padre Island and become an
artificial reef.

The 473-foot, 7,000-ton
World War Il-vintage ship
served from 1965 to 1996 as
a training vessel for Texas
A&M University-Galveston.

Because it will attract
sport fishing and diving, the
new reef is expected to gener-
ate as much as $30 million
annually for local economies
over a lifespan of at least 50
years, according to Texas
Parks & Wildlife.

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Words _f rom Faith & Grace

We desire to see and know God, thus we study Job 19:23-
27, Psalm 17:1-9, 2 Thessalonians 2:1-5,13-17, and Luke
20:27-38. Job wishes that his words were inscribed on rock
forever. He knows that his Redeemer lives and that his
Redeemer will stand on the earth. This may happen aflter
Job is dead, but Job hopes that it occurs while he is yet
alive. Job shall see God! The Hebrew tradition of
“redeemer” is a family member who represents the accused
and rescues him from whatever trouble he has encoun-
tered. Although the translation is difficult, we see that God
is not a simple system of punishment and reward; God is
not capable of bemé manipulated by our forms and rites
We see that when God appears nothing is thereafter the
same.

Similarly, the Psalmist desires to see God face to face; to
experience God, to fill himself with God. To some this
desire is presumptuous, since of the prophets only Moses
was allowed to see God. Yet, the desire is within us, we
need God. When God appears nothing thereafter is the
same.

The Thessalonians are depressed and inactive. A false
teacher has told them that Jesus has already come and
they missed it! Paul writes to strengthen the faith of the
wavering Thessalonians. He does so by praising them for
their virtues and achievements. Paul tells them that the liv-
ing church possesses three characteristics: 1) a faith that
is strong, we must be living/abiding in Christ; 2) a love that
is increasing, when Christ fills our hearts we must share
our joy with others; 3) a constancy that endures, the Greek
word “hupomone” which is endurance plus some. It is a
spirit of confidence that allows the community of faith to
face any trial and master it. When we encounter Christ
Jesus nothing thereafter is the same.

The Sadducees were a sect of Judaism which did not
believe in a resurrection from the dead, did not believe in
anﬁels/spirits. did not believe in a coming Messiah. The

adducees were wealthy and collaborated with the Romans.
The Sadducees believed only that which was written in the
books of Moses. The Sadducees had twice before tried to
entrap Jesus, so that he could be killed. They propose a sit-
uation where a woman is married to a succession of seven
brothers who all try unsuccessfully to have children with
her, and ask Jesus in the resurrection whose wife is she.
Understand that at that time a wife was the property of her
husband. Jesus answered them that those who are count-
ed worthy to be in the resurrection are not married or given
in marriage. No one owns another. Jesus says that the res-
urrected cannot die anymore because they are like angels.
He then turns their logic on them by quoting Exodus 3:6,
where God tells Moses, “I am the God of Abraham, the God
of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” AH those patriarchs were
dead when Moses talked with God; yet, they were not dead
to God! Therefore, Jesus declares God to be the God of the
living. When we encounter Jesus Christ nothing thereafter
is the same.

May the Holy Spirit enable you to encounter Jesus Christ,
the Living God!

Then what
happens? We do not have enough nutrients in our cells
and we then have waste collecting in the cells. Nutrition
and good health are directly related.

[ do want to touch on one more thing, fluids and water
are two complete different thin js Coffee, milk, sport
drinks, tea (even if they are herbal teas), and juice do not
take the place of water. THE BODY NEEDS WATER. I hear
quite regularly as I teach, that other things are made up of
waler. Juice is good for you isn't it? Yes it is, however noth-
ing can take the place of water. Tap water is full of things
that are not good for the body. You want to make sure you
are drinking good clean water. I have a distiller and distill
all of my water. You should see the stuff that comes out of
our faucets.

Do you want to think better? Be able to concentrate bet-
ter? Are you getting enough water? How much is enough?
WHY is water so important? [ hope this has helped.

Hay Scam sent
via Extension

Gazette Article

CLINTON - Two farmers who advertised their hay on a
Cooperative Extension Service Web site sniffed out a scam
involving 30 bales of hay and fake checks from a fake bank.

An alleged buyer asked the two hay producers to sell them
15 bales of hay each, then sent along checks to cover the
cost of the bales and the shipping charges.

Tom Troxel, a professor and associate head of the Animal
Science Department at the University of Arkansas
Cooperative Extension Service, said one grower grew suspi-
cious because the buyer usually pays the shipper. A bank
declared the sent checks fakes.

The hay scam targeted producers in Hempstead, Van
Buren and Washington counties.

Each bale sells for S30 to S35.

“By keeping amounts small, [the buyer] apparently hoped
to fly under the radar and not draw suspicion,” Troxel said.
“The alleged buyer could have gotten a load of hay free, and
he could have turned around and sold it.”

Troxel said several states operate online hay directories.

“You must investigate a proposal if it doesn'st sound
right,” he said.

Please remember to model
good sportsmanship for our athletes.

Editor's Note: Below is an
open letter to the fans from
the updated Sportsmanship
Manual that is available on
the UIL Web site at
www.uil.utexas.edu/athlet-
ics/manuals.

Dear Fan,

You walk up to the stadi-
um or field ready to see a
clash between your high
school team and your most
hated rival. You pull out your
hard-earned cash for that
ticket, that golden ticket that
allows you to a seat where
you plan to “"help” your team
with constant berating of the
opposing team and officials.
You [eel it is your duty as a
fan to do everything you can
for your team, and your role
is to call it like you see it
from 50-feet away in the
stands.

What you don't under-
stand is that your verbal
abuse does nothing more
than tear at the fabric of
high school sports. The play-
ers on the athletic field,
court or diamond are not
being paid to play; they are
not professional athletes
that have to deal with fans
like you on a daily basis. It
is a privilege, not a right, for
these athletes to compele as
much as it is a privilege for
you to sit in the stands and
waltch.

But what about your gold-
en licket that you paid good
money for? Doesn’t that enti-
tle you to something? Yes,
you get the opportunity to
watch two schools show off
their skills and what they
have learned in the athletic
classroom. Other than that
your ticket %ives you little
more than a first-come-first-
serve spot on a crowded row
of bleachers. Contests could
not exist without rules, and
just as the players have to
abide by rules on the field,
you too have to follow the
rules in the stands.

I[t's not all your fault; you
probably had someone much
like yourself at your high
cchool games. Hopefully it's
not the case but you may
never have seen proper spec-
lator decorum. The UIL has
a [ew basic tips that can help
steer you in the right direc-
tion.

1. The field of play is the
athletic classroom for stu-
dent athletes. Instead of
math and science, they learn
teamwork and group respon-
sibility in addition to dealing
with success and overcom-
ing adversity. You wouldn't
dare interrupt a teacher giv-

ing a test to his or her stu-
dents, yet you do it routinely
to coaches and student-ath-
letes in their classroom.

2. Your ticket does not
entitle you to disrespect or
degrade others in any way.
Everyone who is a part of
high school athletics gives
their best effort and that
commitment to educational
athletics should be celebrat-
ed.

3. Understand that the
student-athletes you are
watching will make mis-
takes, and no participant
should be ridiculed at any
time because of their efforts.
Many of them are still learn-
ing the games they play and
can easily be disheartened
by ar lgue fan attacking
their performance.

4. High school coaches are
actually full-time teachers
first and coaches second.
Anycne who tries to reverse
this order is taking the first
step to destroying a pro-
gram. No one wanls a pro-
Fram to fail, but the merci-

ess pressure you put on him

or her as someone who had
nothing to do with the build-
ing of the program can bring
it down.

5. Officials are present to
promote the game and the
student-athletes involved.
They make judgment calls in
good faith based on their
knowledge and extensive
training. A lot of time and
effort has gone into making
sure that they know the
rules better than you.

6. Finally, you are a guest
of the school and should act
like one. Winning is an
admirable goal of competi-
tion, but it is nothing if it
comes at the expense of
morals, ethics and common
sense.

This manual is intended to
help participants and school
officials understand the
importance of sportsman-
ship in UIL athletics.
