Monetary awards in the amount 
of $2,851.31 were made to Spear­
man Independent School District 
as part of the Texas Successful 
Schools Awards Program (TSSAS), 
Willard Murrey, superintendent of 
the Spearman Independent School 
District announced today. Gus 
Birdwell Elementary will receive 
$1,825.05 and Spearman Junior 
High will receive $1,026.26.

The schools are being recognized 
for gains in student performance in 
indicators that are part of the Aca­
demic Excellence Indicator System 
(AEIS), more commonly known as 
the state's school report card.

The Spearm an schools are 
among 1,236 cash-winning schools 
statewide receiving awards for ex­
emplary or recogn ized performance 
and 401 schools receiving awards 
for recording gains in their perfor­
mance over last year.

The awards are based on schools' 
spring 1995 performance on the 
Texas Assessment of Academic Skill 
(TAAS) test, which measures per­
formance in reading, writing, and 
mathematics. Schools also had to

meet performance standards for 
dropout and attendance rates.

Cash awards ranging from 
$1,000 to $10,000 per school were 
given. In the exemplary category, 
schools had at least 90 percent of all 
students and students in each stu­
dent population group (White, Afri­
can-American, Hispanic and eco­
nomically disadvantaged) passing 
each section of the TAAS, a 1993-94 
dropout rate of 1 percent or less for 
all students and each student roup, 
and a 1993-94 attendance rate of 94 
percent or greater. These schools 
also had to have passing rates on 
the TAAS tests given at Grades 3 
through 8 and 10 that exceeded the 
spring 1995 state average for all 
students and student groups.

In the recognized category, 
schools h ad at least 70 percent of all 
students and those in each student 
group passing each section of the 
TAAS, a dropout rate of 3.5 percent 
or less for all students and each 
student group, and an attendance 
rate of at least 94 percent. The 
change in TAAS performance form 
1994 to 1995 also had to be high 
enough so that the passing rate for

all students and those in each stu­
dent group would be at least 90 
percent within five years.

To be eligible for a significant 
gain award, schools had at least 25 
percent of all student sin each stu­
dent group passing each section of 
the TAAS. In addition, a school's 
gain in performance from spring 
1994 to spring 1995 had to be in the 
top 20 percent of the school's demo­
graphic group on overall gain for all 
students and each student group 
and average at least 5 percent gain 
across all subject areas for all stu­
dents and each student group.

Under law, the AEIS computes 
a demographic index based on cam­
puses' percentages of minority, eco­
nomically disadvantaged, limited 
English proficient, and highly mo­
bile students and the wealth of the 
school's district. The index is used 
to array campuses and form 24 
groups of roughly equal size. A 
school's performance is compared 
to other schools tha t are in its same 
demographic group.

A total of $5 million is being 
awarded to schools this year under 
the TSSAS program.

Letter to Editor
Dear Editor:
Facing the loss of a loved one is 

never easy. When we have fought 
for years to keep that person alive, 
and finally realize that death is the 
only release from pain and suffer­
ing that can be achieved, we often 
feel deserted. Duringthe last weeks 
of my husband's life, Hospice helped 
me to endure the loneliness of that 
surrender.

Hansford Hospice made it pos­
sible for my husband, Jack  
Gramstorff, to be at home -where 
he wanted to be- during the last 
months of his illness. The care that 
was given to him by the nurses, the 
director, and the aides gave me the 
courage to face each day knowing 
that if he needed anything, all I had 
to do was to pick up the phone. The 
staff made frequent visits to be sure 
that everything was all right. They 
talked to us, observed us, and helped 
us to make his last weeks more 
comfortable. When I had to go to 
the grocery store, or to town on 
business, they made arrangements 
for Hospice volunteers to stay with

him. Jack loved to visit with friends, 
and these volunteers were truly 
friends. In consultation with our 
family doctor, the nurses saw that 
pain medication was adjusted in 
order to give Jack pain control that 
we had been unable to achieve be­
fore. Hospice equipment, care, just 
"being there" made him feel that we 
could handle the bad times, and he 
could die as he had lived on the 
farm he loved so much with his 
family and friends at his side. The 
Hospice nurse and director stayed 
through the last night —care above 
and way beyond the call of duty.

Hospice programs bring dignity 
and understanding back to the fact 
of dying. Patients are no longer 
removed from familiar surround­
ings, and family and friends can 
hold their loved one in loving arms 
through the darkness. My family 
and I thank Hansford Hospice for 
making the experience of the loss of 
our husband and father a peaceful 
trip to his future in eternity.

His 
memory served well, though. He 
suggested starting a trail across 
the creek from where the Gibner 
house was and going south along 
the creek to the Ace Powers house 
and bam, then going east from there 
along the south boundary line of 
the Park until Horse Creek. Go 
down Horse Creek north a ways 
and then loop back to the Gibner 

; starting place.
; These past three weeks I have

had a chance to hike part of this 
area and to drive another part of it. 
It would make a beautiful trail. 
One of the draw backs is whether it 
is important to have a trail that you 
can take a team and a wagon on. 
One solution might be to have one 
trail that would work for all three 
activities and one that was rougher 
and unsuitable for wagons. The 
deep canyon on the south boundary 
line gives a chance to see the work­
ings of the Sanders gravel pit. This 
might spoil it for some people, but it 
made it interesting to me, and I 
think this may be the loveliest can­
yon in the Park.

I hope we can get some feed back 
from others who would like to see 
these trails developed.

Extension News

Take the guesswork out of roast­
ing a turkey. Following are guide­
lines forbuying, thawingand roast­
ing a turkey.

When buying a frozen turkey, 
allow 2 lbs. per person. Buy any­
time, but keep frozen until ready to 
thaw. Allow 1 1/4 lbs. per person 
when buying a frozen pre-stuffed 
turkey. Keep frozen until ready to 
cook. Do not thaw. Buy a fresh 
turkey 1-2 days before cooking. Do 
not buy fresh turkey pre-stuffed. 
Allow 1 lb. per person.

Thawing a turkey in the refrig­
erator takes approximately 24 
hours per 5 pounds for a whole 
turkey. Allow 30 minutes per pound

for thawing a whole turkey in cold 
water.

For thawing in the microwave, 
check the manufacturer’s instruc­
tions for the minutes per pound and 
the power level to use. Cook imme­
diately after thawing.

When roasting a turkey set the 
oven temperature no lower than 
325 degrees.

Place turkey breast-side up on a 
rack in a shallow roasting pan. For 
uniform results, cook stuffing out­
side the bird. If stuffed, stuff loosely.

For safety and doneness, the in­
ternal temperature, as register on 
a meat thermometer, must reach a 
minimum of 180 degrees in the thigh

before removing from the oven. The 
center of the stuffing should reach 
165 degrees after stand time. Do 
not rely on the pop-up timer alone.

Juices should be clear. Let the 
bird rest 20 minutes before remov­
ing stuffing and carving.

Use hot, soapy water to wash 
hands, utensils, sink and anything 
else thathas contacted raw turkey.

When you're ready to store left­
overs, debone turkey and refriger­
ate leftovers in shallow containers 
within 2 hours of cooking.

Use leftover turkey and stuffing 
within 3-4 days, gravy within 1-2 
iays, or freeze. Reheat thoroughly 
to a temperature of 165 degrees.

Since then I've been asked how a 
person with a disability can ac­
quire a placard which would give

The Disabled Parking 
Placard may be applied for at the 
County tax Assessor - Collectors 
office located in the County Court­
house in Spearman. (Note: a per­
son must apply in the county where 
he/she resides) There is a $5.50 fee

for the placard and, except in cer­
tain instances, a person's first ap­
plication must be accompanied by 
acceptable medical proof of their 
disability.

Then, Tigrett decided to keep the 
ball for a 7 yard gain. After a one 
yard loss by Spearman, Blan took a 
4 yard pass from Tigrett, which put 
the Lynx in good field position.

Vamon did 
really great against the defensive 
line of the Comanches, and brought 
for 12 yards and a 3.0 yards per 
carry average He threw the ball 9 
times and completed 7 of them for 
67 yards.

For total offense, the Lynx had 
42 carries for 161 yards, for an 
average of 3.8 yards per carry and 1 
touchdown. They also had 2 inter­
ceptions, but had 67 yards total 
passing on 4 catches for an 16.8 
yards per catch average.

Besides 
his 34 yards on 9 carries and 1 
touchdown, he also earned a high 
grade of 91% on the film.
