Texas Secretary of State 

Geoffrey S. Connor wants to 
remind Texans that the early 
voting period for September’s 
upcoming constitutional 
amendment election ends on 
September 9th. Election Day 
will be held on Saturday, 
September 13th.

There will be twenty-two 
propositions on this year’s bal­
lot. “The early voting period 
ensures that a’l registered vot­
ers will have the opportunity to 
have their voices heard, even if 
they can't participate on 
Election Day," said Secretary 
Connor.

During the early voting peri­
od, voters in Hansford County 
can vote at the County 
Couithouse during regular 
business hours. However, vot­
ers who wait until Election 
Day to cast their ballot may 
only vote in their assigned 
precinct. Precincts 1, 5 and 6 
will vote at City Hall in 
Spearman and Precincts 2. 3, 
4, 7 and 9 will vote at the 
Cristo Rcdentor Catholic 
Church in Gruver. Polling 
places will be open from 7 
a.m. to 7 p.m. on the 13th.

“During this election, 
Texans will be making tremen­
dously important choices 
which will impact the future of 
our state for years to come. By 
not voting, you are letting 
someone else decide your 
future for you. That’s not the 
Texan way,” said Secretary 
Connor. The Texas Secretary 
of State serves as the state’s 
Chief Elections Officer.

P R O P O S IT IO N  1
(HJR 68 , Section I)

HJR 68. Section I would authorize the 
Veterans Land Board to use excess 
receipts in the Veterans Land and 
Veterans Housing Assistance funds for 
payment o f revenue bonds, and use excess 
assets in those funds to provide veterans 
homes.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “T he constitutional 
amendment authorizing the Veterans 
Land Board to use assets in certain vet­
erans land and veterans housing assis­
tance Binds to provide veterans homes 
for the aged or infirm and to make prin­
cipal, interest, and bond enhancement 
payments on revenue bonds.”

P R O P O S IT IO N  2
(HJR 51)

HJR 5 1 would expand from six months to 
two years the period in which the former 
owner of a mineral interest that was sold 
for unpaid property taxes may buy bock the 
mineral interest.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: ”TI»e constitutional 
amendment to establish a two-year peri­
od for the redemption o f a mineral inter­
est sold for unpaid ad valorem taxes at a 
tax sale.”

P R O P O S IT IO N  3
(HJR 55)

HJR 55 would authorize the legislature to 
exempt from taxation land owned by a reli­
gious organization that is leased for use as 
a school or that will be used to expand or 
construct a place o f religious worship that 
yields no revenue.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
to authorize the legislature to exempt 
from  ad valorem taxation property 
owned by a religious organization that is 
leased for use as a school or that is 
owned with the intent of expanding or 
constructing a religious facility.”

P R O P O S IT IO N  4
(SJR 30)

SJR 30 would authorize the legislature to 
allow conservation and reclamation dis­
tricts to use taxes to develop and finance 
certain parks and recreation facilities. 
Also. I he amendment would authorize the 
legislature to nllow local elections for the 
issuance of bonds to improve and maintain 
parks and recreational facilities in the 
Tarrant Regional Water District or a con­
servation and reclamation district located 
in whole or in part In Bastrop. Bexar. 
Brazoria. Fort Bend. Galveston. Harris. 
Montgomery. Tarrant. Travis. Waller or 
Williamson County.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment relating to the provision of parks 
and recreational facilities by certain con­
servation and reclamation districts.”

P R O P O S IT IO N  5
(S JR  25 )

SJR 25 would authorize lire legislature to 
exempt from all property taxes certain tan­
gible personal property, which could 
include a travel trailer not substantially 
affixed to real estate and not used us a resi­
dential dwelling.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
tire ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment to authorize the legislature 
to exempt from ad valorem taxation 
travel trailers not held or used for the 
production of Income.”

P R O P O SIT IO N  6
(HJR 23)

HJR 23 would authorize a qualified home­
owner to refinance a home equity loan with 
a reverse mortgage loan.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
permitting refinancing o f a home equity 
loan with a reverse mortgage.”

P R O P O SIT IO N  7 
(HJR 44)

HJR 44 would reduce the number of per­
sons who make up the jury in a district 
court criminal misdemeanor case from 
twelve to six.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: "The constitutional 
amendment to permit a six-person jury 
in a district court misdemeanor trial.”

P R O P O SIT IO N  8
(HJR 62)

HJR 62 would authorize the legislature to 
permit a person to assume office without an 
election if  the person is die only candidate 
to qualify in an election for that office and 
the election is required by the Texas 
Constitution. This proposition applies to 
state and local political subdivisions, 
whereas Prorxwitlon 18 applies only to 
local political subdivisions.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot us follows: “The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the legislature 
to permit a person to take office without 
an election i r  the person Is the onlv can­
didate to quality In an election for that 
office.”

P R O P O S IT IO N  9
(HJR 68. Section 2)

HJR 68. Section 2 would redefine Hie com­

position o f the permanent and available 
school lunds by requiring during the next 
two fiscal years, and authorizing thereafter, 
annual distributions to the available school 
fund of a percentage o f  airy increase in the 
value of the permanent school fund s total 
invesunent assets.

The proposed amendment will uppear on 
tlx* ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment relating to the use o f income 
and appreciation o f  the permanent 
school fund.”

P R O PO SIT IO N  10 
(HJR 61)

HJR 61 would authorize municipalities to 
donate surplus fire-fighting equipment, 
supplies, or materials to the Texas Forest 
Service, which would be authorized to dis­
tribute based on need the equipment to 
mrul volunteer fire departments.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “ T h e  constitutional amendment 
authorizing municipalities to donate  
surplus fire-fighting equipment or sup­
plies for the benefit of rural volunteer 
fire departments.”

P R O PO SIT IO N  11 
(HJR 85)

HJR 85 would authorize tlx: legislature to 
regulate the operation o f wineries in Texas, 
regardless o f  w he tier a winery is located in 
an area in which the sale of wine has been 
authorized by local option election.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
live ballot as follows: “A constitutional 
amendment to allow the legislature to 
enact laws authorizing and governing 
the operation o f wineries in this state.”

P R O PO SIT IO N  12 
(HJR 3)

HJR 3 would immediately authorizes the 
Legislature to limit non economic dam­
ages assessed against a provider o f medical 
or health care and. after January 1.2005. to 
limit awards in all other types of cases.

lire proposed amendment will appear on 
lire ballot as follows: ‘T h e constitutional 
amendment concerning civil lawsuits 
against doctors and health care  
providers, and other actions, authoriz­
ing the legislature to determine limita­
tions on non-economic damages.”

P R O PO SIT IO N  13 
(HJR 16)

HJR 16 would authorize a county, city, 
town, and Junior college district to freeze 
property taxes on a residential homestead 
o f a person who I* disabled or aged 65 or 
older.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
to permit counties, cities and towns, and 
Junior college districts to establish an ad 
valorem tax ft**** on residence home­
steads of the dlsahkxi and of the elderly 
and their spouse*-”

PR O PO SIT IO N  14
(HJR 28)

HJR 28 would authorize the Texas 
Department o f Transportation to issue

notes or borrow money to fund highway 
improvement projects. The terms o f the 
notes or loans may not exceed two year*. 
The proposition will appear on tlx: ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
providing for authorization of the issu­
ing o f notes or the borrowing o f money 
on a short-term basis by a state trans­
portation agency for transportation- 
related projects, and the Issuance of 
bonds and other public securities 
secured by the state highway hind.”

P R O P O SIT IO N  15
(HJR 54)

HJR 54 would prohibit a local retirement 
system and the political subdivision that 
finances the retirement system from reduc­
ing or otherwise impairing certain accrued 
benefits under the local retirement system.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
die ballot as follows: "The Constitutional 
amendment providing that certain ben­
efits under certain local public retire­
ment systems may not be reduced or 
impaired."

P R O P O SIT IO N  16
(SJR 42)

SJR 42 would amend the Texas 
Constitution to allow home equity lines o f  
credit and allow refinancing o f  a home 
equity loan with a reverse mortgage loan.

The proposition will appear on the ballot os 
follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing a home equity line of 
credit, providing for adm inistrative 
interpretation of home equity lending 
law, and otherwise relating to the mak­
ing, refinancing, repayment, «nd 
enforcement o f home equity loans.

P R O P O SIT IO N  17
(HJR 21)

21 would prohibit an increase in 
I property taxes on residence home- 
of disabled persons.

P R O P O SIT IO N  2 0
(SJR 55)

SJR 55 would authorize the issuance of 
general obligation bonds in a total amount 
not to exceed $250 million that will be used 
to provide loans for economic develop­
ment projects that benefit defense-related 
communities in Texas.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “ The constMetieotal 
amendment authorizing the Issuance o f 
general obligation bonds or notes not to  
exceed $250 million payable from the 
general revenues o f  the state to prat Ms 
loans to  defense-related comnmnMes, 
that will be repaid by the d ifca it n h l  
cd community, for economic develop­
ment projects. Including projects th a t 
enhance the m lltary value o f  military 
installations.”

P R O P O S IT IO N  21
(SJR 19)

I ready 
enjoyed it, and I hope you do, too.

Carrots, ‘Eggs & Coffee Beans
A  young woman w ent to her mother and told her 

about her life and how things were so hardfor her. She 
did not know how she was going to make it and w ant­
ed to g ive up. She was tired o f figh ting  and struggling. 
I t  seemed as one problem was solved a new one arose.

Tier mother took her t0 the kitchen. She fille d  three 
pots w ith  water. In the first, she placed carrots, in the 
second she placed eggs and the last, ground coffee 
beans. She let them sit and boil w ithout saying a 
word. In about tw enty minutes she turned o ff the 
burners. She fish ed  the carrots out and placed them in 
a bow l She pulled the eggs out and placed them in a 
bow l “Then she ladled thecoffee out and placed it in a 
howl. “Turning to her daughter, she asked, "Tell me 
w hat do you seel"

'Carrots, eggs, and coffee," she replied. She brought 
her closer and asked her to fe e l the carrots. The daugh­
ter did and noted that they were soft.

She then asked her to take an egg and breakit. A fter  
pulling o ff the shell, she observed the hard-boiled egg. 
Jinaltu, she asked her to sip the coffee. The daughter 
smiled, as she tasted its rich aroma.

The daughter then asked. "What's the point, moth­
erl" Tier mother explained that each o f these objects 
hadfaced the same adversity - boiling water -bu t  each 
reacted differently.

M ars in History and Fiction
On August 27 we passed closer to Mars than we've been in 

60,000 years. If you’ve not yet seen it. don't fret—its still putting on 
a good show and will for a few more weeks. The brightest starlike 
object in the night sky. Mars is low in the southeast at dark and 
highest in the south an hour after midnight. Naked-eye views are 
impressive, but telescopic views are better.

Mars, along with Mercury. Venus, Jupiter and Saturn, have been 
known about since antiquity. Recognizing that these five "stars" 
moved against the background of "fixed stars." ancient 
astronomers called them planets, which is Greek tor wanderer.

The planets are named for ancient gods. Mars (Roman name tor 
the Greek god Ares) is one of the offspring ot Jupiter (Zeus) and 
is the god of war-undoubtedly due to its blood-red color.

Mars has been a favorite for science fiction, such as Ray 
Bradbury's The Martian Chronicles and the 1950 movie 
Rocketship X-M. But probably no Mars-story had a greater impac 
than Orson Welles' 1938 radio drama of H.G. Wells' War ot the 
Worlds. A fictional account of Earth being invaded by hos'ile 
Martians, Welles presented the drama like news-that U.S. cities 
were being attacked and destroyed by an unstoppable army of 
Martians. The convincing drama created widespread panic.

Mars even had a role in the 1930 discovery of the planet. Pluto. 
Percival Lowell was a wealthy Bostonian obsessed with two ideas 
in the late 1800s. He was convinced Mars had canals made by 
intelligent beings, and he believed there was a ninth planet beyond 
Neptune, which itself had only been discovered in 1846.

In pursuit of proof he founded Lowell Observatory in Flagstaff. 
AZ, in 1894, and searched for years-but to no avail. He couldn't 
prove the existence of Martian canals, and he couldn't find Planet 
X. He died in 1916. broken with disappointment.

Subsequent observations with larger telescopes and spacecraft 
confirmed there are no Martian canals. But in 1929 Lowell 
Observatory began yet another search for Planet X, and in less 
than a year Clyde Tombaugh found what Lowell sought. 
Tombaugh named the new planet Pluto, the first letters—Pl--in 
honor of Percival Lowell. As a final irony, it was later found that 
Lowell had captured Pluto on photographs taken in 1915, but 
failed to recognize it as the planet he so desperately wanted to find.

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Texas Plains Trail Designated Newest Heritage Trail
Communities betting program promotes tourism in region

The revival of a 35-year-old 
driving trail across the South 
Plains and Panhandle could 
become the catalyst to increased 
tourism throughout the region.

The Texas Historical 
Commission recently designat­
ed the Texas Plains Trail as the 
sixth trail in its Texas Heritage 
Trails Program, according to 
program Director Janie 
Headrick.

Other trails include the Forts 
Trail, the Independence Trail, 
the Forest Trail, the Lakes Trail 
and the Brazos Trail, she said.

"It's a big, big deal." said 
Lana Barnett of the Tulia 
Chamber of Commerce. "We've 
worked about a year and a half 
(for the designation)."

Texas Plains Trail An Official 
kickoff is at 1:30 p.m. Sept. 15 
at the Senior Citizens Activity 
Center, 619 S.E. Second in 
Tulia. The general public is 
invited.

• One of six Texas Heritage 
frails designated by the Texas 
Historical Commission.

• Designed to draw heritage 
tourists to the 52-county region 
that encompasses the trail.

Tulia will host a get-together 
September 15 to officially 
announce the trail designation, 
she said.

The seeds of the project were 
sown in the late '60s when Gov. 
John Connally proposed 10 
driving trails across the state for 
tourists to explore while visiting 
the 1968 World's Fair in San 
Antonio, Headrick said.

The Texas Department of 
Transportation marked the trails 
with blue and white signs, 
which are a familiar sight to 
many Texas motorists.

In 1998, the Texas Historical 
Commission took on the task of 
reviving the trails as a way to 
promote heritage tourism in the 
region surrounding each trail.

"The trail part needs to be

downplayed," Headrick said. 
"It's a region (that's being pro­
moted)."

The Plains Trail region con­
sists of 52 counties reaching 
from Mitchell and Howard 
counties in the south to the 
Oklahoma border in the north. 
In the east, the region includes 
Hardeman, Foard and Knox 
counties.

The geographic area is rough­
ly the same size as Indiana, said 
Deborah Bigness, the Plains 
Trail's grant writer.

Heritage tourism has surged 
in recent years, Headrick said, 
especially since the Sept. 11, 
2001, teiTorist attacks.

It is the fastest growing seg­
ment of Texas' $40.4 billion 
tourism industry, according to 
the Texas Historical 
Commission.

The state ranks second in the 
country in receiving cultural 
and heritage tourists. Heritage 
travelers are valued since they 
spend $29 more per day than 
other tourists, according to the 
historical commission.

Promoting the Plains makes 
sense because "when people 
think of Texas, we're who they 
think of," Bigness said. "They 
think of open spaces, windmills, 
cowboys and canyons.

"It's a real advantage of the 
region.... We're the folklore."

The Texas Plains Trail also 
will benefit from having the 
backing of the state's historical 
commission.

Aside from being promoted 
on the organization's Web site, 
the commission will give a grant 
of $50,000 a year for a mini­
mum of three years to the Texas 
Plains Trail corporation, 
Headrick said.

In addition, the commission 
will print abut 500.000 copies of 
a brochure promoting the Plains 
Trail, which will be distributed 
in every TxDOT travel informa­
tion center and other locations, 
she sa.d.

For the regions where a 
brochure has been published, 
tourism has increased 13 per­
cent at sites where visitor num­
bers are monitored, she said.

Barnett and Bigness both

lauded the regional approach 
encouraged by the historical 
commission.

"Yes, I think it's been a grow­
ing sense that we need to work 
together to promote the region." 
Bigness said.

Over the past year, organizers 
have contacted county judges in 
all the counties in the region to 
solicit resolutions of support for

the Plains Trail initiative.
The historical commission 

required resolutions from 75 
percent of the counties in the 
region. The Plains Trail organiz­
ers signed up 102 percent. 
Bigness said.

"We got 53 (counties)," she 
said, "because Andrews County 
(which is not in the region) 
passed its support as well."

Watering Tips fo r Yards

During the last of our hot 
summer, remember to consider 
water conservation when water­
ing your lawns and flowerbeds. 
Plants’ water needs go up con­
siderably during the hot weath­
er, but how and when you water 
can make a huge difference in 
both the health of your plants 
and the amount of water that 
you're paying for. The key to 
healthy, strong lawns is deep, 
infrequent soakings. The most 
efficient method of watering is 
to thoroughly wet the soil with - 
1 inch of water and then to 
allow it to dry out a little before 
watering again. This encourages 
plants to put down deeper roots, 
which makes them better able to 
survive periods of drying out.

If you want to see how much 
water you're applying to your 
lawn, set out a small can within 
the range of the sprinkler and 
check the water level to deter­
mine how long it takes your 
sprinkler to apply the amount of 
water you desire. You can also 
come by the Groundwater 
Conservation District office in 
Dumas and pick up a small rain 
gauge that you can set out in 
your yard to check the amount 
of water you're applying. Also 
remember that watering in the

early morning or late evening 
can save a great deal of v/ater 
(approximately 300 gallons per 
month), as well as be healthier 
for your plants. When you water 
during the heat of the day, when 
the wind is also often blowing, 
you can lose as much as 40% 
(200-300 gallons) of the water 
you are applying to evaporation 
before it ever reaches the 
ground. The ideal time to water 
is early morning, as the surface 
of the leaves have a chance to 
dry off quickly once the water is 
turned off. If plants stay damp 
overnight, it tends to encourage 
the growth of fungal diseases.

When watering flowerbeds, 
consider a drip irrigation system 
or soaker hoses to apply water 
close to the ground. There are 
now drip irrigation kits avail­
able that a homeowner can 
assemble and install themselves 
with minimal trouble. Either of 
these systems will allow water 
to be applied closer to the roots 
of the plants and will minimize 
evaporation.

Setting your lawn mower 
blades one notch higher during 
the heat of the summer can also 
save you a great deal of water 
and money, since longer grass 
means less evaporation. This 
alone can save 500-1500 gal­
lons per month.

Remember to also consider 
the type of sprinkler that you are

using when you water your 
lawn. The most efficient sprin­
klers are those that produce 
larger droplets and apply them 
close to the ground to minimize 
evaporation. Tractor sprinklers 
(the yellow ones that follow the 
path of the hose you lay in the 
yard) are one of the best invest­
ments to save both water and 
money while watering your 
lawn. If you use a hose-end 
sprinkler, you might also want 
to consider an inexpensive 
hose-end timer. These can be 
purchased at most retailers that 
carry lawn and garden supplies, 
and they cut off the water sup­
ply to the sprinkler after the 
specified amount of time has 
passed. This could be a real ben­
efit to those of us who some­
times forget to turn off the 
sprinkler before we go to bed 
and wake up the next morning 
to find water running down the 
gutter from our yard. Also make 
sure to adjust your sprinklers to 
avoid watering sidewalks and 
driveways. This can save 500 
gallons per month.

If you have an automatic 
sprinkler system, you might 
want to consider a rain switch. 
These devices are available 
from several manufacturers, but

all work in a similar manner. 
When it rains, the switch pre­
vents your automatic timer from 
turning the sprinkler system on 
for a few days. Once things dry 
out. it will allow the system to 
begin its normal cycling again. 
Not watering when it is rainy 
can save you 200-300 gallons 
each time your sprinklers would 
have come on.

These are just a few sugges­
tions that you might want to 
consider as our summei comes 
to a close. Following these 
guidelines when watering your 
yard can help save you money 
and at the same time help con­
serve our precious water 
resources. If you would like 
more information on saving 
water and on planting drought 
resistant plants in your yard, the 
North Plains Groundwater 
Conservation District in Dumas 
is giving away free computer 
software titled "The Water 
Efficient Guide to Landscaping" 
to help you plan and maintain 
your yard to save both water and 
money.
