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Cluck Named President/CEO Of Interstate Bank

Former Perryton banker John T.
C luck will take the reins of 
Interstate Bank on August 22 as 
president and chief executive 
officer (CEO).

"I will remain as chairman of 
the board," said H. C. Brillhart 
Jr., in making the announcement.

"I am leading a group of local 
investors, " Cluck said, "who 
have entered into a contract to 
buy controlling interest in 
Interstate. Brillhart will retain 
an interest with that group."

"Wc have brought in a number 
of new investors,"Brillhart said. 
"We will also add to our current 
board members"

Brillhart declined to name the 
new stockholders or board 
members.

HC School News
Spearman ISD News

The Spearman ISD has made 
several improvements during the 
summer in preparation of the new 
school year, beginning Thursday, 
August 15th.

The lighting and temperature 
control equipment in the high 
school is being upgraded as a 
result of the Loan Star Energy 
Conservation Loan in the amount 
of $127,000. To be eligible for the 
loan, the school had to have an 
engineer to do the work, and be 
able to prove that the money 
saved would be able to pay back 
the note and interest within eight 
years. According to the figures for 
Spearman High School, the 
savings should be pay back the 
loan in only four years.

This loan was not approved 
until late July, but most of the 
classrooms have already been 
updated. Light fixtures in the 
hallways, band hall, and a 
couple of other rooms will be 
finished as soon as possible.

Several updates have been 
made at the junior high as well. 
The gym was painted, a sealer 
was put on the west exterior wall 
to protect it from moisture, and 
the swamp coolers were replaced 
with window refrigeration units.

As a result of CAP (Capital 
Aquisition Program), the heating 

-system will be replaced in the 
gym, as well as the lights will be 
lowered.

Spearman ISD was one of the 46 
panhandle school districts to 
re ce iv e  the TIF (T ele­
communications Infrastructure) 
grant. This grant covers 
additional cableing, wiring, 
equipment and a microwave dish, 
which will create an Area-Wide 
Network. This will also include a 
direct connection to the internet. 
Spearman is hoping to have this 
in place by January 1st. All 46 
school districts are scheduled to 
be completed by the end of the 
school year.

The Spearman ISD has also 
added 14 Pentium 200 computers 
to the district. These computers 
were distributed to all three 
campuses. In addition, a new file 
server was also added to the high 
school

Other changes within the 
district include several changes in 
personnel. Stacy Adamson was 
hired to teach Elem entary  
P.E./Junior High Girls Athletics, 
Debbie George will teach 3rd 
Grade, Molly Holton will teach 
High School Social Studies, 
Hope Kemp will teach 2nd 
Grade, Caroline Kenealy will 
teach Junior High and High 
School ESL (English as a Second 
Language), Thedra Reynolds will 
teach Elementary ESL, Diane 
Thorp will teach High School 
Math, and Nanci Weaver will 
teach Junior High Special 
Education. Martha Jones will 
move from part-time Elementary 
Librarian to full-time.

Gruver ISD News
The first day of classes for the 

Gruver Independent School 
District is Tuesday, August 19th. 
The expected enrollment is around 
450 students.

The Gruver ISD has hired three 
new teachers for the 1997-98 
school year. They are Glen 
Hallum, who will teach 7th and 
8th grade social studies, as well 
as be the head boys basketball 
coach; Kay Hallum, who will 
teach 1st grade; and LaVon Reid, 
who will teach kindergarten.

Other changes within the 
school system include a new 
elementary principal, Diane 
Brown, and a new high school 
principal, Tim Garland.

A reception is planned at 
Interstate on August 22 at 1:30 
p.m. to welcome Cluck back to the 
community.

Cluck was the chairman of the 
board and CEO of First Perryton 
Bancorp, Inc. from 1982 until 
February 1996.

Cluck began his banking career 
in Perryton in March 1972 as the 
executive vice president of First 
National Bank of Perryton. He 
became the president and CEO of 
First National in June 1975.

A graduate of Texas Christian 
University, Cluck also hold s a 
graduate degree in banking from 
Rutgers University. He was 
presid en t of the N orth  
Panhandle Bankers Association 
in 1985 and served as district 
chairman of the Texas Bankers 
Association in 1988.

QUESTION: My mother waited on me hand and foot 

when I was a child. Do you think it is in my children's 
best interest to do the same?

DR. DOBSON: I’m not suggesting that you give up 
mothering and nurturing your children, but it is 
appropriate for you to let them carry the level of 
responsibility that their age and maturity permits. 
This point was made by Marguerite and Willard 
Beecher, writing in their excellent book, Parents on 
the Run. They stated, and I strongly agree, that 
parents must gain their freedom from their children, 
so that their children can gain their freedom from the 
parents.

Think about that for a moment. If you never get free 
from your children by transferring responsibility to 
them, then they will remain hopelessly bound to you, 
too! You have knotted each other in a paralyzing 
interdependency that stifles growth and development.

I admit the difficulty of implementing this policy. 
Our deep love for our children makes us tremendously 
vulnerable to their needs. Life inevitably brings pain 
and sorrow to little people, and we hurt when they 
hurt. When others ridicule them or laugh at them, 
when they feel lonely and rejected, we want to rise 
like a mighty shield to protect them from life's sting-- 
to hold them snugly within the safety of our embrace.

Yet there are times when we must let them struggle. 
Children can't grow without taking risks. Toddlers 
can’t walk initially without falling down. Students 
can't learn without facing some hardships. And 
ultimately, adolescents can't enter young adulthood 
until we release them from our protective custody.

Rain was a welcome visitor in 
the Gruver area this week.
