SPS Lowers Rates

Spearman City

City Council
approved Ordinance #8685,
February 13, 1998. This ordinance
is a settlement between the City
of Spearman and Southwestern
Public Service that started as a
rate case against SPS from the
City of Spearman. SPS agreed to
file a revised Surcharge Rate
Rider with the PUC that will
level the surcharge with
Spearman, Perryton, Booker,
Darrouzett, Follett, and Higgins.
This leveling will mean the
average residential electric bill
will be reduced by approximately
11%. Similar savings will be seen
in commercial applications as
well.

SPS also agreed to pay the
legal fees incurred to the City of
Spearman in the amount of
$35,683.20.

The City of Spearman agreed to
withdraw their rate case and
cannot initiate another rate case

against SPS until after January 1,
2001.

Also included in this agreement
is a waiver of 50% of the
surcharge by SPS for economic
development in our region. This
waiver is applicable to new non-
competing industry only. Non-
competing means that the new
customer shall not be in a business
which directly competes with
existing General Service or Large
General Service customers in the
area, as determined at the
discretion of the company.

“The original intent of this rate
case was to get lower electrical
rates so to encourage economical

development and gain
comparative electrical rates
around us,” stated Mayor Burl

Buchanan. “This is just another
step to comparative rates and an
incentive for economic
development to come in to help
pay off this surcharge. This is a
good deal for Spearman and the
other surrounding area cities.”

The legisiation allows telephone companies to
recover costs not paid through customer charges by
applying a surcharge to all other customers in the state
who do not receive the ELC service or who do not pay
the maximum ELC rate. The maximum monthly ELC rate
allowed under state law is $3.50 per line for residential
customers and $7 per line for business customers

Southwestern Bell estimates that the 26
cents per month per line charge will recover the
$27 million annual cost of providing ELC service that
is not recovered from ELC rates.

If approved by the PUC, the monthly statewide
surcharge of 26 cents per line per month will begin
with the April, 1998 billing cycles, with an agreement
to refund all or part of the charge it the PUC does
not approve it.
