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towards the purchase of the com-

puter and software and the City of
Gruver agreed to split the remain-

ing cost. Knauf added that in addi-
tion to the City of Spearman's half,
they would have to pay for the tie-
in equipment and the cost incurred
to access the weather pictures.

In other business, the city
awarded several bid contracts.

A purchase contract for a new
swimming pool filter was awarded
to Recreaonics in the amount of
$6,118.81. Two other bids were re-
ceived, but Recreaonics submitted
the low bid.

Fuqua Enterprises, Inc. was the
only bid for 50 metal refuse con-
tainers. Knauf stated that this was
the company the city bought their
dumpsters from last year. He con-
tinued that the current budget for
the purchase of dumpsters was
$12,250 and recommended that the
city purchase only 46 dumpsters
foratotal of $12,098 in order to stay
within the budget. The council ap-
proved the recommendation to pur-
chase 46 dumpsters from Fuqua
Enterprises, Inc. at $263.50 each.

Council members reviewed the
bids for a contract mowing city prop-
erties. After reviewing the bids, it
was decided that the city would
continue to mow all of the property
except the airport. The contract for
mowing the airport was awarded to
J&M Service Center in the amount
of $6,000.

Sealed proposals on the deposi-
tory and custody of city funds were
reviewed. Mr. George Williford of
First Southwest Company analyzed
the bids for the city and recom-
mended for the city to remain with
First National Bank of Spearman
for two years for the depository and

custody of city funds. The council
approved the recommendation.
The council adopted a resolution
rejecting all prior bids for construe-
tion and repair of the wastewater
treatment plant. The resolution
specifies for the solicitation of new
bids for emergency repairs and the

revision of contract specifications
makingfindings of fact. The resolu-
tion was made effective March 15.

Alice Peddy, chief appraiser of
the Hansford County Appraisal
District presented the city with a
refund check in the amount of
$415.78. She discussed that the
appraisal district discontinued the
maintenance contracts on the com-
puter equipment and set up a re-
serve account of $11,000 for that
purpose. She then discussed the
city's options as a taxing entity.

Tindle Ramon, vice-president of
the chamber, requested that the
city reimburse the chamber $500
from the Economic Development
Fund for a year's subscription to
"High Ground of Texas". The re-
quest was approved.

Council members approved en-
teringintoa contract with Cathodic
Protection Services Company for
another year to inspect each el-
evated and ground water storage
tank and replace the anodes as
needed.

Kathy Beck was appointed as
Presiding Judge and Pearl Pierce
as Alternate Judge for the Munici-
pal Election on May 7, 1994.

In regular business, the minutes
from the previous meetings were
approved. The monthly entity re-
ports were approved. And the coun-
cil approved payment of bills in the
amount of $232,009.83.
