One percent of nonfat milk,
lower-fat cheese, and nonfat or low-
fat yogurt are excellent sources of
calcium,

Many nutritionists recommend
1,000-1,500 milligrams of calcium
for older adults. This translatesinto
the amount of calcium in three
glasses of milk plus one ounce of
cheese.

Diets low in calcium may in-
crease the risk of osteoporosis -- a
bone disease in which bones be-

come brittle, increasing the likeli-
hood of falls and fractures. People
who don't like dairy foods or who
can't tolerate them can obtain cal-
cium from foods such as canned fish
with bones, tofu, kale and broceoli.
Or, consult your doctor or nutri-
tionists to see if calcium supple-
ments are in order.

American Red Cross to offer
basic lifeguarding course

The Ochiltree County Chapter
of the American Red Cross has
scheduled a Basic Lifeguarding
course for April 14-15, from 6-9
p.m. and on April 16 classes will
begin at 8 a.m. at the Perryton and
Vicinity Activity Center. Sheril
Kelley will be the volunteer instruc-
tor. Interested persons are being
asked to go by the Red Cross office
weekday mornings to pick up their
books or call the office at 435-8175.
Recovery cost for the course will be
$17.

This course will provide the nec-
essary minimum skills and knowl-
edge training for an individual to
qualify to serve as an entry level
lifeguard.

Training should be supple-
mented with training by the em-
ployer which is specific to the facil-
ity.

Prerequisites

for Basic

Lifeguarding are: Fifteen years of
age on or before the beginning of
the course. Swim 500 yards con-
tinuously using each of the follow-
ing strokes for at least 50 yards:
crawl, breaststroke, elementary
backstroke and sidestroke. Surface
dive to a minimum depth of 9 feet
and bring a 10 pound diving brick
to the surface. Surface dive to a
minimum depth of five feet. Swim
underwater a minimum of 15 yards
and tread water for one minute,
using arms and legs.
Participants must complete
training in first aid and adult CPR
prior to issuance of the Basic
Lifeguarding Certificate. The
Ochiltree County Chapter holds
first aid and CPR classes on the
third Monday and Tuesday of each
month at the Ochiltree County
Courthouse from 6-10 p.m. Recov-
ery cost for this course will be $20.

Texas Railroad Commission

Releases oil and gas

The Texas Railroad Commission
hasreleased oil and gas production
figures for the month of December
1993 in Hansford County. Total gas
production for the month was re-
ported at 2,978,313 Mef (thousand
cubic feet) and crude oil production
at 30,651 barrels.

The Commission issued a total of
970 drilling permits in February
compared to 894 in February 1993.
The 970 total included 585 permits
to drill new oil and gas tests, 27 to
re-enter existing well bores, 37 to
deepen existing holes, 147 to
plugback existing holes, and 48 for
other wells. February amended
drilling permits totaled 126.

Total drilling permits issued in

1994 year-to-date is 1,880, a nine

percent increase from the 1,716 is-
sued during the same pariod of 1993,

if You Live in the Panhandle,
Texas-New Mexico Power
Wants to Lower Your Rates

Texas-New Mexico Power Company (TNP) has filed a re-
quest for a system-wide increase in rates of 8.9 percent,
or $34.8 million. The “Statement of Intent to Change
Rates,” which TNP is required to publish in all of the
areas it serves, is running elsewhere in this newspaper.
Even though TNP is requesting an overall increase in
rates, customers in the Panhandle area of Hansford,
Lipscomb and Ochiltree Counties will see a reduc-
tion in their rates. The reduction is the result of TNP’s
proposal to use @ purchased power cost recovery factor
(PCRF) that takes into consideration the fact that power
purchased from Southwestern Public Service Company is
delivered to TNP's Panhandle area customers only. TNP's
base rates still will be the same for its entire Texas ser-

vice area.

TNP's request would result in about a 3.2 percent
decrease in electricity costs for an average residential
Panhandle area customer. The electricity cost for an
average commercial Panhandle area customer would re-
main about the same. TNP's proposed rates would
decrease a monthly Panhandle area residential bill for
500 kWh from an average of $41.89 to $40.83, or $1.06
per month, A monthly Panhandle area residential bill for
1000 kWh would decrease from an average of $91.07 to

$88.17, or $2.90 per month.

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Spiritually Speaking...

The Day the Manna Ceased
The Old Testament Lesson we
find in Joshua 5:9-12 opens at a
time shortly after the death of
Moses,... at the time when Israel is
poised at the edge of the Promised
Land,...poised and ready, by virtue
of their trek through the wilder-
ness with Moses, to claim the salva-
tion which their "exodus" from
Egypt had only begun. Upon their
arrival at its easternmost frontier,
they find the Promised Land al-
ready occupied; evidently, if they're
going to be able to claim it, they're
going to have to exert
themselves,...to work for it, to
struggle for it, to fight for it.

Israel's new leader for the con-
quest and settlement of the Prom-
ised Land is Joshua. Our passage
opens with the Lord saying to

Joshua, "Today I have rolled away
the reproach of Egypt from you,”
meaning "Today I have rolled away
from you that which was holding
you back,...that which waskeeping
you from being truly
productive,...that which was keep-
ing you from enjoying all the ben-
efits of life which I have created for
and are available to My people."

"Today I have done this," says
the Lord, and the narrator contin-
ues:

1And on the day after the Pass-
over, on that very day, they ate
some of the produce of the land,
unleavened cakes and parched

grain,

And on the day after they had
eaten some of the produce of the
land,...the manna ceased,...so that
the sons of Israel no longer had
manna, but they ate some of the
yield of the land of Canaan during
that year,

Theday the manna ceased... was
just an ordinary day,... like any
other day,...a gift of God. It evi-
dently wasn't prominent enough in
Israel's collective memory that it
was ever really celebrated as such,
and it is barely even
mentioned,...but it is there,...in
Israel's memory,...in Israel's ritual
life together,...in their
symbols,...and, in their feasts and
celebrations, right next to Pass-
over... the highpoint of the sacred
year: "On that very day,"” says the
historian, "they ate some of the
produce of the produce of the land."
Only two days into the Promise,
and they're already receiving por-
tions of its "produce”.

When God provides, the means
of claiming goes along with the pro-
vision; God never provides a "car-
rot" and leaves it "dangling” before
our hungry eyes, eternally out of
reach! The Promised Land was real
and God's intention was for Israel
to have it, and to have it in as much
of its fullness as they were able.
Before we "have"”, we must learn
"how to have;" before we can "pos-
sess”, we must learn how to "pos-
sess”. God had provided manna for
their"wilderness days;" they merely
needed to stop "grumbling” in order
to make it on this part of their
journey as God's people,... needed
to start looking forward (toward)
God's Promises rather than looking
back at "reproach"-filled Egypt,
...Egypt which was filled with
things and experiences of things
and memories of things which had
kept and were continuing to keep
Israel from realizing the Life God
had for them and had had since the
beginning of time.

Now, at the edge of the Promised
Land, they were given a "taste" of
what it had to offer,but what it had
to offer, its "taste”, took them be-
yond both their present "posses-
sions” and their present abilities
and capabilities for "possessing”. It
tasted "good”, but it also tasted like
the "work" that went into it.
"Unleavened cakes and parched
grain" were not a feast of lazy
luxury; they "tasted” of the labors
and skills of farming to produce the
grains and of the toils and skills of
cooking to prepare them for eating.

Israel would need to cultivate in
themselves new skills, new motiva-
tions, new awarenesses, new ways
of looking at the world...in order to
be able to really claim the Land to
any degree even approaching the
fullness and richness of its Prom-

ise. The day the manna ceased was
a day of old things passing away
and new things coming; it was a
day of "lessons learned” and "new
directions taken."

Frequently, when we think of
Lent we think of "doing without;"
we seldom think of it as a "gift of
God." We seldom think about what
the "doing without" teaches us,...we
don't think about Lent as a time of
learning,...a gift for learning about
ourselves in relationship with God,
ourselves as God's people, to the
end that we might be better
equipped and better able to claim
God's Promises. We seldom think
of Lent, or of "the day the manna
ceased,” as God's "gifts" for God's
people.

One of the best Lenten Sunday
School lessons I ever heard about
was explained to me by a student
who had participated in a certain
"Lenten exercise" that was con-
ducted by the High School class of
the church I attended in Houston.
The students held a "lock-in", but
instead of ordering pizzas stacked
to the ceiling, they denied them-
selves any food at all, then talked
about the hungry of the world. Af-
ter they'd learned something about
hunger in themselves, they were
able to move deeper into their un-
derstanding of the hunger of
others,...and in this expanded and
extended understanding of hunger,
tofind themselveschanged,...they'd
learned something,...new motiva-
tions and new ideas for how to do
something about it,...how to claim
God's Promise for the hungry. The
day the pizza ceased...was just an
ordinary Lenten day...a day of re-
ceiving a gift of God for claiming the
Promises of God.

If we ever begin to think that we
have already fully claimed God's
Promise, 1 think that we are very
sadly and tragically mistaken. If,
in our nebulous claim that "we are
saved" we think that we have real-
ized God's Promised Land or even
that "we will when we die,” we live
by a nebulous faith and pronounce
ourselves "know-it-alls" or "have-
it-alls", unwilling to continue to
learn and to change "for the better,”
and, indeed, "for the best!" We, in
essence, cut ourselves off from fur-
thering our education and edifica-
tion in relationship with God, and,
developmentally speaking, we stunt
our growth in faith. If we do this, we
stand at the edge of the Promised
Land "hooked" on manna,...not a
bad thing to be "hooked on, if you're
gonna be "hooked" on something, I
guess, but nonetheless stymied,
stopped from venturing further with
God into the Promised Land.

Luke 15:11-31 invites us to con-
sider theday theinheritance money
ran out for the Prodigal Son. [ won-
der what kind of a day that was
from his perspective,...or ifhe even
thought about it ever again. We're
quite sure that he'd remember all
those graceful images of his father
the day of his return home,...his
father, so unexpectedly and so con-
trary to what was customary, pick-
ing up the skirts of his robe and,
casting dignity to the wind, expos-
inghis legs, running down the road
togreet his wayward son with "hugs
n' kisses," risking his own respect-
ability both in the community and
at home; ...then, so that the son
might never forget that day, pre-
paring an elaborate feast, of the
finest he had to offer, in order to
celebrate ayoungman he calls "this
son of mine,"..."this son of mine
(who) was dead, and has come to
life again,...was lost, and has been
found."

No,...it's unlikely that the young
man would ever forget that day,
that day of "homecoming"; but
would he remember the day and
days before,...the day the inherit-
ance money,...the inheritance
manna...ran out? What were these
days like?

We pick up Jesus' story at the
14th verse of Luke's Chapter 15:

“Now when he (the prodigal son)
had spent everything, a severe fam-
ine occurred in that country, and he
began to be in need.

*And he went and attached him-
self to one of the citizens of that
country, and he sent him into his
fields to feed swine.

5And he was longing to fill his
stomach with the pods that the
swine were eating, and no one was

giving anything to him.

Did you ever notice how tied to
their stomachs God's people seem
to be? ...how captive to their appe.
tites they are? "Food" and “appe.
tite" are frequent images in Serip-
ture, sometimes critical of pt‘:Ople
and their behavior, but other times
appealing to those very character-
isties of people in order to draw
them closer to God. Here, we find
the Prodigal Son, who has drifted
astray because of his appetites for
"loose living," now precisely through
his appetite for survival, for hold-
ing on to life, for "tight living," we
might say, being "taught” through
his appetites a lesson which ex-
tends his life's expectations,...and
extends them beyond anything he'd
dared to hope for, much less knew
how to hope for!

And in Verses 17 through 21 are
described the Lenten Lesson, the
Lenten ordeal, the gift of God to the
Prodigal Son for restoring to him
the deeper, richer part of his inher-
itance which, through no fault of
his own, he'd failed to lose, ...the
graceful love of his father, which
comes to all "prodigals” out of the
Grace of God:

"But when he came to his senses,
he said, "How many of my father's
hired men have more than enough
bread, but I am dying here with
hunger!

"] will get up and go to my
father and will say to him, 'Father,
I have sinned against heaven, and
in your sight;

"] am no longer worthy to be
called your son; make me as one of
your hired men."

...the "coming to one's senses,"
...the integration of life's experi-
ences with life's faith tradition,
...the learning of the Lenten Sun-
day School lesson,...the beginning
of repentance as God's gift which
directs us forward,...forward to
"homecoming" and
restoration,...forward to "conquer-
ing" and "settling" the Promised
Land.

In Verse 20, before the young
man has a chance to say anything
at all about his change of heart, the
father, "while he was still a long
way off,...saw him, and felt com-
passion for him, and ran and em-
braced him, and kissedhim,"...such
is the "appetite” of the father of a
prodigal son. This "father" ex-
presses that "appetite”’, and ex-
presses it openly and exuberantly

and triumphantly, expressing here
through his behavior what he later
expresses in so many words, than
celebrates in ritual: "this son of
mine was dead, and is alive again;
he was lost, and has been found!"

The Friday before Easter we re-
member the culmination of the
Lenten Season,...the day of Jesus'
crucifixion,...the day the manna
ceased and God-in-the-flesh ceased
to dwell among us, full of grace and
truth. Yet that, too, was a day of
learning,...like any otherday, a gift
of God. For in that day in which we
"gave up on" God's Love,...in which
we lost the "manna” of our
inheritance,...we were prepared for
the "more advanced" lesson of
Easter's empty Cross,. ..prepm‘ed to
discover that the deep, rich "eq-
uity” of that inheritance is not di-
minished by one whit,...for those
who would but repent!

The day the manna ceased was
just an ordinary day,..like any
other day,...but oh what a gift of
God!.. .for it was and is the day in
which God has "rolled back re-
proach” from us,...done away with
that which has been "holding back”
our growth in faith, forgiven us our
selfish and our immature
ways,...and has provided for that
giant "leap of faith" we may experi-
ence at Easter,...at Easter where
our reproach has been rolled away
and there is NOTHING left stand-
ing between ourselves and the
empty Cross of Christ!...and all the
Promise and the Produce of the
Land is spread before us...is spread
before us as on a festive Table of
Sweet "Homecoming" and Com.
munion,... Oh,indeed, what a mar-
velous gift of God...that day the
manna ceased!
