There was a
limit, but it was more than most residents
or businesses would use within a year.

Due to the increase in requirements and
regulations for landfills, the operation
costs have risen over the past few years.
Because of the cost increase, the City of
Spearman has adopted Ordinance 825,
which amends Chapter 13, Utilities, Solid
Waste Disposal; Division 1, Penalties; Di-
vision 2, Collection and Disposal; Divi-
sion 4, Fees; of the Spearman City Code.
The effective date of this code was Janu-
ary 1,2011.

The City Administration determined
that the previous charges for the services
were insufficient to meet the financial
needs of the City to provide the services.
Therefore, The City Council of the City
of Spearman amended the ordinance.

The receptacles located in and around
the City of Spearman are for the use of
residents and paying customers INSIDE
the city limits only. Persons found using
these receptacles without having trash

service shall be subject to be cited and

Texas Crop & Weather

The following specific livestock, crop and
weather conditions were reported by Pan-
handle Extension directors: The region had
extremely cold temperatures, with a few days
of wind chills as cold as minus 35 degrees.
Some snow fell early in the reporting period
but was blown around by 30 mph winds. Pro-
ducers were busy tending to livestock, put-
ting out feed ahead of the storm, placing
livestock behind windbreaks, thawing water
and breaking ice. The cold, windy weather
was very hard on the cattle that did not have
shelter. Effects of this weather on crops can-
not be fully determined at the time of this re-
port, but record lows dating back to early
1900's were broken. The ground was frozen
so hard that no land preparation for field
crops could be done. Supplemental feeding
of cattle on rangeland continued.

Weather Was Factor in Fatal
Auto Accident North of Gruver

Weather was a factor in an accident that
killed a 79-year-old Gruver woman late
Tuesday morning, according to the De-
partment of Public Safety.

Charlene Boyd Spivey about 11:10 a.m.
was a passenger in a southbound Buick
Enclave that crossed the center line of
state Highway 136 in Hansford County
because of poor visibility, the DPS said.
The Buick collided head on with a north-
bound tractor-trailer. A southbound Ford
F-250 pickup then struck the Buick from
behind, the DPS said.

An ambulance transported Spivey and
Shirley Lowe, the driver of the Buick
from Gruver, to Hansford County Hospi-
tal in Spearman, where Spivey died, ac-
cording to the DPS. No information was
available on the Lowe’s condition.

Spivey was wearing a seat belt, the DPS
said.

[llegal dumping of waste and materials
shall be monitored by city staff and elec-
tronic devices including cameras. These
devices shall be used to provide proof of
the City’s claim against a violator.

Weighed, compacted household waste
generated inside Hansford County will be
charged at a rate of $30.00 per cubic
yard/ton. Outside Hansford County
$42.00 per cubic yard/ton. (This is usu-
ally trash brought to the landfill from
other communities.)

Uncompacted household waste gener-
ated inside Hansford County will be
charged at a rate of $15.00 per cubic
yard/ton. Outside Hansford County
$30.00 per cubic yard/ton.

Roofing materials generated inside
Hansford County will be charged at a rate
of $15.00 per cubic yard/ton. Outside
Hansford County $30.00 per cubic
yard/ton. !

Elevator belts will be charged at a rate
of $100.00 each.

The City of Spearman requests resi-
dents haul large items for disposal to the
landfill. All loads must be strapped or tied
down. Use of the landfill is free to City
residents, with the exception of tires,
which has a minimal fee. This allows

room in the dumpster for more household
garbage and grass clippings.

If items must be placed in the alley,
place them on your part of the alley, not
beside the dumpster or on your neighbor’s
property! The City does not pick up items
placed in the alley very often. Ensure that
household garbage gets placed in the
dumpster and the lid closed.

Since County residents must now pay
for use of the landfill, the City of Spear-
man asks to be notified if any nonresident
is seen using a dumpster. You may call
City Hall to make a report, or for more in-
formation.

The City of Spearman recycles corru-
gated cardboard, which helps cut ex-
penses for local citizens. Please flatten all
cardboard boxes and take them to the City
Recycling Center located next to the
water tower on Kenneth Street. Used oil
and filters may be placed in the used oil
collection igloo located at the City Recy-
cling Center or at the landfill. There are
also recycling receptacles for other items
such as paper, magazines, newspapers,
plastic, etc.

God calls us to walk in ways that lead to life and abun-
dance of spirit. In this season of Epiphany we discover
this in Deuteronomy 30: 15-20, Psalm 119: 1-8, 1
Corinthians 3: 1-9, and Matthew 5: 21-37.

Moses makes his farewell speeches to the people. He
clearly offers the people a choice between life and death
as they prepare to enter the Promised Land. If they fol-
low the commandments, decrees and ordinances of God,
they will be blessed in the land; if they do not give their
hearts to God, calamity and ruin shall overwhelm them.
To some this indicates that every letter of the law must
be carried out, yet the Torah, the word of God, is de-
signed to be lived.

The Psalmist sings a wisdom psalm, "Happy are those
whose way is blameless, who walk in the law of the
Lord." The Torah is to be lived. We must love the Lord,
our God, with all our heart, all our mind and all our
being; and, our neighbor as ourselves.

Storm knocks Texas
hard but state busi-
ness continues

AUSTIN - Wind, snow,
sleet, ice, record-low tem-
peratures, road closures and
power blackouts made the
second half of last week un-
usual for most of Texas,
even for winter.

Power grid manager
ERCOT, the Electric Relia-
bility Council of Texas, or-
dered providers serving the
bulk of the state to imple-
ment rolling outages to
compensate for electricity
shortages. Gov. Rick Perry
was out of state while the
Arctic cold front raged, but
he had this to say about the

outages: _
“Because of winter
weather conditions that

have created an unprece-
dented demand on the
state’s energy grid, many
Texans across our state are
experiencing power out-
ages today,” Perry said.
“Texas power and emer-
gency managemert experts
are working very closely
with ERCOT and various
utility providers fo ensure
power is restored as quickly
as possible. Until that hap-
pens, I urge businesses and
residents to conserve elec-
tricity to minimize the im-
pact of this event.”

Prompted by the pro-
jected $27 billion state rev-
enue shortage, the Senate
Education Committee
heard testimony focusing
on the possible effects of al-
tering the 22:1 students-to-
teacher ratio mandated by
state law.

Protecting private prop-
erty rights and addressing
eminent domain issues are
on Gov. Perry’s list of
emergency issues. The Sen-
ate State Affairs committee
laid out and considered SB
18, an eminent domain bill
authored by Craig Estes, R-
Wichita Falls. At the con-
clusion of testimony the
committee voted favorably
for the bill. Texas Agricul-
ture Commissioner Todd
Staples said the bill would
protect homeowners and
landowners, but others said
that as currently written, the
way the bill is worded may
still put landowners at risk
in eminent domain takings.

Meanwhile, the House
met each day, Feb. 1-4, ad-
journing after a short 30
minutes in session on
Thursday Feb. 4, with ab-
normally rough weather
continuing to spread across
the state.

AG seeks to send EPA
packing

On Feb. 1, Attorney Gen-
eral Greg Abbott publicized
a letter he wrote to Presi-
dent Obama, Senate Major-
ity Leader Harry Reid and
House  Speaker John
Boehner, urging them to re-
verse the U.S. Environmen-
tal Protection Agency’s
recent stepping in to police
greenhouse gas (carbon
dioxide) emissions at
smokestack industries and
power plants in Texas.

“I can think of no better
way for the White House to
demonstrate its commit-
ment to ending job-killing
regulations than by rescind-
ing the EPA rules Texas has
challenged. Congress, too,
has the opportunity to act
now to save jobs and in-
crease confidence in the fu-
ture of our economy by
ordering the EPA to cease
its efforts to regulate carbon
dioxide emissions through
the ill-suited means of the
Clean Air Act,” Abbott
wrote.

Abbott said he wants the
Texas Commission on En-
vironment Quality to re-
sume its enforcement role.
