Citizen of the Year 
J B. Buchanan was born on July 

25, 1906 at Erick. OK. He moved 
with his fam ily to Hansford 
County around 1910.

J.B. has always had a love of 
windmills. He has a picture of 
himself climbing a windmill tower 
ai his grandfather's farm when he 
was four years old, When he was a 
little  older, he found an old 
windmill and put it up on a fence 
post.

J B married lla Mae in June of 
1933. and they have one son, Burl 
Buchanan. Burl, who is Mayor of 
Spearman, is married to Nellie, and 
they have two children, Roger and 
Jana. J.B. was the oldest o f ten 
children, and he and his sister, 
Helen Fisher, are the only ones 
still living in Hansford County.

J.B worked for the City of 
Spearman in 1926-27. He worked 
for Phillips Petroleum Company 
for 22 years. He always wanted to 
be a farmer, and in 1949 he and his 
family moved to a farm southwest 
or Spearman, where he and his wife 
still live,

In the early 60's he had the 
opportunity to purchase an Eclipse 
w indm ill in Cuero. NM. The 
windmill was still in the crate with 
the tags on it After he purchased 
it. he stored it in his barn, and 
finally erected it in 1965.

The Smithsonian Museum heard 
about his windmill and asked if  
they could have it for the Museum 
o f American H istory. J.B. 
commented, “ I ’ d just about let you 
have my wife before I ’d give up 
that windmill," but eventually gave 
in and let them have it. They took 
it apart piece by piece and 
reconstructed it m the museum in 
Washington, DC. He later donated 
a Standard w indm ill to the 
Smithsonian Museum.

There are many w indm ill 
collectors across the world, but 
J B .’ s collection is the most 
famous as it is featured on the 
cover o f T. Lindsay Baker's 
windmill book. Many windmill 
collectors got their inspiration from 
J B und his windmills.

His current collection consists of 
14 windmills. Two of which are

being restored by Orville Latham, 
Don Reed, Sammy Don Jones.

J.B. has donated his w indmill 
collection to the Southwest Pioneer 
Windmill Association, and they 
will be moved to a site located on 
South Highway 207.

From the beginning, one o f the 
primary goals o f the owners was 
not only to make the station a 
sound buMness, but to be involved 
and be o f service to the 
community. Over the years it has 
been successful in doing both.

In addition, the staff has been a 
part of the community through 
c lub  and o rg a n iza tio n a l 
involvement.

Jim's picture is o f Charley 

Laxton's catch o f 2 big blue cats. 
The larger weighed in at 13.5 
pounds and the smaller tipped the 
scales at 7 pounds.

People fishing on the bridge have 
tamed one of the blue herons, at 
least somewhat. The big bird has 
learned that minnows and shad are 
to be had about dark when the 
fishermen are finishing for the day 
and releasing their bait in the water. 
The heron has been coming closer 
for the treats. I expect some 
grandparent to buy bait for a 
grandchild to feed the bird. These 
herons are known for their shyness, 
so this story surprised me.

Sunday Jim took the scope from 
the office and used it Sunday on 
two bald eagles, one being 
immature, that were perched in the 
trees on the Gibner side. He said he

could see the eyes and claws in 
great detail.

My reading has brought three 
references to the head waters of the 
Palo Duro. Wenton A. Wilson in 
Account of a Buffalo Hunt in 1876 
wrote on Nov. 21, 1876, “ I went 
up to the head waiters of Paloduro 
to an Indian wigwam of the Black 
Foot &  Shian tribe. They treated 
me courtesly. They were tanning 
buffalo hides. They invited us to 
dinner. They wer having a feast on 
roasted dog, but not being kindly 
disposed to the canine breed I 
refused, not being hungry. Still, it 
was three oclock &  1 had not eaten 
anything since morning. I also 
visited a Mexican ranch stakaded 
securly against an attack of Indians 
which are very numberous."

Jim Cator, in one o f his 
journals, mentioned meeting Mr. 
and Mrs. Tyler on the head waters 
o f the Palo Duro. The third 
reference was in The Great Buffalo 
Hunt by Wayne Gard. Gard in error 
placed Bob and Jim Cator in 1872 
as having made a dugout at the head 
waters of Palo Duro Creek.

Not being sure of where the old 
timers considered the head waters of 
the Palo Duro to be, I called 
Marshall Cator o f Sunray and found 
that they meant the area north of 
Morse on the Tyler ranch where the 
creek divides into the South and 
North Forks.

He added to get water for a stage 
stop on the Bert Cator land near 
Morse, they dug a well six feet 
down in the center o f the creek and 
hit water. Much later Marshall and 
his brother Bert hand dug a well 
higher up that was eighteen feet to 
water.

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Laws Protect Texans Against Stalking
by Dan Morales,  Texas 
Attorney General

We have all heard o f famous 
[icople who aro stalked by crazed or 
obsessed fans, A ll loo often those 
incidents end in tragedy. However, 
stars are not the only victims.

.Stalking victims can he male or 
female, young or old. single or 
married. Sometimes a stalker is an 
acquaintance or former romantic 
partner o f the victim. Other times, 
the stalker is a complete stranger.

In 1997, the Texas Legislature 
passed a new stalking law intended 
to help law enforcement officials 
and ihc judicial system apprehend, 
prosecute and convict stalkers.

The Office o f the Attorney 
Ocneral, through its Crime 
Victims' Compensation Division,

works with stalking victims to person and he conveyed by the 
help ensure their safety as well as stalker or by someone acting on the 
their recovery. stalker s behalf.

W hat is stalking? Conduct that is considered to be
Stalkers try to control their stalking includes threats by mail or

The Texas S talking Law
The penalty for conviction under 

the stalking law is a Class A 
misdemeanor which calls for a fine 
o f $4,(XK) and no more than one 
year in jail. However, i f  the stalker 
has prior conviction for stalking, 
the penally is upgraded to a third 
degree felony. Conviction for a 
felony can result in two to 10 years 
of jail time and a fine of up to

Additionally, the releasing officer 

is required to make a reasonable 
attempt to inform the victim when 
a stalker is released or escapes from 
ja i l .  It is the v ic t im ’ s 
responsib iiity  to notify  law 
enforcement officials of any change 
in address or phone number.

How To Protect Yourself
I f  you or a family member is 

being stalked, you should 
immediately file a report with ihe 
police or the local prosecutor's 
office.

Make sure to request a copy of 
the report.

Give the police any written 
correspondence and report any 
phone calls.

Keep track o f all dales and the 
names of every person you speak 
with.

You should keep a complete log 
o f all incidents: obtain the names 
and addresses of all witnesses and 
write a description of each incident. 
Complete records arc essential to 
the successful prosecution of 
stalking cases.

If  you are related to the stalker by 
blood or by marriage, you may tic 
able to obtain a protective order. 
While a piece of paper can never 
offer complete protection, it is an 
official order for the stalker to stay 
away from you, your family or 
your children,

For your safety, you should 
obtain an unlisted number and 
caller ID, have law enforcement 
officers perform a safety check of ■ 
your home, remove your social 
security number and phone number 
from as many records as possible, 
and, most importantly, develop a 
safety plan to follow in the event 
ol an emergency.

Important Numbers
The most important number to 

remember is 911. I f  you or a 
family member are being stalked, 
you should report it to the police 1 
immediately.

If  you have been the victim of a 
stalker, the Crime V ic tim s ’ 
Compensation Division (CVC) of . 
the Office o f the Attorney General 
may be able to help. The division
